	FINAL 30 Day Notice to Vacate

	The North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT) has acquired the above listed parcel for the highway project identified above.  As required under Federal and State law, on      , NCDOT issued you a 90 day letter of assurance indicating that you would have no less than 90 days to vacate the portion of the property being acquired.  That letter advised you that a final notice to vacate the property being acquired would be sent 30 days prior to the actual date that you would be required to vacate.  This letter serves as your final 30 day notice to vacate the property acquired by the Department and remove all personal property no later than      .

	In order to expedite the project and avoid construction delays, any personal property remaining on the property acquired by the Department after       will be considered abandoned.  The Department or its contractor may remove any remaining personal property and dispose of the items in accordance with NCDOT policy.  The costs incurred in moving, storing and/or disposing of abandoned personal property will be deducted from any moving payment benefits due to property owners from NCDOT.  Neither NCDOT nor its contractors will assume any liability in removing, storing or disposing of abandoned personal property.  Once again, you must vacate the property acquired by the Department and remove all personal property from it by      .

	Furthermore, if you remain on this property past the vacate date mentioned above without an executed lease agreement with NCDOT, you will be considered to be trespassing. NCDOT reserves the right to pursue any and all legal remedies at its disposal, including but not limited to: eviction proceedings, collection of damages for unpaid rent and reimbursement for costs, fees, and expenses incurred by NCDOT in the eviction process. 

	As soon as you have completed your move, please contact your Right of Way Agent, so that he or she may prepare the paperwork for you to sign to request your moving payment, and any other relocation payments for which you may be eligible.
