		WHEREAS, certain Federal and State laws or regulations may require the Department to conduct land, soil and hydrology surveys of the subject property for said purchase and/or mitigation purposes; and,

	

		WHEREAS, the Department must conduct said survey and/or investigation of the subject property by taking soil evaluations, land surveys, hydrology samples and groundwater samples.  The samples and monitoring are to be conducted by standard practice surveys, borings and shallow well monitoring sites, and soil/vegetation sampling and analysis;

	

		NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the Owner and the Department agree as follows:

	

		1.  The Department may enter the subject property for the limited purposes of conducting land surveys, vegetation surveys and other general purposes and requirements needed for possible land acquisition purposes.

	

		2.  The Department may enter the subject property for the limited purpose of conducting an investigation of the wetland function(s) of the property.

	

		3.  The Owner agrees to grant the Department such reasonable access as the Department determines to be necessary to conduct the investigation, including the right to temporarily remove fences, barricades, or other obstructions which may impede the Department’s ability to conduct the investigation.  The Department agrees that any fences, barricades or other obstructions removed will be replaced by the Department upon completion of the investigation.

	

		4.  Said survey/investigation will be conducted by soil evaluations, hydrology evaluations that will be conducted by, but not limited to, general land and vegetation surveys, and any other reasonable means the Department may determine to be necessary.

	

		5.  The Department will share the results and conclusions of the investigation with the Owner; however, all written reports, conclusions, and other documents generated in connection with the investigation shall remain the sole property of the Department.

	

		6.  The Department can enter Owner’s property only for the purposes set forth in this Agreement.  If the Department, its contractors or assigns causes such damage to the property, in furtherance of the conduct allowed by this Agreement, the Department will promptly replace/repair said damage.

	

		7.  The Department and the Owner, by signing this Agreement, do not admit liability for any contamination of the property or violation of any Federal or State environmental law.

	

		8.  Neither this Agreement of Entry nor any activity of the Department undertaken in connection with the investigation shall be deemed a trespass on or a taking of the Owner’s property by the Department.
