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	The Department of Transportation is in the process of acquiring conservation easements for the Department’s Stream Mitigation Program.  North Carolina General Statutes require that the Department compensate for the impacts upon streams and other valuable natural areas unavoidably caused by highway construction.  Under the Stream Mitigation Program, the Department will identify sites for mitigation, seek landowners, like yourself, who are willing to participate in the program and will offer compensation for the land to be acquired through a conservation easement as well as pay for the mitigation.  Participation in the Stream Mitigation Program is strictly voluntary and the Department will not acquire property in the event negotiations fail to result in an amicable agreement with you.  If the properties in the mitigation site project cannot be acquired through negotiations, it is most likely that the acquisition of the site will be cancelled and any conservation easements that may have been acquired will be returned to the landowners.  For a mitigation site to be viable, all properties must be acquired so it may function as designed.
