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PURPOSE:
To establish guidelines in recognizing and handling incidents involving blood borne pathogens. 

AUTHORITY: Authority Policy

POLICY:  The objective of the Authority is to protect the health and safety of all employees and the riding public. In this regard, the Authority requires that any incident involving body fluids with direct contact to any object or person on Authority vehicles be handled in compliance with the following procedure. 

1. The employee is to immediately contact their Supervisor or in the case of Bus Operators, Dispatch. If a medical emergency is involved, the appropriate emergency medical provider will be notified by the supervisor or dispatch.

2. The employee shall ensure that no other passengers are permitted in the contaminated area. 

3. Maintenance will immediately respond to the incident by providing a replacement vehicle.

4. Bus Operators are not permitted to handle, clean or remove any body fluids or any hazardous substance or article.

5. Maintenance personnel shall handle all cleanups, with all “universal” precautions a priority. These include:

a. Protective gloves

d. Disposable containers

b. Eye protection

e. Protective clothing

c. Recommended cleaning solution: One part bleach to ten parts water.    

6. The Director Operations and Risk Management shall be notified immediately and in writing on an Incident Report form whenever a bio-hazardous incident occurs.
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
