The Bidder has carefully examined the location of the proposed work to be known as Contract No. C204089 has carefully
examined the plans and specifications, which are acknowledged to be part of the proposal, the special provisions, the
proposal, the form of contract, and the forms of contract payment bond and contract performance bond; and thoroughly
understands the stipulations, requirements and provisions. The undersigned bidder agrees to bound upon his execution of
the bid and subsequent award to him by the Board of Transportation in accordance with this proposal to provide the necessary
contract payment bond and contract performance bond within fourteen days after the written notice of award is received by
him. The undersigned Bidder further agrees to provide all necessary machinery, tools, labor, and other means of
construction; and to do all the work and to furnish all materials, except as otherwise noted, necessary to perform and complete
the said contract in accordance with the 2012 Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures by the dates(s) specified in
the Project Special Provisions and in accordance with the requirements of the Engineer, and at the unit or lump sum prices,
as the case may be, for the various items given on the sheets contained herein.

The Bidder shall provide and furnish all the materials, machinery, implements, appliances and tools, and perform the work

The acceptable completion of the observation periods that extend beyond
the final completion date shall be a part of the work covered by the performance and payment
bonds.

The liquidated damages for this contract are Two Thousand Dollars ($ 2,000.00) per calendar
day.

INTERMEDIATE CONTRACT TIME NUMBER 1 AND LIQUIDATED DAMAGES:

The Contractor shall not narrow or close a lane of traffic on US-19, US-25, US-70, US-74A,
NC-151, NC-191 and NC-280, detain and /or alter the traffic flow on or during holiday weekends,
special events, or any other time when traffic is unusually heavy, including the following
schedules:

HOLIDAY AND HOLIDAY WEEKEND LANE CLOSURE RESTRICTIONS

1. For unexpected occurrence that creates unusually high traffic volumes, as directed by the
Engineer.

2. For New Year's Day, between the hours of 3:00PM December 31% and 8:30AM January
2" If New Year's Day is on a Friday, Saturday, Sunday or Monday, then until 8:30AM
the following Tuesday.

3. For Easter, between the hours of 3:00PM Thursday and 8:30AM Monday.

4. For Memorial Day, between the hours of 3:00PM Friday and 8:30AM Tuesday.

5. For Independence Day, between the hours of 3:00PM the day before Independence Day
and 8:30AM the day after Independence Day.

If Independence Day is on a Friday, Saturday, Sunday or Monday, then between the hours
of 3:00PM the Thursday before Independence Day and 8:30AM the Tuesday after
Independence Day.

6. For Labor Day, between the hours of 3:00PM Friday and 8:30AM Tuesday.

If the
firm is not certified at the time of the bid-letting, that MBE’s or WBE’s
participation will not count towards achieving the corresponding goal.

(@) If either the MBE or WBE goal is zero, entries on the Listing of MBE and WBE
Subcontractors are not required for the zero goal, however any MBE or WBE
participation that is achieved during the project shall be reported in accordance with
requirements contained elsewhere in the special provision.

MBE or WBE Prime Contractor

When a certified MBE or WBE firm bids on a contract that contains MBE and WBE goals, the
firm is responsible for meeting the goals or making good faith efforts to meet the goals, just like
any other bidder. In most cases, a MBE or WBE bidder on a contract will meet one of the goals
by virtue of the work it performs on the contract with its own forces. However, all the work that
is performed by the MBE or WBE bidder and any other similarly certified subcontractors will
count toward the goal. The MBE or WBE bidder shall list itself along with any MBE or WBE
subcontractors, if any, in order to receive credit toward the goals.

For example, on a proposed contract, the WBE goal is 10%, and the MBE goal is 8%.
A WBE bidder puts in a bid where they will perform 40% of the contract work and have
a WBE subcontractor which will perform another 5% of the work. Together the two WBE firms
submit on the Listing of MBE and WBE Subcontractors a value of 45% of the contract which
fulfills the WBE goal. The 8% MBE goal shall be obtained through MBE participation with MBE
certified subcontractors or documented through a good faith effort. It should be noted that you
cannot combine the two goals to meet an overall value. The two goals shall remain separate.
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MBE/WBE prime contractors shall also follow Sections A and B listed under Listing of MBE and
WBE Subcontractor just as a non-MBE/WBE bidder would.

Written Documentation — Letter of Intent

The bidder shall submit written documentation for each MBE/WBE that will be used to meet the
MBE and WBE goals of the contract, indicating the bidder’s commitment to use the MBE/WBE
in the contract. This documentation shall be submitted on the Department’s form titled
Letter of Intent.

The documentation shall be received in the office of the State Contractor Utilization Engineer or
at DBE@ncdot.gov no later than 10:00 a.m. of the sixth calendar day following opening of bids,
unless the sixth day falls on an official state holiday. In that situation, it is due in the office of the
State Contractor Utilization Engineer no later than 10:00 a.m. on the next official state business
day.

If the bidder fails to submit the Letter of Intent from each committed MBE and WBE to be used
toward the MBE and WBE goals, or if the form is incomplete (i.e. both signatures are not present),
the MBE/WBE participation will not count toward meeting the MBE/WBE goal. If the lack of
this participation drops the commitment below either the MBE or WBE goal, the Contractor shall
submit evidence of good faith efforts for the goal not met, completed in its entirety, to the State
Contractor Utilization Engineer or DBE@ncdot.gov no later than 10:00 a.m. on the eighth calendar
day following opening of bids, unless the eighth day falls on an official state holiday. In that
situation, it is due in the office of the State Contractor Utilization Engineer no later than 10:00 a.m.
on the next official state business day.

Banking MBE/WBE Credit

If the bid of the lowest responsive bidder exceeds $500,000 and if the committed
MBE/WBE participation submitted by Letter of Intent exceeds the algebraic sum of the MBE or
WBE goal by $1,000 or more, the excess will be placed on deposit by the Department for future
use by the bidder. Separate accounts will be maintained for MBE and WBE participation and these
may accumulate for a period not to exceed 24 months.

When the apparent lowest responsive bidder fails to submit sufficient participation by MBE firms
to meet the contract goal, as part of the good faith effort, the Department will consider allowing
the bidder to withdraw funds to meet the MBE goal as long as there are adequate funds available
from the bidder’s MBE bank account.

When the apparent lowest responsive bidder fails to submit sufficient participation by WBE firms
to meet the contract goal, as part of the good faith effort, the Department will consider allowing
the bidder to withdraw funds to meet the WBE goal as long as there are adequate funds available
from the bidder’s WBE bank account.
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Submission of Good Faith Effort

If the bidder fails to meet or exceed either the MBE or the WBE goal, the apparent lowest
responsive bidder shall submit to the Department documentation of adequate good faith efforts
made to reach that specific goal(s).

