Submittal of Quantities

Submit quantities on theFuel Usage Factor Chart and Estimate of Quantisbget,
located in the back of this RFP, following the Itemized Proposal Sheet.

The Design-Build Team shall prepare an Estimate of Quantities that they anticipate
incorporating into the completed project and upon which the Price Proposal was based.
The quantity breakdown shall include all tems of work that appear ikubeUsage
Factor Chart and Estimate of Quantitisheet. Only those items of work which are
specifically noted in th&uel Usage Factor Charand Estimate of Quantitiesheet will

be subiject to fuel price adjustments.

Submittal The submittal shall be signed and dated by an officer of the Design-Build
Team. The information shall be copied and submitted in a separate sealed package with
the outer wrapping clearly marked “Fuel Price Adjustment” and shall be delivered at the
same time and location as the Technical and Price Proposal. The original shall be
submitted in the Price Proposal.

Trade SecretInformation submitted on thEuel Usage Factor Chart and Estimate of
Quantitiessheet will be considered “Trade Secret” in accordance with the requirements
of G.S. 66-152(3) until such time as the Price Proposal is opened.

Base Index Price

The Design-Build Team’s Estimate of Quantities will be used on the various partial
payment estimates to determine fuel price adjustments. The Design-Build Team shall
submit a payment request for quantities of work completed based on the work completed
for that estimate period. The quantities requested for partial payment shall be reflective
of the work actually accomplished for the specified period. The Design-Build Team shall
certify that the quantities are reasonable for the specified period. The base index price for
DIESEL #2 FUEL is$ 1.1964 per gallon.

Opt Out of Fuel Price Adjustment

If the Design-Build Team elects not to pursue reimbursement for Fuel Price Adjustments,
a quantity of zero shall be entered for all quantities inFilnd Usage Factor Chart and
Estimate of Quantitiesheet and the declination box shall be checked. Failure to
complete this form will mean that the Design-Build Team is declining the Fuel Price
Adjustments for this project.

Change Option

The proposer will not be permitted to change the option after the Price Proposal and the
copy of theFuel Usage Factor Chart and Estimate of Quantitsbget are submitted.
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subcontract agreements between the DBE and the Design-Build Team will not
count towards the DBE contract requirement.

(6) A DBE may lease truck(s) from an established equipment leasing business open
to the general public. The lease must indicate that the DBE has exclusive use of
and control over the truck. This requirement does not preclude the leased truck
from working for others during the term of the lease with the consent of the DBE,
so long as the lease gives the DBE absolute priority for use of the leased truck.
This type of lease may count toward the DBE’s credit as long as the driver is
under the DBE’s payroll.

(7) Subcontracted / leased trucks shall display clearly on the dashboard the name of
the DBE that they are subcontracted / leased to and their own company name if it
is not identified on the truck itself. Magnetic door signs are not permitted.

DBE Replacement

When a Design-Build Team has relied on a commitment to a DBE firm (or an approved
substitute DBE firm) to meet all or part of a contract goal requirement, the Design-Build Team
shall not terminate the DBE for convenience. This includes, but is not limited to, instances in
which the Design-Build Team seeks to perform the work of the terminated subcontractor with
another DBE subcontractor, a non-DBE subcontractor, or with the Contractor’s own forces or
those of an affiliate. A DBE may only be terminated after receiving the Engineer’s written
approval based upon a finding of good cause for the termination. The prime contractor must
give the DBE firm five (5) calendar days to respond to the prime contractor’s notice of
termination and advise the prime contractor and the Department of the reasons, if any, why the
firm objects to the proposed termination of its subcontract and why the Department should not
approve the action.

All requests for replacement of a committed DBE firm shall be submitted to the Engineer for
approval on Form RF-1 (DBE Replacement Request). If the Design-Build Team fails to follow
this procedure, the Prime Contractor or other affiliated companies within the Design-Build Team
may be disqualified from further bidding for a period of up to six months.

The Design-Build Team shall comply with the following for replacement of a committed DBE:
(A)  Performance Related Replacement

When a committed DBE is terminated for good cause as stated above, an additional DBE
that was submitted at the time of bid may be used to fulfill the DBE commitment.
A good faith effort will only be required for removing a committed DBE if there were no
additional DBEs submitted at the time of bid to cover the same amount of work as the
DBE that was terminated.

