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CONCRETE SIDEWALK AND DRIVEWAYS

All concrete sidewalks shall be constructed in accordance with Section 848 of the Standard
Specifications and Roadway Standard Drawing 848.01. Concrete shall be Class B, and the
concrete shall be given a light broom finish with the brush marks transverse to the direction of
traffic. Concrete shall be of a North Carolina Department of Transportation approved mix
design dispatched from a currently certified production facility. No concrete shall be placed
until the forms and base have been inspected and approved by the Department of Transportation.

A groove joint 1” deep with 1/8” radii shall be required in concrete sidewalk at 5’ intervals. One
1/2” expansion joint will be required at 50’ intervals. A 1/2” expansion joint will be required
where the sidewalk joins any rigid structure or ties into existing sidewalk. If Contractor replaces
any length of sidewalk with new, then the old sidewalk debris removal is to be incidental to the
work.

No backfill shall be placed adjacent to the sidewalk until at least 3 curing days, as defined in
Acrticle 825-9, have elapsed. However, backfill shall be placed no later that 4 calendar days after
completion of this 3 curing day time period. Backfill shall be compacted to a degree comparable
to the adjacent undisturbed material. Vehicles may be permitted on the completed work after 7
curing days, as defined in Article 825-9, have elapsed.

Sidewalk shall be 6 thick when exposed to vehicular traffic and 4” thick in all other areas. The
Engineer shall have the final say in determining sidewalk thickness.

Proposed concrete sidewalk shall match the width of the existing sidewalk.

Payment will be on a per square yard basis, and include all incidentals associated with
performing this work. Removal of these bid items shall be incidental to the contract unit bid
price. Concrete sidewalk that is to be removal and not replaced will be paid for as follows.
