1. Locate a healing-in site in a shady, well 
protected area.

ROOT PRUNING
All seedlings shall be root 
pruned, if necessary, so that 
no roots extend more than 
10 inches below the 
root collar.
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PLANTING BAG
During planting, seedlings 
shall be kept in a moist 
canvas bag or similar 
container to prevent the 
root systems from drying.
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6. Leave compaction
