GENERAL

This contract is for the Removal of Existing Pipe and Replacement with Alum  inum Pipe on SR 1312 in Bladen
County. All work and materials shall be in accordance with the provisions of the General Guidelines of this contract, the
Project Special Provisions, the North Carolina Department of Transportation Standard Specifications for Roads and
Structures (2012), the North Carolina Department of Transportation Roadway Standards Drawings (2012), and the current
edition of the_Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD).

The Contractor shall keep himself fully informed of all Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, and regulations, and
shall comply with the provisions of Section 107 of the Standard Specifications.

DIVISION LET CONTRACT PREQUALIFICATION

Any firm that wishes to bid as a prime contractor shall be prequalified as a Bidder or PO Prime Contractor prior to
submitting a bid.

INTERMEDIATE COMPLETION DATE AND LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

The Contractor shall be limited to three weeks for the road closure. All work requiring a road closure shall be completed
during this time. The liquidated damages for this intermediate comple tion date are Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00)
per calendar day . Liquidated damages chargeable due to failure to complete this work by the intermediate completion
date will be additional to any liquidated damages that may become chargeable due to failure to complete the remaining
work on time.

EXTENSION OF CONTRACT TIME
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Failure on the part of the Contractor to furnish bonds or certifications or to satisfy preliminary requirements necessary to
issue the purchase order will not constitute grounds for extension of the contract time. If the Contractor has fulfilled all
preliminary requirements for the issuance of a purchase order, and the purchase order authorization is not available by
the date of availability, the Contractor shall be granted an extension equal to the number of calendar days the purchase
order authorization is delayed after the date of availability.

AUTHORITY OF THE ENGINEER:

The Engineer for this project shall be the Division Engineer, Division 6, Division of Highways, North Carolina Department
of Transportation, acting directly or through his duly authorized representative.

The Engineer will decide all questions which may arise as to the quality and acceptability of work performed and as to the
rate of progress of the work; all questions which may arise as to the interpretation of the contract; and all questions as to
the acceptable fulfillment of the contract on the part of the Contractor. His decision shall be final and he shall have
executive authority to enforce and make effective such decisions and orders as the Contractor fails to carry out promptly.

INSPECTION

All work shall be subject to inspection by the Engineer at any time. Routinely, the Engineer will make periodic inspections
of the completed work. It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to keep the Engineer informed of his proposed work
plan and to submit written reports of work accomplished on a frequency to be determined by the Engineer.

PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS:
(3-16-10) 108 SPD 1-700

The Contractor shall pursue the work diligently with workmen in sufficient numbers, abilities, and supervision, and with
equipment, materials, and methods as may be required to complete the work described in the contract by the completion
date and in accordance with the 2012 Standard Specifications.

The Contractor's operations are restricted to daylight hours. No work may be performed on Sundays and legal State

holidays, unless otherwise approved by the Engineer. Work shall only be performed when weather and visibility
conditions allow safe operations.

CONFORMITY WITH THE CONTRACT

The presence of the engineer or an inspector at the work site shall in no way lessen the contractor’s responsibility for
conformity with the provisions of this contract. Should the engineer or inspector fail to point out work that does not
conform to the plans and specifications, whether from lack of discovery or for any other reason, it shall in no way prevent
later rejection or correction to the unsatisfactory work when discovered. The contractor shall have no claim for losses
suffered due to any necessary removals or repairs resulting from unsatisfactory work.

RESPONSIBILITY FOR DAMAGE CLAIMS

In accordance with Article 107-15 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless the
Department of Transportation and its officers, agents and employees from all suits, actions, or claims of any character
brought for any injury or damages received or sustained by any person, persons or property by reason of any act of the
Contractor, subcontractor, its agents or employees, in the performance of the contract. The Contractor further agrees to
indemnify and save harmless the Department of Transportation and its officers, agents, and employees from any claims
or amounts recovered by any of the Contractor’'s employees under the Worker's Compensation Act.

Pursuant to N.C.G.S. 97-19, all Contractors of the Department of Transportation are, prior to beginning services, required
to show proof of coverage issued by a Worker’s Compensation Insurance Carrier, or a Certificate of Compliance issued
by the Department of Insurance for self-insured Subcontractors stating that it has complied with N.C.G.S. 97-93
irrespective of whether Subcontractors have regularly in service fewer than three employees in the same business within
the State of North Carolina, and Subcontractors shall be hereinafter liable under the Worker's Compensation Act for
payment of compensation and other benefits to its employees for any injury or death due to an accident arising out of, and
in the course of performance of the work by, the Subcontractor.

A performance bond in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract amount, conditioned upon the faithful
performance of the contract in accordance with specifications and conditions of the contract is required for contracts of
$500,000 or more.

Regular Dealer - A firm that owns, operates, or maintains a store, warehouse, or other establishment in which the
materials or supplies required for the performance of the contract are bought, kept in stock, and regularly sold to the
public in the usual course of business. A regular dealer engages in, as its principal business and in its own name, the
purchase and sale or lease of the products in question. A regular dealer in such bulk items as steel, cement, gravel,
stone, and petroleum products need not keep such products in stock, if it owns and operates distribution equipment for
the products. Brokers and packagers are not regarded as manufacturers or regular dealers within the meaning of this
section.

North Carolina Unified Certification Program (NCUCP) - A program that provides comprehensive services and information
to applicants for MBE/WBE certification. The MBE/WBE program follows the same regulations as the federal
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) program in accordance with 49 CFR Part 26.
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United States Department of Transportation (USDOT) - Federal agency responsible for issuing regulations (49 CFR Part
26) and official guidance for the DBE program.

WBE Goal - A portion of the total contract, expressed as a percentage, that is to be performed by committed WBE
subcontractor(s).

Women Business Enterprise (WBE) - A firm certified as a Disadvantaged Women-Owned Business Enterprise through the
North Carolina Unified Certification Program.

(2) If the MBE goal is zero, the Contractor shall make an effort to recruit and use MBEs during the
performance of the contract. Any MBE participation obtained shall be reported to the Department.

