All work and materials shall be in accordance with the provisions of the General Guidelines of this contract, the Project Special
Provisions, the North Carolina Department of Transportation Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures 2012, the North
Carolina Department of Transportation Roadway Standards Drawings, and the current edition of the Manual of Uniform Traffic
Control Devices (MUTCD).

DBE subcontractors, if any, in order to receive credit toward the DBE goal.

For example, if the DBE goal is 45% and the DBE bidder will only perform 40% of the contract work, the prime will list itself
at 40%, and the additional 5% shall be obtained through additional DBE participation with DBE subcontractors or documented
through a good faith effort.

DBE prime contractors shall also follow Sections A or B listed uhtiing of DBE Subcontractor just as a non-DBE bidder
would.

Written Documentation — Letter of Intent

The bidder shall submit written documentation for each DBE that will be used to meet the DBE goal of the contract, indicating
the bidder’s commitment to use the DBE in the contract. This documentation shall be submitted on the Department’s form titled
Letter of Intent.

The documentation shall be received in the office of the Engineer no later than 2:00 p.m. of the fifth calendar day following
opening of bids, unless the fifth day falls on Saturday, Sunday or an official state holiday. In that situation, it is due in the office
of the Engineer no later than 10:00 a.m. on the next official state business day.

If the bidder fails to submit the Letter of Intent from each committed DBE to be used toward the DBE goal, or if the form is
incomplete (i.e. both signatures are not present), the DBE participation will not count toward meeting the DBE goal. If the lack
of this participation drops the commitment below the DBE goal, the Contractor shall submit evidence of good faith efforts,
completed in its entirety, to the Engineer no later than 2:00 p.m. on the eighth calendar day following opening of bids, unless the
eighth day falls on Saturday, Sunday or an official state holiday. In that situation, it is due in the office of the Engineer no later
than 10:00 a.m. on the next official state business day.

Submission of Good Faith Effort

If the bidder fails to meet or exceed the DBE goal the apparent lowest responsive bidder shall submit to the Department
documentation of adequate good faith efforts made to reach the DBE goal.

One complete set and 6 copies of this information shall be received in the office of the Engineer no later than 2:00 p.m. of the
fifth calendar day following opening of bids, unless the fifth day falls on Saturday, Sunday or an official state holiday. In that
situation, it is due in the office of the Engineer no later than 10:00 a.m. on the next official state business day.

Note: Where the information submitted includes repetitious solicitation letters, it will be acceptable to submit a representative
letter along with a distribution list of the firms that were solicited. Documentation of DBE quotations shall be a part of the good
faith effort submittal. This documentation may include written subcontractor quotations, telephone log notations of verbal
guotations, or other types of quotation documentation.

Consideration of Good Faith Effort for Projects with DBE Goals More Than Zero

Adequate good faith efforts mean that the bidder took all necessary and reasonable steps to achieve the goal which, by the
scope, intensity, and appropriateness, could reasonably be expected to obtain sufficient DBE participation. Adequate good faitt
efforts also mean that the bidder actively and aggressively sought DBE participatiorprdferena efforts are not considered

good faith efforts.

The Department will consider the quality, quantity, and intensity of the different kinds of efforts a bidder has made. Listed below
are examples of the types of actions a bidder will take in making a good faith effort to meet the goal and are not intended to be
exclusive or exhaustive, nor is it intended to be a mandatory checklist.

(A) Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. attendance at pre-bid meetings, advertising, written notices,
use of verifiable electronic means through the use of the NCDOT Directory of Transportation Firms) the interest of all
certified DBEs who have the capability to perform the work of the contract. The bidder must solicit this interest within

at least 10 days prior to bid opening to allow the DBEs to respond to the solicitation. Solicitation shall provide the
opportunity to DBEs within the Division and surrounding Divisions where the project is located. The bidder must
determine with certainty if the DBEs are interested by taking appropriate steps to follow up initial solicitations.

Selecting portions of the work to be performed by DBEs in order to increase the likelihood that the DBE goals will be
achieved.

(1) Where appropriate, break out contract work items into economically feasible units to facilitate
DBE participation, even when the prime contractor might otherwise prefer to perform these work items with
its own forces.

(2) Negotiate with subcontractors to assume part of the responsibility to meet the contract DBE goal when the
work to be sublet includes potential for DBE participatid §&xd 3 tier subcontractors).

Providing interested DBEs with adequate information about the plans, specifications, and requirements of the contract
in a timely manner to assist them in responding to a solicitation.

(2) Negotiating in good faith with interested DBEs. It is the bidder’s responsibility to
make a portion of the work available to DBE subcontractors and suppliers and to select those portions of the
work or material needs consistent with the available DBE subcontractors and suppliers, so as to facilitate DBE
participation. Evidence of such negotiation includes the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of DBEs
that were considered; a description of the information provided regarding the plans and specifications for the
work selected for subcontracting; and evidence as to why additional agreements could not be reached for DBEs
to perform the work.

(2) A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors in negotiating with subcontractors,
including DBE subcontractors, and would take a firm’s price and capabilities as well as contract goals into
consideration. However, the fact that there may be some additional costs involved in finding and using DBEs
is not in itself sufficient reason for a bidder’s failure to meet the contract DBE goal, as long as such costs are
reasonable. Also, the ability or desire of a prime contractor to perform the work of a contract with its own
organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility to make good faith efforts. Bidding contractors
are not, however, required to accept higher quotes from DBEs if the price difference is excessive or
unreasonable.

Not rejecting DBEs as being unqualified without sound reasons based on a thorough investigation of their capabilities.
The bidder’s standing within its industry, membership in specific groups, organizations, or associates and political or
social affiliations (for example, union vs. non-union employee status) are not legitimate causes for the rejection or non-
solicitation of bids in the bidder’s efforts to meet the project goal.

Making efforts to assist interested DBEs in obtaining bonding, lines of credit, or insurance as required by the recipient
or bidder.

Making efforts to assist interested DBEs in obtaining necessary equipment, supplies, materials, or related assistance o
services.

Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations; minority/women contractors’
groups; Federal, State, and local minority/women business assistance offices; and other organizations as allowed on :
case-by-case basis to provide assistance in the recruitment and placement of DBEs. Contact within 7 days from the bic
opening the Business Opportunity and Work Force Development Unit at DBE@ncdot.gov to give notification of the
bidder’s inability to get DBE quotes.

Any other evidence that the bidder submits which shows that the bidder has made reasonable good faith efforts to mee
the DBE goal.

In addition, the Department may take into account the following:

(2) Whether the bidder's documentation reflects a clear and realistic plan for achieving the DBE goal.

(2) The bidders’ past performance in meeting the DBE goals.
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3) The performance of other bidders in meeting the DBE goal. For example, when the apparent successful bidder
fails to meet the DBE goal, but others meet it, you may reasonably raise the question of whether, with additional
reasonable efforts the apparent successful bidder could have met the goal. If the apparent successful bidder
fails to meet the DBE goal, but meets or exceeds the average DBE participation obtained by other bidders, the
Department may view this, in conjunction with other factors, as evidence of the apparent successful bidder
having made a good faith effort.

If the Department does not award the contract to the apparent lowest responsive bidder, the Department reserves the right t
award the contract to the next lowest responsive bidder that can satisfy to the Department that the DBE goal can be met or the
an adequate good faith effort has been made to meet the DBE goal.

Non-Good Faith Appeal

The Engineer will notify the contractor verbally and in writing of non-good faith. A contractor may appeal a determination of
non-good faith made by the Goal Compliance Committee. If a contractor wishes to appeal the determination made by the
Committee, they shall provide written notification to the Engineer. The appeal shall be made within 2 business days of
notification of the determination of non-good faith.

Counting DBE Participation Toward Meeting DBE Goal
(A) Participation

The total dollar value of the participation by a committed DBE will be counted toward the contract goal requirement.
The total dollar value of participation by a committed DBE will be based upon the value of work actually performed by
the DBE and the actual payments to DBE firms by the Contractor.

(B) Joint Checks

Prior notification of joint check use shall be required when counting DBE participation for services or purchases that
involves the use of a joint check. Noatification shall be through submission of Forn{Jd@t1Check Notification
Form) and the use of joint checks shall be in accordance with the Department's Joint Check Procedures.

© Subcontracts (Non-Trucking)

A DBE may enter into subcontracts. Work that a DBE subcontracts to another DBE firm may be counted toward the
contract goal requirement. Work that a DBE subcontracts to a non-DBE firm does not count toward the contract goal
requirement. If a DBE contractor or subcontractor subcontracts a significantly greater portion of the work of the
contract than would be expected on the basis of standard industry practices, it shall be presumed that the DBE is nof
performing a commercially useful function. The DBE may present evidence to rebut this presumption to the
Department. The Department's decision on the rebuttal of this presumption is subject to review by the Federal Highway
Administration but is not administratively appealable to USDOT.

(D) Joint Venture
When a DBE performs as a participant in a joint venture, the Contractor may count toward its contract goal requirement
a portion of the total value of participation with the DBE in the joint venture, that portion of the total dollar value being
a distinct clearly defined portion of work that the DBE performs with its forces.

(E) Suppliers
A contractor may count toward its DBE requirement 60 percent of its expenditures for materials and supplies required
to complete the contract and obtained from a DBE regular dealer and 100 percent of such expenditures from a DBE
manufacturer.

(P Manufacturers and Regular Dealers

A contractor may count toward its DBE requirement the following expenditures to DBE firms that are not manufacturers
or regular dealers:

(1) The fees or commissions charged by a DBE firm for providioana fide service, such as professional,
technical, consultant, or managerial services, or for providing bonds or insurance specifically required for the
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performance of a DOT-assisted contract, provided the fees or commissions are determined to be reasonable
and not excessive as compared with fees and commissions customarily allowed for similar services.

(2) With respect to materials or supplies purchased from a DBE, which is neither a manufacturer nor a regular
dealer, count the entire amount of fees or commissions charged for assistance in the procurement of the
materials and supplies, or fees or transportation charges for the delivery of materials or supplies required on a
job site (but not the cost of the materials and supplies themselves), provided the fees are determined to be
reasonable and not excessive as compared with fees customarily allowed for similar services.

Commercially Useful Function

(A)

(B)

DBE Utilization

The Contractor may count toward its contract goal requirement only expenditures to DBEs that perform a commercially
useful function in the work of a contract. A DBE performs a commercially useful function when it is responsible for
execution of the work of the contract and is carrying out its responsibilities by actually performing, managing, and
supervising the work involved. To perform a commercially useful function, the DBE shall also be responsible with
respect to materials and supplies used on the contract, for negotiating price, determining quality and quantity, ordering
the material and installing (where applicable) and paying for the material itself. To determine whether a DBE is
performing a commercially useful function, the Department will evaluate the amount of work subcontracted, industry
practices, whether the amount the firm is to be paid under the contract is commensurate with the work it is actually
performing and the DBE credit claimed for its performance of the work, and any other relevant factors.

