When the apparent lowest responsive bidder failutomit sufficient participation by MBE and
WBE firms to meet the advertised goal, as parthef good faith effort, the Department will
consider allowing the bidder to withdraw funds teehthe Combined MBE/WBE goal as long as
there are adequate funds available from the bidd@BE and WBE bank accounts.

Submission of Good Faith Effort

If the bidder fails to meet or exceed the Combik&E/WBE goal, the apparent lowest responsive
bidder shall submit to the Department documentatfcedequate good faith efforts made to reach
that specific goal.

Adequate good faith efforts mean that the biddek &l necessary and reasonable steps to achieve
the goal which, by their scope, intensity, and appateness, could reasonably be expected to
obtain sufficient MBE/WBE participation. Adequageod faith efforts also mean that the bidder
actively and aggressively sought MBE/WBE partidpat Mere pro forma efforts are not
considered good faith efforts.
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The Department will consider the quality, quantigd intensity of the different kinds of efforts a
bidder has made. Listed below are examples ofyihes of actions a bidder will take in making
a good faith effort to meet the goals and are mignided to be exclusive or exhaustive, nor is it
intended to be a mandatory checkilist.

It is the bidder’'s
responsibility to make a portion of the work avaitato MBE/WBE subcontractors
and suppliers and to select those portions of ik wr material needs consistent
with the available MBE/WBE subcontractors and sigsp] so as to facilitate
MBE/WBE participation. Evidence of such negotiationcludes the names,
addresses, and telephone numbers of MBES/WBEs wmeak considered,
a description of the information provided regarding plans and specifications for
the work selected for subcontracting; and evidersd® why additional agreements
could not be reached for MBEsS/WBEs to perform tloeky

(2) A bidder using good business judgment wouldsater a number of factors
in negotiating with subcontractors, including MBEB® subcontractors, and
would take a firm’s price and capabilities as wad the advertised goal into
consideration. However, the fact that there magdree additional costs involved
in finding and using MBES/WBEs is not in itself 8aient reason for a bidder’'s
failure to meet the advertised goal, as long ah sosts are reasonable. Also, the
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ability or desire of a prime contractor to perfdime work of a contract with its own
organization does not relieve the bidder of th@aasibility to make good faith
efforts. Bidding contractors are not, howeverumsef to accept higher quotes from
MBESs/WBEs if the price difference is excessive praasonable.

In addition, the Department may take into accohatfollowing:

The Engineer will notify the contractor verballydam writing of non-good faith. A contractor
may appeal a determination of non-good faith magéhb Goal Compliance Committee. If a
contractor wishes to appeal the determination nbgddhe Committee, they shall provide written
notification to the Engineer. The appeal shallvzle within 2 business days of notification of
the determination of non-good faith.

Counting MBE/WBE Participation Toward Meeting the Combined MBE/WBE Goal
(A) Participation

The total dollar value of the participation by arouoitted MBE/WBE will be counted
toward the contract goal requirements. The totllad value of participation by
acommitted MBE/WBE will be based upon the value afrkvactually performed by the
MBE/WBE and the actual payments to MBE/WBE firmstbg Contractor.

(B)  Joint Checks

Prior notification of joint check use shall be reqd when counting
MBE/WBE participation for services or purchased ihaolves the use of a joint check.
Notification shall be through submission of FormUJoint Check Notification Form)
and the use of joint checks shall be in accordamite the Department's Joint Check
Procedures.

(C)  Subcontracts (Non-Trucking)

A MBE/WBE may enter into subcontracts. Work thMdBE subcontracts to another MBE
firm may be counted toward the anticipated MBE ipgration. The same holds for work
that a WBE subcontracts to another WBE firm. Wikt a MBE/WBE subcontracts to a
non-MBE/WBE firm does not count toward the contrgoal requirement. It should be
noted that every effort shall be made by MBE andBAd®ntractors to subcontract to the
same certification (i.e., MBEs to MBEs and WBESNBES), in order to fulfill the MBE
or WBE participation breakdown. This, however, nmay always be possible due to the
limitation of firms in the area. If the MBE or WBitm shows a good faith effort has been
made to reach out to similarly certified firms ahére is no interest or availability, and
they can get assistance from other certified firthe, Engineer will not hold the prime
responsible for meeting the individual MBE or WBEe&kdown. If a MBE or WBE
contractor or subcontractor subcontracts a sigmtly greater portion of the work of the
contract than would be expected on the basis ofdatal industry practices, it shall be
presumed that the MBE or WBE is not performing enowercially useful function.
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Joint Venture

When a MBE or WBE performs as a participant in iatjeenture, the Contractor may
count toward its contract goal requirement a partibthe total value of participation with
the MBE or WBE in the joint venture, that portiointbe total dollar value being a distinct
clearly defined portion of work that the MBE or WB¥Erforms with its forces.

Suppliers

A contractor may count toward its MBE /WBE requimam 60 percent of its expenditures
for materials and supplies required to completecth@ract and obtained from a MBE or
WBE regular dealer and 100 percent of such experedit from a MBE or WBE
manufacturer.

Manufacturers and Regular Dealers

A contractor may count toward its MBE /WBE requirmthe following expenditures to
MBE/WBE firms that are not manufacturers or regulealers:

(1) The fees or commissions charged by a MBE/WBIEA for providing abona fide
service, such as professional, technical, condulteanmanagerial services, or for
providing bonds or insurance specifically requirbwt the performance of
a DOT-assisted contract, provided the fees or casions are determined to be
reasonable and not excessive as compared wittaf@esommissions customarily
allowed for similar services.