A hard copy and an electronic copy of this information shall be received in the office of the State
Contractor Utilization Engineer or at DBE@ncdot.gov no later than 10:00 a.m. on the sixth
calendar day following opening of bids unless the sixth day falls on an official state holiday. In that
situation, it would be due in the office of the State Contractor Utilization Engineer no later than
10:00 a.m. on the next official state business day. If the contractor cannot send the information
electronically, then one complete set and 9 copies of this information shall be received under the
same time constraints above.

Note: Where the information submitted includes repetitious solicitation letters, it will be
acceptable to submit a representative letter along with a distribution list of the firms that were
solicited. Documentation of MBE/WBE quotations shall be a part of the good faith effort
submittal. This documentation may include written subcontractor quotations, telephone log
notations of verbal quotations, or other types of quotation documentation.

Consideration of Good Faith Effort for Projects with MBE/WBE Goals More Than Zero

Adequate good faith efforts mean that the bidder took all necessary and reasonable steps to achieve
the goal which, by their scope, intensity, and appropriateness, could reasonably be expected to
obtain sufficient MBE/WBE participation. Adequate good faith efforts also mean that the bidder
actively and aggressively sought MBE/WBE participation. Mere pro forma efforts are not
considered good faith efforts.

The Department will consider the quality, quantity, and intensity of the different kinds of efforts a
bidder has made. Listed below are examples of the types of actions a bidder will take in making
a good faith effort to meet the goals and are not intended to be exclusive or exhaustive, nor is it
intended to be a mandatory checklist.

(A)  Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. attendance at pre-bid meetings,
advertising, written notices, use of verifiable electronic means through the use of the
NCDOT Directory of Transportation Firms) the interest of all certified MBES/WBEs that
are also prequalified subcontractors. The bidder must solicit this interest within at least
10 days prior to bid opening to allow the MBES/WBEs to respond to the solicitation.
Solicitation shall provide the opportunity to MBES/WBEs within the Division and
surrounding Divisions where the project is located. The bidder must determine with
certainty if the MBES/WBES are interested by taking appropriate steps to follow up initial
solicitations.

Selecting portions of the work to be performed by MBES/WBEs in order to increase the
likelihood that the MBE and WBE goals will be achieved.

Where appropriate, break out contract work items into economically feasible units
to facilitate MBE/WBE participation, even when the prime contractor might
otherwise prefer to perform these work items with its own forces.

Negotiate with subcontractors to assume part of the responsibility to meet the
contract MBE/WBE goals when the work to be sublet includes potential for
MBE/WBE participation (2" and 3" tier subcontractors).

Providing interested certified MBES/WBEs that are also prequalified subcontractors with
adequate information about the plans, specifications, and requirements of the contract in a
timely manner to assist them in responding to a solicitation.

Negotiating in good faith with interested MBES/WBEs. It is the bidder’s
responsibility to make a portion of the work available to MBE/WBE subcontractors
and suppliers and to select those portions of the work or material needs consistent
with the available MBE/WBE subcontractors and suppliers, so as to facilitate
MBE/WBE participation. Evidence of such negotiation includes the names,
addresses, and telephone numbers of MBES/WBEs that were considered;
a description of the information provided regarding the plans and specifications for
the work selected for subcontracting; and evidence as to why additional agreements
could not be reached for MBES/WBEs to perform the work.

A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors
in negotiating with subcontractors, including MBE/WBE subcontractors, and
would take afirm’s price and capabilities as well as contract goals into
consideration. However, the fact that there may be some additional costs involved
in finding and using MBES/WBEs is not in itself sufficient reason for a bidder’s
failure to meet the contract MBE or WBE goals, as long as such costs are
reasonable. Also, the ability or desire of a prime contractor to perform the work of
a contract with its own organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility
to make good faith efforts. Bidding contractors are not, however, required to accept
higher quotes from MBES/WBEs if the price difference is excessive or
unreasonable.

Not rejecting MBES/WBEs as being unqualified without sound reasons based on
a thorough investigation of their capabilities. The bidder’s standing within its industry,
membership in specific groups, organizations, or associates and political or social
affiliations (for example, union vs. non-union employee status) are not legitimate causes
for the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the bidder’s efforts to meet the project goal.

Making efforts to assist interested MBES/WBEs in obtaining bonding, lines of credit,
or insurance as required by the recipient or bidder.

Making efforts to assist interested MBES/WBES in obtaining necessary equipment,
supplies, materials, or related assistance or services.
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(H)  Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations;
minority/women contractors’ groups; Federal, State, and local minority/women business
assistance offices; and other organizations as allowed on a case-by-case basis to provide
assistance in the recruitment and placement of MBES/WBEs. Contact within 7 days from
the bid opening the Business Opportunity and Work Force Development Unit at
DBE@ncdot.gov to give notification of the bidder’s inability to get MBE or WBE quotes.

()] Any other evidence that the bidder submits which shows that the bidder has made
reasonable good faith efforts to meet the MBE and WBE goal.

In addition, the Department may take into account the following:

1) Whether the bidder’s documentation reflects a clear and realistic plan for achieving
the MBE and WBE goals.

@) The bidders’ past performance in meeting the MBE and WBE goals.

3 The performance of other bidders in meeting the MBE and WBE goals. For
example, when the apparent successful bidder fails to meet the goals, but others
meet it, you may reasonably raise the question of whether, with additional
reasonable efforts the apparent successful bidder could have met the goals. If the
apparent successful bidder fails to meet the MBE and WBE goals, but meets
or exceeds the average MBE and WBE participation obtained by other bidders, the
Department may view this, in conjunction with other factors, as evidence of the
apparent successful bidder having made a good faith effort.

If the Department does not award the contract to the apparent lowest responsive bidder,
the Department reserves the right to award the contract to the next lowest responsive bidder that
can satisfy to the Department that the MBE and WBE goals can be met or that an adequate good
faith effort has been made to meet the MBE and WBE goals.

Non-Good Faith Appeal

The State Contractual Services Engineer will notify the contractor verbally and in writing of non-
good faith. A contractor may appeal a determination of non-good faith made by the Goal
Compliance Committee. If a contractor wishes to appeal the determination made by the
Committee, they shall provide written notification to the State Contractual Services Engineer or at
DBE@ncdot.gov. The appeal shall be made within 2 business days of notification of the
determination of non-good faith.

Counting MBE/WBE Participation Toward Meeting MBE/WBE Goals

The total dollar value of the participation by a committed MBE/WBE will be counted
toward the contract goal requirements. The total dollar value of participation by

a committed MBE/WBE will be based upon the value of work actually performed by the
MBE/WBE and the actual payments to MBE/WBE firms by the Contractor.