If a replacement DBE is not found that can perform at least the same amount of work as
the terminated DBE, the Design-Build Team shall submit a good faith effort documenting
the steps taken. Such documentation shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

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Submittals for Review During Construction

The Design-Build Team shall submit the unconfined compressive strength and dynamic cone
penetrometer test results for review and acceptance.

PRICE ADJUSTMENTS FOR ASPHALT BINDER
(9-1-11) DB6 R25

Price adjustments for asphalt binder for plant mix will be made in accordance with Section 620
of the 2012Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures.

When it is determined that the monthly selling price of asphalt binder on the first business day of
the calendar month during which the last day of the partial payment period occurs varies either
upward or downward from the Base Price Index, the partial payment for that period will be
adjusted. The partial payment will be adjusted by adding the difference (+ or -) of the base price
index subtracted from the monthly selling price multiplied by the total theoretical quantity of
asphalt binder authorized for use in the plant mix placed during the partial payment period
involved.

The base price index for asphalt binder for plant mix is $401.43 per ton.

This base price index represents an average of F.O.B. selling prices of asphalt binder at supplier's
terminals on January 1, 2016.

Revise the 2013tandard Specifications for Roads and Structase®llows:
Page 6-18, Article 609-11 and Page 6-35, Article 610-14
Add the following paragraph before the first paragraph:

The “Asphalt Price” used to calculate any price adjustments set forth in this section shall be
$40.00 per theoretical ton. This price shall apply for all mix types.

FIELD OFFICE
(6-1-07) (Rev. 8-3-15) DB 08-01

Description

This work consists of furnishing, erecting, equipping, and maintaining a field office for the
exclusive use of Department Engineers and Inspectors at a location on the project approved by
the Engineer. Provide a field office that complies with the current A.D.A. Design and
Accessibility Standards, the National Electric Code, local, state, and federal regulations, and the
following:
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broomed or scarifed as directed by the Manufacturer before placing the Work Zone
Traffic “Pattern Masking” material.

e Concrete - The existing concrete surface shall be swept clean and prepared in
accordance with the Manufacturer’s recommendations to receive the Work Zone Traffic
“Pattern Masking” material. Although, no existing pavement marking line removal is
required, any loose, flaking or other laitance material from existing markings shall be
machine broomed or scarifed as directed by the Manufacturer before placing the Work
Zone Traffic “Pattern Masking” material.

NOTE: For newly placed concrete pavements, newly installed concrete bridge decks
or existing concrete pavements that do not receive a pavement surface treatment,
Work Zone Traffic “Pattern Masking” Material shall not be placed. The conflicting
pavement marking lines shall be removed by water blasting methods only.

D) Temperature and Weather Limitations

Work Zone Traffic “Pattern Masking” material shall not be applied unless the ambient air
temperature and the pavement temperature is 40° F or higher. Do not install Work Zone Traffic
“Pattern Masking” material unless the pavement surface is completely dry. Do not install Work
Zone Traffic “Pattern Masking” material within 4 hours of a significant rain event such as a
thunderstorm with rainfall intensities equal to or greater than 1 inch / per hour. Always follow
the Manufacturer’s recommendations for placement during periods of excessive humidity.

Maintenance

There should be no required maintenance of the Work Zone Traffic “Pattern Masking” material.
The Design-Build Team shall replace any Work Zone Traffic “Pattern Masking” material that
prematurely fails to keep pavement markings masked / concealed and / or retain its black color,
in the Department’s sole discretion, for the full minimum 12-month duration. Any traffic control
and / or material costs due to replacement shall be at no cost to the Department.

DIAMOND GRINDING CONCRETE PAVEMENT

SPI 7-09
Description

Perform the work covered by this provision including but not limited to diamond grinding and
regrinding concrete pavement to meet final surface testing requirements in accordance with
Article 710-7 of the 2012 NCDOT Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures, selecting
diamond tipped saw blades and configuration of cutting head; continual removal of residual
slurry from pavement and disposal; furnishing all labor, materials, supplies, tools, equipment and
incidentals as necessary.