Listing of MBE/WBE Subcontractors

At the time of bid, bidders shall submit all MBE and WBE participation that they anticipate to use during the life of the
contract. Only those identified to meet the MBE goal and the WBE goal will be considered committed, even though the
listing shall include both committed MBE/WBE subcontractors and additional MBE/WBE subcontractors. Any additional
MBE/WBE subcontractor participation submitted at the time of bid will be used toward overall race-neutral goals. Only
those firms with current MBE and WBE certification at the time of bid opening will be acceptable for listing in the bidder's
submittal of MBE and WBE participation. The Contractor shall indicate the following required information:

(A) If either the MBE or WBE goal is more than zero,

(1) Bidders, at the time the bid proposal is submitted, shall submit a listing of MBE/WBE participation,
including the names and addresses on Listing of MBE and WBE Subcontractors contained elsewhere in
the contract documents in order for the bid to be considered responsive. Bidders shall indicate the total
dollar value of the MBE and WBE participation for the contract.

(2) If bidders have no MBE or WBE participation, they shall indicate this on the Listing of MBE and WBE
Subcontractors by entering the word “None” or the number “0.” This form shall be completed in its
entirety. Blank forms will not be deemed to represent zero pa rticipation.  Bids submitted that do not
have MBE and WBE participation indicated on the appropriate form will not be read publicly during the
opening of bids. The Department will not consider these bids for award and the proposal will be rejected.

3) The bidder shall be responsible for ensuring that the MBE/WBE is certified at the time of bid by checking
the Directory of Transportation Firms. If the firm is not certified at the time of the bid-letting, that MBE’s or
WBE's participation will not count towards achieving the corresponding goal.

(B) If either the MBE or WBE goal is zero, entries on the Listing of MBE and WBE Subcontractors are not required for
the zero goal, however any MBE or WBE participation that is achieved during the project shall be reported in
accordance with requirements contained elsewhere in the special provision.

MBE or WBE Prime Contractor

When a certified MBE or WBE firm bids on a contract that contains MBE and WBE goals, the firm is responsible for
meeting the goals or making good faith efforts to meet the goals, just like any other bidder. In most cases, a MBE or WBE
bidder on a contract will meet one of the goals by virtue of the work it performs on the contract with its own forces.
However, all the work that is performed by the MBE or WBE bidder and any other similarly certified subcontractors will
count toward the goal. The MBE or WBE bidder shall list itself along with any MBE or WBE subcontractors, if any, in
order to receive credit toward the goals.

For example, on a proposed contract, the WBE goal is 10%, and the MBE goal is 8%. A WBE bidder puts in a bid where
they will perform 40% of the contract work and have a WBE subcontractor which will perform another 5% of the work.
Together the two WBE firms submit on the Listing of MBE and WBE Subcontractors a value of 45% of the contract which
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fulfills the WBE goal. The 8% MBE goal shall be obtained through MBE patrticipation with MBE certified subcontractors or
documented through a good faith effort. It should be noted that you cannot combine the two goals to meet an overall
value. The two goals shall remain separate.

MBE/WBE prime contractors shall also follow Sections A or B listed under Listing of MBE/WBE Subcontractors just as a
non-MBE/WBE bidder would.

The bidder shall submit written documentation for each MBE/WBE that will be used to meet the MBE and WBE goals of
the contract, indicating the bidder's commitment to use the MBE/WBE in the contract. This documentation shall be
submitted on the Department’s form titled Letter of Intent.

The documentation shall be received in the office of the Engineer no later than 12:00 noon of the sixth calendar day
following opening of bids, unless the sixth day falls on Saturday, Sunday or an official state holiday. In that situation, it is
due in the office of the Engineer no later than 12:00 noon on the next official state business day.

If the bidder fails to submit the Letter of Intent from each committed MBE and WBE to be used toward the MBE and WBE
goals, or if the form is incomplete (i.e. both signatures are not present), the MBE/WBE patrticipation will not count toward
meeting the MBE/WBE goal. If the lack of this participation drops the commitment below either the MBE or WBE goal, the
Contractor shall submit evidence of good faith efforts for the goal not met, completed in its entirety, to the Engineer no
later than 12:00 noon of the eighth calendar day following opening of bids, unless the eighth day falls on Saturday,
Sunday or an official state holiday. In that situation, it is due in the office of the Engineer no later than 12:00 noon on the
next official state business day.

Submission of Good Faith Effort

If the bidder fails to meet or exceed either the MBE or the WBE goal, the apparent lowest responsive bidder shall submit
to the Department documentation of adequate good faith efforts made to reach that specific goal(s).

One complete set and 6 copies of this information shall be received in the office of the Engineer no later than 12:00 noon
of the sixth calendar day following opening of bids, unless the sixth day falls on Saturday, Sunday or an official state
holiday. In that situation, it is due in the office of the Engineer no later than 12:00 noon on the next official state business
day.

Note: Where the information submitted includes repetitious solicitation letters, it will be acceptable to submit a
representative letter along with a distribution list of the firms that were solicited. Documentation of MBE/WBE quotations
shall be a part of the good faith effort submittal. This documentation may include written subcontractor quotations,
telephone log notations of verbal quotations, or other types of quotation documentation.

Consideration of Good Faith Effort for Projects wit h MBE/WBE Goals More Than Zero

Adequate good faith efforts mean that the bidder took all necessary and reasonable steps to achieve the goal which, by
their scope, intensity, and appropriateness, could reasonably be expected to obtain sufficient MBE/WBE participation.
Adequate good faith efforts also mean that the bidder actively and aggressively sought MBE/WBE participation. Mere pro
forma efforts are not considered good faith efforts.

The Department will consider the quality, quantity, and intensity of the different kinds of efforts a bidder has made. Listed
below are examples of the types of actions a bidder will take in making a good faith effort to meet the goals and are not
intended to be exclusive or exhaustive, nor is it intended to be a mandatory checklist.

(A) Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. attendance at pre-bid meetings, advertising, written
notices, use of verifiable electronic means through the use of the NCDOT Directory of Transportation Firms) the
interest of all certified MBES/WBEs who have the capability to perform the work of the contract. The bidder must
solicit this interest within at least 10 days prior to bid opening to allow the MBES/WBEs to respond to the
solicitation. Solicitation shall provide the opportunity to MBES/WBEs within the Division and surrounding Divisions
where the project is located. The bidder must determine with certainty if the MBES/WBEs are interested by taking
appropriate steps to follow up initial solicitations.

Selecting portions of the work to be performed by MBES/WBEs in order to increase the likelihood that the MBE
and WBE goals will be achieved.

(1) Where appropriate, break out contract work items into economically feasible units to facilitate
MBE/WBE patrticipation, even when the prime contractor might otherwise prefer to perform these work
items with its own forces.