DBE Utilization in Trucking
The following factors will be used to determine if a DBE trucking firm is performing a commercially useful function:
Q) The DBE shall be responsible for the management and supervision of the entire trucking operation for which

it is responsible on a particular contract, and there shall not be a contrived arrangement for the purpose of
meeting DBE goals.

(2) The DBE shall itself own and operate at least one fully licensed, insured, and operational truck used on the
contract.
3) The DBE receives credit for the total value of the transportation services it provides on the contract using trucks

it owns, insures, and operates using drivers it employs.

4) The DBE may subcontract the work to another DBE firm, including an owner-operator who is certified as a
DBE. The DBE who subcontracts work to another DBE receives credit for the total value of the
transportation services the subcontracted DBE provides on the contract.

(5) The DBE may also subcontract the work to a non-DBE firm, including from an owner-operator. The DBE
who subcontracts the work to a non-DBE is entitled to credit for the total value of transportation services
provided by the non-DBE subcontractor not to exceed the value of transportation services provided by DBE-
owned trucks on the contract. Additional participation by non-DBE subcontractors receives credit only for the
fee or commission it receives as a result of the subcontract arrangement. The value of services performed
under subcontract agreements between the DBE and the Contractor will not count towards the DBE contract
requirement.

(6) A DBE may lease truck(s) from an established equipment leasing business open to the general public. The
lease must indicate that the DBE has exclusive use of and control over the truck. This requirement does not
preclude the leased truck from working for others during the term of the lease with the consent of the DBE, so
long as the lease gives the DBE absolute priority for use of the leased truck. This type of lease may count
toward the DBE’s credit as long as the driver is under the DBE’s payroll.

(7 Subcontracted/leased trucks shall display clearly on the dashboard the name of the DBE that they are
subcontracted/leased to and their own company name if it is not identified on the truck itself. Magnetic door
signs are not permitted.
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DBE Replacement

When a Contractor has relied on a commitment to a DBE firm (or an approved substitute DBE firm) to meet all or part of a
contract goal requirement, the contractor shall not terminate the DBE for convenience. This includes, but is not limited to,
instances in which the Contractor seeks to perform the work of the terminated subcontractor with another DBE subcontractor,
a non-DBE subcontractor, or with the Contractor’'s own forces or those of an affiliate. A DBE may only be terminated after
receiving the Engineer’s written approval based upon a finding of good cause for the termination. The prime contractor must
give the DBE firm five (5) calendar days to respond to the prime contractor’s notice of termination and advise the prime contractor
and the Department of the reasons, if any, why the firm objects to the proposed termination of its subcontract and why the
Department should not approve the action.

All requests for replacement of a committed DBE firm shall be submitted to the Engineer for approval on Fof@BREF-1
Replacement Request). If the Contractor fails to follow this procedure, the Contractor may be disqualified from further bidding
for a period of up to 6 months.

The Contractor shall comply with the following for replacement of a committed DBE:
(A) Performance Related Replacement

When a committed DBE is terminated for good cause as stated above, an additional DBE that was submitted at the time
of bid may be used to fulfill the DBE commitment. A good faith effort will only be required for removing a committed
DBE if there were no additional DBEs submitted at the time of bid to cover the same amount of work as the DBE that
was terminated.

If a replacement DBE is not found that can perform at least the same amount of work as the terminated DBE, the
Contractor shall submit a good faith effort documenting the steps taken. Such documentation shall include, but not be
limited to, the following:

() Copies of written notification to DBESs that their interest is solicited in contracting the work defaulted by the
previous DBE or in subcontracting other items of work in the contract.

(2) Efforts to negotiate with DBESs for specific subbids including, at a minimum:
(a) The names, addresses, and telephone numbers of DBEs who were contacted.
(b) A description of the information provided to DBEs regarding the plans and specifications for portions

of the work to be performed.

3) A list of reasons why DBE quotes were not accepted.
4) Efforts made to assist the DBEs contacted, if needed, in obtaining bonding or insurance required by the
Contractor.
(B) Decertification Replacement

() When a committed DBE is decertified by the Department after the SiEo(tract Approval Form) has been
received by the Department, the Department will not require the Contractor to solicit replacement
DBE participation equal to the remaining work to be performed by the decertified firm. The participation equal
to the remaining work performed by the decertified firm will count toward the contract goal requirement.

(2) When a committed DBE is decertified prior to the Department receiving theSBBdo(tract Approval Form)
for the named DBE firm, the Contractor shall take all necessary and reasonable steps to replace the DBE
subcontractor with another DBE subcontractor to perform at least the same amount of work to meet the DBE
goal requirement. If a DBE firm is not found to do the same amount of work, a good faith effort must be
submitted to NCDOT (see A herein for required documentation).

Changes in the Work

When the Engineer makes changes that result in the reduction or elimination of work to be performed by a committed DBE, the
Contractor will not be required to seek additional participation. When the Engineer makes changes that result in additional work
to be performed by a DBE based upon the Contractor’'s commitment, the DBE shall participate in additional work to the same
extent as the DBE patrticipated in the original contract work.
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When the Engineer makes changes that result in extra work, which has more than a minimal impact on the contract amount, th
Contractor shall seek additional participation by DBEs unless otherwise approved by the Engineer.

When the Engineer makes changes that result in an alteration of plans or details of construction, and a portion or all of the work
had been expected to be performed by a committed DBE, the Contractor shall seek participation by DBESs unless otherwise
approved by the Engineer.

When the Contractor requests changes in the work that result in the reduction or elimination of work that the Contractor
committed to be performed by a DBE, the Contractor shall seek additional participation by DBEs equal to the reduced DBE
participation caused by the changes.

Reports and Documentation

A SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) shall be submitted for all work which is to be performed by a DBE subcontractor. The
Department reserves the right to require copies of actual subcontract agreements involving DBE subcontractors.

When using transportation services to meet the contract commitment, the Contractor shall submit a proposed trucking plan in
addition to the SAF. The plan shall be submitted prior to beginning construction on the project. The plan shall include the names
of all trucking firms proposed for use, their certification type(s), the number of trucks owned by the firm, as well as the individual
truck identification numbers, and the line item(s) being performed.

Within 30 calendar days of entering into an agreement with a DBE for materials, supplies or services, not otherwise documentec
by the SAF as specified above, the Contractor shall furnish the Engineer a copy of the agreement. The documentation shall als
indicate the percentage (60% or 100%) of expenditures claimed for DBE credit.

Reporting Disadvantaged Business Enterprise Participation

The Contractor shall provide the Engineer with an accounting of payments made to all DBE firms, including material suppliers
and contractors at all levels (prime, subcontractor, or second tier subcontractor). This accounting shall be furnished to the
Engineer for any given month by the end of the following month. Failure to submit this information accordingly may result in
the following action:

(A) Withholding of money due in the next partial pay estimate; or

(B) Removal of an approved contractor from the prequalified bidders’ list or the removal of other entities from the approved
subcontractors list.

While each contractor (prime, subcontractor, 2nd tier subcontractor) is responsible for accurate accounting of payments to DBEs
it shall be the prime contractor’s responsibility to report all monthly and final payment information in the correct reporting
manner.

Failure on the part of the Contractor to submit the required information in the time frame specified may result in the
disqualification of that contractor and any affiliate companies from further bidding until the required information is submitted.

Failure on the part of any subcontractor to submit the required information in the time frame specified may result in the
disqualification of that contractor and any affiliate companies from being approved for work on future projects until the required
information is submitted.

Contractors reporting transportation services provided by non-DBE lessees shall evaluate the value of services provided during
the month of the reporting period only.

At any time, the Engineer can request written verification of subcontractor payments.

The Contractor shall report the accounting of payments through the Department’s DBE Payment Tracking System.

The Contractor shall give the Engineer sufficier
notice of all operations for any sampling, inspection or acceptance testing required. It should be noted that grading, draining,
and stabilizing operations on the subject routes will be performed by Departmental Forces. All routes may not be available by
the above listed date. The contractor will notify the Bridge Maintenance Office, or the Inspector at (910) 829-6345, daily of
his/her intended schedule of work. This will allow the Bridge Maintenance Unit to schedule inspections accordingly.

INTERPRETATION OF QUANTITIES IN PROPOSAL FORM

The quantities appearing in the proposal form are approximate only and are to be used for the comparison of bids. Payment t
the Contractor will be made only for the actual quantities of the various items that are completed and accepted in accordance
with the terms of the contract.

PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS

The Contractor shall pursue the work diligently with workmen in sufficient numbers, abilities, and supervision, and with
equipment, materials, and methods of construction as may be required to complete the work described in the contract by the
completion date and in accordance with Section 108 of the Standard Specifications.

FOAM EXPANSION JOINT REPLACEMENT:

Joint openings less than or equal to five (5) inches in width.

Contractor shall remove the existing expansion joint, clean and prep the area in accordance with the manufacturer’s
recommendations, and place the evazote expansion joint in accordance with the manufacturer’'s recommendations. Contractor
shall have a manufacturer’s representative present during the installation of the first evazote expansion joint of the project. The
expansion joint shall be replaced with the materials stated in this contract.

Joint preparation shall include saw cut to a maximum width of three (3) inches. Foam joint replacement with saw cut will
require a track mounted saw.

(E) Lighting plan for night work in accordance with Section 1413 oR@i2 Standard Specifications,

(P Traffic control plan with NCDOT certified supervisors, flaggers and traffic control devices,

(G) Health and safety plan addressing at least the required topics as specified by the SSPC QP 1 and QP 2 prograr
and including hazard communication, respiratory health, emergency procedures, and local hospital and treatment
facilities with directions and phone numbers, disciplinary criteria for workers who violate the plan and accident
investigation. The plan shall address the following: hazardous materials, personal protective equipment, general
health and safety, occupational health and environmental controls, fire protection and prevention, signs signals,
and barricades, materials handling, storage, use, and disposal, hand and power tools, welding and cutting,
electrical, scaffolds, fall protection, cranes, derricks, hoists, elevators, and conveyors, ladders, toxic and
hazardous substances, airless injection and HPWJ.

(H) Provide the Engineer a letter of certification that all employees performing work on the project have blood lead
levels that are below the OSHA action level.