(2) With respect to materials or supplies purchdsed a MBE/WBE, which is neither
a manufacturer nor a regular dealer, count thessathount of fees or commissions
charged for assistance in the procurement of thermmaks and supplies, or fees or
transportation charges for the delivery of matsraalsupplies required on a job site
(but not the cost of the materials and supplies®dves), provided the fees are
determined to be reasonable and not excessivenggaced with fees customarily
allowed for similar services.

Commercially Useful Function

(A)

MBE/WBE Utilization

The Contractor may count toward its contract gequirement only expenditures to MBEs
and WBEs that perform a commercially useful functio the work of a contract.
A MBE/WBE performs a commercially useful functionh@n it is responsible for
execution of the work of the contract and is cagyout its responsibilities by actually
performing, managing, and supervising the work imed. To perform a commercially
useful function, the MBE/WBE shall also be respblesiwith respect to materials and
supplies used on the contract, for negotiatingepratetermining quality and quantity,
ordering the material and installing (where apfllex and paying for the material itself.
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To determine whether a MBE/WBE is performing a canerally useful function, the
Department will evaluate the amount of work subraeted, industry practices, whether
the amount the firm is to be paid under the cohtimcommensurate with the work it is
actually performing and the MBE/WBE credit claimid its performance of the work,
and any other relevant factors. If it is determitiest a MBE or WBE is not performing a
Commercially Useful Function, the contractor mayesent evidence to rebut this
presumption to the Department.

MBE/WBE Utilization in Trucking

The following factors will be used to determineafMBE or WBE trucking firm is
performing a commercially useful function:

The MBE/WBE shall be responsible for the mamaget and supervision of the
entire trucking operation for which it is resporeilon a particular contract, and
there shall not be a contrived arrangement fopthipose of meeting the Combined
MBE/WBE goal.

The MBE/WBE shall itself own and operate asteane fully licensed, insured, and
operational truck used on the contract.

The MBE/WBE receives credit for the total vahfethe transportation services it
provides on the contract using trucks it owns, iespyand operates using drivers it
employs.

The MBE may subcontract the work to another MBiEM, including
an owner-operator who is certified as a MBE. Tamea holds true that a WBE
may subcontract the work to another WBE firm, idohg an owner-operator who
is certified as a WBE. When this occurs, the MBEMBE who subcontracts work
receives credit for the total value of the tranggteyn services the subcontracted
MBE or WBE provides on the contract. It shouldrimted that every effort shall
be made by MBE and WBE contractors to subcontceitted same certification (i.e.,
MBEs to MBEs and WBEs to WBESs), in order to fulfihe participation
breakdown. This, however, may not always be ptessibe to the limitation of
firms in the area. If the MBE or WBE firm showg@od faith effort has been made
to reach out to similarly certified transportatiservice providers and there is no
interest or availability, and they can get assistafnom other certified providers,
the Engineer will not hold the prime responsible riteeting the individual MBE
or WBE patrticipation breakdown.

The MBE/WBE may also subcontract the work tma-MBE/WBE firm, including

from an owner-operator. The MBE/WBE who subcorigabhe work to a non-
MBE/WBE is entitled to credit for the total valud transportation services
provided by the non-MBE/WBE subcontractor not toceed the value
of transportation services provided by MBE/WBE-odrteucks on the contract.
Additional participation by non-MBE/WBE subcontraxg receives credit only for
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the fee or commission it receives as a result efstibcontract arrangement. The
value of services performed under subcontract aggats between the MBE/WBE
and the Contractor will not count towards the MBBR/contract requirement.

(6) A MBE/WBE may lease truck(s) from an establgeguipment leasing business
open to the general public. The lease must inglithat the MBE/WBE has
exclusive use of and control over the truck. Thguirement does not preclude the
leased truck from working for others during thertesf the lease with the consent
of the MBE/WBE, so long as the lease gives the MBEBE absolute priority for
use of the leased truck.

MBE/WBE Replacement

When a Contractor has relied on a commitment tdB&Mr WBE subcontractor (or an approved
substitute MBE or WBE subcontractor) to meet allpart of a contract goal requirement, the
contractor shall not terminate the MBE/WBE subcactior for convenience. This includes, but is
not limited to, instances in which the Contracteelss to perform the work of the terminated
subcontractor with another MBE/WBE subcontractonoa-MBE/WBE subcontractor, or with
the Contractor’'s own forces or those of an affiat

The Contractor must give notice in writing both ¢srtified mail and email to the MBE/WBE
subcontractor, with a copy to the Engineer ofntemt to request to terminate and/or substitute,
and the reason for the request. The Contractot giue the MBE/WBE subcontractor five (5)
business days to respond to the Contractor’s Naifcentent to Request Termination and/or
Substitution. If the MBE/WBE subcontractor objettigshe intended termination/substitution, the
MBE/WBE, within five (5) business days must aduilse Contractor and the Department of the
reasons why the action should not be approvedfiVaalay notice period shall begin on the next
business day after written notice is provided ®MBE/WBE subcontractor.

A committed MBE/WBE subcontractor may only be terated after receiving the Department’s
written approval based upon a finding of good cafmethe proposed termination and/or
substitution. For purposes of this section, goageashall include the following circumstances:

(a) The listed MBE/WBE subcontractor fails or refusegxecute a written contract;

(b) The listed MBE/WBE subcontractor fails or refusepérform the work of its subcontract
in a way consistent with normal industry standarBsovided, however, that good cause
does not exist if the failure or refusal of the MBEBE subcontractor to perform its work
on the subcontract results from the bad faith @crininatory action of the prime
contractor;

(c) The listed MBE/WBE subcontractor fails or refuses meet the prime contractor’s
reasonable, nondiscriminatory bond requirements;
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(d) The listed MBE/WBE subcontractor becomes bankragglvent, or exhibits credit

unworthiness;