Joint Checks

Prior notification of joint check use shall be required when counting
MBE/WBE participation for services or purchases that involves the use of a joint check.
Notification shall be through submission of Form JC-1 (Joint Check Notification Form)
and the use of joint checks shall be in accordance with the Department's Joint Check
Procedures.

Subcontracts (Non-Trucking)

A MBE/WBE may enter into subcontracts. Work that a MBE subcontracts to another MBE
firm may be counted toward the MBE contract goal requirement. The same holds for work
that a WBE subcontracts to another WBE firm. Work that a MBE subcontracts to a non-
MBE firm does not count toward the MBE contract goal requirement. Again, the same
holds true for the work that a WBE subcontracts to a non-WBE firm. If a MBE or WBE
contractor or subcontractor subcontracts a significantly greater portion of the work of the
contract than would be expected on the basis of standard industry practices, it shall be
presumed that the MBE or WBE is not performing a commercially useful function. The
MBE/WBE may present evidence to rebut this presumption to the Department.
The Department's decision on the rebuttal of this presumption may be subject to review by
the Office of Inspector General, NCDOT.

Joint Venture

When a MBE or WBE performs as a participant in a joint venture, the Contractor may
count toward its contract goal requirement a portion of the total value of participation with
the MBE or WBE in the joint venture, that portion of the total dollar value being a distinct
clearly defined portion of work that the MBE or WBE performs with its forces.

Suppliers

A contractor may count toward its MBE or WBE requirement 60 percent of its expenditures
for materials and supplies required to complete the contract and obtained from a MBE or
WBE regular dealer and 100 percent of such expenditures from a MBE or WBE
manufacturer.

Manufacturers and Regular Dealers

A contractor may count toward its MBE or WBE requirement the following expenditures
to MBE/WBE firms that are not manufacturers or regular dealers:

1) The fees or commissions charged by a MBE/WBE firm for providing a bona fide
service, such as professional, technical, consultant, or managerial services, or for
providing bonds or insurance specifically required for the performance of
a DOT-assisted contract, provided the fees or commissions are determined to be
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reasonable and not excessive as compared with fees and commissions customarily
allowed for similar services.

(@) With respect to materials or supplies purchased from a MBE/WBE, which is neither
a manufacturer nor a regular dealer, count the entire amount of fees or commissions
charged for assistance in the procurement of the materials and supplies, or fees or
transportation charges for the delivery of materials or supplies required on a job site
(but not the cost of the materials and supplies themselves), provided the fees are
determined to be reasonable and not excessive as compared with fees customarily
allowed for similar services.

Commercially Useful Function

MBE/WBE Utilization

The Contractor may count toward its contract goal requirement only expenditures to MBES
and WBEs that perform a commercially useful function in the work of a contract.
A MBE/WBE performs a commercially useful function when it is responsible for
execution of the work of the contract and is carrying out its responsibilities by actually
performing, managing, and supervising the work involved. To perform a commercially
useful function, the MBE/WBE shall also be responsible with respect to materials and
supplies used on the contract, for negotiating price, determining quality and quantity,
ordering the material and installing (where applicable) and paying for the material itself.
To determine whether a MBE/WBE is performing a commercially useful function, the
Department will evaluate the amount of work subcontracted, industry practices, whether
the amount the firm is to be paid under the contract is commensurate with the work it is
actually performing and the MBE/WBE credit claimed for its performance of the work,
and any other relevant factors.

MBE/WBE Utilization in Trucking

The following factors will be used to determine if a MBE or WBE trucking firm is
performing a commercially useful function:

1) The MBE/WBE shall be responsible for the management and supervision of the
entire trucking operation for which it is responsible on a particular contract, and
there shall not be a contrived arrangement for the purpose of meeting the
MBE or WBE goal.

(@) The MBE/WBE shall itself own and operate at least one fully licensed, insured, and
operational truck used on the contract.

3 The MBE/WBE receives credit for the total value of the transportation services it
provides on the contract using trucks it owns, insures, and operates using drivers it
employs.

4) The MBE may subcontract the work to another MBE firm, including
an owner-operator who is certified as a MBE. The same holds true that a WBE

may subcontract the work to another WBE firm, including an owner-operator who
is certified as a WBE. When this occurs, the MBE or WBE who subcontracts work
receives credit for the total value of the transportation services the subcontracted
MBE or WBE provides on the contract. It should be noted that every effort shall
be made by MBE and WBE contractors to subcontract to the same certification (i.e.,
MBEs to MBEs and WBEs to WBES), in order to fulfill the goal requirement. This,
however, may not always be possible due to the limitation of firms in the area. If
the MBE or WBE firm shows a good faith effort has been made to reach out to
similarly certified transportation service providers and there is no interest or
availability, and they can get assistance from other certified providers, the Engineer
will not hold the prime liable for meeting the goal.

The MBE/WBE may also subcontract the work to a non-MBE/WBE firm, including
from an owner-operator. The MBE/WBE who subcontracts the work to a non-
MBE/WBE is entitled to credit for the total value of transportation services
provided by the non-MBE/WBE subcontractor not to exceed the value
of transportation services provided by MBE/WBE-owned trucks on the contract.
Additional participation by non-MBE/WBE subcontractors receives credit only for
the fee or commission it receives as a result of the subcontract arrangement. The
value of services performed under subcontract agreements between the MBE/WBE
and the Contractor will not count towards the MBE/WBE contract requirement.

A MBE/WBE may lease truck(s) from an established equipment leasing business
open to the general public. The lease must indicate that the MBE/WBE has
exclusive use of and control over the truck. This requirement does not preclude the
leased truck from working for others during the term of the lease with the consent
of the MBE/WBE, so long as the lease gives the MBE/WBE absolute priority for
use of the leased truck. This type of lease may count toward the MBE/WBE’s credit
as long as the driver is under the MBE/WBE’s payroll.

Subcontracted/leased trucks shall display clearly on the dashboard the name of the
MBE/WBE that they are subcontracted/leased to and their own company name if it
is not identified on the truck itself. Magnetic door signs are not permitted.

MBE/WBE Replacement

When a Contractor has relied on a commitment to a MBE or WBE firm (or an approved substitute
MBE or WBE firm) to meet all or part of a contract goal requirement, the contractor shall not
terminate the MBE/WBE for convenience. This includes, but is not limited to, instances in which
the Contractor seeks to perform the work of the terminated subcontractor with another MBE/WBE
subcontractor, a non-MBE/WBE subcontractor, or with the Contractor’s own forces or those of an
affiliate. A MBE/WBE may only be terminated after receiving the Engineer’s written approval
based upon a finding of good cause for the termination. The prime contractor must give the
MBE/WBE firm five (5) calendar days to respond to the prime contractor’s notice of termination
and advise the prime contractor and the Department of the reasons, if any, why the firm objects to
the proposed termination of its subcontract and why the Department should not approve the action.
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All requests for replacement of a committed MBE/WBE firm shall be submitted to the Engineer
for approval on Form RF-1 (Replacement Request). If the Contractor fails to follow this procedure,
the Contractor may be disqualified from further bidding for a period of up to 6 months.