Equipment

Use equipment with diamond tipped saw blades gang mounted on a power driven self-propelled
machine with a minimum wheel base length of 15 feet that is specifically designed to smooth and
texture Portland Cement Concrete pavement. Utilize equipment that does not cause
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ravels;aggregate fracture; spalls or disturbance to the longitudinal or transverse joints; or damage
and / or strain to the underlying surface of the pavement. Should any of the above problems
occur immediately suspend operations.

Provide a minimum three-foot wide grinding head with 50 to 60 evenly spaced grooves per foot.
Prior to designing the grinding head, evaluate the aggregate hardness of the concrete pavement
and select the appropriate diamond size, diamond concentration and bond hardness for the
individual saw blades.

Provide vacuuming equipment to continuously remove slurry residue and excess water from the
pavement as part of the grinding operation. Do not allow the slurry material to flow into a travel
lane occupied by traffic or into any drainage facility.

Method of Construction

Grind the pavement surface to a uniform appearance with a high skid resistant longitudinal
corduroy type texture. Provide grooves between 0.09 and 0.15 inch wide with the land area
between the grooves between 0.06 and 0.13 inch wide. Ensure a ridge peak of approximately
0.0625 inch higher than the bottom of the grooves.

Begin and end diamond grinding at lines normal to the pavement centerline. Grind only in the
longitudinal direction. All grooves and adjacent passes shall be parallel to each other with no
variation. Completely lap adjacent passes with no unground surface remaining between passes
and no overlap of more than 1% inches. Adjacent passes shall be within 1/8 inch of the same
height as measured with a three-foot straightedge. Maintain positive cross-slope drainage for the
duration of the grinding operation.

Grind all concrete travel lanes with not less than 98 percent of the specified surface being
textured by grinding. Grinding of the bridge decks and concrete shoulders will not be required.
Remove a minimum 0.0625 inch at all locations except dips. Extra grinding to eliminate minor
depressions is not required. It is anticipated that extra grinding will be required on the high side
of existing faults in the pavement. There shall be no ridge between lanes. In a separate operation,
transition the grinding of any remaining ridges greater than 1/8 inch in height on the outside edge
next to the shoulder or at a tie to an existing facility to the satisfaction of the Engineer.

Disposal of Residual Slurry

Diamond grinding slurry disposal shall be in accordance with the Statewide Permit for Land
Application of Diamond Grinding Slurry (DGS), Permit No. WQ0035749 dated April 24, 2013.
Submit a slurry disposal plan to the Engineer detailing method of handling and disposing of
slurry from the diamond grinding operation a minimum of 60 days prior to beginning the
diamond grinding operation. Engineer shall review the slurry disposal plan. Plan must be
accepted prior to beginning the diamond grinding operation. DGS may also be transported
beyond the project limits to an approved permitted site. No additional payment will be made for
transporting this slurry material for disposal.

DESCRIPTION

This work consists of furnishing precast panels, structural steel, concrete columns, and all
other materials; handling, transporting, fabricating, galvanizing, and storing materials;
furnishing erection drawings, pile excavation, backfilling, erecting and installing the sound
barrier wall members and all other materials as required by the plans developed by the
Design-Build Team, the 2012 Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures and this
Project Special Provision.

Unless otherwise approved by the Engineer, the Design-Build Team has a choice of ten or
15-foot pile spacing. Pile spacing greater than 15 feet will not be permitted. Provide
consistent pile spacing the entire length of the wall. Use odd pile spacing, if necessary,
only at the ends of the wall and at turning points, as approved by the Engineer.

A maximum one-foot drop or rise in top of wall elevation between wall sections will be
permitted. Elevation changes greater than one foot, if necessary, will be allowed only at
the end of the wall. Top of wall elevation changes that result in a jagged appearance shall
not be allowed. Unless otherwise approved by NCDOT, the wall shall adhere to the
September 2015 1-5504 Design Noise Report provided by the Department.

ALTERNATE PILE SPACING

As an alternate, the Design-Build Team may submit plans for pile spacing greater than 10
feet and less than 15 feet for review and approval. A submittal reducing the post spacing
shall include the material and design specifications. The submittal shall also include an
elevation view depicting the revised post spacing and proposed top of wall elevations. The
proposed top of wall elevations shall be equal to or greater than the dimensions shown in
the September 2015 1-5504 Design Noise Report. The excavated hole diameter, excavation
depth and reinforcing steel shall be equal to the amount required for 15-foot pile spacing.
A variance in the reinforcing steel will be allowed for the length of horizontal and number
of vertical reinforcement bars in the precast panel for the alternate pile spacing.