(2) Negotiate with subcontractors to assume part of the responsibility to meet the contract MBE/WBE goals
when the work to be sublet includes potential for MBE/WBE patrticipation (2nd and 3" tier subcontractors).

Providing interested MBES/WBEs with adequate information about the plans, specifications, and requirements of
the contract in a timely manner to assist them in responding to a solicitation.

(1) Negotiating in good faith with interested MBES/WBESs. It is the bidder’s

responsibility to make a portion of the work available to MBE/WBE subcontractors and suppliers and
to select those portions of the work or material needs consistent with the available
MBE/WBE subcontractors and suppliers, so as to facilitate MBE/WBE patrticipation. Evidence of such
negotiation includes the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of MBES/WBEs that were
considered; a description of the information provided regarding the plans and specifications for the work
selected for subcontracting; and evidence as to why additional agreements could not be reached for
MBESs/WBEs to perform the work.

(2) A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors in negotiating with
subcontractors, including MBE/WBE subcontractors, and would take a firm’s price and capabilities as well
as contract goals into consideration. However, the fact that there may be some additional costs involved
in finding and using MBES/WBEs is not in itself sufficient reason for a bidder’s failure to meet the contract
MBE or WBE goals, as long as such costs are reasonable. Also, the ability or desire of a prime contractor
to perform the work of a contract with its own organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility
to make good faith efforts. Bidding contractors are not, however, required to accept higher quotes from
MBESs/WBEs if the price difference is excessive or unreasonable.

Not rejecting MBES/WBEs as being unqualified without sound reasons based on a thorough investigation of their
capabilities. The bidder’s standing within its industry, membership in specific groups, organizations, or associates
and political or social affiliations (for example, union vs. non-union employee status) are not legitimate causes for
the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the bidder’s efforts to meet the project goal.

Making efforts to assist interested MBES/WBESs in obtaining bonding, lines of credit, or insurance as required by
the recipient or bidder.

Making efforts to assist interested MBES/WBES in obtaining necessary equipment, supplies, materials, or related
assistance or services.

Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations; minority/women contractors’
groups; Federal, State, and local minority/women business assistance offices; and other organizations as allowed
on a case-by-case basis to provide assistance in the recruitment and placement of MBES/WBEs. Contact within 7
days from the bid opening NCDOT’s Business Development Manager in the Business Opportunity and Work
Force Development Unit to give notification of the bidder’s inability to get MBE or WBE quotes.

Any other evidence that the bidder submits which shows that the bidder has made reasonable good faith efforts to
meet the MBE and WBE goal.

In addition, the Department may take into account the following:

(1) Whether the bidder's documentation reflects a clear and realistic plan for achieving the MBE and WBE
goals.

(2) The bidders’ past performance in meeting the MBE and WBE goals.

3) The performance of other bidders in meeting the MBE and WBE goals. For example, when the apparent
successful bidder fails to meet the goals, but others meet it, you may reasonably raise the question of
whether, with additional reasonable efforts the apparent successful bidder could have met the goals. If
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the apparent successful bidder fails to meet the MBE and WBE goals, but meets or exceeds the average
MBE and WBE participation obtained by other bidders, the Department may view this, in conjunction with
other factors, as evidence of the apparent successful bidder having made a good faith effort.

If the Department does not award the contract to the apparent lowest responsive bidder, the Department reserves the
right to award the contract to the next lowest responsive bidder that can satisfy to the Department that the MBE and WBE
goals can be met or that an adequate good faith effort has been made to meet the MBE and WBE goals.

Non-Good Faith Appeal

The Engineer will notify the contractor verbally and in writing of non-good faith. A contractor may appeal a determination
of non-good faith made by the Goal Compliance Committee. If a contractor wishes to appeal the determination made by
the Committee, they shall provide written notification to the Engineer. The appeal shall be made within 2 business days of
notification of the determination of non-good faith.

Counting MBE/WBE Participation Toward Meeting MBE/W  BE Goals
(A) Participation

The total dollar value of the participation by a committed MBE/WBE will be counted toward the contract goal
requirements. The total dollar value of participation by a committed MBE/WBE will be based upon the value of
work actually performed by the MBE/WBE and the actual payments to MBE/WBE firms by the Contractor.

(B) Joint Checks

Prior notification of joint check use shall be required when counting MBE/WBE participation for services or
purchases that involves the use of a joint check. Notification shall be through submission of Form JC-1 (Joint
Check Notification Form) and the use of joint checks shall be in accordance with the Department's Joint Check
Procedures.

© Subcontracts (Non-Trucking)

A MBE/WBE may enter into subcontracts. Work that a MBE subcontracts to another MBE firm may be counted
toward the MBE contract goal requirement. The same holds for work that a WBE subcontracts to another WBE
firm. Work that a MBE subcontracts to a non-MBE firm does not count toward the MBE contract goal
requirement. Again, the same holds true for the work that a WBE subcontracts to a non-WBE firm. If a MBE or
WBE contractor or subcontractor subcontracts a significantly greater portion of the work of the contract than
would be expected on the basis of standard industry practices, it shall be presumed that the MBE or WBE is not
performing a commercially useful function. The MBE/WBE may present evidence to rebut this presumption to the
Department. The Department's decision on the rebuttal of this presumption may be subject to review by the
Office of Inspector General, NCDOT.

(D) Joint Venture

When a MBE or WBE performs as a participant in a joint venture, the Contractor may count toward its contract
goal requirement a portion of the total value of participation with the MBE or WBE in the joint venture, that portion
of the total dollar value being a distinct clearly defined portion of work that the MBE or WBE performs with its
forces.

(E) Suppliers
A contractor may count toward its MBE or WBE requirement 60 percent of its expenditures for materials and

supplies required to complete the contract and obtained from a MBE or WBE regular dealer and 100 percent of
such expenditures from a MBE or WBE manufacturer.
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(F)

Manufacturers and Regular Dealers

A contractor may count toward its MBE or WBE requirement the following expenditures to MBE/WBE firms that
are not manufacturers or regular dealers:

(1) The fees or commissions charged by a MBE/WBE firm for providing a bona fide service, such as
professional, technical, consultant, or managerial services, or for providing bonds or insurance specifically
required for the performance of a DOT-assisted contract, provided the fees or commissions are
determined to be reasonable and not excessive as compared with fees and commissions customarily
allowed for similar services.