M Provide the Engineer with Competent Person qualifications and summary of work experience.

J) Environmental Compliance Plan

(K) Quality Control Plan (Project Specific) with quality control qualifications and summary of work experience.

(L) Bridge and Public Protection Plan (Overspray, Utilities, etc. - Project/Task Specific)
(M) Abrasive Blast Media
(1) Product Data Sheet
(2) Blast Media Test Reports in accordance with Article 1080-13 dftizSandard Specification.
(N) Coating Material
(1) NCDOT HICAMS Test Reports (testing performed by NCDOT Materials and Tests Unit),

4) Product Specific Repair Procedures, and
(5) Acceptance letters from paint manufacturer’s for work practices that conflict with Project Special
Provisions and/or paint manufactures product data sheets.

PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING

Submittals shall be reviewed and approved by the Engineer prior to scheduling the pre-construction meeting. Allow no less than
2 weeks for a review process. When requesting apre-construction meeting, contact the Engineer at least 7 working days ir
advance of the desired pre-construction date. The contractor’s project supervisor, Competent person, quality control personne
and certified traffic control supervisor shall be in attendance at the pre-construction meeting in order for the Contractor and
NCDOT team to establish responsibilities for various personnel during project duration and to establish realistic timeframes for
problem escalation.

CONTAINMENT PLAN

Prior to performing any painting operations on the structure, provide details for a sufficiently sized painting containment system
which will provide access for cleaning and painting the structural steel members of the bridge. The Contactor shall determine the
required capacity of the containment system which, at a minimum, shall include loads due to wind, repair materials, equipment
and tools,; however, the capacity shall not be less than that required by Federal or State Regulations. Design steel members
meet the requirements of the American Institute of Steel Construction Manual. Design timber members in accordance with the
“National Design Specification for Stress-Grade Lumber and Fastenings” of the National Forest Products Association. The
containment system shall be constructed of materials capable of withstanding damage from any of the work required on this
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project and shall be fireproof. Submit the enclosure design and plans for review and approval. The enclosure design and plan
shall be sealed and signed by a North Carolina registered Professional Engineer. Do not install the containment system until th
design and plans are approved. The Contractor will be responsible for certifying the containment system has been constructed i
accordance with the approved plans.

Drilling holes in the superstructure for the purpose of attaching the containment system is prohibited. Upon completion of work,
remove all anchorages in the substructure and repair the substructure at no additional cost to the Department.

The containment system shall be cleaned after each work day.

No work begins until the Contractor furnishes the Engineer with a containment plan for surface preparation and coating
operations and the Engineer reviews and approves, in writing, the acceptability of said plan. Allow a minimum of two weeks for
review of the plan. Such plan shall meet or exceed the requirements of Class 2A containment in accordance with SSPC Guide ¢
Enclosure drawings and loads supported by the structure shall be prepared, signed and sealed by a Professional Engineer licens
by the State of North Carolina.

In the containment plan describe how debris is contained and collected. Describe the type of tarpaulin, bracing materials and th
maximum designed wind load. Describe the dust collection system and how a negative pressure of 0.03 inches of water columi
is maintained inside the enclosure while blasting operations are being conducted. Describe how the airflow inside the

containment structure is designed to meet all applicable OSHA Standards. Describe how water run-off from rain will be routed

by or through the enclosure. Describe how wash water will be contained and paint chips separated. Describe what physica
containment will be provided during painting application to protect the public and areas not to be painted.

WASH WATER SAMPLING AND DISPOSAL PLAN

No work begins until the Contractor furnishes the Engineer with a containment plan for surface preparation and coating
operations and the Engineer reviews and approves in writing said plan. All wash water shall be collected and sampled prior to
disposal. Representative sampling and testing methodology shall conform to 15A NCAC 02B.0103, “Analytical Procedures”.
Wash water shall be tested for pollutants listed in 15A NCAC 02B.0211(3), 15A NCAC 02T.0505(b)(1) and
15A NCAC 2T.0905(h). Depending on the test results, wash water disposal methods shall be described in the disposal plan
Wash water shall be disposed of in accordance with all current Federal and State regulations. See link for NCDOT Guidelines
for Managing Bridge Wash Watehttp://www.ncdot.gov/projects/ncbridges/#stats

WASTE HANDLING OF PAINT AND ABRASIVES

Comply with all Federal, State and local regulations. Failure to comply with the regulations could result in fines and loss of
qualified status with NCDOT.

Comply with the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA - 40 CFR 261 - 265) and the Occupational Safety and Health
Act (OSHA - 29 CFR 1910 - 1926) regulations for employee training, and for the handling, storage, labeling, recordkeeping,
reporting, inspections and disposal of all hazardous waste generated during paint removal.

A summary of Generator Requirements is available at the above NCDOT web link which cites the specific regulations for each
Generator category. Quantities of waste by weight and dates of waste generation shall be recorded. Waste stored at the proje
site shall be properly labeled. All waste, hazardous or non-hazardous, requires numbered shipping manifests.

The North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources (NCDENR) have adopted RCRA as the North Carolina
Hazardous Waste Management Rules and are responsible for enforcement. The “Hazardous Waste Compliance Manual fc
Generators of Hazardous Waste” is published by the Compliance Branch of the Division of Waste Management of NCDENR,

Immediately after award of the contract, arrang
for waste containers, sampling, testing, transportation and disposal of all waste. No work shall begin until the Contractor
furnishes the Engineer with a written waste disposal plan. Any alternative method for handling waste shall be pre-approved by
the Engineer.

All removed paint and spent abrasive media shall be tested for lead following the SW-846 TCLP Method 1311 Extraction, as
required in 40 CFR 261, Appendix 11, to determine whether it shall be disposed of as hazardous waste. Furnish the Enginee
certified test reports showing TCLP results and Iron analysis of the paint chips stored on site, with disposal in accordance with
“Flowchart on Lead Waste Identification and Disposal” at:

All sampling shall be done in presence of the Engineer’s representative.

The Competent Person shall obtain composite samples from each barrel of the wash water and waste generated by collecting tw
or more portions taken at regularly spaced intervals during accumulation. Composite the portions into one sample for testing
purposes. Acquire samples after 10% or before 90% of the barrel has accumulated. The intent is to provide samples that at
representative of widely separated portions, but not the beginning and end of wash water or waste accumulation.

Perform sampling by passing a receptacle completely through the discharge stream or by completely diverting the discharge int
a sample container. If discharge of the wash water or waste is too rapid to divert the complete discharge stream, discharge int
a container or transportation unit sufficiently large to accommodate the flow and then accomplish the sampling in the same
manner as described above.

Comply with the NCDENR Hazardous Waste Compliance Manual for Generators of Hazardous Waste. Record quantities of
waste by weight and dates of waste generation. Until test results are received, store all waste, and label as “NCDOT Bridge Pair
Removal Waste - Pending Analysis” and include the date generated and contact information for the Division HazMat Manager
or Project Engineer. Store waste containers in an enclosed, sealed and secured storage container protected from traffic from &
directions. Obtain approval for the protection plan for these containers from the Engineer. If adequate protection cannot be
obtained by use of existing guardrail, provide the necessary supplies and equipment to maintain adequate protection. Once te
results are received and characterized, label waste as either “Hazardous Waste - Pending Disposal” or “Paint Waste - Pendin
Disposal”.

Once the waste has been collected, and the quantities determined, prepare the appropriate shipping documents and manifests ¢
present them to the Engineer. The Engineer will verify the type and quantity of waste and obtain a Provisional EPA ID number
from the:

At the time of shipping, the Engineer will sign, date and add the ID number in the appropriate section on the manifest. The
maximum on-site storage time for collected waste shall be 90 days. All waste whether hazardous or non-hazardous will require
numbered shipping manifests. The cost for waste disposal (including lab and Provisional EPA ID number) is included in the bid
price for this contract. Note NC Hazardous Waste Management Rules (15A NCAC 13A) for more information. Provisional
EPA ID numbers may be obtained at this link:

All test results shall be documented on the lab analysis as follows:

If the results of the samples exceé€d 20 pg/m
corrective measures shall be taken and monitoring shall be continued until 2 consecutive sample results are less than 20 ug/m

TWA may suspend the work if there are visible emissions outside the containment enclosure or pump monitoring results
exceeding the level of 30 pgim

Where schools, housing and/or buildings are within 500 feet of the containment, the Contractor shall perform initial TSP-Lead
monitoring for the first 10 days of the project during abrasive blasting, vacuuming and containment removal. Additional
monitoring will be required during abrasive blasting 2 days per month thereafter. Results of the TSP monitoring at any location
shall not exceed 1.5 pgim

EQUIPMENT MOBILIZATION

The equipment used in any travel lanes and paved shoulder shall be mobile equipment on wheels that has the ability to mov
on/off the roadway in less than 30 minutes. All work conducted in travel lanes shall be from truck or trailer supported platforms
and all equipment shall be self-propelled or attached to a tow vehicle at all times.

QUALITY CONTROL INSPECTOR

Provide a quality control inspector in accordance with the SSPC QP guidelines to ensure that all processes, preparation, blastin
and coating application are in accordance with the requirements of the contract. The inspector shall have written authority to
perform QC duties to include continuous improvement of all QC internal procedures. The presence of the engineer or inspector
at the work site shall in no way lessen the contractor's responsibility for conformity with the contract.

QUALITY ASSURANCE INSPECTOR

The quality assurance inspector which may be a Department employee or a designated representative of the Department she
observe, document, assess and report that the Contractor is complying with all of the requirements of the contract. Inspector:
employed by the Department are authorized to inspect all work performed and materials furnished. Such inspection may extenc
to all or any part of the work and to the preparation, fabrication or manufacture of the materials to be used. The inspector is nof
authorized to alter or waive the requirements of the contract. Each stage in preparing the structure to be coated which include
but not limited to washing, blasting, coating testing and inspection shall be inspected and approved by the Engineer or his
authorized representative.

SUBLETTING OF CONTRACT

Only contractors certified to meet SSPC QP 2, Category A, and have successfully completed lead paint removal and field painting
on all similar structures within 18 months prior to this bid are qualified for this work. Work is only sublet by approval of the
Engineer.

PREPARATION OF SURFACES

POWERWASHING

Before any other surface preparation is conducted, all surfaces to be painted shall be power washed. All water used for
pressure washing shall be potable and supplied by the Contractor. The wash water shall be contained, collected, and teste
for toxic metals in accordance with the requirements of appropriate portions of this Special Provision, Safety and
Environmental Requirements for Painting Provision, Contractors submitted Environmental Compliance Plan, Bridge
Wash Water and Sampling Plan, however the more stringent shall apply.