The Contractor shall comply with the following for replacement of a committed MBE/WBE:

Performance Related Replacement

When a committed MBE is terminated for good cause as stated above, an additional MBE
that was submitted at the time of bid may be used to fulfill the MBE commitment. The
same holds true if a committed WBE is terminated for good cause, an additional WBE that
was submitted at the time of bid may be used to fulfill the WBE goal. A good faith effort
will only be required for removing a committed MBE/WBE if there were no additional
MBEs/WBEs submitted at the time of bid to cover the same amount of work as the
MBE/WBE that was terminated.

If a replacement MBE/WBE is not found that can perform at least the same amount of work
as the terminated MBE/WBE, the Contractor shall submit a good faith effort documenting
the steps taken. Such documentation shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

1) Copies of written notification to MBES/WBEs that their interest is solicited in
contracting the work defaulted by the previous MBE/WBE or in subcontracting
other items of work in the contract.

@) Efforts to negotiate with MBES/WBEs for specific subbids including, at
a minimum:

@ The names, addresses, and telephone numbers of MBES/WBEs who were
contacted.

(b) A description of the information provided to MBES/WBEs regarding the
plans and specifications for portions of the work to be performed.

3 A list of reasons why MBE/WBE quotes were not accepted.

4) Efforts made to assist the MBES/WBESs contacted, if needed, in obtaining bonding
or insurance required by the Contractor.

Decertification Replacement

1) When a committed MBE/WBE is decertified by the Department after the
SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) has been received by the Department, the
Department will not require the Contractor to solicit replacement
MBE/WBE participation equal to the remaining work to be performed by the
decertified firm. The participation equal to the remaining work performed by the
decertified firm will count toward the contract goal requirement.

@) When a committed MBE/WBE is decertified prior to the Department receiving the
SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) for the named MBE/WBE firm, the Contractor
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shall take all necessary and reasonable steps to replace the MBE/WBE
subcontractor with another similarly certified MBE/WBE subcontractor to perform
at least the same amount of work to meet the MBE/WBE goal requirement. If a
MBE/WBE firm is not found to do the same amount of work, a good faith effort
must be submitted to NCDOT (see A herein for required documentation).

Changes in the Work

When the Engineer makes changes that result in the reduction or elimination of work to be
performed by a committed MBE/WBE, the Contractor will not be required to seek additional
participation. When the Engineer makes changes that result in additional work to be performed
by a MBE/WBE based upon the Contractor’s commitment, the MBE/WBE shall participate in
additional work to the same extent as the MBE/WBE participated in the original contract work.

When the Engineer makes changes that result in extra work, which has more than a minimal impact
on the contract amount, the Contractor shall seek additional participation by MBES/WBES unless
otherwise approved by the Engineer.

When the Engineer makes changes that result in an alteration of plans or details of construction,
and a portion or all of the work had been expected to be performed by a committed MBE/WBE,
the Contractor shall seek participation by MBES/WBEs unless otherwise approved by the
Engineer.

When the Contractor requests changes in the work that result in the reduction or elimination of
work that the Contractor committed to be performed by a MBE/WBE, the Contractor shall seek
additional participation by MBEs/WBEs equal to the reduced MBE/WBE participation caused by
the changes.

Reports and Documentation

A SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) shall be submitted for all work which is to be performed by
a MBE/WBE subcontractor. The Department reserves the right to require copies of actual
subcontract agreements involving MBE/WBE subcontractors.

When using transportation services to meet the contract commitment, the Contractor shall submit
a proposed trucking plan in addition to the SAF. The plan shall be submitted prior to beginning
construction on the project. The plan shall include the names of all trucking firms proposed for
use, their certification type(s), the number of trucks owned by the firm, as well as the individual
truck identification numbers, and the line item(s) being performed.

Within 30 calendar days of entering into an agreement with a MBE/WBE for materials, supplies
or services, not otherwise documented by the SAF as specified above, the Contractor shall furnish
the Engineer a copy of the agreement. The documentation shall also indicate the percentage (60%
or 100%) of expenditures claimed for MBE/WBE credit.
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Reporting Minority and Women Business Enterprise Participation

The Contractor shall provide the Engineer with an accounting of payments made to all MBE and
WBE firms, including material suppliers and contractors at all levels (prime, subcontractor,
or second tier subcontractor). This accounting shall be furnished to the Engineer for any given
month by the end of the following month. Failure to submit this information accordingly may
result in the following action:

(A)  Withholding of money due in the next partial pay estimate; or

(B)  Removal of an approved contractor from the prequalified bidders’ list or the removal of
other entities from the approved subcontractors list.

While each contractor (prime, subcontractor, 2nd tier subcontractor) is responsible for accurate
accounting of payments to MBES/WBEs, it shall be the prime contractor’s responsibility to report
all monthly and final payment information in the correct reporting manner.

Failure on the part of the Contractor to submit the required information in the time frame specified
may result in the disqualification of that contractor and any affiliate companies from further
bidding until the required information is submitted.

Failure on the part of any subcontractor to submit the required information in the time frame
specified may result in the disqualification of that contractor and any affiliate companies from
being approved for work on future DOT projects until the required information is submitted.

Contractors reporting transportation services provided by non-MBE/WBE lessees shall evaluate
the value of services provided during the month of the reporting period only.

At any time, the Engineer can request written verification of subcontractor payments.

The Contractor shall report the accounting of payments through the Department’s Payment
Tracking System.

Failure to Meet Contract Requirements

Failure to meet contract requirements in accordance with Subarticle 102-15(J) of the
2012 Standard Specifications may be cause to disqualify the Contractor.

MICROSURFACING:
(7-1-95) (Rev. 5-24-13) SP16-18

Description

This provision covers the materials, equipment, construction and application procedures for rut
filling and/or surfacing of existing paved surfaces in accordance with the contract. The
microsurfacing system shall be a mixture of cationic latex modified asphalt emulsion, mineral
aggregate, mineral filler, water and other additives, properly proportioned, mixed and spread on
the paved surface in accordance with this provision and as directed by the Engineer.

Materials
(A)  Latex Modified Emulsified Asphalt

The emulsified asphalt shall be a cationic type CSS-1h or CQS-1h and shall conform to
AASHTO M 208 or ASTM D2397. In general a 3% polymer solids, based on asphalt
weight, is considered minimum. The ring and ball softening point of the residue shall be
a minimum of 140°F. It shall show no separation after mixing. The cement mixing test is
waived for the latex modified CSS-1h and CQS-1h.