Submit two sets of detailed plans for review. Include all details in the plans developed by
the Design-Build Team, including the size and spacing of required reinforcement necessary
to fabricate the precast panels. Have a North Carolina Registered Professional Engineer
check, seal and date the aforementioned plans.

ALTERNATE WALL TYPE

Walls that have been assigned “Approved” or “Approved for Provisional Use” status by the
Product Evaluation Program will be considered for substitution to the detailed Standard
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Rocky Ridge Road that accesses the Koon Family Limited Partnership property. The
Design-Build Team shall coordinate with the property owner to ensure that the driveway
provides accurate hydrology, capacity, utility relocations, sidewalk, and horizontal and
vertical ties to the future site development design.

In lieu of the Petco right-in / right-out driveway accessing -Y1A- shown on the 1-5504 Public
Meeting Map — G2 Update provided by the Department, the Design-Build Team shall design
and construct a full movement driveway.

Unless noted otherwise elsewhere in this RFP, the Design-Build Team shall design and
construct -Y- Lines, ramps and loops providing the same or better access, widening,
improvements and level of service included in the I-5504 Public Meeting Map — G2 Update
provided by the Department. The limits of -Y- Line construction shall be of sufficient length
to tie to existing based upon the current NCDOT guidelines and standards.

The Design-Build Team shall design and construct all -Y- Lines such that the through
movement is not required to change lanes throughout the project limits.

The Design-Build Team shall design and construct one-lane ramps that provide a minimum
16-foot lane width. The Design-Build Team shall design and construct two lane ramps that
provide minimum 12-foot lanes. Unless noted otherwise elsewhere in this RFP, all ramps
shall have 14-foot outside shoulders, four-foot of which shall be full depth paved shoulders
and 12-foot inside shoulders, four-foot of which shall be full depth paved shoulders.

To provide positive separation, the Design-Build Team shall design and construct a
minimum four-foot wide 5” keyed-in concrete monolithic island or double-face concrete
barrier between adjacent ramp and loop traffic. Where warranted, the Design-Build Team
shall design and construct double-face concrete barrier between the ramp and loop, of
sufficient height, to provide a glare screen. The Design-Build Team shall provide a minimum
four-foot paved offset between the edge of travel lane and the face of the aforementioned
positive separation (concrete monolithic island / concrete barrier).

The Design-Build Team shall design and construct loops that adhere to Tabl®&ig8,
Widths of Pavements for Turning Roadways, shown in AASHTO'sA Policy on Geometric

Design of Highways and Streets (2011) - Case 1l / Condition C for one-lane loops; Case Il /
Condition C for two-lane loops. All loops shall have 12-foot outside shoulders, four-foot of
which shall be full depth paved shoulders. All loops shall have 2'-6" curb and gutter along the
inside edge of pavement, with a 14-foot berm. The minimum loop design shall be 30-mph
with a minimum 230-foot radius.

Excluding transitions required to tie to existing and steeper cross slopes (0.025 maximum)
required to eliminate hydroplaning, the 1-26 normal crown cross slope shall be 0.02. The 1-26
crown point shall be located such that the two inside lanes in each direction of travel slope
towards the median and the remaining lanes slope towards the outside.

Unless noted otherwise elsewhere in this RFP, the Design-Build Team shall design and
construct at-grade intersections with the lane configurations noted in the July 27, 2015
Congestion Management Recommendations provided by the Department. On NC 191, the
Design-Build Team shall design and construct a southbound exclusive left turn lane that
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PAVEMENT MANAGEMENT SCOPE OF WORK  (1-7-15)

From the eastern project terminus to the beginning of the 1-26 full typical section width (the
transition that ties to existing), the pavement design for the mainline (-L- Line) travel lanes,
median paved shoulders and outside paved shoulders shall consist of the following:

3.0” S9.5D

3.0”119.0D

9.0” B25.0C

No Subgrade Stabilization

From the beginning of the I-26 full typical section width to the end of the 1-26 full typical section
width, the pavement design for the mainline (-L- Line) travel lanes shall consist of the following:

10.5” Jointed Concrete w/Dowels
3.0” PADC

1.25” SF 9.5A

Subgrade Stabilization

East and west of the 1-26 full typical section width, the Design-Build Team shall resurface the
existing 1-26 pavement with a minimum 1.5 S9.5D to tie to existing. (Reference the Roadway
Scope of Work found elsewhere in this RFP)

From the beginning of the 1-26 full typical section width to the western project terminus, the
Design-Build Team shall maintain the same pavement design for the mainline (-L- Line) median
shoulder construction and the outside shoulder construction. The pavement design for the median
and outside paved shoulders shall consist of one of the following:

e If any portion of the median and / or outside paved shoulders will carry traffic for any
duration during construction, the median and / or outside paved shoulder shall consist of
the mainline travel lane concrete pavement design noted above.

e If no portion of the median and / or outside paved shoulders will ever carry traffic during
construction, the median and / or outside paved shoulder shall consist of the mainline
travel lane concrete pavement design noted above, excluding the dowels.

In accordance with the Diamond Grinding Concrete Pavement Project Special Provision found
elsewhere in this RFP, the Design-Build Team shall diamond grind all mainline concrete
pavement travel lanes.

In accordance with the requirements noted below, the mainline subgrade stabilization shall
consist of chemical stabilization or Class IV stabilization. The Design-Build Team shall specify
the proposed mainline subgrade stabilization, or combination thereof, with approximate limits of
each type clearly noted in the Technical Proposal.

e Chemical stabilization shall be to a minimum depth of 8 inches for lime and 7 inches for
cement. The type of chemical subgrade stabilization and the amount of stabilizing agent
shall be determined in accordance with the Cement and Lime Stabilization of Subgrade
Soils Project Special Provision found elsewhere in this RFP.
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Structures Management Unit Project Special Provisions and NCDOT Structures Management
Unit Standard Drawings.

Alternate designs, details or construction practices (such as those employed by other states, but
not standard practice in NC) are subject to Department review and approval, and will be
evaluated on a case by case basis.

Regardless of wall height, sound barrier walls shall be designed in accordance with AASHTO
LRFD Bridge Design Specifications. All ground-mounted sound barrier walls shall be detailed in
accordance with Structure Standards SBW1, SBW2 and SBW3. (RefererfsminbeBarrier

Wall andArchitectural Concrete Surface Treatment Project Special Provisions, and the Roadway
Scope of Work found elsewhere in this RFP)
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On freeways and expressways, the minimum lateral offset for Type A and B ground mounted
signs on breakaway supports shall be 30 feet, unless approved otherwise by the Department. The
lateral offset shall be measured from the edge of the travel lane closest to the shoulder to the
closest sign edge.

On freeways and expressways, all Type A and B ground mounted signs on simple
(non-breakaway) supports shall be protected by guardrail, barrier or another form of approved
positive protection. The minimum lateral distance between the face of guardrail and the closest
sign edge shall be six feet.

Unless noted otherwise in this RFP, all Type D, E and F signs shall be installed on U-channel
posts in accordance with the NCDOT Roadway Standard Drawings. Type D signs shall not
exceed eight feet in width and / or 24 square feet. Unless positively protected, all Type D signs
shall be installed on a maximum of two U-channel posts.

Overhead Sign Structures

The Design-Build Team shall consider the proposed roadway geometry, number of lanes, and all
advisory signing needs when selecting the type of overhead signing for a given location. At a
minimum, the Design-Build Team shall provide overhead signing at the locations identified in
the MUTCD, Section 2E.24 — Signing for Interchange Lane Drops, Section 2A.17 - Overhead
Sign Installations, Items A — M, and the following locations:

An option lane at a multi-lane exit or freeway / ramp split (use Arrow Per Lane signs)

A freeway ends and “All Traffic Must Exit”

A freeway lane ends (freeway lane drop)

Three or more lanes on a freeway ramp

At Exit 33 — 1-26 / US 74 eastbound — One Exit Directional Sign and one “2-mile
Advance Guide Sign (Two overhead structures)

o At Exit 31A-B - 1-26 / US 74 westbound - One %-mile Arrow-per-Lane Guide Sign
(Exit 31B) and one Y>-mile Advance Guide Sign (Exit 31A) on the same overhead
structure