(2) With respect to materials or supplies purchased from a MBE/WBE, which is neither a manufacturer nor a
regular dealer, count the entire amount of fees or commissions charged for assistance in the procurement
of the materials and supplies, or fees or transportation charges for the delivery of materials or supplies
required on a job site (but not the cost of the materials and supplies themselves), provided the fees are
determined to be reasonable and not excessive as compared with fees customarily allowed for similar
services.

Commercially Useful Function

(A)

(B)

MBE/WABE Utilization

The Contractor may count toward its contract goal requirement only expenditures to MBEs and WBEs that
perform a commercially useful function in the work of a contract. A MBE/WBE performs a commercially useful
function when it is responsible for execution of the work of the contract and is carrying out its responsibilities by
actually performing, managing, and supervising the work involved. To perform a commercially useful function, the
MBE/WBE shall also be responsible with respect to materials and supplies used on the contract, for negotiating
price, determining quality and quantity, ordering the material and installing (where applicable) and paying for the
material itself. To determine whether a MBE/WBE is performing a commercially useful function, the Department
will evaluate the amount of work subcontracted, industry practices, whether the amount the firm is to be paid
under the contract is commensurate with the work it is actually performing and the MBE/WBE credit claimed for its
performance of the work, and any other relevant factors.

MBE/WBE Utilization in Trucking

The following factors will be used to determine if a MBE or WBE trucking firm is performing a commercially useful
function:

(1) The MBE/WBE shall be responsible for the management and supervision of the entire trucking operation
for which it is responsible on a particular contract, and there shall not be a contrived arrangement for the
purpose of meeting the MBE or WBE goal.

(2) The MBE/WBE shall itself own and operate at least one fully licensed, insured, and operational truck used
on the contract.

3) The MBE/WBE receives credit for the total value of the transportation services it provides on the contract
using trucks it owns, insures, and operates using drivers it employs.

(4) The MBE may subcontract the work to another MBE firm, including an owner-operator who is certified as
a MBE. The same holds true that a WBE may subcontract the work to another WBE firm, including an
owner-operator who is certified as a WBE. When this occurs, the MBE or WBE who subcontracts work
receives credit for the total value of the transportation services the subcontracted MBE or WBE provides
on the contract. It should be noted that every effort shall be made by MBE and WBE contractors to
subcontract to the same certification (i.e., MBEs to MBEs and WBEs to WBES), in order to fulfill the goal
requirement. This, however, may not always be possible due to the limitation of firms in the area. If the
MBE or WBE firm shows a good faith effort has been made to reach out to similarly certified
transportation service providers and there is no interest or availability, and they can get assistance from
other certified providers, the Engineer will not hold the prime liable for meeting the goal.
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(5) The MBE/WBE may also subcontract the work to a non-MBE/WBE firm, including from an owner-
operator. The MBE/WBE who subcontracts the work to a non-MBE/WBE is entitled to credit for the total
value of transportation services provided by the non-MBE/WBE subcontractor not to exceed the value
of transportation services provided by MBE/WBE-owned trucks on the contract. Additional participation
by non-MBE/WBE subcontractors receives credit only for the fee or commission it receives as a result of
the subcontract arrangement. The value of services performed under subcontract agreements between
the MBE/WBE and the Contractor will not count towards the MBE/WBE contract requirement.

(6) A MBE/WBE may lease truck(s) from an established equipment leasing business open to the general
public. The lease must indicate that the MBE/WBE has exclusive use of and control over the truck. This
requirement does not preclude the leased truck from working for others during the term of the lease with
the consent of the MBE/WBE, so long as the lease gives the MBE/WBE absolute priority for use of the
leased truck. This type of lease may count toward the MBE/WBE's credit as long as the driver is under
the MBE/WBE's payroll.

(7) Subcontracted/leased trucks shall display clearly on the dashboard the name of the MBE/WBE that they
are subcontracted/leased to and their own company name ifit is not identified on the truck itself.
Magnetic door signs are not permitted.

MBE/WBE Replacement

When a Contractor has relied on a commitment to a MBE or WBE firm (or an approved substitute MBE or WBE firm) to
meet all or part of a contract goal requirement, the contractor shall not terminate the MBE/WBE for convenience. This
includes, but is not limited to, instances in which the Contractor seeks to perform the work of the terminated subcontractor
with another MBE/WBE subcontractor, a non-MBE/WBE subcontractor, or with the Contractor's own forces or those of an
affiliate. A MBE/WBE may only be terminated after receiving the Engineer’s written approval based upon a finding of
good cause for the termination. The prime contractor must give the MBE/WBE firm five (5) calendar days to respond to
the prime contractor’s notice of termination and advise the prime contractor and the Department of the reasons, if any,
why the firm objects to the proposed termination of its subcontract and why the Department should not approve the action.

All requests for replacement of a committed MBE/WBE firm shall be submitted to the Engineer for approval on Form RF-1
(Replacement Request). If the Contractor fails to follow this procedure, the Contractor may be disqualified from further
bidding for a period of up to 6 months.

The Contractor shall comply with the following for replacement of a committed MBE/WBE:
(A) Performance Related Replacement

When a committed MBE is terminated for good cause as stated above, an additional MBE that was submitted at
the time of bid may be used to fulfill the MBE commitment. The same holds true if a committed WBE is
terminated for good cause, an additional WBE that was submitted at the time of bid may be used to fulfill the WBE
goal. A good faith effort will only be required for removing a committed MBE/WBE if there were no additional
MBEsS/WBEs submitted at the time of bid to cover the same amount of work as the MBE/WBE that was
terminated.

If a replacement MBE/WBE is not found that can perform at least the same amount of work as the terminated
MBE/WBE, the Contractor shall submit a good faith effort documenting the steps taken. Such documentation
shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

(1) Copies of written notification to MBES/WBEs that their interest is solicited in contracting the work
defaulted by the previous MBE/WBE or in subcontracting other items of work in the contract.

(2) Efforts to negotiate with MBES/WBES for specific subbids including, at a minimum:
(a) The names, addresses, and telephone numbers of MBES/WBEs who were contacted.
(b) A description of the information provided to MBES/WBEs regarding the plans and specifications

for portions of the work to be performed.

3) A list of reasons why MBE/WBE quotes were not accepted.
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(4) Efforts made to assist the MBES/WBEs contacted, if needed, in obtaining bonding or insurance required
by the Contractor.

(B) Decertification Replacement

(1) When a committed MBE/WBE is decertified by the Department after the SAF (Subcontract Approval
Form) has been received by the Department, the Department will not require the Contractor to solicit
replacement MBE/WBE patrticipation equal to the remaining work to be performed by the decertified firm.
The participation equal to the remaining work performed by the decertified firm will count toward the
contract goal requirement.