The minimum containment for power washing with low pressure water < 5,000 PSI shall meet or exceed the requirements
of SSPC Guide 6, Class 2W containment and as listed below:
» Type B3a-Water impenetrable floors
» Type B3b- Water permeable walls and ceilings. (Water permeable defined as: Open mesh material that is
formed or woven with openings less than 25 mils (100 micrometers) in greatest dimension. Material is capable
of collecting debris, while allowing water to pass through.)
* Type C1 & C2rigid or flexible framing
* Type D1, fully sealed joints
* Type E3 or greater partially sealed entryways
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* Type G2, natural air flow
*  Work Site collection at the end of each work shift and or day whichever is shorter

Quality control shall document that all surfaces to be painted are free of dust, salts, dirt, soot from diesel fumes and fires
and other contaminants as determined by the Engineer. Documentation shall address the following:

» Bridge location, quantity of water used, quantity of water collected and if any cleaning agents were added to wash
water.

Expansion joints or open areas that will allow debris or water to pass shall be covered or sealed to protect vehicle and/or

pedestrian traffic

» Obtain approval of the Engineer and allow all cleaned surfaces to dry to the touch and without standing water before
beginning surface preparation or painting activities.

RUSTED AREA PREPERATION

All rusted areas regardless of size shall be blast cleaned in accordance with SSPC SP-10 (Near White ) with materials
meeting Article 1080-13 of th2012 Sandard Specificationsand/or SSPC AB-1, AB-2, or AB-3 as applicable. No silica

sand or other silica materials are permitted for use. The profile shall be between 1.0 and 3.0 mils when measured on &
smooth steel surface. Conduct and document at least 2 tests per beam/girder and 2 tests per span of diaphragms/cro
bracing.

Spread tarpaulins over all pavements and surfaces underneath equipment used for abrasive blasting as well as equipme
and containers used to collect abrasive media. This requirement will be enforced during activity and inactivity of
equipment.

Before the Contractor departs from the work site at the end of the work day, collect all debris generated during surface
preparation and all dust collector hoses, tarps or other appurtenances containing blasting residue in approved containers.

Clean a 3" x 3" area at each structure to demonstrate the specified finish, and the inspector will preserve this area by
covering it with tape, plastic or some other suitable means so that it can be retained as the Dry Film Thickness (DFT)
gauge adjustment standard. An acceptable alternative is for the Contractor to provide a steel plate with similar properties
and geometry as the substrate to be measured.

The contractor and or quality assurance representative shall notify the Engineer of any area of corroded steel which has
lost more than 35% of its original thickness.

All parts of the bridges not to be painted and the travelling public shall be protected from overspray. Submit a plan to
protect all parts of bridge that are not required to be painted and a plan to protect the traveling public and surrounding
environment while applying all coats of paint to a structure.

Ensure that chloride levels on the surfaces are 7 jigiciower using an acceptable sample method in accordance with
SSPC Guide 15. The frequency of testing shall be 2 tests per span after all surface preparation has been completed ar
immediately prior to painting. Select test areas representing the greatest amount of corrosion in the span as determine
by the Engineers’ representative. Additional testing may be required if significant amounts of chloride are detected.

All weld splatter, slag or other surface defects resulting in a raised surface above the final paint layer shall be removed
prior to application of primer coat.

Repair areas shall remove loose, cracked, brittle or non-adherent coating. Cleaning shall be performed two inches beyonc
the damaged areas in all direction or until tightly adhered coating is obtained. Where the remaining coating is thick, all
exposed edges shall be feathered. Tightly adhered coating is determined by use of a dull putty knife.

PAINTING OF STEEL

Paint System 1, as specified in these special provisions and Section 442@if2I8mandard Specifications, is to be used for

this work. System 1 is an inorganic zinc primer, two coats acrylic paint and one stripe coat of acrylic paint over blast cleaned
surfaces in accordance with SSPC-SP-10 (Near White Blast). Perform all mixing operations over an impervious surface with
provisions to prevent runoff to grade of any spilled material. The contractor is responsible for reporting quantities of thinner
purchased as well the amounts used. No container with thinner shall be left uncovered, when not in use.
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Apply 2" stripe coat, by brush or roller only, to all exposed edges of steel including fasteners before applying the finish coat.
Locate the edge or corner in the approximate center of the paint stripe.

Any area where newly applied paint fails to meet the specifications shall be repaired or replaced by the Contractor. The Enginee
approves all repair processes before the repair is made. Repaired areas shall meet the specifications. The Contractor applies
additional finish coat of paint to areas where the tape adhesion test is conducted.

MATERIALS

The Existing paint system is an NCDOT System 1 that is an inorganic zinc primer, two coats acrylic paint and one stripe coat of
acrylic paint.

Top coat acrylic color shall conform to the Federal Standard 595B- Gray #26622
Only paint suppliers that have a NCDOT-approved inorganic zinc primer may furnish paints for this project. A complete list of

approved products may be found on the NCDOT approved product listing at:

All paints applied to a structure shall be from the same supplier. Before any paints are applied, the Contractor shall provide the
Engineer a copy of the product data sheet, SDS ( formely MSDS) sheet, manufacturer’s certification and NCDOT HICAMS test
report for each type, color and or batch of coating used on the project.

The Quality Control (QC) inspector shall inspect, document and verify the daily storage temperature range for coating materials
and verify conformance with the coating manufacturer’s product data sheet. Inventory control must be used to ensure that
components are used within the shelf life prescribed by the manufacturer. The coating batch numbers from the mixed
components, the amount and type of thinner used, along with the date applied shall be recorded in the application log. QC shal
verify the use and operation of the agitated spray pot for zinc application as specified in Article 442-9(G). Every pot mixed
should be verified. QC must document acceptance by initials or signature, and the form must include time/date and batch
component numbers.

Do not expose paint materials to rain, excessive condensation, long periods of direct sunlight, or temperatures above 110°F
below 40°F. In addition, the Contractor shall place a device which records the high, low and current temperatures inside the
storage location. Follow the manufacturer’s storage requirements if more restrictive than the above requirements.

INSPECTION

Surface Preparation for System 1 shall be in accordance with SSPC SP-10. Any area(s) not meeting the requirements of SSP
SP-10 shall be remediated prior to application of coating. Surface inspection is considered ready for inspection when all blast
abrasive, residue and dust is removed from surfaces to be coated.

(A) Quality Assurance Inspection

The Contractor furnishes all necessary OSHA approved apparatus such as ladders, scaffolds and platforms as
required for the inspector to have reasonable and safe access to all parts of the work. The contractor illuminates
the surfaces to be inspected to a minimum of 50-foot candles of light. All access points shall be illuminated to a
minimum of 20-foot candles of light.

NCDOT reserves the right for ongoing QA (Quality Assurance) inspection to include but not limited to surface
contamination testing, adhesion pull testing and DFT readings as necessary to assure quality.

Inform the Engineer and the Division Safety Engineer of all scheduled and unannounced inspections from SSPC,
OSHA, EPA and/or others that come on site. Furnish the Engineer a copy of all inspection reports except for
reports performed by a third party and or consultant on behalf of the Contractor.

Quality Control

Maintain a daily quality control record in accordance with Article 442-13 of@i2 Standard Specifications

and make such records available at the job site for review by the inspector and submit to the Engineer as directed.
In addition to the information required on M&T-610, submit all Dry Film Thickness (DFT) readings on a form
equivalent to M&T-611.

Ambient Conditions

The quality control shall take and document ambient conditions readings at a minimum of every four (4) hours
and or as environmental conditions change. Use the U.S. Department of Commerce Psychrometric Tables for
obtaining vapor pressure, relative humidity and temperature of the dew point. Use atmospheric pressure scale of
30" for dew point and relative humidity determinations. In the case of work at higher elevations, use a barometer
as described in ASTM D-3631 for determining atmospheric pressures.

Ambient condition documentation includes:

- Date, Time, Bridge No., Span Number, Steel Surface Temperature (SST), Dry Bulb Temperature (DB) (Air
Temperature), Wet Bulb Temperature (WB), Dew Point Temperature, Relative Humidity % (RH).

Ambient conditions shall be checked and documented at a minimum of three random locations, on interior
surfaces, at the location where the work is being performed and shall meet the following criteria:

- Final Blast Cleaning — Steel temperature is 5 degrees above the dew point temperature of the surrounding
air.

- Inorganic Zinc Application- Air or steel surface temperature > 40 degrees, steel temperature is 5 degrees
higher than dew point temperature, and the relative humidity is < or equal to the manufacturers written
directions.

- Organic Zinc Application- Air or steel surface temperature > 40 degrees, steel temperature is 5 degrees
higher than dew point temperature, and the relative humidity < 85% and rising.

- Acrylic Application- Air or steel surface temperature > 50 degrees, steel temperature is 5 degrees higher than
dew point temperature, and the relative humidity < 85% and rising

(1) Measure DFT at each spot on the attached diagram and at the required number of locations as specified
below:

(a) For span members less than 45 feet; three random locations along each girder in each span.
(b) For span members greater than 45 feet; add one additional location for each additional 10 feet
in span length.

DFT measurements for the prime coat shall not be taken for record until the zinc primer has cured in
accordance with ASTM D4752 (MEK Rub Test) with no less than a four resistance rating.
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Stiffeners and other attachments to beams and or plate girders shall be measured at no less than five
random spots per span. Also dry film thickness is measured at no less than six random spots per span
on diaphragms/“K” frames.

Each spot is an average of three to five individual gage readings as defined in SSPC PA-2. No spot
average shall be less than 80% of minimum DFT for each layer applied; this does not apply to stripe
coat application. Spot readings that are non-conforming shall be re-accessed by performing additional
spot measurements not to exceed one foot intervals on both sides of the low areas until acceptable spot
averages are obtained. These non-conforming areas shall be corrected by the Contractor prior to
applying successive coats.

Coating Acceptance Criteria

Quality control inspection shall inspect and verify 100 % of each coating layer ensuring that all paint layers
are to applied so as to produce a uniform, even coating and free of visible coating defects. Visible coating
defects are defined as imperfections that may be detected by the unaided eye. These include but not limited to
runs, lifting, chipping, flaking, sags, drips, ridges, blisters, bubbles, pinholes, spalling, checking mud cracking,
fish eyes, orange peel, cracking, variations in color or gloss, excessive film build, foreign contaminants, or dry
spray/ overspray.

Any part of the coating system that is exposed to harsh environments that will subject the coating system to
premature failure (as determined by the Engineer) will require the Contractor to test, re-clean, and/ or remove
an paint layer and/ or paint system during or between paint application layers, at no cost to the Department.