(B)  Mineral Aggregate
The mineral aggregate used shall be compatible with the latex modified emulsified asphalt

and can produce a good skid resistant surface. The aggregate shall meet requirements in
Article 1012-1 of the 2012 Standard Specifications.
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(C)  Mineral Filler

Mineral filler shall be any recognized brand of non-air entrained Portland cement that is
free of lumps or hydrated lime meeting the requirements of ASTM D242. It may be
accepted upon visual inspection.

(D)  Water

The water shall be potable and shall be free of harmful soluble salts in accordance with
Article 1024-4 of the 2012 Standard Specifications.

(E)  Latex Modifier

A latex based modifier, certified from an approved source, along with special emulsifiers
shall be milled into the asphalt emulsion by an approved emulsion manufacturer. The latex
modified emulsified asphalt shall be so formulated that when the paving mixture is applied
at a thickness of one inch it will cure sufficiently so that rolling traffic can be allowed back
on the pavement in one hour with no damage to the surface.

(F) Other Additives

The additives are any other materials that are added to the emulsion mix or to any of the
component materials to provide the specified properties. The additives shall be supplied
by the emulsion manufacturer to provide control of the set time in the field.

Mix Design

The Contractor shall submit a mix design certified by the latex modified emulsion manufacturer
and present certified test results for the Engineer's approval. Compatibility of the aggregate and
latex modified CSS-1h or CQS-1h shall be certified. The job mix formula shall provide
a minimum Marshall stability of 1,800 pounds and a flow of 6 to 16 units when tested according
to modified ASTM procedures. Aggregate used in the job mix formula shall be of the material
proposed by the Contractor for use on the project.

Submit mix design to the Materials and Tests Unit for approval. The mix design shall conform to
the International Slurry Surfacing Association’s ISSA A143, Section 5.2.

The gradation of the aggregate shall be in accordance with the following:

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The gradation of the aggregate stockpile shall not vary by more than the stockpile tolerance from
the mix design gradation (indicated in the table above) while also remaining within the
specification gradation band. The percentage of aggregate passing any 2 successive sieves shall
not change from one end of the specified range to the other end.

The aggregate will be accepted at the job location or stockpile based on 5 gradation tests sampled
according to AASHTO T 2. If the average of the 5 tests is within the stockpile tolerance from the
mix design gradation, the material will be accepted. If the average of those test results is out of
specification or tolerance, the Contractor will be given the choice to either remove the material or
blend additional aggregate with the stockpile material to bring it into compliance. Materials used
in blending shall meet the required aggregate quality test specifications in Section 1012 of the
2012 Standard Specifications before blending and shall be blended in a manner to produce
a consistent gradation.

Aggregate blending may require a new mix design. Screening shall be required at the stockpile if
there are any problems created by oversized materials in the mix.

Type 11 aggregate gradation is used to fill surface voids, address surface distresses, seal and provide
a durable wearing surface.

Type 111 aggregate gradation provides maximum skid resistance and an improved wearing surface.
This type of microsurfacing is appropriate for heavily traveled pavements or for placement on
highly textured surfaces requiring larger size aggregate to fill voids. Type Il microsurfacing shall
be used for rut filling.

The mineral aggregate shall be weighed by means of scale approved by the Engineer before
delivery to the job site. Emulsified asphalt shall be weighed by means of approved scales or be
measured by volume.

Precautions shall be taken to insure that stockpiles do not become contaminated.

Samples for gradation will be taken from aggregate stockpiles designated by the Contractor for
use. Samples for asphalt content shall be taken from the completed mix. Samples of aggregate
and filler will be taken at the job site. The frequency of sampling and testing will be established
by the Engineer based upon the Department's current acceptance program. The asphalt content
will be determined by AASHTO T 308 modified.

Equipment

Use equipment that meets ISSA A143 Section 6.

Each mixing unit to be used in performance of the work shall be calibrated in the presence of the
Engineer before beginning the work. Submit calibration documentation to the Engineer. Any

equipment replacement affecting material proportioning requires that the machine be recalibrated.
No machine will be allowed to work on the project until the calibration has been accepted.

Weather Limitations

The material shall be placed only when the surface is dry and the atmospheric and surface
temperature is at least 45°F and rising and there is no chance of temperatures below 32°F
within 24 hours from the time the material is applied.

Surface Preparation

Immediately prior to applying the paving mixture the surface shall be thoroughly cleaned
of all vegetation, loose materials, dirt, mud, and other deleterious materials. If water is
used, cracks shall be allowed to dry thoroughly before applying microsurfacing. Manholes,
valve boxes, drop inlets and other service entrances shall be protected from the
microsurfacing by a suitable method. Remove all thermoplastic and plastic tape traffic
markings, symbols, and characters.

Tack Coat for Microsurfacing

The emulsified asphalt used for tack coat shall be CSS, CQS, CRS or the microsurfacing
emulsion diluted to one part emulsified asphalt to two (2) or three (3) parts water, as
approved by the Engineer. Consult with the microsurfacing emulsion supplier to determine
dilution stability. The distributor shall be capable of applying the diluted tack coat evenly
at a rate of 0.08 to 0.15 gallons per square yard as required by the Engineer. The tack coat
shall be allowed to cure sufficiently before the application of microsurfacing.

Application

When rutting or deformation is less than 0.5 inch, a full width scratch course may be
applied with the spreader box using a metal or stiff rubber strike-off. Apply at a sufficient
rate to level the pavement surface. The mixture shall be spread to fill minor cracks, minor
surface irregularities, and shallow potholes and leave a uniform high-skid resistant
application of aggregate and asphalt on the surface. Approved squeegees shall be used to
spread the mixture in areas inaccessible to the spreader box and other areas hand spreading
may be required. Ruts that are greater than 0.5 inch depth shall be filled independently by
means of a box specifically designed for that purpose. The box shall be 5 to 6 feet in width
and have a dual chamber with an inner “V” configuration of augers to channel the large
aggregate to the center of the rut and the fines to the edges of the rut fill pass. The box
shall be equipped with dual steel strike-off to control both the width and depth of the rut
fill. All rut-filling and leveling material should cure under traffic for at least 24 hours
before additional material is placed.

A sufficient amount of surface sealer shall be carried to all parts of the spreader box at all
times so that complete coverage is obtained. Water in very limited quantity may be sprayed
into the spreader box to prevent build-up on the blades to facilitate spreading without
harming the mix. No lumping, balling, or unmixed aggregate shall be permitted in the
finished surface. Any oversized aggregate or foreign materials shall be screened from the
aggregate prior to delivery to the mixing machine. Microsurfacing for the final surface

course shall be placed at an application rate of 18 to 22 pounds per square yard for Type Il
and 22 to 26 pounds per square yard for Type IlI.