(2) When a committed MBE/WBE is decertified prior to the Department receiving the SAF (Subcontract
Approval Form) for the named MBE/WBE firm, the Contractor shall take all necessary and reasonable
steps to replace the MBE/WBE subcontractor with another similarly certified MBE/WBE subcontractor to
perform at least the same amount of work to meet the MBE/WBE goal requirement. If a MBE/WBE firm is
not found to do the same amount of work, a good faith effort must be submitted to NCDOT (see A herein
for required documentation).

Changes in the Work

When the Engineer makes changes that result in the reduction or elimination of work to be performed by a committed
MBE/WBE, the Contractor will not be required to seek additional participation. When the Engineer makes changes that
result in additional work to be performed by a MBE/WBE based upon the Contractor's commitment, the MBE/WBE shall
participate in additional work to the same extent as the MBE/WBE participated in the original contract work.

When the Engineer makes changes that result in extra work, which has more than a minimal impact on the contract
amount, the Contractor shall seek additional participation by MBES/WBESs unless otherwise approved by the Engineer.

When the Engineer makes changes that result in an alteration of plans or details of construction, and a portion or all of the
work had been expected to be performed by a committed MBE/WBE, the Contractor shall seek participation by
MBEs/WBEs unless otherwise approved by the Engineer.

When the Contractor requests changes in the work that result in the reduction or elimination of work that the Contractor
committed to be performed by a MBE/WBE, the Contractor shall seek additional participation by MBES/WBEs equal to the
reduced MBE/WBE participation caused by the changes.

Reports and Documentation

A SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) shall be submitted for all work which is to be performed by a MBE/WBE
subcontractor. The Department reserves the right to require copies of actual subcontract agreements involving
MBE/WBE subcontractors.

When using transportation services to meet the contract commitment, the Contractor shall submit a proposed trucking
plan in addition to the SAF. The plan shall be submitted prior to beginning construction on the project. The plan shall
include the names of all trucking firms proposed for use, their certification type(s), the number of trucks owned by the firm,
as well as the individual truck identification numbers, and the line item(s) being performed.

Within 30 calendar days of entering into an agreement with a MBE/WBE for materials, supplies or services, not otherwise
documented by the SAF as specified above, the Contractor shall furnish the Engineer a copy of the agreement. The
documentation shall also indicate the percentage (60% or 100%) of expenditures claimed for MBE/WBE credit.

Reporting Minority and Women Business Enterprise Pa rticipation

The Contractor shall provide the Engineer with an accounting of payments made to all MBE and WBE firms, including
material suppliers and contractors at all levels (prime, subcontractor, or second tier subcontractor). This accounting shall
be furnished to the Engineer for any given month by the end of the following month. Failure to submit this information
accordingly may result in the following action:

(A) Withholding of money due in the next partial pay estimate; or
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(B) Removal of an approved contractor from the prequalified bidders’ list or the removal of other entities from the
approved subcontractors list.

While each contractor (prime, subcontractor, 2nd tier subcontractor) is responsible for accurate accounting of payments to
MBES/WBEs, it shall be the prime contractor’s responsibility to report all monthly and final payment information in the
correct reporting manner.

Failure on the part of the Contractor to submit the required information in the time frame specified may result in the
disqualification of that contractor and any affiliate companies from further bidding until the required information is
submitted.

Failure on the part of any subcontractor to submit the required information in the time frame specified may result in the
disqualification of that contractor and any affiliate companies from being approved for further work on future projects until
the required information is submitted.

Contractors reporting transportation services provided by non-MBE/WBE lessees shall evaluate the value of services
provided during the month of the reporting period only.

At any time, the Engineer can request written verification of subcontractor payments.
The Contractor shall report the accounting of payments through the Department’'s DBE Payment Tracking System.
Failure to Meet Contract Requirements

Failure to meet contract requirements in accordance with Subarticle 102-15(J) of the 2012 Standard Specifications may
be cause to disqualify the Contractor.

CLAIMS FOR ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION OR EXTENSION OF TIME

Any claims for additional compensation and/or extensions of the completion date shall be submitted to the Division
Engineer with detailed justification within thirty (30) days after receipt of the final invoice payment. The failure of the
Contractor to submit the claim(s) within thirty days shall be a bar to recovery.

SUBSURFACE INFORMATION:
(7-1-95) 450 SP1G112 A

There is no subsurface information available on this project. The Contractor shall make his own investigation of
subsurface conditions.

LOCATING EXISTING UNDERGROUND UTILITIES:
(3-20-12) 105 SP1 G115

Revise the 2012 Standard Specifications as follows:
Page 1-43, Article 105-8, line 28, after the first sentence, add the following:

Identify excavation locations by means of pre-marking with white paint, flags, or stakes or provide a specific written
description of the location in the locate request.

DOMESTIC STEEL
(4-16-13) 106 SP1 G120

Revise the 2012 Standard Specifications as follows:
Page 1-49, Subarticle 106-1(B) Domestic Steel, lines  2-7, replace the first paragraph with the following:

All steel and iron products that are permanently incorporated into this project shall be produced in the United States
except minimal amounts of foreign steel and iron products may be used provided the combined material cost of the items
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involved does not exceed 0.1% of the total amount bid for the entire project or $2,500, whichever is greater. If invoices
showing the cost of the material are not provided, the amount of the bid item involving the foreign material will be used for
calculations. This minimal amount of foreign produced steel and iron products permitted for use is not applicable to high
strength fasteners. Domestically produced high strength fasteners are required.

TWELVE MONTH GUARANTEE
(7-15-03) SP1G145

(A) The Contractor shall guarantee materials and workmanship against latent and patent defects arising from faulty
materials, faulty workmanship or negligence for a period of twelve months following the date of final acceptance of
the work for maintenance and shall replace such defective materials and workmanship without cost to the
Department. The Contractor will not be responsible for damage due to faulty design, normal wear and tear, for
negligence on the part of the Department, and/or for use in excess of the design.

(B) Where items of equipment or material carry a manufacturer’s guarantee for any period in excess of twelve
months, then the manufacturer’'s guarantee shall apply for that particular piece of equipment or material. The
Department’s first remedy shall be through the manufacturer although the Contractor is responsible for invoking
the warranted repair work with the manufacturer. The Contractor’s responsibility shall be limited to the term of the
manufacturer’s guarantee. NCDOT would be afforded the same warranty as provided by the Manufacturer.