The outside face of exterior beams and girders shall be free of visible runs, drips, and sags. When repairs to
fascia beams and fascia bearings that are considered unsightly by the Department due to spot repair areas sha
require the entire fascia beam to be recoated at no additional cost to the Department.
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Less than 36" in height and/or bottom flange: 36" in height or greater and/or bottom
less than 16" in width. flanges greater than 16" in width.

. GENERAL

1. Form FHWA-1273 must be physically incorporated in each construction contract funded under Title 23 (excluding emergency contracts solely intended for debris
removal). The contractor (or subcontractor) must insert this form in each subcontract and further require its inclusion in all lower tier subcontracts (excluding
purchase orders, rental agreements and other agreements for supplies or services).

The applicable requirements of Form FHWA-1273 are incorporated by reference for work done under any purchase order, rental agreement or agreement fol
other services. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor, lower-tier subcontractor or service provider.

Form FHWA-1273 must be included in all Federal-aid design-build contracts, in all subcontracts and in lower tier subcontracts (excluding subcontracts for
design services, purchase orders, rental agreements and other agreements for supplies or services). The design-builder shall be responsible for compliance by &
subcontractor, lower-tier subcontractor or service provider.

Contracting agencies may reference Form FHWA-1273 in bid proposal or request for proposal documents, however, the Form
FHWA-1273 must be physically incorporated (not referenced) in all contracts, subcontracts and lower-tier subcontracts (excluding purchase orders, rental
agreements and other agreements for supplies or services related to a construction contract).

2. Subject to the applicability criteria noted in the following sections, these contract provisions shall apply to all work performed on the contract by the contractor's
own organization and with the assistance of workers under the contractor's immediate superintendence and to all work performed on the contract by piecework
station work, or by subcontract.

3. Abreach of any of the stipulations contained in these Required Contract Provisions may be sufficient grounds for withholding of progress payments, withholding
of final payment, termination of the contract, suspension / debarment or any other action determined to be appropriate by the contracting agency and FHWA.

4. Selection of Labor: During the performance of this contract, the contractor shall not use convict labor for any purpose within the limits of a construction project
on a Federal-aid highway unless it is labor performed by convicts who are on parole, supervised release, or probation. The term Federal-aid highway does no
include roadways functionally classified as local roads or rural minor collectors.

1. NONDISCRIMINATION

The provisions of this section related to 23 CFR Part 230 are applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all related construction subcontracts of
$10,000 or more. The provisions of 23 CFR Part 230 are not applicable to material supply, engineering, or architectural service contracts.

In addition, the contractor and all subcontractors must comply with the following policies: Executive Order 11246, 41 CFR 60,

29 CFR 1625-1627, Title 23 USC Section 140, the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended (29 USC 794), Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, and
related regulations including 49 CFR Parts 21, 26 and 27; and 23 CFR Parts 200, 230, and 633.

The contractor and all subcontractors must comply with: the requirements of the Equal Opportunity Clause in 41 CFR 60-1.4(b) and, for all construction contracts
exceeding $10,000, the Standard Federal Equal Employment Opportunity Construction Contract Specifications in
41 CFR 60-4.3.

Note: The U.S. Department of Labor has exclusive authority to determine compliance with Executive Order 11246 and the policies of the Secretary of Labor
including 41 CFR 60, and 29 CFR 1625-1627. The contracting agency and the FHWA have the authority and the responsibility to ensure compliance with Title 23
USC Section 140, the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended (29 USC 794), and Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, and related regulations
including 49 CFR Parts 21, 26 and 27; and 23 CFR Parts 200, 230, and 633.

The following provision is adopted from 23 CFR 230, Appendix A, with appropriate revisions to conform to the U.S. Department of Labor (US DOL) and FHWA
requirements.

1. Equal Employment Opportunity: Equal employment opportunity (EEO) requirements not to discriminate and to take affirmative action to assure equal
opportunity as set forth under laws, executive orders, rules, regulatons (28 CFR 35, 29 CFR 1630, 29 CFR 1625-1627,
41 CFR 60 and 49 CFR 27) and orders of the Secretary of Labor as modified by the provisions prescribed herein, and imposed pursuant to
23 U.S.C. 140 shall constitute the EEO and specific affirmative action standards for the contractor's project activities under this contract. The provisions of the
Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.) set forth under 28 CFR 35 and 29 CFR 1630 are incorporated by reference in this contract. In
the execution of this contract, the contractor agrees to comply with the following minimum specific requirement activities of EEO:
a. The contractor will work with the contracting agency and the Federal Government to ensure that it has made every good faith effort to provide equal
opportunity with respect to all of its terms and conditions of employment and in their review of activities under the contract.
b. The contractor will accept as its operating policy the following statement:
"It is the policy of this Company to assure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race,
religion, sex, color, national origin, age or disability. Such action shall include: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment
advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship, pre-apprenticeship, and/or
on-the-job training."
2. EEO Officer: The contractor will designate and make known to the contracting officers an EEO Officer who will have the responsibility for and must be capable
of effectively administering and promoting an active EEO program and who must be assigned adequate authority and responsibility to do so.
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3. Dissemination of Policy:All members of the contractor's staff who are authorized to hire, supervise, promote, and discharge employees, or who recommend
such action, or who are substantially involved in such action, will be made fully cognizant of, and will implement, the contractor's EEO policy and contractual
responsibilities to provide EEO in each grade and classification of employment. To ensure that the above agreement will be met, the following actions will be
taken as a minimum:

a. Periodic meetings of supervisory and personnel office employees will be conducted before the start of work and then not less often than once every six
months, at which time the contractor's EEO policy and its implementation will be reviewed and explained. The meetings will be conducted by the EEO
Officer.

b. All new supervisory or personnel office employees will be given a thorough indoctrination by the EEO Officer, covering all major aspects of the contractor's
EEO obligations within thirty days following their reporting for duty with the contractor.

c. All personnel who are engaged in direct recruitment for the project will be instructed by the EEO Officer in the contractor's procedures for locating and hiring
minorities and women.

d. Notices and posters setting forth the contractor's EEO policy will be placed in areas readily accessible to employees, applicants for employment and potentia
employees.

e. The contractor's EEO policy and the procedures to implement such policy will be brought to the attention of employees by means of meetings, employee
handbooks, or other appropriate means.

4. Recruitment: When advertising for employees, the contractor will include in all advertisements for employees the notation: "An Equal Opportunity Employer."

All such advertisements will be placed in publications having a large circulation among minorities and women in the area from which the project work force

would normally be derived.

a. The contractor will, unless precluded by a valid bargaining agreement, conduct systematic and direct recruitment through public and private employee referral
sources likely to yield qualified minorities and women. To meet this requirement, the contractor will identify sources of potential minority group employees,
and establish with such identified sources procedures whereby minority and women applicants may be referred to the contractor for employment
consideration.

b. Inthe event the contractor has a valid bargaining agreement providing for exclusive hiring hall referrals, the contractor is expected to observe the provisions
of that agreement to the extent that the system meets the contractor's compliance with EEO contract provisions. Where implementation of such an agreemer
has the effect of discriminating against minorities or women, or obligates the contractor to do the same, such implementation violates Federal
nondiscrimination provisions.

c. The contractor will encourage its present employees to refer minorities and women as applicants for employment. Information and procedures with regard to
referring such applicants will be discussed with employees.

5. Personnel Actions:Wages, working conditions, and employee benefits shall be established and administered, and personnel actions of every type, including
hiring, upgrading, promotion, transfer, demotion, layoff, and termination, shall be taken without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or
disability. The following procedures shall be followed:

a. The contractor will conduct periodic inspections of project sites to insure that working conditions and employee facilities do not indicate discriminatory
treatment of project site personnel.

b. The contractor will periodically evaluate the spread of wages paid within each classification to determine any evidence of discriminatory wage practices.

c. The contractor will periodically review selected personnel actions in depth to determine whether there is evidence of discrimination. Where evidence is found,
the contractor will promptly take corrective action. If the review indicates that the discrimination may extend beyond the actions reviewed, such corrective
action shall include all affected persons.

d. The contractor will promptly investigate all complaints of alleged discrimination made to the contractor in connection with its obligations under this contract,
will attempt to resolve such complaints, and will take appropriate corrective action within a reasonable time. If the investigation indicates that the
discrimination may affect persons other than the complainant, such corrective action shall include such other persons. Upon completion of each investigation,
the contractor will inform every complainant of all of their avenues of appeal.

6. Training and Promotion:

a. The contractor will assist in locating, qualifying, and increasing the skills of minorities and women who are applicants for employment or current employees.
Such efforts should be aimed at developing full journey level status employees in the type of trade or job classification involved.

b. Consistent with the contractor's work force requirements and as permissible under Federal and State regulations, the contractor shall make full use of
training programs, i.e., apprenticeship, and on-the-job training programs for the geographical area of contract performance. In the event a special provision
for training is provided under this contract, this subparagraph will be superseded as indicated in the special provision. The contracting agency may reserve
training positions for persons who receive welfare assistance in accordance with 23 U.S.C. 140(a).

¢ The contractor will advise employees and applicants for employment of available training programs and entrance requirements for each.

d. The contractor will periodically review the training and promotion potential of employees who are minorities and women and will encourage eligible
employees to apply for such training and promotion.

7. Unions: If the contractor relies in whole or in part upon unions as a source of employees, the contractor will use good faith efforts to obtain the cooperation of
such unions to increase opportunities for minorities and women. Actions by the contractor, either directly or through a contractor's association acting as agent,
will include the procedures set forth below:

a. The contractor will use good faith efforts to develop, in cooperation with the unions, joint training programs aimed toward qualifying more minorities and
women for membership in the unions and increasing the skills of minorities and women so that they may qualify for higher paying employment.

b. The contractor will use good faith efforts to incorporate an EEO clause into each union agreement to the end that such union will be contractually bound to
refer applicants without regard to their race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or disability.

c. The contractor is to obtain information as to the referral practices and policies of the labor union except that to the extent such information is within the
exclusive possession of the labor union and such labor union refuses to furnish such information to the contractor, the contractor shall so certify to the
contracting agency and shall set forth what efforts have been made to obtain such information.

d. In the event the union is unable to provide the contractor with a reasonable flow of referrals within the time limit set forth in the collective bargaining
agreement, the contractor will, through independent recruitment efforts, fill the employment vacancies without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national
origin, age or disability; making full efforts to obtain qualified and/or qualifiable minorities and women. The failure of a union to provide sufficient referrals
(even though it is obligated to provide exclusive referrals under the terms of a collective bargaining agreement) does not relieve the contractor from the
requirements of this paragraph. In the event the union referral practice prevents the contractor from meeting the obligations pursuant to Executive Order
11246, as amended, and these special provisions, such contractor shall immediately notify the contracting agency.