In restricted areas where hand spreading is necessary, slight adjustments to the mix formula
may be required to slow setting time. The paving mixture shall be poured into a small
windrow along one edge of the surface to be covered. The mixture then shall be spread
uniformly by a hand squeegee or lute.

The seam where two passes join shall be neat in appearance and uniform.
All excess material shall be removed from ends of each run immediately on surface course.
Curing

Adequate means shall be provided to protect the microsurfacing from damage by traffic
until the mixture has cured sufficiently so that it will not adhere to or be picked up by the
tire of vehicles. Normally, microsurfacing accepts straight rolling traffic on a 0.5 inch
thick surface within one hour after placement. Stopping and starting traffic may require
additional curing time. All rut-filling and level-up material and first lift in two lift areas
should cure under traffic for at least 24 hours before additional material is placed. During
the curing time, the temperature cannot drop below 32°F. If temperatures drop below 32°F,
this time does not count towards the curing requirements.

Any damage done by traffic to the microsurfacing shall be repaired by the Contractor.
Test Strip

A test strip shall be placed with job site materials and approved by the Engineer. The
weather and time of day, day or night, during the test strip shall be similar to expected

conditions during construction. Upon completion of the test strip the Engineer will approve
the mixture for proper curing and placement.

SEALING EXISTING PAVEMENT CRACKS:
(3-22-12) SP16-08

Description

The work consists of sealing existing longitudinal and transverse pavement cracks with Sealant
Type 2, PS/AR (hot-poured rubber asphalt) at locations as directed by the Engineer. The
Contractor will not be required to seal the existing edge joints.

Materials

Use Sealant Type 2, PS/AR (hot-poured rubber asphalt) in accordance with Article 1028-2 of the
2012 Standard Specifications.

Construction Methods

Install the sealant so that it forms a complete watertight bond with a high degree of elasticity, with
maximum flexibility and longevity under extreme temperature ranges.

Use an HCA (hot compressed air) lance at all times to blast out any vegetation, dirt, dampness and
loose materials from the cracks.

Use a concentrated hot air jet that is at least 3000°F in temperature and that has an air jet force of
not less than 3000 feet per second of blasting.

Force open asphalt cracks, cleaned warm and dry, and make ready for the application of the
preheated sealant for maximum crack sealability.

Preheat the sealant to correct temperature, using the air jacketed flow method to prevent the
burning of the modified rubber in the sealant. Perform this by means of a trailer mounted
190 gallon safety tested crack sealant preheater melter kettle, with a horizontally mounted full
sweep double paddle agitator.

Apply sealant in the prepared cracks at a temperature range of 370°F minimum and 420°F
maximum, using the pressure screed shoe to completely fill the crack, leaving a sealed
2" overband. Excessive overbanding or waste of sealant materials will not be tolerated.

Do not apply the PS/AR sealant when the surface temperature of the pavement is below 32°F.
Seal all cracks with a minimum of 1/8" depth of sealant installed.

After the crack has been sealed, promptly remove surplus sealer on the pavement. Do not permit
traffic over the sealed cracks without approval by the Engineer.

The sealant shall be packaged in polyethylene bags and placed in boxes, which weigh
approximately 60 pounds. The sealant may be packed in 60 pound boxes containing
2 polyethylene bags of sealant which weigh approximately 30 pounds each. Boxes of sealant are
to be palletized for shipment. The pallets are to be protected with a weatherproof covering.
The Contractor is responsible for storage.
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Measurement and Payment

Sealing Existing Pavement Cracks will be measured and paid as the actual pounds of material that
has satisfactorily been used to seal pavement cracks in the designated highway. Any material that
has been spilled, used in excessive overbanding, wasted, misapplied, or unsatisfactorily used in
any way will be deducted in determining quantities for payment. The Engineer will determine the
quantity, if any, to be deducted. The Engineer's decision on the quantity to be deducted will be
final and binding. The above price and payment will be full compensation for all work required
to seal the pavement cracks including, but not limited to, furnishing, hauling, loading and
unloading, and storage of all sealant materials; cleaning and preparation of cracks to be sealed,;
application of sealant material in the prepared cracks; any clean-up; and any incidentals necessary
to satisfactorily complete the work.

(A)  Asphalt Seal Coat

Use the type of seal coat as required by the contract. Seal coat aggregates shall be drained
of free moisture and dust free before use. Place the seal coat in full-lane widths.

Adjust the aggregate rates to provide a sufficient quantity of cover material to be spread
over the surface of the seal coat preventing traffic damage, where it is necessary to permit
traffic on sections of a completed seal coat.

Perform rolling of each layer immediately after the aggregate has been uniformly spread.
Rolling will consist of at least 3 complete coverages with one pneumatic-tire roller
followed by at least one complete coverage with a 5 to 8 ton steel-wheel roller. All roller
coverages shall be completed within 5 minutes of the asphalt emulsion being placed.
Do not allow crushing of the aggregate or picking up of the material by the rollers.
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The use of a combination steel-wheel and pneumatic-tire roller will be permitted instead
of the 5 to 8 ton steel-wheel roller.

After the aggregate is thoroughly seated, broom all excess aggregate off of the surface of
the seal coat after 3 days but no more than 7 calendar days. If necessary, use a vacuum
truck as directed by the Engineer. Traffic may be permitted on the seal coat immediately
after the rolling is complete.

Clean driveways, ditches, turn lanes, and areas adjacent to the AST construction of excess
aggregate, excess emulsion run off, over spray or debris from construction.

Blotting sand may be required as directed by the Engineer and shall be applied in
accordance with Section 818 of the 2012 Standard Specifications.

The construction of the various types of seal coats will be in accordance with the following
additional requirements:

1) Single Seal

Apply emulsion to the existing surface followed immediately by an application of
aggregate using Table 660-1 and requirements in the contract. Uniformly spread
the full required amount of aggregate in one application and correct all non-uniform
areas before rolling.

Immediately after the aggregate has been uniformly spread, perform rolling as
previously described.

(@) Double Seal

Apply emulsion to the existing surface followed immediately by an application of
aggregate using Table 660-1 and requirements in the contract ensuring each is
uniformly placed over the existing surface and rolled as previously described.

Immediately after the first application of seal aggregate has been made uniform and
rolled, apply the second application of the required amount of emulsion and seal
coat aggregate and roll as previously described.

(3) Triple Seal

Follow the procedure outlined in Subarticle 660-8(A)(2) and apply emulsion and
aggregate as a third layer and roll as previously described.

4 Sand Seal

Place the fully required amount of asphalt material in one application and
immediately cover with the seal coat aggregate. Uniformly spread the fully

required amount of aggregate in one application and correct all non-uniform areas
before rolling.

Immediately after the aggregate has been uniformly spread, perform rolling.
Broom excess aggregate material from the surface of the seal coat.