This guarantee provision shall be invoked only for major components of work in which the Contractor would be wholly
responsible for under the terms of the contract. Examples would include pavement structures, bridge components, and
sign structures. This provision will not be used as a mechanism to force the Contractor to return to the project to make
repairs or perform additional work that the Department would normally compensate the Contractor for. In addition, routine
maintenance activities (i.e. mowing grass, debris removal, ruts in earth shoulders,) are not parts of this guarantee.

Appropriate provisions of the payment and/or performance bonds shall cover this guarantee for the project.
To ensure uniform application statewide the Division Engineer will forward details regarding the circumstances

surrounding any proposed guarantee repairs to the Chief Engineer for review and approval prior to the work being
performed.

IRAN DIVESTMENT ACT:

As a result of the Iran Divestment Act of 2015 (Act), Article 6E, N.C. General Statute 8§ 147-86.55, the State Treasurer
published the Final Divestment List (List) which includes the Final Divestment List-Iran, and the Parent and Subsidiary
Guidance-Iran.

By submitting the Offer, the Contractor certifies that, as of the date of this bid, it is not on the then-current List created by
the State Treasurer. The Contractor must notify the Department immediately if, at any time before the award of the
contract, it is added to the List.

As an ongoing obligation, the Contractor must notify the Department immediately if, at any time during the contract term, it
is added to the List. Consistent with 8§ 147-86.59, the Contractor shall not contract with any person to perform a part of
the work if, at the time the subcontract is signed, that person is on the then-current List.

During the term of the Contract, should the Department receive information that a person is in violation of the Act as
stated above, the Department will offer the person an opportunity to respond and the Department will take action as
appropriate and provided for by law, rule, or contract.

GIFTS FROM VENDORS AND CONTRACTORS
(12-15-09) SP1 G152

By Executive Order 24, issued by Governor Perdue, and N.C. G.S.8 133-32, it is unlawful for any vendor or contractor (i.e.
architect, bidder, contractor, construction manager, design professional, engineer, landlord, offeror, seller, subcontractor,
supplier, or vendor), to make gifts or to give favors to any State employee of the Governor's Cabinet Agencies (i.e.
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Administration, Commerce, Correction, Crime Control and Public Safety, Cultural Resources, Environment and Natural
Resources, Health and Human Services, Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention, Revenue, Transportation, and the
Office of the Governor). This prohibition covers those vendors and contractors who:

(1) Have a contract with a governmental agency; or
(2) Have performed under such a contract within the past year; or
(3) Anticipate bidding on such a contract in the future.

For additional information regarding the specific requirements and exemptions, vendors and contractors are encouraged
to review Executive Order 24 and G.S. § 133-32.

Executive Order 24 also encouraged and invited other State Agencies to implement the requirements and prohibitions of
the Executive Order to their agencies. Vendors and contractors should contact other State Agencies to determine if those
agencies have adopted Executive Order 24.

Roles and Responsibilities
(A) Certified Erosion and Sediment Control/Stormwater Supervisor - The Certified Supervisor shall be Level Il and

responsible for ensuring the erosion and sediment control/stormwater plan is adequately implemented and
maintained on the project and for conducting the quality control program. The Certified Supervisor shall be on the
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project within 24 hours’ notice from initial exposure of an erodible surface to the project’s final acceptance.
Perform the following duties:

Manage Operations - Coordinate and schedule the work of subcontractors so that erosion and sediment
control/stormwater measures are fully executed for each operation and in a timely manner over the
duration of the contract.

(a) Oversee the work of subcontractors so that appropriate erosion and sediment control/stormwater
preventive measures are conformed to at each stage of the work.

(b) Prepare the required National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Inspection
Record and submit to the Engineer.

(c) Attend all weekly or monthly construction meetings to discuss the findings of the NPDES
inspection and other related issues.

(d) Implement the erosion and sediment control/stormwater site plans requested.

(e) Provide any needed erosion and sediment control/stormwater practices for the Contractor’s

Q) Acquire applicable permits and comply with requirements for borrow pits, dewatering, and any
temporary work conducted by the Contractor in jurisdictional areas.

(9) Conduct all erosion and sediment control/stormwater work in a timely and workmanlike manner.

(h) Fully perform and install erosion and sediment control/stormwater work prior to any suspension of
the work.

0] Coordinate with Department, Federal, State and Local Regulatory agencies on resolution of
erosion and sediment control/stormwater issues due to the Contractor’s operations.

()] Ensure that proper cleanup occurs from vehicle tracking on paved surfaces or any location where
sediment leaves the Right-of-Way.

(k) Have available a set of erosion and sediment control/stormwater plans that are initialed and

include the installation date of Best Management Practices. These practices shall include
temporary and permanent groundcover and be properly updated to reflect necessary plan and
field changes for use and review by Department personnel as well as regulatory agencies.

Requirements set forth under the NPDES Permit - The Department's NPDES Stormwater permit
(NCS000250) outlines certain objectives and management measures pertaining to construction activities.
The permit references NCG010000, General Permit to Discharge Stormwater under the NPDES, and
states that the Department shall incorporate the applicable requirements into its delegated Erosion and
Sediment Control Program for construction activities disturbing one or more acres of land. The
Department further incorporates these requirements on all contracted bridge and culvert work at
jurisdictional waters, regardless of size.

(d) Maintain erosion and sediment control/stormwater inspection records for review by Department
and Regulatory personnel upon request.

(e) Implement approved reclamation plans on all borrow pits, waste sites and staging areas.

Q) Maintain a log of turbidity test results as outlined in the Department's Procedure for Monitoring
Borrow Pit Discharge.

(9) Provide secondary containment for bulk storage of liquid materials.

(h) Provide training for employees concerning general erosion and sediment control/stormwater

awareness, the Department's NPDES Stormwater Permit NCS000250 requirements, and the
applicable requirements of the General Permit, NCG010000.

0] Report violations of the NPDES permit to the Engineer immediately who will notify the Division of
Water Quality Regional Office within 24 hours of becoming aware of the violation.

3) Quality Control Program - Maintain a quality control program to control erosion, prevent sedimentation
and follow provisions/conditions of permits. The quality control program shall:

(a) Follow permit requirements related to the Contractor and subcontractors’ construction activities.

(b) Ensure that all operators and subcontractors on site have the proper erosion and sediment
control/stormwater certification.