8. Reasonable Accommodation for Applicants / Employees with Disabilitie§:he contractor must be familiar with the requirements for and comply with the
Americans with Disabilities Act and all rules and regulations established there under. Employers must provide reasonable accommodation in all employment
activities unless to do so would cause an undue hardship.

9. Selection of Subcontractors, Procurement of Materials and Leasing of EquipmenThe contractor shall not discriminate on the grounds of race, color,
religion, sex, national origin, age or disability in the selection and retention of subcontractors, including procurement of materials and leases of equipment. The
contractor shall take all necessary and reasonable steps to ensure nondiscrimination in the administration of this contract.

a. The contractor shall notify all potential subcontractors and suppliers and lessors of their EEO obligations under this contract.

b. The contractor will use good faith efforts to ensure subcontractor compliance with their EEO obligations.

10. Assurance Required by 49 CFR 26.13(b):
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a. The requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 and the State DOT'’s U.S. DOT-approved DBE program are incorporated by reference.

b. The contractor or subcontractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, or sex in the performance of this contract. The contractor
shall carry out applicable requirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award and administration of DOT-assisted contracts. Failure by the contractor to carry out
these requirements is a material breach of this contract, which may result in the termination of this contract or such other remedy as the contracting agency
deems appropriate.

11. Records and ReportsThe contractor shall keep such records as necessary to document compliance with the EEO requirements. Such records shall be retained
for a period of three years following the date of the final payment to the contractor for all contract work and shall be available at reasonable times and places for
inspection by authorized representatives of the contracting agency and the FHWA.

a. The records kept by the contractor shall document the following:

(1) The number and work hours of minority and non-minority group members and women employed in each work classification on the project;
(2) The progress and efforts being made in cooperation with unions, when applicable, to increase employment opportunities for minorities and women; and
(3) The progress and efforts being made in locating, hiring, training, qualifying, and upgrading minorities and women;

b. The contractors and subcontractors will submit an annual report to the contracting agency each July for the duration of the project, indicating the number of
minority, women, and non-minority group employees currently engaged in each work classification required by the contract work. This information is to be
reported on Form FHWA-1391. The staffing data should represent the project work force on board in all or any part of the last payroll period preceding the
end of July. If on-the-job training is being required by special provision, the contractor will be required to collect and report training data. The employment
data should reflect the work force on board during all or any part of the last payroll period preceding the end of July.

IIl. NONSEGREGATED FACILITIES

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all related construction subcontracts of $10,000 or more.

The contractor must ensure that facilities provided for employees are provided in such a manner that segregation on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, o
national origin cannot result. The contractor may neither require such segregated use by written or oral policies nor tolerate such use by employee custom. Th
contractor's obligation extends further to ensure that its employees are not assigned to perform their services at any location, under the contractor's control, where tt
facilities are segregated. The term "facilities" includes waiting rooms, work areas, restaurants and other eating areas, time clocks, restrooms, washrooms, locker room
and other storage or dressing areas, parking lots, drinking fountains, recreation or entertainment areas, transportation, and housing provided for employees. Tt
contractor shall provide separate or single-user restrooms and necessary dressing or sleeping areas to assure privacy between sexes.

IV. DAVIS-BACON AND RELATED ACT PROVISIONS

This section is applicable to all Federal-aid construction projects exceeding $2,000 and to all related subcontracts and lower-tier subcontracts (regardless o
subcontract size). The requirements apply to all projects located within the right-of-way of a roadway that is functionally classified as Federal-aid highway. This
excludes roadways functionally classified as local roads or rural minor collectors, which are exempt. Contracting agencies may elect to apply these requirements tc
other projects.

The following provisions are from the U.S. Department of Labor regulations in 29 CFR 5.5 “Contract provisions and related matters” with minor revisions to
conform to the FHWA-1273 format and FHWA program requirements.

1. Minimum wages

a. All laborers and mechanics employed or working upon the site of the work, will be paid unconditionally and not less often than once a week, and without
subsequent deduction or rebate on any account (except such payroll deductions as are permitted by regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor under tf
Copeland Act (29 CFR part 3)), the full amount of wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash equivalents thereof) due at time of payment computed at rates
not less than those contained in the wage determination of the Secretary of Labor which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, regardless of any contractt
relationship which may be alleged to exist between the contractor and such laborers and mechanics.

Contributions made or costs reasonably anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits under section 1(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon Act on behalf of laborers or
mechanics are considered wages paid to such laborers or mechanics, subject to the provisions of paragraph 1.d. of this section; also, regular contribution
made or costs incurred for more than a weekly period (but not less often than quarterly) under plans, funds, or programs which cover the particular weekly
period, are deemed to be constructively made or incurred during such weekly period. Such laborers and mechanics shall be paid the appropriate wage rat
and fringe benefits on the wage determination for the classification of work actually performed, without regard to skill, except as provided in 29 CFR 5.5(a)(4).
Laborers or mechanics performing work in more than one classification may be compensated at the rate specified for each classification for the time actually
worked therein: Provided, That the employer's payroll records accurately set forth the time spent in each classification in which work is performed. The wage
determination (including any additional classification and wage rates conformed under paragraph 1.b. of this section) and the Davis-Bacon
poster (WH-1321) shall be posted at all times by the contractor and its subcontractors at the site of the work in a prominent and accessible place where it cal
be easily seen by the workers.

b. (1) The contracting officer shall require that any class of laborers or mechanics, including helpers, which is not listed in the wage determination and which
is to be employed under the contract shall be classified in conformance with the wage determination. The contracting officer shall approve an additional
classification and wage rate and fringe benefits therefore only when the following criteria have been met:

(i) The work to be performed by the classification requested is not performed by a classification in the wage determination; and

(ii) The classification is utilized in the area by the construction industry; and

(iii) The proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe benefits, bears a reasonable relationship to the wage rates contained in the wage determination
(2) Ifthe contractor and the laborers and mechanics to be employed in the classification (if known), or their representatives, and the contracting officer agree

on the classification and wage rate (including the amount designated for fringe benefits where appropriate), a report of the action taken shall be sent by
the contracting officer to the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,
Washington, DC 20210. The Administrator, or an authorized representative, will approve, modify, or disapprove every additional classification action
within 30 days of receipt and so advise the contracting officer or will notify the contracting officer within the 30-day period that additional time is
necessary.

(3) Inthe event the contractor, the laborers or mechanics to be employed in the classification or their representatives, and the contracting officer do not agree
on the proposed classification and wage rate (including the amount designated for fringe benefits, where appropriate), the contracting officer shall refer
the questions, including the views of all interested parties and the recommendation of the contracting officer, to the Wage and Hour Administrator for
determination. The Wage and Hour Administrator, or an authorized representative, will issue a determination within 30 days of receipt and so advise the
contracting officer or will notify the contracting officer within the 30-day period that additional time is necessary.

(4) The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate) determined pursuant to paragraphs 1.b.(2) or 1.b.(3) of this section, shall be paid to all
workers performing work in the classification under this contract from the first day on which work is performed in the classification.

c.  Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the contract for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe benefit which is not expressed as an hourl
rate, the contractor shall either pay the benefit as stated in the wage determination or shall pay another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly cash equivalen
thereof.

d. If the contractor does not make payments to a trustee or other third person, the contractor may consider as part of the wages of any laborer or mechanic tt
amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing bona fide fringe benefits under a plan or program, Provided, That the Secretary of Labor has found,
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upon the written request of the contractor, that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon Act have been met. The Secretary of Labor may require the
contractor to set aside in a separate account assets for the meeting of obligations under the plan or program.

2. Withholding. The contracting agency shall upon its own action or upon written request of an authorized representative of the Department of Labor, withhold or
cause to be withheld from the contractor under this contract, or any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally-assisted contrac
subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage requirements, which is held by the same prime contractor, so much of the accrued payments or advances as may b
considered necessary to pay laborers and mechanics, including apprentices, trainees, and helpers, employed by the contractor or any subcontractor the full amot
of wages required by the contract. In the event of failure to pay any laborer or mechanic, including any apprentice, trainee, or helper, employed or working on the
site of the work, all or part of the wages required by the contract, the contracting agency may, after written notice to the contractor, take such action as may be
necessary to cause the suspension of any further payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations have ceased.

3. Payrolls and basic records

a.

Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be maintained by the contractor during the course of the work and preserved for a period of three years
thereafter for all laborers and mechanics working at the site of the work. Such records shall contain the name, address, and social security number of each
such worker, his or her correct classification, hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of contributions or costs anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits or
cash equivalents thereof of the types described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act), daily and weekly number of hours worked, deductions made
and actual wages paid. Whenever the Secretary of Labor has found under 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iv) that the wages of any laborer or mechanic include the
amount of any costs reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under a plan or program described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act, the
contractor shall maintain records which show that the commitment to provide such benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is financially
responsible, and that the plan or program has been communicated in writing to the laborers or mechanics affected, and records which show the costs
anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing such benefits. Contractors employing apprentices or trainees under approved programs shall maintain
written evidence of the registration of apprenticeship programs and certification of trainee programs, the registration of the apprentices and trainees, and the
ratios and wage rates prescribed in the applicable programs.