When the sand seal is to be constructed for temporary sealing purposes only and
will not be used by traffic, use other grades of asphalt material meeting the
requirements of Articles 1020-5 and 1020-6 of the 2012 Standard Specifications.

Asphalt Mat and Seal

Construct the seal coat in accordance with Subarticle 660-8(A) using the size aggregate
required by the contract.

Construct the mat coat in accordance with Subarticle 660-8(C) using the type seal required
by the contract.

Asphalt Mat Coat for Soil Subgrade

The surface on which the mat coat is to be applied shall be approved by the Engineer before
the mat coat emulsion is applied.

Place a string line guide for application equipment. Place the mat coat in full-lane widths.
Existing surface shall be damp prior to placement of the mat coat.

Immediately follow the application of emulsion with the spreading of the aggregate.
No more than 5 minutes can elapse from the time the emulsion is applied and the rolling is
completed when using CRS-2L or CRS-2P.

Mat coat aggregate shall be drained of free moisture and dust free before use. Spread the
aggregate uniformly at the required rate and correct all non-uniform areas before rolling.

Roll immediately after the aggregate is uniformly spread. Rolling consists of at
least 3 complete coverages with two 5 to 10 ton steel-wheel rollers. Continue rolling until
the aggregate is thoroughly keyed into the emulsion. Do not allow crushing of the
aggregate or picking up of the material by the rollers. A combination steel-wheel and
pneumatic-tire roller will not be permitted. Use 2 individual steel-wheel rollers. The
3 coverages shall be completed within 5 minutes of the spraying of the emulsion.

At the discretion of the Engineer, at the beginning of each emulsion application, spread
a paper over the end of the previously completed mat coat and begin the asphalt application
on the paper. After application, remove and dispose of the paper.
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After the aggregate is thoroughly seated, traffic may be permitted on the mat coat after the
rolling is complete. No brooming shall be performed on the mat coat.

Correct defects or damage to the mat coat before the application of seal coat or plant mix
overlay. The seal coat or plant mix may be applied the same day the mat coat is placed
provided the mat coat has been satisfactorily applied and rolled.

(D)  Asphalt Mat Coat for Pavement Surfaces

For mat coats with an asphalt overlay, construct the mat coat in accordance with Subarticle
660-8(C). The same grade of emulsion used to construction the mat coat (CRS-2L or CRS-
2P) may be used for the tack coat of the asphalt overlay.

For mat coats constructed on existing pavement surfaces, construct the mat coat in
accordance with Subarticle 660-8(C) using the size aggregate required by the contract and
the application rates specified in Table 660-1.

660-10 WARRANTY

The Asphalt Surface Treatment (AST) shall be warranted by the project payment and performance
bonds for a period of 12 months.

(A)  Warranty Period

The Department will conduct an inspection of the work and provide written acceptance in
accordance with Article 105-17 of the 2012 Standard Specifications. Written acceptance
of the work will constitute the start date for the 12 month AST warranty period.

(B)  Situations Affecting the Warranty

During the warranty period, the Contractor will not be held responsible for distresses that
are caused by factors not related to materials and workmanship. These include, but are not
limited to, chemical and fuel spills, vehicle fires, base failures, and snow plows. Other
factors considered to be beyond the control of the Contractor, which may contribute to
pavement distress, will be considered by the Engineer on a case by case basis upon receipt
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of a written request from the Contractor. Maintaining traffic on the pavement surface prior
to the Engineer’s acceptance will not be a condition for voiding the warranty.

Detectable warning for proposed curb ramps shall consist of integrated raised truncated domes.

(A)  Detectable Warnings shall consist of a base with integrated raised truncated domes, and
when constructed of precast concrete they shall conform to the material requirements of
Article 848-2 of the 2012 Standard Specifications.

(B) Detectable Warnings shall consist of a base with integrated raised truncated domes, and
may be comprised of other materials including, but not limited, to clay paving brick, gray
iron or ductile iron castings, mild steel, stainless steel, and engineered plastics, rubber or
composite tile, which are cast into the concrete of the curb ramps. The material shall have
an integral color throughout the thickness of the material. The detectable warning shall
include fasteners or anchors for attachment in the concrete and shall be furnished as a
system from the manufacturer.

Prior to installation, the Contractor shall submit to the Engineer assembling instructions
from the manufacturer for each type of system used in accordance with Article 105-2 of
the 2012 Standard Specifications. The system shall be furnished as a kit containing all
consumable materials and consumable tools, required for the application. They shall be
capable of being affixed to or anchored in the concrete curb ramp, including green concrete
(concrete that has set but not appreciably hardened). The system shall be solvent free and
contain no volatile organic compounds (VOC). The static coefficient of friction shall be
0.8 or greater when measured on top of the truncated domes and when measured between
the domes in accordance with ASTM C1028 (dry and wet). The system shall be resistant
to deterioration due to exposure to sunlight, water, salt or adverse weather conditions and
impervious to degradation by motor fuels, lubricants and antifreeze.

(A) General
This section covers epoxy resin adhesive for bonding traffic markers to pavement surfaces.

(B) Classification
The types of epoxies and their uses are as shown below:

Type I — Rapid Setting, High Viscosity, Epoxy Adhesive. This type of adhesive provides rapid
adherence to traffic markers to the surface of pavement.

Type Il — Standard Setting, High Viscosity, Epoxy Adhesive. This type of adhesive is
recommended for adherence of traffic markers to pavement surfaces when rapid set is not
required.

Type 111 — Rapid Setting, Low Viscosity, Water Resistant, Epoxy Adhesive. This type of rapid
setting adhesive, due to its low viscosity, is appropriate only for use with embedded traffic
markers.

Type 1V - Standard Set Epoxy for Blade Deflecting-Type Plowable Markers.
(C) Requirements

Epoxies shall conform to the requirements set forth in AASHTO M 237.

(D) Prequalification

Refer to Subarticle 1081-1(E).

(E) Acceptance

Refer to Subarticle 1081-1(F).

Epoxy adhesive Type I, Cold Set, may be used to attach temporary pavement
markers to the pavement surface when the pavement temperature is between 32°F and 50°F or
per the manufacturer’s recommendations whichever is more stringent.

Where any information required of a contractor is in the exclusive possession of another who fails
or refuses to furnish this information the contractor shall so certify to the NCDOT, or the FHWA
as appropriate, and shall set forth what efforts it has made to obtain the information.
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(5) Sanctions for Noncompliance: In the event of the contractor's noncompliance with the
nondiscrimination provisions of this contract, the NCDOT shall impose such contract sanctions as
it or the FHWA may determine to be appropriate, including, but not limited to:

(a) Withholding of payments to the contractor under the contract until the contractor

complies, and/or

(b) Cancellation, termination or suspension of the contract, in whole or in part.
(6) Incorporation of Provisions: The contractor shall include the provisions of paragraphs (1)
through (6) in every subcontract, including procurements of materials and leases of equipment,
unless exempt by the Regulations, or directives issued pursuant thereto.
The contractor shall take such action with respect to any subcontractor procurement as the NCDOT
or the FHWA may direct as a means of enforcing such provisions including sanctions for
noncompliance: provided, however, that, in the event a contractor becomes involved in, or is
threatened with, litigation with a subcontractor or supplier as a result of such direction, the
contractor may request the NCDOT to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the
NCDOQOT, and, in addition, the contractor may request the United States to enter into such litigation
to protect the interests of the United States.