(c) Notify the Engineer when the required certified erosion and sediment control/stormwater

personnel are not available on the job site when needed.

Preconstruction Meeting

Furnish the names of the Certified Erosion and Sediment Control/Stormwater Supervisor, Certified Foremen, Certified

Installers and Certified Designer and notify the Engineer of changes in certified personnel over the life of the contract

within 2 days of change.

Ethical Responsibility

Any company performing work for the North Carolina Department of Transportation has the ethical responsibility to fully
disclose any reprimand or dismissal of an employee resulting from improper testing or falsification of records.

Revocation or Suspension of Certification

Upon recommendation of the Chief Engineer to the certification entity, certification for Supervisor, Certified Foremen,
Certified Installers and Certified Designer may be revoked or suspended with the issuance of an Immediate Corrective
Action (ICA), Notice of Violation (NOV), or Cease and Desist Order for erosion and sediment control/stormwater related
issues.

The Chief Engineer may recommend suspension or permanent revocation of certification due to the following:

(A) Failure to adequately perform the duties as defined within this certification provision.

(B) Issuance of an ICA, NOV, or Cease and Desist Order.

© Failure to fully perform environmental commitments as detailed within the permit conditions and specifications.
(D) Demonstration of erroneous documentation or reporting techniques.

(E) Cheating or copying another candidate’s work on an examination.

() Suspension or revocation of one’s certification by another entity.

A certificant has the right to appeal any adverse action which results in suspension or permanent revocation of
certification by responding, in writing, to the Chief Engineer within 10 calendar days after receiving notice of the proposed
adverse action.

PIPE REMOVAL

CONTRACTOR SUPPLIED PIPE

Each pipe required for this project shall be 10 gage aluminum alloy, 48 inches in diameter, by 40 feet long. They shall
have a %" x ¥’ x 7 %" continuous, external, rib corrugation, in accordance with the applicable requirements of ASTM B
745. The interior of the pipe shall be smooth. Purchasing, excavating and placing the new pipes will be the responsibility
of the contractor.

The pipes are required to be buried one foot below the streambed, unless specified otherwise. The Department will
provide invert pipe elevations. The contractor will then be responsible for backfilling in accordance with the NCDOT
Standard Specifications, and as directed by the Engineer. Backfill material shall be #57 stone from one (1) foot below the
pipe invert to two foot above the top and beyond the sides of the pipe. All #57 stone backfill materials shall be

encapsulated with engineering fabric (Foundation Co nditioning Geotextile). Provide engineering fabric meeting
the requirements of Article 1056-2 of the Standard Specifications for any type of engineering fabric. In addition to
the engineering fabric the Contractor will be requi red to place one layer of geogrid (TX160 or equival ent)
approximately 6” above and below the structure from headwall to headwall. All engineering fabric and g  eogrid

will be considered incidental to the cost of the pi pe.
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The Contractor shall thoroughly and carefully backfill the pipes in accordance with the plans. Backfilled areas shall be
graded and maintained in such a condition that erosion or saturation will not erode or damage the pipe foundation or
backfill. Heavy equipment shall not be operated over the pipes until they have been properly backfilled and minimum
cover as shown on the plans or as approved by the Engineer has been established.

All material shall be inspected and approved by the Engineer after delivery to the project and prior to installation.

DEWATERING

All sites shall require dewatering. The preferred method for dewatering will be bypass pumping. Materials used in
impervious dikes include but are not limited to steel sheet piles, Aqua Barriers, etc. This will include all material, labor and
equipment needed to satisfy the OSHA safety standards and also to satisfy the guidelines of the attached environmental
permits. A copy of the environmental permits shall be onsite during construction activities. Any violation of the permits
could result in fines. The Contractor’s work shall be halted if the turbidity reaches in excess of 50 NTU’s. The Contractor
shall not resume work until corrections are made.

ROLLED EROSION CONTROL PRODUCTS

and backfilling, placing and securing matting and maintaining the drainage ditch.

The conditions which occur during the construction of the project will determine the quantity of matting placed. The
guantity of matting may be increased, decreased or eliminated entirely as directed.

CONSTRUCTION METHODS

Place matting immediately following seeding. Provide a smooth soil surface free from stones, clods or debris that will
prevent the contact of the matting with the soil.

Unroll matting in the direction of the flow of water and apply without stretching so that it will lie smoothly but loosely on the
soil surface. Bury the up-channel or top of slope end of each piece of matting in a narrow trench at least 6" deep and
tamp firmly. Where one roll of matting ends and a second-roll begins, overlap the end of the upper roll over the buried
end of the second roll so there is a 4" overlap. Construct staple checks 4" on center and every 30 ft longitudinally in the
matting or as directed. Fold over and bury matting to the full depth of the trench, close and tamp firmly. Overlap matting
at least 4" where 2 or more widths of matting are laid side by side.

Stabilization for this project shall comply with the time frame guidelines as specified by the NCG-010000 general
construction permit effective August 3, 2011 issued by the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural
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Resources Division of Water Quality. Temporary or permanent ground cover stabilization shall occur within 7 calendar
days from the last land-disturbing activity, with the following exceptions in which temporary or permanent ground cover
shall be provided in 14 calendar days from the last land-disturbing activity:

* Slopes between 2:1 and 3:1, with a slope length of 10 ft. or less
» Slopes 3:1 or flatter, with a slope of length of 50 ft. or less

Hydroseeding will be considered an acceptable
means of seeding, however the hydromulch can be used as a tack but not as a mulch. Seeding shall be done as work
progresses. All disturbed areas shall be seeded in accordance with the Stabilization Requirements as m entioned
above, unless otherwise directed by the Engineer. All work shall be accepted and approved by the Engi neer
prior to beginning construction at the next site.

CRIMPING STRAW MULCH

Crimping shall be required on this project adjacent to any section of roadway where traffic is to be maintained or allowed
during construction. In areas within six feet of the edge of pavement, straw is to be applied and then crimped. After the
crimping operation is complete, an additional application of straw shall be applied and immediately tacked with a sufficient
amount of undiluted emulsified asphalt.

Straw mulch shall be of sufficient length and quality to withstand the crimping operation.
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Crimping equipment including power source shall be subject to the approval of the Engineer providing that maximum
spacing of crimper blades shall not exceed 8".