b. (1) The contractor shall submit weekly for each week in which any contract work is performed a copy of all payrolls to the contracting agency. The

payrolls submitted shall set out accurately and completely all of the information required to be maintained under
29 CFR 5.5(a)(3)(i), except that full social security numbers and home addresses shall not be included on weekly transmittals. Instead the payrolls shall
only need to include an individually identifying number for each employee ( e.qg. , the last four digits of the employee's social security number). The
required weekly payroll information may be submitted in any form desired. Optional Form WH-347 is available for this purpose from the Wage and
Hour Division Web site at http://www.dol.gov/esa/whd/forms/ wh347instr.htm or its successor site. The prime contractor is responsible for the
submission of copies of payrolls by all subcontractors. Contractors and subcontractors shall maintain the full social security number and current
address of each covered worker, and shall provide them upon request to the contracting agency for transmission to the State DOT, the FHWA or the
Wage and Hour Division of the Department of Labor for purposes of an investigation or audit of compliance with prevailing wage requirements. It is
not a violation of this section for a prime contractor to require a subcontractor to provide addresses and social security numbers to the prime contractor
for its own records, without weekly submission to the contracting agency.
(2) Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a “Statement of Compliance,” signed by the contractor or subcontractor or his or her agent who pays or
supervises the payment of the persons employed under the contract and shall certify the following:
(i) That the payroll for the payroll period contains the information required to be provided under 85.5 (a)(3)(ii) of Regulations,
29 CFR part 5, the appropriate information is being maintained under 85.5 (a)(3)(i) of Regulations, 29 CFR part 5, and that such information is correct
and complete;
(ii) That each laborer or mechanic (including each helper, apprentice, and trainee) employed on the contract during the payroll period has been paid the
full weekly wages earned, without rebate, either directly or indirectly, and that no deductions have been made either directly or indirectly from the
full wages earned, other than permissible deductions as set forth in Regulations, 29 CFR part 3;
(iii) That each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less than the applicable wage rates and fringe benefits or cash equivalents for the classification of
work performed, as specified in the applicable wage determination incorporated into the contract.
(3) The weekly submission of a properly executed certification set forth on the reverse side of Optional Form WH-347 shall satisfy the requirement for
submission of the “Statement of Compliance” required by paragraph 3.b.(2) of this section.
(4) The falsification of any of the above certifications may subject the contractor or subcontractor to civil or criminal prosecution under section 1001 of title
18 and section 231 of title 31 of the United States Code.
The contractor or subcontractor shall make the records required under paragraph 3.a. of this section available for inspection, copying, or transcription by
authorized representatives of the contracting agency, the State DOT, the FHWA, or the Department of Labor, and shall permit such representatives to
interview employees during working hours on the job. If the contractor or subcontractor fails to submit the required records or to make them available, the
FHWA may, after written notice to the contractor, the contracting agency or the State DOT, take such action as may be necessary to cause the suspension ¢
any further payment, advance, or guarantee of funds. Furthermore, failure to submit the required records upon request or to make such records available ma
be grounds for debarment action pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.

4. Apprentices and trainees

a.

Apprentices (programs of the USDOL). Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the work they performed when they
are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a bona fide apprenticeship program registered with the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and
Training Administration, Office of Apprenticeship Training, Employer and Labor Services, or with a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Office,
or if a person is employed in his or her first 90 days of probationary employment as an apprentice in such an apprenticeship program, who is not individually
registered in the program, but who has been certified by the Office of Apprenticeship Training, Employer and Labor Services or a State Apprenticeship
Agency (where appropriate) to be eligible for probationary employment as an apprentice.

The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymen on the job site in any craft classification shall not be greater than the ratio permitted to the contractor as
to the entire work force under the registered program. Any worker listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who is not registered or otherwise employed
as stated above, shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the classification of work actually performed. In addition,
any apprentice performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable wage
rate on the wage determination for the work actually performed. Where a contractor is performing construction on a project in a locality other than that in
which its program is registered, the ratios and wage rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman's hourly rate) specified in the contractor's ol
subcontractor's registered program shall be observed.

Every apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the registered program for the apprentice's level of progress, expressed as a percenta
of the journeymen hourly rate specified in the applicable wage determination. Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of
the apprenticeship program. If the apprenticeship program does not specify fringe benefits, apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed
on the wage determination for the applicable classification. If the Administrator determines that a different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice
classification, fringes shall be paid in accordance with that determination.

In the event the Office of Apprenticeship Training, Employer and Labor Services, or a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Office, withdraws
approval of an apprenticeship program, the contractor will no longer be permitted to utilize apprentices at less than the applicable predetermined rate for the
work performed until an acceptable program is approved.
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b. Trainees (programs of the USDOL). Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.16, trainees will not be permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the
work performed unless they are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a program which has received prior approval, evidenced by formal
certification by the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration.

The ratio of trainees to journeymen on the job site shall not be greater than permitted under the plan approved by the Employment and Training
Administration.

Every trainee must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the approved program for the trainee's level of progress, expressed as a percentage of t
journeyman hourly rate specified in the applicable wage determination. Trainees shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the trainee
program. If the trainee program does not mention fringe benefits, trainees shall be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed on the wage determination
unless the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division determines that there is an apprenticeship program associated with the corresponding journeyman
wage rate on the wage determination which provides for less than full fringe benefits for apprentices. Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee rate who
is not registered and participating in a training plan approved by the Employment and Training Administration shall be paid not less than the applicable wage
rate on the wage determination for the classification of work actually performed. In addition, any trainee performing work on the job site in excess of the
ratio permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually performed.

In the event the Employment and Training Administration withdraws approval of a training program, the contractor will no longer be permitted to utilize
trainees at less than the applicable predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable program is approved.

c. Equal employment opportunity. The utilization of apprentices, trainees and journeymen under this part shall be in conformity with the equal employment
opportunity requirements of Executive Order 11246, as amended, and 29 CFR part 30.

d. Apprentices and Trainees (programs of the U.S. DOT). Apprentices and trainees working under apprenticeship and skill training programs which have been
certified by the Secretary of Transportation as promoting EEO in connection with Federal-aid highway construction programs are not subject to the
requirements of paragraph 4 of this Section V. The straight time hourly wage rates for apprentices and trainees under such programs will be established by
the particular programs. The ratio of apprentices and trainees to journeymen shall not be greater than permitted by the terms of the particular program.

5. Compliance with Copeland Act requirementsThe contractor shall comply with the requirements of 29 CFR part 3, which are incorporated by reference in
this contract.

6. Subcontracts.The contractor or subcontractor shall insert Form FHWA-1273 in any subcontracts and also require the subcontractors to include Form FHWA-
1273 in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for the compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with all the
contract clauses in 29 CFR 5.5.

7. Contract termination: debarment. A breach of the contract clauses in 29 CFR 5.5 may be grounds for termination of the contract, and for debarment as a
contractor and a subcontractor as provided in 29 CFR 5.12.

8. Compliance with Davis-Bacon and Related Act requirementsAll rulings and interpretations of the Davis-Bacon and Related Acts contained in 29 CFR parts
1, 3, and 5 are herein incorporated by reference in this contract.

9. Disputes concerning labor standardsDisputes arising out of the labor standards provisions of this contract shall not be subject to the general disputes clause
of this contract. Such disputes shall be resolved in accordance with the procedures of the Department of Labor set forth in
29 CFR parts 5, 6, and 7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause include disputes between the contractor (or any of its subcontractors) and the contractin
agency, the U.S. Department of Labor, or the employees or their representatives.

10. Certification of eligibility.

a. By entering into this contract, the contractor certifies that neither it (nor he or she) nor any person or firm who has an interest in the contractor's firm is a
person or firm ineligible to be awarded Government contracts by virtue of section 3(a) of the Davis-Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).

b. No part of this contract shall be subcontracted to any person or firm ineligible for award of a Government contract by virtue of section 3(a) of the Davis-
Bacon Act or 29 CFR 5.12(a)(1).

c. The penalty for making false statements is prescribed in the U.S. Criminal Code, 18 U.S.C. 1001.

V. CONTRACT WORK HOURS AND SAFETY STANDARDS ACT

The following clauses apply to any Federal-aid construction contract in an amount in excess of $100,000 and subject to the overtime provisions of the Contract
Work Hours and Safety Standards Act. These clauses shall be inserted in addition to the clauses required by 29 CFR 5.5(a) or 29 CFR 4.6. As used in this paragrar
the terms laborers and mechanics include watchmen and guards.

1. Overtime requirements.No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers
or mechanics shall require or permit any such laborer or mechanic in any workweek in which he or she is employed on such work to work in excess of forty hours
in such workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a rate not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay for all hours work
in excess of forty hours in such workweek.

2. Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages.In the event of any violation of the clause set forth in paragraph (1.) of this section, the contractor
and any subcontractor responsible therefor shall be liable for the unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and subcontractor shall be liable to the United State
(in the case of work done under contract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquidated damages. Such liquidated
damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer or mechanic, including watchmen and guards, employed in violation of the clause set forth in
paragraph (1.) of this section, in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such individual was required or permitted to work in excess of the standard
workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages required by the clause set forth in paragraph (1.) of this section.

3. Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damagesThe FHWA or the contacting agency shall upon its own action or upon written request of an authorized
representative of the Department of Labor withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the contractor or
subcontractor under any such contract or any other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other federally-assisted contract subject to the Contra
Work Hours and Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor, such sums as may be determined to be necessary to satisfy any liabilities ¢
such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in paragraph (2.) of this section.

4. Subcontracts.The contractor or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the clauses set forth in paragraph (1.) through (4.) of this section and also a clause
requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractc
or lower tier subcontractor with the clauses set forth in paragraphs (1.) through (4.) of this section.

VI

SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING THE CONTRACT
This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts on the National Highway System.

1. The contractor shall perform with its own organization contract work amounting to not less than 30 percent (or a greater percentage if specified elsewhere in the
contract) of the total original contract price, excluding any specialty items designated by the contracting agency. Specialty items may be performed by subcontract
and the amount of any such specialty items performed may be deducted from the total original contract price before computing the amount of work required to
be performed by the contractor's own organization (23 CFR 635.116).

a. The term “perform work with its own organization” refers to workers employed or leased by the prime contractor, and equipment owned or rented by the
prime contractor, with or without operators. Such term does not include employees or equipment of a subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor, agents of the
prime contractor, or any other assignees. The term may include payments for the costs of hiring leased employees
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from an employee leasing firm meeting all relevant Federal and State regulatory requirements. Leased employees may only be included in this term if the

prime contractor meets all of the following conditions:

(1) the prime contractor maintains control over the supervision of the day-to-day activities of the leased employees;

(2) the prime contractor remains responsible for the quality of the work of the leased employees;

(3) the prime contractor retains all power to accept or exclude individual employees from work on the project; and

(4) the prime contractor remains ultimately responsible for the payment of predetermined minimum wages, the submission of payrolls, statements of
compliance and all other Federal regulatory requirements.

b. "Specialty Items" shall be construed to be limited to work that requires highly specialized knowledge, abilities, or equipment not ordinarily available in the
type of contracting organizations qualified and expected to bid or propose on the contract as a whole and in general are to be limited to minor components of
the overall contract.

2. The contract amount upon which the requirements set forth in paragraph (1) of Section VI is computed includes the cost of material and manufactured product:
which are to be purchased or produced by the contractor under the contract provisions.

3. The contractor shall furnish (a) a competent superintendent or supervisor who is employed by the firm, has full authority to direct performance of the work in
accordance with the contract requirements, and is in charge of all construction operations (regardless of who performs the work) and (b) such other of its own
organizational resources (supervision, management, and engineering services) as the contracting officer determines is necessary to assure the performance of
contract.