ON-THE-JOB TRAINING
(10-16-07) (Rev. 4-21-15) Z-10

Description

The North Carolina Department of Transportation will administer a custom version of the Federal
On-the-Job Training (OJT) Program, commonly referred to as the Alternate OJT Program. All
contractors (existing and newcomers) will be automatically placed in the Alternate Program.
Standard OJT requirements typically associated with individual projects will no longer be applied
at the project level. Instead, these requirements will be applicable on an annual basis for each
contractor administered by the OJT Program Manager.

On the Job Training shall meet the requirements of 23 CFR 230.107 (b), 23 USC — Section 140,
this provision and the On-the-Job Training Program Manual.

The Alternate OJT Program will allow a contractor to train employees on Federal, State and
privately funded projects located in North Carolina. However, priority shall be given to training
employees on NCDOT Federal-Aid funded projects.

Minorities and Women

Developing, training and upgrading of minorities and women toward journeyman level status is
a primary objective of this special training provision. Accordingly, the Contractor shall make every
effort to enroll minority and women as trainees to the extent that such persons are available within
a reasonable area of recruitment. This training commitment is not intended, and shall not be used,
to discriminate against any applicant for training, whether a member of a minority group or not.

Assigning Training Goals

The Department, through the OJT Program Manager, will assign training goals for a calendar year
based on the contractors' past three years’ activity and the contractors' anticipated upcoming year’s
activity with the Department. At the beginning of each year, all contractors eligible will be
contacted by the Department to determine the number of trainees that will be assigned for the
upcoming calendar year. At that time the Contractor shall enter into an agreement with the
Department to provide a self-imposed on-the-job training program for the calendar year.
This agreement will include a specific number of annual training goals agreed to by both parties.
The number of training assignments may range from 1 to 15 per contractor per calendar year. The
Contractor shall sign an agreement to fulfill their annual goal for the year.\
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Training Classifications
The Contractor shall provide on-the-job training aimed at developing full journeyman level

workers in the construction craft/operator positions. Preference shall be given to providing
training in the following skilled work classifications:

Equipment Operators Office Engineers

Truck Drivers Estimators

Carpenters Iron / Reinforcing Steel Workers
Concrete Finishers Mechanics

Pipe Layers Welders

The Department has established common training classifications and their respective training
requirements that may be used by the contractors. However, the classifications established are not
all-inclusive. Where the training is oriented toward construction applications, training will be
allowed in lower-level management positions such as office engineers and estimators. Contractors
shall submit new classifications for specific job functions that their employees are performing.
The Department will review and recommend for acceptance to FHWA the new classifications
proposed by contractors, if applicable. New classifications shall meet the following requirements:

Proposed training classifications are reasonable and realistic based on the job skill
classification needs, and

The number of training hours specified in the training classification is consistent with
common practices and provides enough time for the trainee to obtain journeyman level
status.

The Contractor may allow trainees to be trained by a subcontractor provided that the Contractor
retains primary responsibility for meeting the training and this provision is made applicable to the
subcontract. However, only the Contractor will receive credit towards the annual goal for the
trainee.

Where feasible, 25 percent of apprentices or trainees in each occupation shall be in their first year
of apprenticeship or training. The number of trainees shall be distributed among the work
classifications on the basis of the contractor’s needs and the availability of journeymen in the
various classifications within a reasonable area of recruitment.

No employee shall be employed as a trainee in any classification in which they have successfully
completed a training course leading to journeyman level status or in which they have been
employed as a journeyman.

Records and Reports
The Contractor shall maintain enrollment, monthly and completion reports documenting company

compliance under these contract documents. These documents and any other information as
requested shall be submitted to the OJT Program Manager.
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Upon completion and graduation of the program, the Contractor shall provide each trainee with
a certification Certificate showing the type and length of training satisfactorily completed.

Trainee Interviews

All trainees enrolled in the program will receive an initial and Trainee/Post graduate interview
conducted by the OJT program staff.

Trainee Wages

Contractors shall compensate trainees on a graduating pay scale based upon a percentage of the
prevailing minimum journeyman wages (Davis-Bacon Act). Minimum pay shall be as follows:

60 percent of the journeyman wage for the first half of the training period

75 percent of the journeyman wage for the third quarter of the training period
90 percent of the journeyman wage for the last quarter of the training period

In no instance shall a trainee be paid less than the local minimum wage. The Contractor shall
adhere to the minimum hourly wage rate that will satisfy both the NC Department of Labor
(NCDOL) and the Department.

Achieving or Failing to Meet Training Goals

The Contractor will be credited for each trainee employed by him on the contract work who is
currently enrolled or becomes enrolled in an approved program and who receives training for at
least 50 percent of the specific program requirement. Trainees will be allowed to be transferred
between projects if required by the Contractor’s scheduled workload to meet training goals.

If a contractor fails to attain their training assignments for the calendar year, they may be taken off
the NCDOT’s Bidders List.

Measurement and Payment

No compensation will be made for providing required training in accordance with these contract
documents.

(7-15-14) RWZ-2

Coordinate the installation of items required by the contract documents and resurfacing operations
such that these operations are completed in the order as agreed upon with the Engineer at the first
pre-construction meeting. Refer to the Provisions, Typicals and Details unless otherwise directed
by the Engineer.

Notify the Engineer 15 consecutive calendar days before resurfacing a bridge or its approaches.
Patch and make repairs to bridge surface and its approaches before resurfacing occurs. Coordinate
all operations on the bridge and its approaches with the Engineer.

Notify the Engineer 48 hours before resurfacing the areas of existing pavement that require
patching. Patch these areas before resurfacing occurs. Allow full depth asphalt patching to cool
to the point of supporting traffic without displacement or rutting before reopening closed lane.
Coordinate the resurfacing operations of the patched areas with the Engineer.

Notify the Engineer 48 hours before milling or resurfacing will interfere with the existing Signal
Loops.

Maintain
vehicular access in accordance with Article 1101-05 of the 2012 Standard Specifications using
suitable backfill material approved by the Engineer.
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Provide appropriate lighting in accordance with Section 1413 of the 2012 Standard Specifications.

Milled Rumble Strips:

When utilized, milled rumble strips shall be installed in accordance with the 2012 Standard