Seed shall be sampled and tested by the North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, Seed Testing
Laboratory. When said samples are collected, the vendor shall supply an independent laboratory report for each lot to be
tested. Results from seed so sampled shall be final. Seed not meeting the specifications shall be rejected by the
Department of Transportation and shall not be delivered to North Carolina Department of Transportation warehouses. If
seed has been delivered it shall be available for pickup and replacement at the supplier’'s expense.

Any re-labeling required by the North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, Seed Testing
Laboratory, that would cause the label to reflect as otherwise specified herein shall be rejected by the North Carolina
Department of Transportation.

Seed shall be free from seeds of the noxious weeds Johnsongrass, Balloonvine, Jimsonweed, Witchweed, Itchgrass,
Serrated Tussock, Showy Crotalaria, Smooth Crotalaria, Sicklepod, Sandbur, Wild Onion, and Wild Garlic. Seed shall not
be labeled with the above weed species on the seed analysis label. Tolerances as applied by the Association of Official
Seed Analysts will NOT be allowed for the above noxious weeds except for Wild Onion and Wild Garlic.

Tolerances established by the Association of Official Seed Analysts will generally be recognized. However, for the
purpose of figuring pure live seed, the found pure seed and found germination percentages as reported by the North
Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, Seed Testing Laboratory will be used. Allowances, as
established by the NCDOT, will be recognized for minimum pure live seed as listed on the following pages.

Seed shall be labeled with not more than 7%, 5% or 2% inert matter (according to
above specifications), 2% other crop seed and 1% total weed seed.

Exceptions may be made for minimum pure live seed allowances when cases of seed variety shortages are verified. Pure
live seed percentages will be applied in a verified shortage situation. Those purchase orders of deficient seed lots will be
credited with the percentage that the seed is deficient.

FURTHER SPECIFICATIONS FOR EACH SEED GROUP ARE GIVEN BELOW:

Description

The North Carolina Department of Transportation will administer a custom version of the Federal On-the-Job Training
(OJT) Program, commonly referred to as the Alternate OJT Program. All contractors (existing and newcomers) will be
automatically placed in the Alternate Program. Standard OJT requirements typically associated with individual projects
will no longer be applied at the project level. Instead, these requirements will be applicable on an annual basis for each
contractor administered by the OJT Program Manager.

On the Job Training shall meet the requirements of 23 CFR 230.107 (b), 23 USC — Section 140, this provision and the
On-the-Job Training Program Manual.

The Alternate OJT Program will allow a contractor to train employees on Federal, State and privately funded projects
located in North Carolina. However, priority shall be given to training employees on NCDOT Federal-Aid funded projects.

Minorities and Women
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Developing, training and upgrading of minorities and women toward journeyman level status is a primary objective of this
special training provision. Accordingly, the Contractor shall make every effort to enroll minority and women as trainees to
the extent that such persons are available within a reasonable area of recruitment. This training commitment is not
intended, and shall not be used, to discriminate against any applicant for training, whether a member of a minority group
or not.

Assigning Training Goals

The Department, through the OJT Program Manager, will assign training goals for a calendar year based on the
contractors' past three years’ activity and the contractors' anticipated upcoming year’s activity with the Department. At the
beginning of each year, all contractors eligible will be contacted by the Department to determine the number of trainees
that will be assigned for the upcoming calendar year. At that time the Contractor shall enter into an agreement with the
Department to provide a self-imposed on-the-job training program for the calendar year. This agreement will include a
specific number of annual training goals agreed to by both parties. The number of training assignments may range from 1
to 15 per contractor per calendar year. The Contractor shall sign an agreement to fulfill their annual goal for the year.\

Training Classifications

The Contractor shall provide on-the-job training aimed at developing full journeyman level workers in the construction
craft/operator positions. Preference shall be given to providing training in the following skilled work classifications:

Equipment Operators Office Engineers

Truck Drivers Estimators

Carpenters Iron / Reinforcing Steel Workers
Concrete Finishers Mechanics

Pipe Layers Welders

The Department has established common training classifications and their respective training requirements that may be
used by the contractors. However, the classifications established are not all-inclusive. Where the training is oriented
toward construction applications, training will be allowed in lower-level management positions such as office engineers
and estimators. Contractors shall submit new classifications for specific job functions that their employees are performing.
The Department will review and recommend for acceptance to FHWA the new classifications proposed by contractors, if
applicable. New classifications shall meet the following requirements:

Proposed training classifications are reasonable and realistic based on the job skill classification needs, and

The number of training hours specified in the training classification is consistent with common practices and
provides enough time for the trainee to obtain journeyman level status.

The Contractor may allow trainees to be trained by a subcontractor provided that the Contractor retains primary
responsibility for meeting the training and this provision is made applicable to the subcontract. However, only the
Contractor will receive credit towards the annual goal for the trainee.

Where feasible, 25 percent of apprentices or trainees in each occupation shall be in their first year of apprenticeship or
training. The number of trainees shall be distributed among the work classifications on the basis of the contractor’s needs
and the availability of journeymen in the various classifications within a reasonable area of recruitment.

No employee shall be employed as a trainee in any classification in which they have successfully completed a training
course leading to journeyman level status or in which they have been employed as a journeyman.

Records and Reports
The Contractor shall maintain enroliment, monthly and completion reports documenting company compliance under these
contract documents. These documents and any other information as requested shall be submitted to the OJT Program

Manager.

Upon completion and graduation of the program, the Contractor shall provide each trainee with a certification Certificate
showing the type and length of training satisfactorily completed.

Trainee Interviews
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All trainees enrolled in the program will receive an initial and Trainee/Post graduate interview conducted by the OJT
program staff.

Trainee Wages

Contractors shall compensate trainees on a graduating pay scale based upon a percentage of the prevailing minimum
journeyman wages (Davis-Bacon Act). Minimum pay shall be as follows:

60 percent of the journeyman wage for the first half of the training period
75 percent of the journeyman wage for the third quarter of the training period
90 percent of the journeyman wage for the last quarter of the training period

In no instance shall a trainee be paid less than the local minimum wage. The Contractor shall adhere to the minimum
hourly wage rate that will satisfy both the NC Department of Labor (NCDOL) and the Department.

Achieving or Failing to Meet Training Goals

The Contractor will be credited for each trainee employed by him on the contract work who is currently enrolled or
becomes enrolled in an approved program and who receives training for at least 50 percent of the specific program
requirement. Trainees will be allowed to be transferred between projects if required by the Contractor's scheduled
workload to meet training goals.

If a contractor fails to attain their training assignments for the calendar year, they may be taken off the NCDOT’s Bidders
List.