4. No portion of the contract shall be sublet, assigned or otherwise disposed of except with the written consent of the contracting officer, or authorized representative
and such consent when given shall not be construed to relieve the contractor of any responsibility for the fulfilment of the contract. Written consent will be given
only after the contracting agency has assured that each subcontract is evidenced in writing and that it contains all pertinent provisions and requirements of the
prime contract.

5. The 30% self-performance requirement of paragraph (1) is not applicable to design-build contracts; however, contracting agencies may establish their own self-
performance requirements.

VII.

SAFETY: ACCIDENT PREVENTION
This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all related subcontracts.

1. Inthe performance of this contract the contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws governing safety, health, and sanitation (23 CFR
635). The contractor shall provide all safeguards, safety devices and protective equipment and take any other needed actions as it determines, or as the contracti
officer may determine, to be reasonably necessary to protect the life and health of employees on the job and the safety of the public and to protect property ir
connection with the performance of the work covered by the contract.

2. Itis a condition of this contract, and shall be made a condition of each subcontract, which the contractor enters into pursuant to this contract, that the contracto
and any subcontractor shall not permit any employee, in performance of the contract, to work in surroundings or under conditions which are unsanitary, hazardou:
or dangerous to his/her health or safety, as determined under construction safety and health standards
(29 CFR 1926) promulgated by the Secretary of Labor, in accordance with Section 107 of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards
Act (40 U.S.C. 3704).

3. Pursuant to 29 CFR 1926.3, it is a condition of this contract that the Secretary of Labor or authorized representative thereof, shall have right of entry to any site
of contract performance to inspect or investigate the matter of compliance with the construction safety and health standards and to carry out the duties of the
Secretary under Section 107 of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C.3704).

VIll.  FALSE STATEMENTS CONCERNING HIGHWAY PROJECTS

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all related subcontracts.

In order to assure high quality and durable construction in conformity with approved plans and specifications and a high degree of reliability on statements and
representations made by engineers, contractors, suppliers, and workers on Federal-aid highway projects, it is essential that all persons concerned with the proje
perform their functions as carefully, thoroughly, and honestly as possible. Willful falsification, distortion, or misrepresentation with respect to any facts related to the
project is a violation of Federal law. To prevent any misunderstanding regarding the seriousness of these and similar acts, Form FHWA-1022 shall be posted on eac
Federal-aid highway project (23 CFR 635) in one or more places where it is readily available to all persons concerned with the project:

18 U.S.C. 1020 reads as follows:

"Whoever, being an officer, agent, or employee of the United States, or of any State or Territory, or whoever, whether a person, association, firm, or corporation,
knowingly makes any false statement, false representation, or false report as to the character, quality, quantity, or cost of the material used or to be used, or the quant
or quality of the work performed or to be performed, or the cost thereof in connection with the submission of plans, maps, specifications, contracts, or costs of
construction on any highway or related project submitted for approval to the Secretary of Transportation; or

Whoever knowingly makes any false statement, false representation, false report or false claim with respect to the character, quality, quantity, or cost of any work
performed or to be performed, or materials furnished or to be furnished, in connection with the construction of any highway or related project approved by the
Secretary of Transportation; or

Whoever knowingly makes any false statement or false representation as to material fact in any statement, certificate, or report submitted pursuant to provision:
of the Federal-aid Roads Act approved July 1, 1916, (39 Stat. 355), as amended and supplemented;

Shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than 5 years or both."

IX. IMPLEMENTATION OF CLEAN AIR ACT AND FEDERAL WATER POLLUTION CONTROL ACT

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all related subcontracts.
By submission of this bid/proposal or the execution of this contract, or subcontract, as appropriate, the bidder, proposer, Federal-aid construction contractor, ot
subcontractor, as appropriate, will be deemed to have stipulated as follows:

1. That any person who is or will be utilized in the performance of this contract is not prohibited from receiving an award due to a violation of Section 508 of the
Clean Water Act or Section 306 of the Clean Air Act.

2. That the contractor agrees to include or cause to be included the requirements of paragraph (1) of this Section X in every subcontract, and further agrees to tal
such action as the contracting agency may direct as a means of enforcing such requirements.

X. CERTIFICATION REGARDING DEBARMENT, SUSPENSION, INELIGIBILITY AND VOLUNTARY EXCLUSION

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts, design-build contracts, subcontracts, lower-tier subcontracts, purchase orders, lease
agreements, consultant contracts or any other covered transaction requiring FHWA approval or that is estimated to cost $25,000 or more — as defined in 2 CFR Par
180 and 1200.

1. Instructions for Certification — First Tier Participants:
a. By signing and submitting this proposal, the prospective first tier participant is providing the certification set out below.
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b. The inability of a person to provide the certification set out below will not necessarily result in denial of participation in this covered transaction. The
prospective first tier participant shall submit an explanation of why it cannot provide the certification set out below. The certification or explanation will be
considered in connection with the department or agency's determination whether to enter into this transaction. However, failure of the prospective first tier
participant to furnish a certification or an explanation shall disqualify such a person from participation in this transaction.

c. The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was placed when the contracting agency determined to enter into this
transaction. If it is later determined that the prospective participant knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to other remedies available to
the Federal Government, the contracting agency may terminate this transaction for cause of default.

d. The prospective first tier participant shall provide immediate written notice to the contracting agency to whom this proposal is submitted if any time the
prospective first tier participant learns that its certification was erroneous when submitted or has become erroneous by reason of changed circumstances.

e. The terms "covered transaction," "debarred," "suspended," "ineligible," "participant,” "person," "principal," and "voluntarily excluded," as used in this clause,
are defined in 2 CFR Parts 180 and 1200. “First Tier Covered Transactions” refers to any covered transaction between a grantee or subgrantee of Feder:
funds and a participant (such as the prime or general contract). “Lower Tier Covered Transactions” refers to any covered transaction under a First Tier
Covered Transaction (such as subcontracts).

Program, commonly referred to as the Alternate OJT Program. All contractors (existing and newcomers) will be automatically

placed in the Alternate Program. Standard OJT requirements typically associated with individual projects will no longer be

applied at the project level. Instead, these requirements will be applicable on an annual basis for each contractor administere
by the OJT Program Manager.

On the Job Training shall meet the requirements of 23 CFR 230.107 (b), 23 USC — Section 140, this provision and the On-the-
Job Training Program Manual.

The Alternate OJT Program will allow a contractor to train employees on Federal, State and privately funded projects located in
North Carolina. However, priority shall be given to training employees on NCDOT Federal-Aid funded projects.

Minorities and Women

Developing, training and upgrading of minorities and women toward journeyman level status is a primary objective of this special
training provision. Accordingly, the Contractor shall make every effort to enroll minority and women as trainees to the extent
that such persons are available within a reasonable area of recruitment. This training commitment is not intended, and shall nc
be used, to discriminate against any applicant for training, whether a member of a minority group or not.

Assigning Training Goals

The Department, through the OJT Program Manager, will assign training goals for a calendar year based on the contractors' pa:
three years’ activity and the contractors' anticipated upcoming year’s activity with the Department. At the beginning of each

year, all contractors eligible will be contacted by the Department to determine the number of trainees that will be assigned for
the upcoming calendar year. At that time the Contractor shall enter into an agreement with the Department to provide a self-
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imposed on-the-job training program for the calendar year. This agreement will include a specific number of annual training
goals agreed to by both parties. The number of training assignments may range from 1 to 15 per contractor per calendar yea
The Contractor shall sign an agreement to fulfill their annual goal for the year.\

Training Classifications

The Contractor shall provide on-the-job training @iimat developing full journeyman level workers in the construction
craft/operator positions. Preference shall be given to providing training in the following skilled work classifications:

Equipment Operatc Office Engineer

Truck Drivers Estimator

Carpentet Iron / Reinforcing SteeWorkers
Concrete Finishe Mechanic

Pipe Layer Welder:

The Department has established common training classifications and their respective training requirements that may be used b
the contractors. However, the classifications established are not all-inclusive. Where the training is oriented toward construction
applications, training will be allowed in lower-level management positions such as office engineers and estimators. Contractors
shall submit new classifications for specific job functions that their employees are performing. The Department will review and
recommend for acceptance to FHWA the new classifications proposed by contractors, if applicable. New classifications shall
meet the following requirements:

Proposed training classifications are reasonable and realistic based on the job skill classification needs, and

The number of training hours specified in the training classification is consistent with common practices and provides
enough time for the trainee to obtain journeyman level status.

The Contractor may allow trainees to be trained by a subcontractor provided that the Contractor retains primary responsibility
for meeting the training and this provision is made applicable to the subcontract. However, only the Contractor will receive
credit towards the annual goal for the trainee.

Where feasible, 25 percent of apprentices or trainees in each occupation shall be in their first year of apprenticeship or training
The number of trainees shall be distributed among the work classifications on the basis of the contractor’s needs and the
availability of journeymen in the various classifications within a reasonable area of recruitment.

No employee shall be employed as a trainee in any classification in which they have successfully completed a training course
leading to journeyman level status or in which they have been employed as a journeyman.

Records and Reports

The Contractor shall maintain enrollment, monthly and completion reports documenting company compliance under these
contract documents. These documents and any other information as requested shall be submitted to the OJT Program Managg

Upon completion and graduation of the program, the Contractor shall provide each trainee with a certification Certificate showing
the type and length of training satisfactorily completed.

Trainee Interviews

All trainees enrolled in the program will receive an initial and Trainee/Post graduate interview conducted by the OJT program
staff.

Trainee Wages

Contractors shall compensate trainees on a graduating pay scale based upon a percentage of the prevailing minimum journeymi
wages (Davis-Bacon Act). Minimum pay shall be as follows:

60 percer of the journeyman wage for the first half of the training p¢

75 percer of the journeymamwage for the third quarter of the training pe
90 percer of the journeyman wage for the last quarter of the training
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In no instance shall a trainee be paid less than the local minimum wage. The Contractor shall adhere to the minimum hourly
wage rate that will satisfy both the NC Department of Labor (NCDOL) and the Department.

Achieving or Failing to Meet Training Goals

The Contractor will be credited for each trainee employed by him on the contract work who is currently enrolled or becomes
enrolled in an approved program and who receives training for at least 50 percent of the specific program requirement. Trainee:
will be allowed to be transferred between projects if required by the Contractor’s scheduled workload to meet training goals.

If a contractor fails to attain their training assignments for the calendar year, they may be taken off the NCDOT’s Bidders List.
Measurement and Payment

No compensation will be made for providing required training in accordance with these contract documents.
