The Bidder has carefully examined the location of the proposed work to be known as Contract No. DK00235; has carefully
examined the plans and specifications, which are acknowledged to be part of the proposal, the special provisions, the
proposal, the form of contract, and the forms of contract payment bond and contract performance bond; and thoroughly
understands the stipulations, requirements and provisions. The undersigned bidder agrees to bound upon his execution of
the bid and subsequent award to him by the Department of Transportation in accordance with this proposal to provide the
necessary contract payment bond and contract performance bond within fourteen days after the written notice of award is
received by him.

No questions concerning the project will be answered by any Department personnel at any time,
except at the Mandatory Pre-Bid Conference.

Description

The purpose of this Special Provision is to carry out the North Carolina Department of Transportation’s
policy of ensuring nondiscrimination in the award and administration of contracts financed in whole or in
part with State funds.

Definitions

to meet either the MBE or WBE goal. No submittal of a Letter of Intent is required.

Regular Dealer - A firm that owns, operates, or maintains a store, warehouse, or other establishment in
which the materials or supplies required for the performance of the contract are bought, kept in stock, and
regularly sold to the public in the usual course of business. A regular dealer engages in, as its principal
business and in its own name, the purchase and sale or lease of the products in question. A regular dealer
in such bulk items as steel, cement, gravel, stone, and petroleum products need not keep such products in
stock, if it owns and operates distribution equipment for the products. Brokers and packagers are not
regarded as manufacturers or regular dealers within the meaning of this section.

North Carolina Unified Certification Program (NCUCP) - A program that provides comprehensive
services and information to applicants for MBE/WBE certification.

Listing of MBE/WBE Subcontractors

At the time of bid, bidders shall submit all MBE and WBE participation that they anticipate to use during
the life of the contract. Only those identified to meet the MBE goal and the WBE goal will be considered
committed, even though the listing shall include both committed MBE/WBE subcontractors and additional
MBE/WBE subcontractors. Any additional MBE/WBE subcontractor participation submitted at the time
of bid will be used toward overall race-neutral goals. Only those firms with current MBE and
WBE certification at the time of bid opening will be acceptable for listing in the bidder's submittal of MBE
and WBE participation. The Contractor shall indicate the following required information:

(A) If either the MBE or WBE goal is more than zero,
@ Bidders, at the time the bid proposal is submitted, shall submit a listing of MBE/WBE

participation, including the names and addresses on Listing of MBE and
WBE Subcontractors contained elsewhere in the contract documents in order for the bid to
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be considered responsive. Bidders shall indicate the total dollar value of the MBE and
WABE participation for the contract.

2 If bidders have no MBE or WBE participation, they shall indicate this on the Listing of
MBE and WBE Subcontractors by entering the word “None” or the number “0.” This form
shall be completed in its entirety. Blank forms will not be deemed to represent zero
participation. Bids submitted that do not have MBE and WBE participation indicated on
the appropriate form will not be read publicly during the opening of bids. The Department
will not consider these bids for award and the proposal will be rejected.

3 The bidder shall be responsible for ensuring that the MBE/WBE is certified at the time of
bid by checking the Directory of Transportation Firms. If the firm is not certified at the
time of the bid-letting, that MBE’s or WBE’s participation will not count towards
achieving the corresponding goal.

(B) If either the MBE or WBE goal is zero, entries on the Listing of MBE and WBE Subcontractors are
not required for the zero goal, however any MBE or WBE participation that is achieved during the
project shall be reported in accordance with requirements contained elsewhere in the special
provision.

MBE or WBE Prime Contractor

When a certified MBE or WBE firm bids on a contract that contains MBE and WBE goals, the firm is
responsible for meeting the goals or making good faith efforts to meet the goals, just like any other bidder.
In most cases, a MBE or WBE bidder on a contract will meet one of the goals by virtue of the work it
performs on the contract with its own forces. However, all the work that is performed by the MBE or WBE
bidder and any other similarly certified subcontractors will count toward the goal. The MBE or WBE
bidder shall list itself along with any MBE or WBE subcontractors, if any, in order to receive credit toward
the goals.

For example, on a proposed contract, the WBE goal is 10%, and the MBE goal is 8%. A WBE bidder puts
in a bid where they will perform 40% of the contract work and have a WBE subcontractor which will
perform another 5% of the work. Together the two WBE firms submit on the Listing of MBE and WBE
Subcontractors a value of 45% of the contract which fulfills the WBE goal. The 8% MBE goal shall be
obtained through MBE participation with MBE certified subcontractors or documented through a good faith
effort. It should be noted that you cannot combine the two goals to meet an overall value. The two goals
shall remain separate.

MBE/WBE prime contractors shall also follow Sections A or B listed under Listing of MBE/WBE
Subcontractors just as a non-MBE/WBE bidder would.

Written Documentation — Letter of Intent

The bidder shall submit written documentation for each MBE/WBE that will be used to meet the MBE and
WABE goals of the contract, indicating the bidder’s commitment to use the MBE/WBE in the contract. This
documentation shall be submitted on the Department’s form titled Letter of Intent.

The documentation shall be received in the office of the Engineer no later than 2:00 p.m. of the fifth calendar
day following opening of bids, unless the fifth day falls on Saturday, Sunday or an official state holiday.
In that situation, it is due in the office of the Engineer no later than 10:00 a.m. on the next official state
business day.
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If the bidder fails to submit the Letter of Intent from each committed MBE and WBE to be used toward the
MBE and WBE goals, or if the form is incomplete (i.e. both signatures are not present), the MBE/WBE
participation will not count toward meeting the MBE/WBE goal. If the lack of this participation drops the
commitment below either the MBE or WBE goal, the Contractor shall submit evidence of good faith efforts
for the goal not met, completed in its entirety, to the Engineer no later than 2:00 p.m. of the eighth calendar
day following opening of bids, unless the eighth day falls on Saturday, Sunday or an official state holiday.
In that situation, it is due in the office of the Engineer no later than 10:00 a.m. on the next official state
business day.

Banking MBE/WBE Credit

If the committed MBE/WBE participation submitted by Letter of Intent exceeds the algebraic sum of the
MBE or WBE goal by $1,000 or more, the excess will be placed on deposit by the Department for future
use by the bidder. Separate accounts will be maintained for MBE and WBE participation and these may
accumulate for a period not to exceed 24 months.

When the apparent lowest responsive bidder fails to submit sufficient participation by MBE firms to meet
the contract goal, as part of the good faith effort, the Department will consider allowing the bidder to
withdraw funds to meet the MBE goal as long as there are adequate funds available from the bidder’s MBE
bank account.

When the apparent lowest responsive bidder fails to submit sufficient participation by WBE firms to meet
the contract goal, as part of the good faith effort, the Department will consider allowing the bidder to
withdraw funds to meet the WBE goal as long as there are adequate funds available from the bidder’s WBE
bank account.

Submission of Good Faith Effort

If the bidder fails to meet or exceed either the MBE or the WBE goal, the apparent lowest responsive bidder
shall submit to the Department documentation of adequate good faith efforts made to reach that specific

goal(s).

One complete set and three (3) copies of this information shall be received in the office of the Engineer no
later than 2:00 p.m. of the fifth calendar day following opening of bids, unless the fifth day falls on Saturday,
Sunday or an official state holiday. In that situation, it is due in the office of the Engineer no later than
10:00 a.m. on the next official state business day.

Note: Where the information submitted includes repetitious solicitation letters, it will be acceptable to
submit a representative letter along with a distribution list of the firms that were solicited. Documentation
of MBE/WBE quotations shall be a part of the good faith effort submittal. This documentation may include
written subcontractor quotations, telephone log notations of verbal quotations, or other types of quotation
documentation.

Consideration of Good Faith Effort for Projects with MBE/WBE Goals More Than Zero

Adequate good faith efforts mean that the bidder took all necessary and reasonable steps to achieve the goal
which, by their scope, intensity, and appropriateness, could reasonably be expected to obtain sufficient
MBE/WBE participation. Adequate good faith efforts also mean that the bidder actively and aggressively
sought MBE/WBE participation. Mere pro forma efforts are not considered good faith efforts.
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The Department will consider the quality, quantity, and intensity of the different kinds of efforts a bidder
has made. Listed below are examples of the types of actions a bidder will take in making a good faith effort
to meet the goals and are not intended to be exclusive or exhaustive, nor is it intended to be a mandatory
checklist.

Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. attendance at pre-bid meetings,
advertising, written notices, use of verifiable electronic means through the use of the NCDOT
Directory of Transportation Firms) the interest of all certified MBES/WBEs that are also
prequalified subcontractors. The bidder must solicit this interest within at least 10 days prior to bid
opening to allow the MBES/WBEs to respond to the solicitation. Solicitation shall provide the
opportunity to MBES/WBEs within the Division and surrounding Divisions where the project is
located. The bidder must determine with certainty if the MBES/WBESs are interested by taking
appropriate steps to follow up initial solicitations.

Selecting portions of the work to be performed by MBES/WBEs in order to increase the likelihood
that the MBE and WBE goals will be achieved.

1) Where appropriate, break out contract work items into economically feasible units to
facilitate MBE/WBE participation, even when the prime contractor might otherwise prefer
to perform these work items with its own forces.

2 Negotiate with subcontractors to assume part of the responsibility to meet the contract
MBE/WBE goals when the work to be sublet includes potential for MBE/WBE
participation (2" and 3 tier subcontractors).

Providing interested certified MBES/WBES that are also prequalified subcontractors with adequate
information about the plans, specifications, and requirements of the contract in a timely manner to
assist them in responding to a solicitation.

@ Negotiating in good faith with interested MBEs/WBEs. It is the bidder’s
responsibility to make a portion of the work available to MBE/WBE subcontractors and
suppliers and to select those portions of the work or material needs consistent with the
available MBE/WBE subcontractors and suppliers, so as to facilitate MBE/WBE
participation. Evidence of such negotiation includes the names, addresses, and telephone
numbers of MBES/WBES that were considered; a description of the information provided
regarding the plans and specifications for the work selected for subcontracting; and
evidence as to why additional agreements could not be reached for MBES/WBEs
to perform the work.

2 A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors in negotiating
with subcontractors, including MBE/WBE subcontractors, and would take a firm’s price
and capabilities as well as contract goals into consideration. However, the fact that there
may be some additional costs involved in finding and using MBES/WBEs is not in itself
sufficient reason for a bidder’s failure to meet the contract MBE or WBE goals, as long as
such costs are reasonable. Also, the ability or desire of a prime contractor to perform the
work of a contract with its own organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility
to make good faith efforts. Bidding contractors are not, however, required to accept higher
quotes from MBEs/WBEs if the price difference is excessive or unreasonable.

Not rejecting MBES/WBESs as being unqualified without sound reasons based on a thorough
investigation of their capabilities. The bidder’s standing within its industry, membership in specific

groups, organizations, or associates and political or social affiliations (for example, union vs. non-
union employee status) are not legitimate causes for the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the
bidder’s efforts to meet the project goal.

Making efforts to assist interested MBES/WBES in obtaining bonding, lines of credit, or insurance
as required by the recipient or bidder.

Making efforts to assist interested MBES/WBEs in obtaining necessary equipment, supplies,
materials, or related assistance or services.

Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations;
minority/women contractors’ groups; Federal, State, and local minority/women business assistance
offices; and other organizations as allowed on a case-by-case basis to provide assistance in the
recruitment and placement of MBES/WBEs. Contact within 7 days from the bid opening the
Business Opportunity and Work Force Development Unit at DBE@ncdot.gov to give notification
of the bidder’s inability to get MBE or WBE quotes.

Any other evidence that the bidder submits which shows that the bidder has made reasonable good
faith efforts to meet the MBE and WBE goal.

In addition, the Department may take into account the following:

1) Whether the bidder’s documentation reflects a clear and realistic plan for achieving the
MBE and WBE goals.

2 The bidders’ past performance in meeting the MBE and WBE goals.

3 The performance of other bidders in meeting the MBE and WBE goals. For example, when
the apparent successful bidder fails to meet the goals, but others meet it, you may
reasonably raise the question of whether, with additional reasonable efforts the apparent
successful bidder could have met the goals. If the apparent successful bidder fails to meet
the MBE and WBE goals, but meets or exceeds the average MBE and WBE participation
obtained by other bidders, the Department may view this, in conjunction with other factors,
as evidence of the apparent successful bidder having made a good faith effort.

If the Department does not award the contract to the apparent lowest responsive bidder, the Department
reserves the right to award the contract to the next lowest responsive bidder that can satisfy to the
Department that the MBE and WBE goals can be met or that an adequate good faith effort has been made
to meet the MBE and WBE goals.

Non-Good Faith Appeal

The Engineer will notify the contractor verbally and in writing of non-good faith. A contractor may appeal
a determination of non-good faith made by the Goal Compliance Committee. If a contractor wishes to
appeal the determination made by the Committee, they shall provide written notification to the Engineer.
The appeal shall be made within 2 business days of notification of the determination of non-good faith.

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Counting MBE/WBE Participation Toward Meeting MBE/WBE Goals

Participation

The total dollar value of the participation by a committed MBE/WBE will be counted toward the
contract goal requirements. The total dollar value of participation by a committed MBE/WBE will
be based upon the value of work actually performed by the MBE/WBE and the actual payments to
MBE/WBE firms by the Contractor.

Joint Checks

Prior notification of joint check use shall be required when counting MBE/WBE participation for
services or purchases that involves the use of a joint check. Notification shall be through
submission of Form JC-1 (Joint Check Notification Form) and the use of joint checks shall be in
accordance with the Department's Joint Check Procedures.

Subcontracts (Non-Trucking)

A MBE/WBE may enter into subcontracts. Work that a MBE subcontracts to another MBE firm
may be counted toward the MBE contract goal requirement. The same holds for work that a WBE
subcontracts to another WBE firm. Work that a MBE subcontracts to a non-MBE firm does not
count toward the MBE contract goal requirement. Again, the same holds true for the work that a
WBE subcontracts to a non-WBE firm. If a MBE or WBE contractor or subcontractor subcontracts
a significantly greater portion of the work of the contract than would be expected on the basis of
standard industry practices, it shall be presumed that the MBE or WBE is not performing
a commercially useful function. The MBE/WBE may present evidence to rebut this presumption
to the Department. The Department's decision on the rebuttal of this presumption may be subject
to review by the Office of Inspector General, NCDOT.

Joint Venture

When a MBE or WBE performs as a participant in a joint venture, the Contractor may count toward
its contract goal requirement a portion of the total value of participation with the MBE or WBE in
the joint venture, that portion of the total dollar value being a distinct clearly defined portion of
work that the MBE or WBE performs with its forces.

Suppliers

A contractor may count toward its MBE or WBE requirement 60 percent of its expenditures for
materials and supplies required to complete the contract and obtained from a MBE or WBE regular
dealer and 100 percent of such expenditures from a MBE or WBE manufacturer.

Manufacturers and Regular Dealers

A contractor may count toward its MBE or WBE requirement the following expenditures to
MBE/WBE firms that are not manufacturers or regular dealers:

@ The fees or commissions charged by a MBE/WBE firm for providing a bona fide service,
such as professional, technical, consultant, or managerial services, or for providing bonds
or insurance specifically required for the performance of
a DOT-assisted contract, provided the fees or commissions are determined to be reasonable
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and not excessive as compared with fees and commissions customarily allowed for similar
services.

2 With respect to materials or supplies purchased from a MBE/WBE, which is neither
a manufacturer nor a regular dealer, count the entire amount of fees or commissions
charged for assistance in the procurement of the materials and supplies, or fees or
transportation charges for the delivery of materials or supplies required on a job site (but
not the cost of the materials and supplies themselves), provided the fees are determined to
be reasonable and not excessive as compared with fees customarily allowed for similar
services.

Commercially Useful Function

MBE/WBE Utilization

The Contractor may count toward its contract goal requirement only expenditures to MBEs and
WBEs that perform a commercially useful function in the work of a contract.
A MBE/WBE performs a commercially useful function when it is responsible for execution of the
work of the contract and is carrying out its responsibilities by actually performing, managing, and
supervising the work involved. To perform a commercially useful function, the MBE/WBE shall
also be responsible with respect to materials and supplies used on the contract, for negotiating price,
determining quality and quantity, ordering the material and installing (where applicable) and paying
for the material itself. To determine whether a MBE/WBE is performing a commercially useful
function, the Department will evaluate the amount of work subcontracted, industry practices,
whether the amount the firm is to be paid under the contract is commensurate with the work it is
actually performing and the MBE/WBE credit claimed for its performance of the work, and any
other relevant factors.

MBE/WBE Utilization in Trucking

The following factors will be used to determine if a MBE or WBE trucking firm is performing
a commercially useful function:

@ The MBE/WBE shall be responsible for the management and supervision of the entire
trucking operation for which it is responsible on a particular contract, and there shall not
be a contrived arrangement for the purpose of meeting the MBE or WBE goal.

2 The MBE/WBE shall itself own and operate at least one fully licensed, insured, and
operational truck used on the contract.

3 The MBE/WBE receives credit for the total value of the transportation services it provides
on the contract using trucks it owns, insures, and operates using drivers it employs.

(@) The MBE may subcontract the work to another MBE firm, including
an owner-operator who is certified as a MBE. The same holds true that a WBE may
subcontract the work to another WBE firm, including an owner-operator who is certified
as a WBE. When this occurs, the MBE or WBE who subcontracts work receives credit for
the total value of the transportation services the subcontracted MBE or WBE provides on
the contract. It should be noted that every effort shall be made by MBE and WBE
contractors to subcontract to the same certification (i.e., MBEs to MBEs and WBEs to
WBES), in order to fulfill the goal requirement. This, however, may not always be possible
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due to the limitation of firms in the area. If the MBE or WBE firm shows a good faith
effort has been made to reach out to similarly certified transportation service providers and
there is no interest or availability, and they can get assistance from other certified providers,
the Engineer will not hold the prime liable for meeting the goal.

%) The MBE/WBE may also subcontract the work to a non-MBE/WBE firm, including from
an owner-operator. The MBE/WBE who subcontracts the work to a non-MBE/WBE is
entitled to credit for the total value of transportation services provided by the non-
MBE/WBE subcontractor not to exceed the value of transportation services provided by
MBE/WBE-owned trucks on the contract. Additional participation by non-MBE/WBE
subcontractors receives credit only for the fee or commission it receives as a result of the
subcontract arrangement. The value of services performed under subcontract agreements
between the MBE/WBE and the Contractor will not count towards the MBE/WBE contract
requirement.

(6) A MBE/WBE may lease truck(s) from an established equipment leasing business open to
the general public. The lease must indicate that the MBE/WBE has exclusive use of and
control over the truck. This requirement does not preclude the leased truck from working
for others during the term of the lease with the consent of the MBE/WBE, so long as the
lease gives the MBE/WBE absolute priority for use of the leased truck. This type of lease
may count toward the MBE/WBE’s credit as long as the driver is under the MBE/WBE’s
payroll.

@) Subcontracted/leased trucks shall display clearly on the dashboard the name of the
MBE/WBE that they are subcontracted/leased to and their own company name if it is not
identified on the truck itself. Magnetic door signs are not permitted.

MBE/WBE Replacement

When a Contractor has relied on a commitment to a MBE or WBE firm (or an approved substitute MBE or
WBE firm) to meet all or part of a contract goal requirement, the contractor shall not terminate the
MBE/WBE for convenience. This includes, but is not limited to, instances in which the Contractor seeks
to perform the work of the terminated subcontractor with another MBE/WBE subcontractor, a hon-
MBE/WBE subcontractor, or with the Contractor’s own forces or those of an affiliate. A MBE/WBE may
only be terminated after receiving the Engineer’s written approval based upon a finding of good cause for
the termination. The prime contractor must give the MBE/WBE firm five (5) calendar days to respond to
the prime contractor’s notice of termination and advise the prime contractor and the Department of the
reasons, if any, why the firm objects to the proposed termination of its subcontract and why the Department
should not approve the action.

All requests for replacement of a committed MBE/WBE firm shall be submitted to the Engineer for
approval on Form RF-1 (Replacement Request). If the Contractor fails to follow this procedure, the
Contractor may be disqualified from further bidding for a period of up to 6 months.
The Contractor shall comply with the following for replacement of a committed MBE/WBE:
(A) Performance Related Replacement

When a committed MBE is terminated for good cause as stated above, an additional MBE that was

submitted at the time of bid may be used to fulfill the MBE commitment. The same holds true if a
committed WBE is terminated for good cause, an additional WBE that was submitted at the time
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of bid may be used to fulfill the WBE goal. A good faith effort will only be required for removing
a committed MBE/WBE if there were no additional MBES/WBEs submitted at the time of bid to
cover the same amount of work as the MBE/WBE that was terminated.

If a replacement MBE/WBE is not found that can perform at least the same amount of work as the
terminated MBE/WBE, the Contractor shall submit a good faith effort documenting the steps taken.
Such documentation shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

Decertification Replacement

When a committed MBE/WBE is decertified by the Department after the
SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) has been received by the Department, the Department
will not require the Contractor to solicit replacement MBE/WBE participation equal to the
remaining work to be performed by the decertified firm. The participation equal to the
remaining work performed by the decertified firm will count toward the contract goal
requirement.

When a committed MBE/WBE is decertified prior to the Department receiving the
SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) for the named MBE/WBE firm, the Contractor shall
take all necessary and reasonable steps to replace the MBE/WBE subcontractor with
another similarly certified MBE/WBE subcontractor to perform at least the same amount
of work to meet the MBE/WBE goal requirement. If a MBE/WBE firm is not found to do
the same amount of work, a good faith effort must be submitted to NCDOT (see A herein
for required documentation).

Changes in the Work

When the Engineer makes changes that result in the reduction or elimination of work to be performed by a
committed MBE/WBE, the Contractor will not be required to seek additional participation. When the
Engineer makes changes that result in additional work to be performed by a MBE/WBE based upon the
Contractor’s commitment, the MBE/WBE shall participate in additional work to the same extent as the
MBE/WBE participated in the original contract work.
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When the Engineer makes changes that result in extra work, which has more than a minimal impact on the
contract amount, the Contractor shall seek additional participation by MBES/WBEs unless otherwise
approved by the Engineer.

When the Engineer makes changes that result in an alteration of plans or details of construction, and a
portion or all of the work had been expected to be performed by a committed MBE/WBE, the Contractor
shall seek participation by MBEs/WBESs unless otherwise approved by the Engineer.

When the Contractor requests changes in the work that result in the reduction or elimination of work that
the Contractor committed to be performed by a MBE/WBE, the Contractor shall seek additional
participation by MBEs/WBEs equal to the reduced MBE/WBE participation caused by the changes.

Reports and Documentation

A SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) shall be submitted for all work which is to be performed by a
MBE/WBE subcontractor. The Department reserves the right to require copies of actual subcontract
agreements involving MBE/WBE subcontractors.

When using transportation services to meet the contract commitment, the Contractor shall submit a
proposed trucking plan in addition to the SAF. The plan shall be submitted prior to beginning construction
on the project. The plan shall include the names of all trucking firms proposed for use, their certification
type(s), the number of trucks owned by the firm, as well as the individual truck identification numbers, and
the line item(s) being performed.

Within 30 calendar days of entering into an agreement with a MBE/WBE for materials, supplies or services,
not otherwise documented by the SAF as specified above, the Contractor shall furnish the Engineer a copy
of the agreement. The documentation shall also indicate the percentage (60% or 100%) of expenditures
claimed for MBE/WBE credit.

Reporting Minority and Women Business Enterprise Participation

The Contractor shall provide the Engineer with an accounting of payments made to all MBE and
WBE firms, including material suppliers and contractors at all levels (prime, subcontractor, or second tier
subcontractor). This accounting shall be furnished to the Engineer for any given month by the end of the
following month. Failure to submit this information accordingly may result in the following action:

(A) Withholding of money due in the next partial pay estimate; or

(B) Removal of an approved contractor from the prequalified bidders’ list or the removal of other
entities from the approved subcontractors list.

While each contractor (prime, subcontractor, 2nd tier subcontractor) is responsible for accurate accounting
of payments to MBEs/WBEs, it shall be the prime contractor’s responsibility to report all monthly and final
payment information in the correct reporting manner.

Failure on the part of the Contractor to submit the required information in the time frame specified may
result in the disqualification of that contractor and any affiliate companies from further bidding until the
required information is submitted.
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Failure on the part of any subcontractor to submit the required information in the time frame specified may
result in the disqualification of that contractor and any affiliate companies from being approved for further
work on future projects until the required information is submitted.

Contractors reporting transportation services provided by non-MBE/WBE lessees shall evaluate the value
of services provided during the month of the reporting period only.

At any time, the Engineer can request written verification of subcontractor payments.
The Contractor shall report the accounting of payments through the Department’s DBE Payment Tracking
System.

Failure to Meet Contract Requirements

Failure to meet contract requirements in accordance with Subarticle 102-15(J) of the
2012 Standard Specifications may be cause to disqualify the Contractor.

Revise the 2012 Standard Specifications as follows:
Page 1-49, Subarticle 106-1(B) Domestic Steel, lines 2-7, replace the first paragraph with the following:

All steel and iron products that are permanently incorporated into this project shall be produced in the
United States except minimal amounts of foreign steel and iron products may be used provided the
combined material cost of the items involved does not exceed 0.1% of the total amount bid for the entire
project or $2,500, whichever is greater. If invoices showing the cost of the material are not provided, the
amount of the bid item involving the foreign material will be used for calculations. This minimal amount
of foreign produced steel and iron products permitted for use is not applicable to high strength fasteners.
Domestically produced high strength fasteners are required.

OUTSOURCING OUTSIDE THE USA:
(9-21-04) (Rev. 5-16-06) SP1 G150

All work on consultant contracts, services contracts, and construction contracts shall be performed in the
United States of America. No work shall be outsourced outside of the United States of America.

Outsourcing for the purpose of this provision is defined as the practice of subcontracting labor, work,
services, staffing, or personnel to entities located outside of the United States.

The North Carolina Secretary of Transportation shall approve exceptions to this provision in writing.

IRAN DIVESTMENT ACT:

As an ongoing obligation, the Contractor must notify the Department immediately if, at any time during the
contract term, it is added to the List. Consistent with § 147-86.59, the Contractor shall not contract with
any person to perform a part of the work if, at the time the subcontract is signed, that person is on the then-
current List.

During the term of the Contract, should the Department receive information that a person is in violation of
the Act as stated above, the Department will offer the person an opportunity to respond and the Department
will take action as appropriate and provided for by law, rule, or contract.

By Executive Order 24, issued by Governor Perdue, and N.C.G.S.§ 133-32, it is unlawful for any vendor

This prohibition covers those vendors and contractors who:

(A) Have a contract with a governmental agency; or
(B) Have performed under such a contract within the past year; or
© Anticipate bidding on such a contract in the future.

For additional information regarding the specific requirements and exemptions, vendors and contractors
are encouraged to review Executive Order 24 and N.C.G.S. § 133-32.

Executive Order 24 also encouraged and invited other State Agencies to implement the requirements and
prohibitions of the Executive Order to their agencies. Vendors and contractors should contact other State
Agencies to determine if those agencies have adopted Executive Order 24.

Comply with the requirements herein
regardless of whether or not a National Pollution discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit
for the work is required.

Establish a chain of responsibility for operations and subcontractors’ operations to ensure that the
Erosion and Sediment Control/Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan is implemented and
maintained over the life of the contract.

These practices shall include temporary and permanent groundcover and be
properly updated to reflect necessary plan and field changes for use and
review by Department personnel as well as regulatory agencies.

Requirements set forth under the NPDES Permit - The Department's NPDES

The permit references NCG010000,
General Permit to Discharge Stormwater under the NPDES, and states that the
Department shall incorporate the applicable requirements into its delegated Erosion
and Sediment Control Program for construction activities disturbing one or more
acres of land.

Preconstruction Meeting

Furnish the names of the Certified Erosion and Sediment Control/Stormwater Supervisor,
Certified Foremen, Certified Installers and Certified Designer and notify the Engineer of changes
in certified personnel over the life of the contract within 2 days of change.

Ethical Responsibility

Any company performing work for the North Carolina Department of Transportation has the
ethical responsibility to fully disclose any reprimand or dismissal of an employee resulting from
improper testing or falsification of records.
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Revocation or Suspension of Certification

Upon recommendation of the Chief Engineer to the certification entity, certification for
Supervisor, Certified Foremen, Certified Installers and Certified Designer may be revoked or
suspended with the issuance of an Immediate Corrective Action (ICA), Notice of Violation (NOV),
or Cease and Desist Order for erosion and sediment control/stormwater related issues.

The Chief Engineer may recommend suspension or permanent revocation of certification due to
the following:

(A)  Failure to adequately perform the duties as defined within this certification provision.

(B)  Issuance of an ICA, NOV, or Cease and Desist Order.

(C)  Failure to fully perform environmental commitments as detailed within the permit
conditions and specifications.

(D)  Demonstration of erroneous documentation or reporting techniques.

(E)  Cheating or copying another candidate’s work on an examination.

(F) Intentional falsification of records.

(G) Directing a subordinate under direct or indirect supervision to perform any of the above

actions.
(H)  Dismissal from a company for any of the above reasons.
()] Suspension or revocation of one’s certification by another entity.

Suspension or revocation of a certification will be sent by certified mail to the certificant and the
Corporate Head of the company that employs the certificant.

A certificant has the right to appeal any adverse action which results in suspension or permanent
revocation of certification by responding, in writing, to the Chief Engineer within 10 calendar days
after receiving notice of the proposed adverse action.

Failure to appeal within 10 calendar days will result in the proposed adverse action becoming
effective on the date specified on the certified notice.

The Chief Engineer will hear the appeal and make a decision within 7 days of hearing the appeal.

If a certification is temporarily suspended, the certificant shall pass any applicable written
examination and any proficiency examination, at the conclusion of the specified suspension period,
prior to having the certification reinstated.

Certified Erosion and Sediment Control/Stormwater Supervisor, Certified Foremen, Certified
Installers and Certified Designer will be incidental to the project for which no direct compensation
will be made.

PROCEDURE FOR MONITORING BORROW PIT DISCHARGE:
(2-20-07) (Rev. 3-19-13) 105-16, 230, 801 SP1 G181

Water discharge from borrow pit sites shall not cause surface waters to exceed 50 NTUs
(nephelometric turbidity unit) in streams not designated as trout waters and 10 NTUs in streams,
lakes or reservoirs designated as trout waters. For lakes and reservoirs not designated as trout
waters, the turbidity shall not exceed 25 NTUs. If the turbidity exceeds these levels due to natural
background conditions, the existing turbidity level shall not be increased.

If during any operating day, the downstream water quality exceeds the standard, the Contractor
shall do all of the following:

(A)  Either cease discharge or modify the discharge volume or turbidity levels to bring the
downstream turbidity levels into compliance, or

(B)  Evaluate the upstream conditions to determine if the exceedance of the standard is due to
natural background conditions. If the background turbidity measurements exceed the
standard, operation of the pit and discharge can continue as long as the stream turbidity
levels are not increased due to the discharge.

(C)  Measure and record the turbidity test results (time, date and sampler) at all defined
sampling locations 30 minutes after startup and at a minimum, one additional sampling of
all sampling locations during that 24-hour period in which the borrow pit is discharging.

(D)  Notify DWQ within 24 hours of any stream turbidity standard exceedances that are not
brought into compliance.

During the Environmental Assessment required by Article 230-4 of the 2012 Standard
Specifications, the Contractor shall define the point at which the discharge enters into the State’s
surface waters and the appropriate sampling locations. Sampling locations shall include points
upstream and downstream from the point at which the discharge enters these waters. Upstream
sampling location shall be located so that it is not influenced by backwater conditions and
represents natural background conditions. Downstream sampling location shall be located at the
point where complete mixing of the discharge and receiving water has occurred.

The discharge shall be closely monitored when water from the dewatering activities is introduced
into jurisdictional wetlands. Any time visible sedimentation (deposition of sediment) on the
wetland surface is observed, the dewatering activity will be suspended until turbidity levels in the
stilling basin can be reduced to a level where sediment deposition does not occur. Staining of
wetland surfaces from suspended clay particles, occurring after evaporation or infiltration, does
not constitute sedimentation. No activities shall occur in wetlands that adversely affect the
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functioning of a wetland. Visible sedimentation will be considered an indication of possible
adverse impacts on wetland use.

The Engineer will perform independent turbidity tests on a random basis. These results will be
maintained in a log within the project records. Records will include, at a minimum, turbidity test
results, time, date and name of sampler. Should the Department’s test results exceed those of the
Contractor’s test results, an immediate test shall be performed jointly with the results superseding
the previous test results of both the Department and the Contractor.

The Contractor shall use the NCDOT Turbidity Reduction Options for Borrow Pits Matrix,
available at http://www.ncdot.gov/doh/operations/dp_chief_eng/roadside/fieldops/downloads/
Files/TurbidityReductionOptionSheet.pdf to plan, design, construct, and maintain BMPs to
address water quality standards. Tier I Methods include stilling basins which are standard
compensatory BMPs. Other Tier | methods are noncompensatory and shall be used when needed
to meet the stream turbidity standards. Tier Il Methods are also noncompensatory and are options
that may be needed for protection of rare or unique resources or where special environmental
conditions exist at the site which have led to additional requirements being placed in the DWQ’s
401 Certifications and approval letters, Isolated Wetland Permits, Riparian Buffer Authorization
or a DOT Reclamation Plan’s Environmental Assessment for the specific site. Should the
Contractor exhaust all Tier | Methods on a site exclusive of rare or unique resources or special
environmental conditions, Tier 11 Methods may be required by regulators on a case by case basis
per supplemental agreement.

The Contractor may use cation exchange capacity (CEC) values from proposed site borings to plan
and develop the bid for the project. CEC values exceeding 15 milliequivalents per 100 grams of
soil may indicate a high potential for turbidity and should be avoided when dewatering into surface
water is proposed.

No additional compensation for monitoring borrow pit discharge will be paid.

ENVIRONMENTAL STEWARDSHIP AND PERFORMANCE OF EROSION CONTROL.:

The Contractor shall perform all aspects of his / her work related to the project in a manner that is
considerate of the environment and is representative of the Department’s commitment to
environmental stewardship. The Contractor shall take initiative to adhere to the erosion control
plans and all provisions stated in the related permits. The Contractor shall provide additional
measures above and beyond the plans and provisions when required to protect the environment.
The Contractor shall also comply with all other general requirements of the regulatory agencies.
These include but are not limited to the US Army Corps of Engineers, NC Wildlife Resources
Commission (comments included in the Corps permit), NC Department of Environment and
Natural Resources — Land Quality Section, NC Department of Environment and Natural Resources
— Water Quality Section, etc. It is the responsibility of the Contractor to be familiar and to comply
with the contract permit provisions, erosion control plan, general requirements of the agencies,
and all laws pertaining to land disturbing activities.

Erosion Control Devices shall be installed and maintained in a timely manner throughout the life
of the project. Such devices shall be constructed and maintained by the end of each workday.

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Modifications to the Erosion Control Plan shall be approved by the Engineer or his representative.
Prior to grubbing and / or grade-work, erosion control devices shall be installed to prevent any loss
of sedimentation into streams or outside the perimeter of the project. Inlet and outlet protection for
pipes shall be constructed as part of the pipe installation in a continuous manner. Erosion control
devices should not be placed in the stream itself.

In the event the Contractor does not comply with the erosion control plan and environmental
conditions of the contract, liquidated damages of $1,000.00 per day shall be imposed until the
corrective action is taken in order to meet the requirements. These damages shall pertain to any
permit condition and erosion control measure that is not installed and maintained in accordance
with the erosion control plan, permit conditions, project special provisions, Standard
Specifications, and directions provided by the Engineer or his/her representative. Disregard for
the environment by the Contractor shall also subject the Contractor to such damages.

In the event that a Notice of Violation is issued for the project by NCDENR, the Contractor shall
be assessed a single amount of $5,000.00. If additional Violations are issued on the same project,
liguidated damages of $10,000.00 per occurrence will be imposed on the Contractor.
Subsequent to the issuance of a NOV, the Contractor shall work in a continuous manner to comply
with the required corrective action by the deadline given by the issuing agency. If the corrective
actions are not completed by the required date of compliance, the Department shall impose
additional liquidated damages of $1,000.00 per day. All damages stated above shall also apply
to the issuance of an Immediate Corrective Action (ICA) by the Department.

All liquidated damages described above shall be deducted from monies due to the Contractor. The
Contractor shall also comply with Article 107-12 and Division 16 of the Standard Specifications.

ENVIRONMENTAL NOTES TO CONTRACTOR:

1. Environmental stewardship and timely performance of erosion control shall be expected of
the Contractor on this project.

2. The Contractor may be subject to fines imposed by the Department for violations and / or
non-compliance related to environmental permits and erosion control issues (see special
provisions).

3. Pipe installation shall include immediate protection of the inlet and outlet with appropriate

erosion control measures as part of the pipe installation process by the end of each day.

Installation of all pipe(s) shall be completed in a continuous manner.

Vegetation shall not be disturbed beyond the limits of construction without approval by the

Engineer.

6. Any ground disturbance beyond areas protected by installed erosion control devices shall
be protected immediately — no exceptions. This may require hand seeding and mulching
in some cases.

7. Temporary erosion control measures to protect areas of work shall be installed by end of
each day, regardless the construction stage of a particular operation.

8. Erosion control measures installed after the fact is not acceptable practice.

9. Ditches that are not to final grade shall have the necessary temporary erosion control
measures installed by the end of the day, including any basins and rock checks.

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10. Filter stone and Class B Rip Rap for erosion control shall be installed at any location where
runoff leaves the project. Class B Rip Rap only is not acceptable.

11. Blasting shall be controlled with appropriate measures to prevent fly rock and loss of
material into rivers and streams and outside the limits of construction. Blasting mats will
be required. Blasting shall not take place without the presence of an Inspector. The
Contractor shall provide a 24-hour notice prior to blasting in a particular area. The
Contractor shall be responsible for any and all damages that may occur from blasting,
including any fines. The Contractor shall consider and implement when feasible alternative
methods to blasting around environmentally sensitive areas.

12. No disturbed area shall be left unprotected from sediment runoff by the end of each day.

13. Grubbing shall not take place in an area until immediately before grading operations are to
commence in that particular area.

14. The Contractor is responsible for being familiar with the conditions of the environmental
permits.

15. The Contractor must comply with all provisions of the contract, standard specifications and
drawings, and best management practices for bridge demolition and erosion control.

16. The presence of the Engineer or Inspector shall in no way lessen the Contractor’s
responsibility for compliance with the permits, conformity with erosion control, and
protection of the environment. Should the Engineer or Inspector fail to point out work that
is not in compliance for any reason, it shall in no way prevent later rejection or correction
to the unsatisfactory materials or work when discovered.

Purchasing materials for subcontractors is not included in the percentage of work required to be performed
by the Contractor.

DEFAULT OF CONTRACT:

The Department of Transportation shall have the right to declare a default of contract for breach
by the Contractor of any material term or condition of the contract. Default of contract shall be in
accordance with the terms, conditions, and procedures of Article 108-9 of the 2012 Standard
Specifications.

PARTIAL PAYMENT:

The Contractor may submit a request for payment at the end of each work request. Compensation
for all pay items shall be in accordance with the Standard Specifications. One hundred percent
(100%) payment shall be made after successful completion of the work as verified by the final
inspection.

Requests for payment can be made on the form furnished to the Contractor by the Department of
Transportation. The form shall be completely and legibly filled out with all appropriate
information supplied and shall be signed by an authorized representative of the Contractor.

Minority Business Enterprise (MBE), Women’s Business Enterprise (WBE) and/or Disadvantage
Business Enterprise (DBE) participation shall be listed on the appropriate form (DBE-IS) and shall
accompany all requests for payment. If there is no participation the word “None” or the figure
“0” shall be entered. Requests for payment will not be processed without the submission of the
DBE-IS form. One hundred percent (100%) payment shall be made after successful completion of
the work as verified by the final inspection.

RETAINAGE AND PROMPT PAYMENT:

Prompt Payment of Monies Due Subcontractors, Second Tier Subcontractors and Material
Suppliers and Release of Retainage
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Contractors at all levels; prime, subcontractor, or second tier contractor, shall within seven
calendar days of receipt of monies, resulting from work performed on the project or services
rendered, pay subcontractors, second tier subcontractors, or material suppliers, as appropriate.
This seven-day period begins upon knowledgeable receipt by the contracting firm obligated to
make a subsequent periodic or final payment. These prompt payment requirements will be met if
each firm mails the payment to the next level firm by evidence of postmark within the seven-day
period.

This provision for prompt payment shall be incorporated into each subcontract or second tier
subcontract issued for work performed on the project or for services provided.

The Contractor may withhold up to 3% retainage if any subcontractor does not obtain a payment
and performance bond for their portion of the work. If any retainage is held on subcontractors, all
retainage shall be released within seven calendar days of satisfactory completion of all work. For
the purpose of release of retainage, satisfactory completion is defined as completion of all physical
elements and corresponding documentation as defined in the contract, as well as agreement
between the parties as to the final quantities for all work performed in the subcontract. The
Department will provide internal controls to expedite the determination and processing of the final
quantities for the satisfactorily completed subcontract portions of the project.

Failure of any entity to make prompt payment as defined herein may result in (1) withholding of
money due to that entity in the next partial payment until such assurances are made satisfactory to
this provision; or (2) removal of an approved contractor from the prequalified bidders list or the
removal of other entities from the approved subcontractors list.

MANDATORY SUBCONTRACTOR INFORMATION:

The Contractor is to provide a list of all proposed subcontractors he or she plans to use on this
project. This list shall include all subcontractors that will be used, not only MBE, WBE or DBE
firms. Only pre-approved subcontractors that are registered with the NCDOT may be used. A
listing of all contractors (prime or subcontractor) may be found at the following website:

If the proposed subcontractor cannot fulfill their obligation and a substitute must be used, then an
appropriate form for the replacement subcontractor must delivered to the administrating officer
before the new subcontractor is used.

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In accordance with 107-1 of the Standard Specifications, The Contractor shall keep himself fully
informed of all Federal and State laws, all local laws, ordinances, and regulations, and all orders
and decreed of bodies or tribunals having any jurisdiction or authority which may in any manner
affect those engaged or employed in the work, or which in any way affect the conduct of the work.
He shall at all times observe and comply with all such laws, ordinances, regulations, orders, and
decrees; and shall indemnify and hold harmless the Board of Transportation and the Department
of Transportation and their agents and employees from any claim or liability arising from or based
on the violation of any such law, ordinance, regulations, order, or decree, by the Contractor or by
his agents and employees.

Responsibility For Damage Claims

In accordance with 107-14 of the Standard Specifications, The Contractor shall indemnify and
save harmless the Board of Transportation and its members and the Department of Transportation
and its officers, agents, and employees from all suits, actions, or claims of any character brought
for any injury or damages received or sustained by any person, persons, or property by reason of
any act of the Contractor, Subcontractor, its agents or employees, in the performance of the
contract.

Safety and Accident Protection

In accordance with 107-21 of the Standard Specifications, The Contractor shall comply with all
applicable Federal, State, and local laws, ordinances, and regulations governing safety, health, and
sanitation, and shall provide all safeguards, safety devices, and protective equipment, and shall
take any other needed actions, on his own responsibility that are reasonably necessary to protect
the life and health of employees on the job and the safety of the public, and to protect property in
connection with the performance of the work covered by the contract.

All Contractors' personnel, all subcontractors and their personnel, and any material suppliers and
their personnel shall wear a reflective vest or outer garment conforming to the requirements of
MUTCD at all times while on the project.

BANKRUPTCY:

The Department of Transportation, at its option, may terminate the contract upon the filing by the
contractor of any petition for protection under the provisions of the Federal Bankruptcy Act.

EXTENSION OF CONTRACT TIME:

Failure on the part of the Contractor to furnish bonds or certifications or to satisfy preliminary
requirements necessary to issue the purchase order will not constitute grounds for extension of the
contract time. If the Contractor has fulfilled all preliminary requirements for the issuance of a
purchase order, and the purchase order authorization is not available by the date of availability, the
Contractor shall be granted an extension equal to the number of calendar days the purchase order
authorization is delayed after the date of availability.
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CLAIMS FOR ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION OR EXTENSION OF TIME:

Any claims for additional compensation and/or extensions of the completion date shall be
submitted to the Division Engineer with detailed justification within thirty (30) days after receipt
of the final invoice payment. The failure of the Contractor to submit the claim(s) within thirty
days shall be a bar to recovery.

CONTRACTOR CLAIM SUBMITTAL FORM:

If the Contractor elects to file a written claim or requests an extension of contract time, it shall be
submitted on the Contractor Claim Submittal Form (CCSF) available through the Construction
Unit or https://connect.ncdot.gov/projects/construction/Pages/Construction-Resources.aspx.

PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS:

The Contractor will be required to prosecute the work in a continuous and uninterrupted manner
from the time he begins the work until completion and final acceptance of the project. The
contractor will not be permitted to suspend his operations except for reasons beyond his control
except where the Engineer has authorized a suspension of the contractor's operations in writing.

The Contractor shall pursue the work diligently with workmen in sufficient numbers, abilities, and
supervision, and with equipment, materials, and methods of construction as may be required to
complete the work described in the contract by the completion date and in accordance with Section
108 of the Standard Specifications.

In the event that the Contractor’s operations are suspended in violation of the above provisions, the
sum of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) will be charged the Contractor for each and every
calendar day that such suspension takes place. The said amount is hereby agreed upon as
liguidated damages due to extra engineering and maintenance costs and due to increased public
hazard resulting from a suspension of the work. Liquidated damages chargeable due to suspension
of the work will be additional to any liquidated damages that may become chargeable due to failure
to complete the work on time.

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TEMPORARY SUSPENSION OF WORK:

In accordance with Article 108-7 of the 2012 Standard Specifications, the Engineer will have the
authority to suspend the work wholly or in part, any written order for such periods as he may deem
necessary for any of the following reasons.

1. Conditions considered unfavorable for the suitable prosecution of the work, or

2. The Contractor’s failure for correct conditions unsafe for workmen or the general public, or
3. The Contractor has not carried out orders given to him by the Engineer, or

4. The Contractor’s failure to perform any provisions of the contract.

No extension of the completion date will be allowed for the above suspensions except as may be
provided for in Article 108-10.

AUTHORITY OF THE ENGINEER:

The Engineer for this project shall be the Division Engineer, Division 11, Division of Highways,
North Carolina Department of Transportation, acting directly or through his duly authorized
representatives.

The Engineer will decide all questions which may arise as to the quality and acceptability of work
performed and as to the rate of progress of the work; all questions which may arise as to the
interpretation of the contract; and all questions as to the acceptable fulfillment of the contract on
the part of the Contractor. His decision shall be final, and he shall have executive authority to
enforce and make effective such decisions and orders as the Contractor fails to carry out promptly.

APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL:

The State shall have the right to approve or reject the project engineer and other supervisory
personnel, assigned to a project.

The Engineers or any subcontractor for the Engineers which are employed to provide engineering
services for this project shall not engage the services of any person or persons, now in the
employment of the State during the time of this Agreement, without written consent of the State.

In the event of engagement, the Engineers or their subcontractors shall restrict such person or
persons from working on any of the Engineers’ contracted projects in which the person or persons
were formerly involved while employed by the State. This restriction period shall be for the
duration of the contracted project with which the person or persons was involved. “Involvement”
shall be defined as active participation in any of the following activities:

e Drafting the contract;
e Defining the scope of the contract;
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e Selection of the Engineers’ firm for services;
e Negotiation of the cost of the contract (including calculating man-hours or fees); and
e Administration of the contract.

An exception to these terms may be granted when recommended by the Secretary and approved
by the Board of Transportation. Failure to comply with the terms stated above in this section shall
be grounds for termination of this contract.

SUPERVISION BY CONTRACTOR:

At all times during the life of the project the Contractor shall provide one permanent employee
who shall have the authority and capability for overall responsibility of the project and who shall
be personally available at the work site within 24 hours notice. Such employee shall be fully
authorized to conduct all business with the subcontractors, to negotiate and execute all
supplemental agreements, and to execute the orders or directions of the Engineer.

At all times that work is actually being performed, the Contractor shall have present on the project
one competent individual who is authorized to act in a supervisory capacity over all work on the
project, including work subcontracted. The individual who has been so authorized shall be
experienced in the type of work being performed and shall be fully capable of managing, directing,
and coordinating the work; of reading and thoroughly understanding the contract; and receiving
and carrying out directions from the Engineer or his authorized representatives. He shall be an
employee of the Contractor unless otherwise approved by the Engineer.

The Contractor may, at his option, designate one employee to meet the requirements of both
positions. However, whenever the designated employee is absent from the work site, an authorized
individual qualified to act in a supervisory capacity on the project shall be present.

CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL.:

The Department will not be responsible in any way to the Contractor's personnel for damages,
destruction or loss, from any cause, to the Contractor's equipment, supplies, materials or tools or
the personal property of the Contractor's personnel. The Contractor will be responsible for all
repairs, regardless of cost, resulting from the negligence of the Contractor or Contractor's
employees. The Department will not participate in the cost of such repairs.

Clean the surface to be treated of dust, dirt, clay, grass, and any other deleterious matter before
application of the asphalt surface treatment.

The acceptance of asphalt materials will be in accordance with Article 1020-1 of the
2012 Standard Specifications.

660-6 APPLICATION EQUIPMENT

Use asphalt application equipment that meets Article 600-5 of the 2012 Standard Specifications.
Apply aggregate by the use of a self-propelled, pneumatic-tire aggregate spreader capable of
maintaining a specified rate with a uniform application for the width of asphalt material being
covered. Tailgate spreaders will not be permitted. Areas that are inaccessible to the aggregate

spreader shall be covered by hand spreading or other acceptable methods.

Asphalt Seal Coat

Use the type of seal coat as required by the contract. Seal coat aggregates shall be
drained of free moisture and dust free before use. Place the seal coat in full-lane widths.

Adjust the aggregate rates to provide a sufficient quantity of cover material to be spread
over the surface of the seal coat preventing traffic damage, where it is necessary to permit
traffic on sections of a completed seal coat.

Perform rolling of each layer immediately after the aggregate has been uniformly spread.
Rolling will consist of at least 3 complete coverages with one pneumatic-tire roller
followed by at least one complete coverage with a 5 to 8 ton steel-wheel roller. All roller
coverages shall be completed within 5 minutes of the asphalt emulsion being placed.

Do not allow crushing of the aggregate or picking up of the material by the rollers.

The use of a combination steel-wheel and pneumatic-tire roller will be permitted instead
of the 5 to 8 ton steel-wheel roller.

After the aggregate is thoroughly seated, broom all excess aggregate off of the surface of
the seal coat after 3 days but no more than 7 calendar days. If necessary, use a vacuum
truck as directed by the Engineer. Traffic may be permitted on the seal coat immediately
after the rolling is complete.

Clean driveways, ditches, turn lanes, and areas adjacent to the AST construction of
excess aggregate, excess emulsion run off, over spray or debris from construction.

Blotting sand may be required as directed by the Engineer and shall be applied in
accordance with Section 818 of the 2012 Standard Specifications.

The construction of the various types of seal coats will be in accordance with the
following additional requirements:

@ Single Seal

Apply emulsion to the existing surface followed immediately by an application of
aggregate using Table 660-1 and requirements in the contract. Uniformly spread
the full required amount of aggregate in one application and correct all non-
uniform areas before rolling.

The surface on which the mat coat is to be applied shall be approved by the Engineer
before the mat coat emulsion is applied.

Place a string line guide for application equipment. Place the mat coat in full-lane
widths.

Existing surface shall be damp prior to placement of the mat coat.

Immediately follow the application of emulsion with the spreading of the aggregate.
No more than 5 minutes can elapse from the time the emulsion is applied and the rolling
is completed when using CRS-2L or CRS-2P.

Mat coat aggregate shall be drained of free moisture and dust free before use. Spread the
aggregate uniformly at the required rate and correct all non-uniform areas before rolling.

Roll immediately after the aggregate is uniformly spread. Rolling consists of at

least 3 complete coverages with two 5 to 10 ton steel-wheel rollers. Continue rolling
until the aggregate is thoroughly keyed into the emulsion. Do not allow crushing of the
aggregate or picking up of the material by the rollers. A combination steel-wheel and
pneumatic-tire roller will not be permitted. Use 2 individual steel-wheel rollers. The

3 coverages shall be completed within 5 minutes of the spraying of the emulsion.

At the discretion of the Engineer, at the beginning of each emulsion application, spread
a paper over the end of the previously completed mat coat and begin the asphalt
application on the paper. After application, remove and dispose of the paper.

After the aggregate is thoroughly seated, traffic may be permitted on the mat coat after
the rolling is complete. No brooming shall be performed on the mat coat.

Correct defects or damage to the mat coat before the application of seal coat or plant mix
overlay. The seal coat or plant mix may be applied the same day the mat coat is placed
provided the mat coat has been satisfactorily applied and rolled.

Asphalt Mat Coat for Pavement Surfaces

For mat coats with an asphalt overlay, construct the mat coat in accordance with
Subarticle 660-8(C). The same grade of emulsion used to construction the mat coat
(CRS-2L or CRS-2P), may be used for the tack coat of the asphalt overlay.

For mat coats constructed on existing pavement surfaces, construct the mat coat in
accordance with Subarticle 660-8(C) using the size aggregate required by the contract
and the application rates specified in Table 660-1.

660-9 TEMPORARY TRAFFIC CONTROL (TTC)

All AST operations shall be conducted in daylight hours.

Provide temporary traffic control for the asphalt surface treatment operations in accordance with
the contract and in accordance with the provision RWZ-1 TEMPORARY TRAFFIC CONTROL
(TTC) found elsewhere in the proposal except the following sections do not apply:

TRAFFIC OPERATIONS, Drop-Off Requirements and Time Limitations.
TRAFFIC OPERATIONS, Project Requirements.
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Install advance/general warning work zone signs according to the Detail Drawing titled Signing
for Asphalt Surface Treatment provided in these plans.

660-10 WARRANTY

The Asphalt Surface Treatment (AST) shall be warranted by the project payment and
performance bonds for a period of 12 months.

(A)  Warranty Period

The Department will conduct an inspection of the work and provide written acceptance in
accordance with Article 105-17 of the 2012 Standard Specifications. Written acceptance
of the work will constitute the start date for the 12 month AST warranty period.

(B)  Situations Affecting the Warranty

During the warranty period, the Contractor will not be held responsible for distresses that
are caused by factors not related to materials and workmanship. These include, but are
not limited to, chemical and fuel spills, vehicle fires, base failures, and snow plows.
Other factors considered to be beyond the control of the Contractor, which may
contribute to pavement distress, will be considered by the Engineer on a case by case
basis upon receipt of a written request from the Contractor. Maintaining traffic on the
pavement surface prior to the Engineer’s acceptance will not be a condition for voiding
the warranty.

(C)  Emergency Repairs

If, in the opinion of the Department, a pavement condition covered by the warranty
requires immediate attention for the safety of the traveling public, the Contractor will be
notified immediately. If the Contractor cannot perform the work in a timely manner, the
Department may directly perform or have the corrective work performed by another
entity at the Contractor’s expense. Any emergency work performed will not alter the
requirements, responsibilities, or obligations of the warranty.

The Chief Engineer will review any disputes for corrective work covered under the
warranty.

660-11 MAINTENANCE

Maintain the asphalt surface treatment in an acceptable condition until final acceptance of the
project.

660-12 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Asphalt Surface Treatment: Single Seal, Double Seal, Triple Seal, Mat and Single Seal, Mat and
Double Seal, Sand Seal, and Mat Coat, No.__ Stone. All AST will be measured and paid at
the contract unit price per square yard. Payment at the above prices will be made for replacing
any satisfactorily completed asphalt surface treatment when such replacement has been made
necessary by defects in subgrade or base constructed by others.
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Emulsion for Asphalt Surface Treatment will be measured by the actual surface area of
application and the specified application rate (gallon/sy) and paid at the contract unit price per
gallon, which price will be full compensation for all materials including modifiers and additives,
tack coat, labor, tools, equipment, and all other incidentals necessary to complete the work.

Page 10-173, Article 1084-2, STEEL SHEET PILES, lines 37-38, replace first paragraph with the
following:

Provide soil nails consisting of grouted steel bars and nail head assemblies. Use epoxy coated
or encapsulated deformed steel bars that meet AASHTO M 275 or M 31, Grade 60 or 75.
Splice bars in accordance with Article 1070-9 of the Standard Specifications. Provide epoxy
coated bars that meet Article 1070-7 of the Standard Specifications.

For encapsulated bars, use nonperforated corrugated HDPE sheaths at least 0.04" thick that
meet AASHTO M 252. Provide at least 0.4" of grout cover between bars and sheathing and
at least 0.8" of grout cover between sheathing and drill hole walls.

Fabricate centralizers from schedule 40 PVC plastic pipe or tube, steel or other material not
detrimental to steel bars (no wood). Size centralizers to position bars within 1" of drill hole
centers and allow tremies to be inserted to ends of holes. Use centralizers that do not interfere
with grout placement or flow around bars. Centralizers are required both inside and outside
sheaths for encapsulated nails.

Provide nail head assemblies consisting of nuts, washers and bearing plates with welded stud
shear connectors. Use steel plates for bearing plates and steel washers and hex nuts
recommended by the Soil Nail Manufacturer.

Provide Type 3 material certifications for soil nail materials in accordance with Article 106-
3 of the Standard Specifications. Store steel materials on blocking at least 12" above the
ground and protect it at all times from damage; and when placing in the work make sure it is
free from dirt, dust, loose mill scale, loose rust, paint, oil or other foreign materials. Load,
transport, unload and store soil nail wall materials so materials are kept clean and free of
damage. Do not crack, fracture or otherwise damage grout inside sheaths of encapsulated
nails. Bent, damaged or defective materials will be rejected.

PRECONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS
Soil Nail Wall Surveys

The Retaining Wall Plans show a plan view, typical sections, details, notes and an
elevation or profile view (wall envelope) for each soil nail wall. Before beginning soil
nail wall design, survey existing ground elevations shown in the plans and other
elevations in the vicinity of soil nail wall locations as needed. For proposed slopes above
or below soil nail walls, survey existing ground elevations to at least 10 ft beyond slope
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stake points. Based on these elevations, finished grades and actual soil nail wall
dimensions and details, submit revised wall envelopes for acceptance. Use accepted wall
envelopes for design.

Soil Nail Wall Designs

For soil nail wall designs, submit 11 copies of working drawings and 3 copies of design
calculations and a PDF copy of each at least 30 days before the preconstruction meeting.
Do not begin soil nail wall construction until a design submittal is accepted.

Use a prequalified Anchored Wall Design Consultant to design soil nail walls. Provide
designs sealed by a Design Engineer approved as a Geotechnical Engineer (key person)
for the Anchored Wall Design Consultant.

Design soil nail walls in accordance with the plans and allowable stress design method
in the FHWA Geotechnical Engineering Circular No. 7 “Soil Nail Walls” (Publication
No. FHWA-IF-03-017) unless otherwise required. Design soil nail walls for seismic if
walls are located in seismic zone 2 based on Figure 2-1 of the Structure Design Manual.

Design soil nails that meet the following unless otherwise approved:
1. Horizontal and vertical spacing of at least 3 ft,

2. Inclination of at least 12° below horizontal,

3. Clearance between ends of bars and drill holes of at least 6" and
4. Diameter of 6" to 10",

Four inch diameter soil nails may be approved for nails in rock at the discretion of the
Engineer. Do not extend nails beyond right-of-way or easement limits. If existing or
future obstructions such as foundations, guardrail, fence or handrail posts, pavements,
pipes, inlets or utilities will interfere with nails, maintain a clearance of at least 6"
between obstructions and nails.

When noted in the plans, design soil nail walls for a live load (traffic) surcharge of 250
Ib/sf. For steel beam guardrail with 8 ft posts above soil nail walls, analyze walls for a
horizontal load of 300 Ib/ft of wall. For concrete barrier rail above soil nail walls, analyze
walls for a horizontal load of 500 Ib/ft of wall.

Provide wall drainage systems consisting of geocomposite sheet drains, an aggregate
shoulder drain and outlet components. Place sheet drains with a horizontal spacing of no
more than 10 ft and center drains between adjacent nails. Attach sheet drains to
excavation faces and connect drains to aggregate leveling pads. Locate a continuous
aggregate shoulder drain along the base of concrete facing in front of leveling pads.
Provide aggregate shoulder drains and outlet components in accordance with Standard
Drawing No. 816.02 of the Roadway Standard Drawings.

Use shotcrete at least 4" thick and reinforce shotcrete with #4 waler bars around nail
heads. Two waler bars (one on each side of nail head) in the horizontal and vertical
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directions are required for a total of 4 bars per nail.

Use No. 57 stone for aggregate leveling pads. Use 6" thick leveling pads beneath
concrete facing. Unless required otherwise in the plans, embed top of leveling pads at
least 12" below bottom of walls shown in the plans.

Use concrete facing with the dimensions shown in the plans and attach facing to nail
heads with welded stud shear connectors. When concrete barrier rail is required above
soil nail walls, use concrete barrier rail with moment slab as shown in the plans.

Submit working drawings and design calculations including unit grout/ground bond
strengths for acceptance in accordance with Article 105-2 of the Standard Specifications.
Submit working drawings showing plan views, wall profiles with nail locations including
known test nail locations, typical sections and details of nails, drainage, shotcrete,
leveling pads and concrete facing. If necessary, include details on working drawings for
concrete barrier rail with moment slab and obstructions extending through walls or
interfering with nails, barriers or moment slabs. Submit design calculations for each wall
section with different surcharge loads, geometry or material parameters. At least one
analysis is required for each wall section with different nail lengths.

When designing soil nail walls with computer software other than SnailWin, use
SnailWin version 3.10 or later, developed by the California Department of Transportation
(CALTRANS) to verify the design. Use SnailWin in accordance with the following:

1. Pre-factored yield stress (150, 75 or 60 ksi) and punching shear for reinforcement
(nail) strengths,

2. Allowable bond strengths for bond stress,
3. Default value of 1.0 for bond stress factor and
4. Pullout controls for all nails, i.e., yield stress or punching shear do not control.

Determine Tmax-s from SnailWin as shown in Table D.4 of FHWA GEC 7 and use the
factored maximum design nail force (Tmax-s/0.55) for design. At least one SnailWin
analysis is required per 100 ft of wall length with at least one analysis for the wall section
with the longest nails. Submit electronic SnailWin input files and PDF output files with
design calculations.

Soil Nail Wall Construction Plan

Submit 4 copies and a PDF copy of a soil nail wall construction plan at least 30 days
before the preconstruction meeting. Do not begin soil nail wall construction until the
construction plan submittal is accepted. Provide detailed project specific information in
the soil nail wall construction plan that includes the following:

1. Overall description and sequence of soil nail wall construction;
2. List and sizes of excavation equipment, drill rigs and tools, tremies and grouting
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equipment;

3. Procedures for excavations, drilling and grouting, soil nail and wall drainage system
installation and facing construction;

4. Details of shotcrete equipment and application including mix process, test panels,
thickness gauges and shooting methods;

5. Shotcrete nozzleman with certification in accordance with Article 1002-1 of the
Standard Specifications;

6. Plan and methods for nail testing with calibration certificates dated within 90 days of
the submittal date;

7. Examples of construction and test nail records to be used in accordance with Sections
4.0(F) and 5.0(E) of this provision;

8. Approved packaged grout or grout mix design with acceptable ranges for flow and
density that meets Section 1003 of the Standard Specifications;

9. Shotcrete mix design that meets Section 1002 of the Standard Specifications; and
10. Other information shown in the plans or requested by the Engineer.

If alternate construction procedures are proposed or necessary, a revised soil nail wall
construction plan submittal may be required. If the work deviates from the accepted
submittal without prior approval, the Engineer may suspend soil nail wall construction
until a revised plan is accepted.

Preconstruction Meeting

Before starting soil nail wall construction, hold a preconstruction meeting to discuss the
construction, inspection and testing of the soil nail walls. If this meeting occurs before
all soil nail wall submittals have been accepted, additional preconstruction meetings may
be required before beginning construction of soil nail walls without accepted submittals.
The Resident or Bridge Maintenance Engineer, Bridge Construction Engineer,
Geotechnical Operations Engineer, Contractor and Soil Nail Wall Contractor
Superintendent will attend preconstruction meetings.

CONSTRUCTION METHODS

Control drainage during construction in the vicinity of soil nail walls. Direct run off away
from soil nail walls and areas above and behind walls.

Notify the Engineer before blasting in the vicinity of soil nail walls. Perform blasting in
accordance with the contract. Unless required otherwise in the plans, install foundations
located behind soil nail walls before beginning wall construction.

Install soil nail walls in accordance with the accepted submittals and as directed. Do not
excavate behind soil nail walls. If overexcavation occurs, repair walls with an approved
method and a revised soil nail wall design or construction plan may be required.

A. Excavation

Excavate for soil nail walls from the top down in accordance with the accepted
submittals. Excavate in staged horizontal lifts with no negative batter (excavation face
leaning forward). Excavate lifts in accordance with the following:

1. Heights not to exceed vertical nail spacing,
2. Bottom of lifts no more than 3 ft below nail locations for current lift and

3. Horizontal and vertical alignment within 2" of location shown in the accepted
submittals.

Remove any cobbles, boulders, rubble or debris that will protrude more than 2" into the
required shotcrete thickness. Rocky ground such as colluvium, boulder fills and
weathered rock may be difficult to excavate without leaving voids.

Apply shotcrete to excavation faces within 24 hours of excavating each lift unless
otherwise approved. Shotcreting may be delayed if it can be demonstrated that delays
will not adversely affect excavation stability. If excavation faces will be exposed for
more than 24 hours, use polyethylene sheets anchored at top and bottom of lifts to protect
excavation faces from changes in moisture content.

If an excavation becomes unstable at any time, suspend soil nail wall construction and
temporarily stabilize the excavation by immediately placing an earth berm up against the
unstable excavation face. When this occurs, repair walls with an approved method and
a revised soil nail wall design or construction plan may be required.

Do not excavate the next lift until nail installations and testing and shotcrete application
for the current lift are accepted and grout and shotcrete for the current lift have cured at
least 3 days and 1 day, respectively.

B. Soil Nails

Install soil nails in the same way as acceptable test nails. Drill and grout nails the same
day and do not leave drill holes open overnight.

Control drilling and grouting to prevent excessive ground movements, damaging
structures and pavements or fracturing rock and soil formations. If ground heave or
subsidence occurs, suspend soil nail wall construction and take corrective action to
minimize movement. If property damage occurs, make repairs with an approved method
and a revised soil nail wall design or construction plan may be required.

Drilling

Use drill rigs of the sizes necessary to install soil nails and with sufficient capacity to
drill through whatever materials are encountered. Drill straight and clean holes with
the dimensions and inclination shown in the accepted submittals. Drill holes within
6" of locations and 2° of inclination shown in the accepted submittals unless
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otherwise approved.

Stabilize drill holes with temporary casings if unstable, caving or sloughing material
is anticipated or encountered. Do not use drilling fluids to stabilize drill holes or
remove cuttings.

Steel Bars

Center steel bars in drill holes with centralizers. Securely attach centralizers along
bars at no more than 8 ft centers. Attach uppermost and lowermost centralizers 18"
from excavation faces and ends of holes.

Do not insert steel bars into drill holes until hole locations, dimensions, inclination
and cleanliness are approved. Do not vibrate, drive or otherwise force bars into holes.
If a steel bar cannot be completely and easily inserted into a drill hole, remove the
bar and clean or redrill the hole.

Grouting

Remove oil, rust inhibitors, residual drilling fluids and similar foreign materials from
holding tanks/hoppers, stirring devices, pumps, lines, tremie pipes and any other
equipment in contact with grout before use. Measure grout temperature, density and
flow during grouting with at least the same frequency grout cubes are made for
compressive strength. Perform density and flow field tests in the presence of the
Engineer in accordance with American National Standards Institute/American
Petroleum Institute Recommended Practice 13B-1 (Section 4, Mud Balance) and
ASTM C939 (Flow Cone), respectively.

Inject grout at the lowest point of drill holes through tremies, e.g., grout tubes,
casings, hollow-stem augers or drill rods, in one continuous operation. Fill drill holes
progressively from ends of holes to excavation faces and withdraw tremies at a slow
even rate as holes are filled to prevent voids in grout. Extend tremies into grout at
least 5 ft at all times except when grout is initially placed in holes.

Provide grout free of segregation, intrusions, contamination, structural damage or
inadequate consolidation (honeycombing). Cold joints in grout are not allowed
except for test nails. Remove any temporary casings as grout is placed and record
grout volume for each drill hole.

Nail Heads

Weld stud shear connectors to bearing plates of nails in accordance with Article 1072-
6 of the Standard Specifications. Install nail head assemblies after shotcreting.
Before shotcrete reaches initial set, seat bearing plates and tighten nuts so plates
contact shotcrete uniformly. If uniform contact is not possible, install nail head
assemblies on mortar pads so nail heads are evenly loaded.

C. Wall Drainage Systems
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Install wall drainage systems as shown in the accepted submittals and in accordance with
Section 816 of the Standard Specifications. Before installing shotcrete reinforcement,
place geocomposite sheet drains with the geotextile side against excavation faces. For
highly irregular faces and at the discretion of the Engineer, sheet drains may be placed
after shotcreting over weep holes through the shotcrete. Hold sheet drains in place with
anchor pins so drains are in continuous contact with surfaces to which they are attached
and allow for full flow the entire height of soil nail walls. Discontinuous sheet drains are
not allowed. If splices are needed, overlap sheet drains at least 12" so flow is not
impeded. Connect sheet drains to aggregate leveling pads by embedding drain ends at
least 4" into No. 57 stone.

D. Shotcrete

Clean ungrouted zones of drill holes and excavation faces of loose materials, mud,
rebound and other foreign material. Moisten surfaces to receive shotcrete. Install
shotcrete reinforcement in accordance with the contract and accepted submittals. Secure
reinforcing steel so shooting does not displace or vibrate reinforcement. Install approved
thickness gauges on 5 ft centers in the horizontal and vertical directions to measure
shotcrete thickness.

Apply shotcrete in accordance with the contract, accepted submittals and Subarticle
1002-3(F) of the Standard Specifications. Use approved shotcrete nozzlemen who made
satisfactory preconstruction test panels to apply shotcrete. Direct shotcrete at right angles
to excavation faces except when shooting around reinforcing steel. Rotate nozzle
steadily in small circular patterns and apply shotcrete from bottom of lifts up.

Make shotcrete surfaces uniform and free of sloughing or sagging. Completely fill
ungrouted zones of drill holes and any other voids with shotcrete. Taper construction
joints to a thin edge over a horizontal distance of at least the shotcrete thickness. Wet
joint surfaces before shooting adjacent sections.

Repair surface defects as soon as possible after shooting. Remove any shotcrete which
lacks uniformity, exhibits segregation, honeycombing or lamination or contains any
voids or sand pockets and replace with fresh shotcrete to the satisfaction of the Engineer.
Protect shotcrete from freezing and rain until shotcrete reaches initial set.

E. Leveling Pads and Concrete Facing

Construct aggregate leveling pads at elevations and with dimensions shown in the
accepted submittals. Compact leveling pads with a vibratory compactor to the
satisfaction of the Engineer.

Construct concrete facing in accordance with the accepted submittals and Section 420 of
the Standard Specifications. Do not remove forms until concrete attains a compressive
strength of at least 2,400 psi. Unless required otherwise in the plans, provide a Class 2
surface finish for concrete facing that meets Subarticle 420-17(F) of the Standard
Specifications. Construct concrete facing joints at a spacing of 10 ft to 12 ft unless
required otherwise in the plans. Make 1/2" thick expansion joints that meet Article 420-
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10 of the Standard Specifications for every third joint and 1/2" deep grooved contraction
or sawed joints that meet Subarticle 825-10(B) or 825-10(E) respectively for the
remaining joints. Stop reinforcing steel for concrete facing 2" on either side of expansion
joints.

If a brick veneer is required, construct brick masonry in accordance with Section 830 of
the Standard Specifications. Anchor brick veneers to soil nail walls with approved brick
to concrete type anchors in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions. Space
anchors no more than 16" apart in the vertical direction and no more than 32" apart in the
horizontal direction with each row of anchors staggered 16" from the row above and
below.

Seal joints above and behind soil nail walls between concrete facing and slope protection
with silicone sealant.

Construction Records
Provide 2 copies of soil nail wall construction records within 24 hours of completing

each lift. Include the following in construction records:

1. Names of Soil Nail Wall Contractor, Superintendent, Nozzleman, Drill Rig Operator,
Project Manager and Design Engineer;

2. Wall description, county, Department’s contract, TIP and WBS element number;
Wall station and number and lift location, dimensions, elevations and description;

Nail locations, dimensions and inclinations, bar types, sizes and grades, corrosion
protection and temporary casing information;

5. Date and time drilling begins and ends, steel bars are inserted into drill holes, grout
and shotcrete are mixed and arrives on-site and grout placement and shotcrete
application begins and ends;

Grout volume, temperature, flow and density records;
Ground and surface water conditions and elevations if applicable;

8. Weather conditions including air temperature at time of grout placement and
shotcrete application; and

9. All other pertinent details related to soil nail wall construction.

After completing each soil nail wall or stage of a wall, provide a PDF copy of all
corresponding construction records.

2.0 NAIL TESTING

Test soil nails in accordance with the contract and as directed. ‘“Verification tests” are
performed on nails not incorporated into soil nail walls, i.e., sacrificial nails and “proof tests”
are performed on nails incorporated into walls, i.e., production nails. Define “verification
test nail” and “proof test nail” as a nail tested with either a verification or proof test,
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respectively. Define “test nails” as verification or proof test nails.

Verification tests are typically required for at least one nail per soil type per soil nail wall or
2 nails per wall, whichever is greater. Proof tests are typically required for at least one nail
per nail row per soil nail wall or at least 5% of production nails, whichever is greater. More
or less test nails may be required depending on subsurface conditions encountered. The
Engineer will determine the number and locations of verification and proof tests required.
The approximate known test nail locations are shown in the plans.

Do not test nails until grout and shotcrete attain the required 3 day compressive strength. Do
not install any production nails until verification tests are accepted.

A. Test Equipment

Use the following equipment to test nails:

1. Two dial gauges with rigid supports,

2. Hydraulic jack and pressure gauge,

3. Jacking block or reaction frame and

4. Electrical resistance load cell (verification tests only).

Provide dial gauges with enough range and precision to measure the maximum test nail
movement to 0.001". Use pressure gauges graduated in 100 psi increments or less.
Submit identification numbers and calibration records for load cells, jacks and pressure
gauges with the soil nail wall construction plan. Calibrate each jack and pressure gauge
as a unit.

Align test equipment to uniformly and evenly load test nails. Use a jacking block or
reaction frame that does not damage or contact shotcrete within 3 ft of nail heads. Place
dial gauges opposite each other on either side of test nails and align gauges within 5° of
bar inclinations. Set up test equipment so resetting or repositioning equipment during
nail testing is not needed.

B. Test Nails

Test nails include both unbonded and bond lengths. Grout only bond lengths before nail
testing. Provide unbonded and bond lengths of at least 3 ft and 10 ft, respectively.

Steel bars for production nails may be overstressed under higher test nail loads. If
necessary, use larger size or higher grade bars with more capacity for test nails instead
of shortening bond lengths to less than the minimum required.

C. Verification Tests

Install verification test nails with the same equipment, installation methods and drill hole
diameter and inclination as production nails.
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Determine maximum bond length for verification test nails (Levr) using the following:
Levt < (Crt X At X fy) / (QaLL x 3)

Where,

Levr = bond length (ft),

Crr = reduction coefficient, 0.9 for Grade 60 and 75 bars or 0.8 for Grade 150 bars,
A: = bararea (in?),

fy = bar yield stress (ksi) and

QaLL = allowable unit grout/ground bond strength (Kips/ft).

Determine design test load for verification test nails (DTLvt) based on as-built bond
length and allowable unit grout/ground bond strength using the following:

DTLvr = Levr X QaLL
Where,
DTLvr = design test load (kips).

Perform verification tests by incrementally loading nails to failure or a load of 300% of
DTLvr based on the following schedule:

0.25 DTLvt 10 minutes
0.50 DTLvt 10 minutes
0.75 DTLvt 10 minutes
1.00 DTLvr 10 minutes
1.25 DTLvr 10 minutes
1.50 DTLvr 60 minutes (creep test)

2.00 DTLvt 10 minutes
2.50 DTLvt 10 minutes
3.00 DTLvt 10 minutes

AL* 1 minute

Alignment load (AL) is the minimum load needed to align

test equipment and should not exceed 0.05 DTLyvr.

Reset dial gauges to zero after applying alignment load. Record test nail movement at
each load increment and permanent set after load is reduced to alignment load. Monitor
verification test nails for creep at the 1.5 DTLyvr load increment. Measure and record
movement during creep test at 1, 2, 3, 5, 6, 10, 20, 30, 50 and 60 minutes. Repump jack
as needed to maintain load during hold times.

. Proof Tests

Determine maximum bond length for proof test nails (Lgpt) using the following:
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Lept < (Crt X At X fy) / (QaLL x 1.5)
Where variables are defined in Section 5.0(C) above.

Determine design test load for proof test nails (DTLpt) based on as-built bond length and
allowable unit grout/ground bond strength using the following:

DTLer = Lept X QALL
Where variables are defined in Section 5.0(C) above.

Perform proof tests by incrementally loading nails to failure or a load of 150% of DTLpr
based on the following schedule:

Load Hold Time

AL* Until movement stabilizes
0.25 DTLpt Until movement stabilizes
0.50 DTLpt Until movement stabilizes
0.75 DTLept Until movement stabilizes
1.00 DTLpt Until movement stabilizes
1.25 DTLpt Until movement stabilizes
1.50 DTLepr 10 or 60 minutes (creep test)

AL* 1 minute

*  Alignment load (AL) is the minimum load needed to align
test equipment and should not exceed 0.05 DTLpr.

Reset dial gauges to zero after applying alignment load. Record test nail movement at
each load increment and monitor proof test nails for creep at the 1.5 DTLpr load
increment. Measure and record movement during creep test at 1, 2, 3, 5, 6 and 10
minutes. If test nail movement between 1 and 10 minutes is greater than 0.04", maintain
the 1.5 DTLpt load increment for an additional 50 minutes and record movement at 20,
30, 50 and 60 minutes. Repump jack as needed to maintain load during hold times.

E. Test Nail Acceptance

Submit 2 copies of test nail records including load versus movement and time versus
creep movement plots within 24 hours of completing each verification or proof test. The
Engineer will review the test nail records to determine if test nails are acceptable. Test
nail acceptance is based in part on the following criteria.

1. For verification tests, total movement during creep test is less than 0.08" between the
6 and 60 minute readings and creep rate is linear or decreasing throughout hold time.

2. For proof tests, total movement during creep test is less than 0.04" between the 1 and
10 minute readings or less than 0.08" between the 6 and 60 minute readings and creep
rate is linear or decreasing throughout hold time.

3. Total movement at maximum load exceeds 80% of the theoretical elastic elongation
of the unbonded length.
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4. Pullout failure does not occur at or before the 2.0 DTLvr or 1.5 DTLpr load
increment. Define “pullout failure” as the inability to increase load while movement
continues. Record pullout failure load as part of test nail data.

For proof test nails, maintain stability of unbonded lengths for subsequent grouting. If a
proof test nail is accepted but the unbonded length cannot be satisfactorily grouted, do
not incorporate the proof test nail into the soil nail wall and add another production nail
to replace the test nail.

If the Engineer determines a verification test nail is unacceptable, revise the soil nail
design or installation methods. Submit a revised soil nail wall design or construction
plan for acceptance and provide acceptable verification test nails with the revised design
or installation methods.

If the Engineer determines a proof test nail is unacceptable, either perform additional
proof tests on adjacent production nails or revise the soil nail design or installation
methods for the production nails represented by the unacceptable proof test nail as
determined by the Engineer. Submit a revised soil nail wall design or construction plan
for acceptance, provide an acceptable proof test nail with the revised design or
installation methods and install additional production nails for the nails represented by
the unacceptable proof test nail.

After completing nail testing for each soil nail wall or stage of a wall, provide a PDF
copy of all corresponding test nail records.

3.0 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Soil Nail Retaining Walls will be measured and paid in square feet. Soil nail walls will be
measured as the square feet of wall face area with the pay height equal to the difference
between top of wall and top of leveling pad elevations. Define “top of wall” as top of
concrete facing.

The contract unit price for Soil Nail Retaining Walls will be full compensation for providing
designs, submittals, labor, tools, equipment and soil nail wall materials, excavating, hauling
and removing excavated materials, installing soil nails, grouting, shotcreting and supplying
wall drainage systems, leveling pads, concrete facing and any incidentals necessary to
construct soil nail walls. The contract unit price for Soil Nail Retaining Walls will also be
full compensation for brick veneers, if required. No additional payment will be made and no
extension of completion date or time will be allowed for repairing property damage,
overexcavations or unstable excavations, unacceptable test nails or thicker shotcrete or
concrete facing.

The contract unit price for Soil Nail Retaining Walls does not include the cost for ditches,
fences, handrails, barrier or guardrail associated with soil nail walls as these items will be
paid for elsewhere in the contract.

Soil Nail Verification Tests and Soil Nail Proof Tests will be measured and paid in units of
each. Soil nail testing will be measured as the number of initial verification or proof tests
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performed. The contract unit prices for Soil Nail Verification Tests and Soil Nail Proof Tests

will be full compensation for initial nail testing. No payment will be made for subsequent
nail testing performed on the same or replacement test nails.

SECTION 1056
GEOSYNTHETICS

1056-1 DESCRIPTION

Provide geosynthetics for subsurface drainage, separation, stabilization, reinforcement, erosion
control, filtration and other applications in accordance with the contract. Use geotextiles,
geocomposite drains and geocells that are on the NCDOT Approved Products List. Prefabricated
geocomposite drains include sheet, strip and vertical drains (PVDs), i.e., “wick drains” consisting
of a geotextile attached to and/or encapsulating a plastic drainage core. Geocells are comprised of
ultrasonically welded polymer strips that when expanded form a 3D honeycomb grid that is
typically filled with material to support vegetation.

If necessary or required, hold geotextiles and sheet drains in place with new wire staples, i.e., “sod
staples” that meet Subarticle 1060-8(D) or new anchor pins. Use steel anchor pins with a diameter
of at least 3/16" and a length of at least 18" and with a point at one end and a head at the other end
that will retain a steel washer with an outside diameter of at least 1.5".

1056-2 HANDLING AND STORING

Load, transport, unload and store geosynthetics so geosynthetics are kept clean and free of damage.
Label, ship and store geosynthetics in accordance with Section 7 of AASHTO M 288.
Geosynthetics with defects, flaws, deterioration or damage will be rejected. Do not unwrap
geosynthetics until just before installation. Do not leave geosynthetics exposed for more than 7
days before covering except for geosynthetics for temporary wall faces and erosion control.

1056-3 CERTIFICATIONS

Provide Type 1, Type 2 or Type 4 material certifications in accordance with Article 106-3 for
geosynthetics. Define “minimum average roll value” (MARYV) in accordance with ASTM D44309.
Provide certifications with MARV for geosynthetic properties as required. Test geosynthetics
using laboratories accredited by the Geosynthetic Accreditation Institute (GAI) to perform the
required test methods. Sample geosynthetics in accordance with ASTM D4354.
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1056-4 GEOTEXTILES

When required, sew geotextiles together in accordance with Article X1.1.4 of AASHTO M 288.
Provide sewn seams with seam strengths meeting the required strengths for the geotextile type and
class specified.

Provide geotextile types and classes in accordance with the contract. Geotextiles will be identified
by the product name printed directly on the geotextile. When geotextiles are not marked with a
product name or marked with only a manufacturing plant identification code, geotextiles will be
identified by product labels attached to the geotextile wrapping. When identification is based on
labels instead of markings, unwrap geotextiles just before use in the presence of the Engineer to
confirm that the product labels on both ends of the outside of the geotextile outer wrapping match
the labels affixed to both ends of the inside of the geotextile roll core. Partial geotextile rolls
without the product name printed on the geotextile or product labels affixed to the geotextile roll
core may not be used.

Use woven or nonwoven geotextiles with properties that meet Table 1056-1. Define “machine
direction” (MD) and “cross-machine direction” (CD) in accordance with ASTM D4439.

Temporary or
permanent ground cover stabilization shall occur within 7 calendar days from the last land-
disturbing activity, with the following exceptions in which temporary or permanent ground cover
shall be provided in 14 calendar days from the last land-disturbing activity:

Fertilizer shall be 10-20-20 analysis. A different analysis of fertilizer may be used provided the

TEMPORARY SEEDING:

Fertilizer shall be the same analysis as specified for Seeding and Mulching and applied at the rate
of 400 pounds and seeded at the rate of 50 pounds per acre. German Millet, or Browntop Millet
shall be used in summer months and rye grain during the remainder of the year. The Engineer will
determine the exact dates for using each kind of seed.

FERTILIZER TOPDRESSING:

Fertilizer used for topdressing shall be 16-8-8 grade and shall be applied at the rate of 500 pounds
per acre. A different analysis of fertilizer may be used provided the 2-1-1 ratio is maintained and
the rate of application adjusted to provide the same amount of plant food as 16-8-8 analysis and as
directed.

SUPPLEMENTAL SEEDING:

The kinds of seed and proportions shall be the same as specified for Seeding and Mulching, and
the rate of application may vary from 25# to 75# per acre. The actual rate per acre will be
determined prior to the time of topdressing and the Contractor will be notified in writing of the
rate per acre, total quantity needed, and areas on which to apply the supplemental seed. Minimum
tillage equipment, consisting of a sod seeder shall be used for incorporating seed into the soil as to
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prevent disturbance of existing vegetation. A clodbuster (ball and chain) may be used where
degree of slope prevents the use of a sod seeder.

MINIMIZE REMOVAL OF VEGETATION:

The Contractor shall minimize removal of vegetation at stream banks and disturbed areas within
the project limits as directed.

STOCKPILE AREAS:

The Contractor shall install and maintain erosion control devices sufficient to contain sediment
around any erodible material stockpile areas as directed.

ACCESS AND HAUL ROADS:

At the end of each working day, the Contractor shall install or re-establish temporary diversions
or earth berms across access/haul roads to direct runoff into sediment devices. Silt fence sections
that are temporarily removed shall be reinstalled across access/haul roads at the end of each
working day.

WASTE AND BORROW SOURCES:

Payment for temporary erosion control measures, except those made necessary by the Contractor’s
own negligence or for his own convenience, will be paid for at the appropriate contract unit price
for the devices or measures utilized in borrow sources and waste areas.

SAFETY FENCE AND JURISDICTIONAL FLAGGING:

Description

Safety Fence shall consist of furnishing materials, installing and maintaining polyethylene or
polypropylene fence along the outside riparian buffer, wetland, or water boundary, or other
boundaries located within the construction corridor to mark the areas that have been approved to
infringe within the buffer, wetland, endangered vegetation, culturally sensitive areas or water. The
fence shall be installed prior to any land disturbing activities.

Interior boundaries for jurisdictional areas noted above shall be delineated by stakes and highly
visible flagging.

Jurisdictional boundaries at staging areas, waste sites, or borrow pits, whether considered outside
or interior boundaries shall be delineated by stakes and highly visible flagging.
Materials

(A)  Safety Fencing

Polyethylene or polypropylene fence shall be a highly visible preconstructed safety fence approved
by the Engineer. The fence material shall have an ultraviolet coating.

Either wood posts or steel posts may be used. Wood posts shall be hardwood with a wedge or
pencil tip at one end, and shall be at least 5 ft. in length with a minimum nominal 2" x 2 cross
section. Steel posts shall be at least 5 ft. in length, and have a minimum weight of 0.85 Ib/ft of
length.

(B)  Boundary Flagging

Wooden stakes shall be 4 feet in length with a minimum nominal 3/4” x 1-3/4” cross section. The
flagging shall be at least 1” in width. The flagging material shall be vinyl and shall be orange in
color and highly visible.

Construction Methods

No additional clearing and grubbing is anticipated for the installation of this fence. The fence shall
be erected to conform to the general contour of the ground.

(A)  Safety Fencing
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Posts shall be set at a maximum spacing of 10 ft., maintained in a vertical position and hand set or
set with a post driver. If hand set, all backfill material shall be thoroughly tamped. Wood posts
may be sharpened to a dull point if power driven. Posts damaged by power driving shall be
removed and replaced prior to final acceptance. The tops of all wood posts shall be cut at a 30-
degree angle. The wood posts may, at the option of the Contractor, be cut at this angle either
before or after the posts are erected.

The fence geotextile shall be attached to the wood posts with one 2" galvanized wire staple across
each cable or to the steel posts with wire or other acceptable means.

Place construction stakes to establish the location of the safety fence in accordance with Article
105-9 or Article 801-1 of the Standard Specifications. No direct payment will be made for the
staking of the safety fence. All stakeouts for safety fence shall be considered incidental to the
work being paid for as “Construction Surveying”, except that where there is no pay item for
construction surveying, all safety fence stakeout will be performed by state forces.

The Contractor shall be required to maintain the safety fence in a satisfactory condition for the
duration of the project as determined by the Engineer.

(B)  Boundary Flagging

Boundary flagging delineation of interior boundaries shall consist of wooden stakes on 25 feet
maximum intervals with highly visible orange flagging attached. Stakes shall be installed a
minimum of 6” into the ground. Interior boundaries may be staked on a tangent that runs parallel
to buffer but must not encroach on the buffer at any location. Interior boundaries of hand clearing
shall be identified with a different colored flagging to distinguish it from mechanized clearing.

Boundary flagging delineation of interior boundaries will be placed in accordance with Article
105-9 or Article 801-1 of the Standard Specifications. No direct pay will be made for delineation
of the interior boundaries. This delineation will be considered incidental to the work being paid
for as Construction Surveying, except that where there is no pay item or construction surveying
the cost of boundary flagging delineation shall be included in the unit prices bid for the various
items in the contract. Installation for delineation of all jurisdictional boundaries at staging areas,
waste sites, or borrow pits shall consist of wooden stakes on 25 feet maximum intervals with highly
visible orange flagging attached. Stakes shall be installed a minimum of 6” into the ground.
Additional flagging may be placed on overhanging vegetation to enhance visibility but does not
substitute for installation of stakes.

Installation of boundary flagging for delineation of all jurisdictional boundaries at staging areas,
waste sites, or borrow pits shall be performed in accordance with Subarticle 230-4(B)(3)(d) or
Subarticle 802-2(F) of the Standard Specifications. No direct payment will be made for this
delineation, as the cost of same shall be included in the unit prices bid for the various items in the
contract.

The Contractor shall be required to maintain alternative stakes and highly visible flagging in a
satisfactory condition for the duration of the project as determined by the Engineer.

COIR FIBER MAT:

Description

Furnish material, install and maintain coir fiber mat in locations shown on the plans or in locations
as directed. Work includes providing all materials, excavating and backfilling, and placing and
securing coir fiber mat with stakes, steel reinforcement bars or staples as directed.

Anchors: Stakes, reinforcement bars, or staples shall be used as anchors.

Wooden Stakes:

Provide hardwood stakes 12"- 24" long with a 2" x 2" nominal square cross section. One end of
the stake must be sharpened or beveled to facilitate driving through the coir fiber mat and down
into the underlying soil. The other end of the stake needs to have a 1"- 2" long head at the top with
a 1"- 2" notch following to catch and secure the coir fiber mat.

Place the coir fiber mat immediately upon final grading. Provide a smooth soil surface free from
stones, clods, or debris that will prevent the contact of the mat with the soil. Unroll the mat and
apply without stretching such that it will lie smoothly but loosely on the soil surface.

For stream relocation applications, take care to preserve the required line, grade, and cross section
of the area covered. Bury the top slope end of each piece of mat in a narrow trench at least 6 in.
deep and tamp firmly. Where one roll of matting ends and a second roll begins, overlap the end
of the upper roll over the buried end of the second roll so there is a 6 in. overlap. Construct check
trenches at least 12 in. deep every 50 ft. longitudinally along the edges of the mat or as directed.
Fold over and bury mat to the full depth of the trench, close and tamp firmly. Overlap mat at least
6 in. where 2 or more widths of mat are installed side by side.

Place anchors across the mat at the ends approximately 1 ft. apart. Place anchors along the outer
edges and down the center of the mat 3 ft. apart.

Adjustments in the trenching or anchoring requirements to fit individual site conditions may be
required.

Matting shall be installed in accordance with Subarticle 1631-3(B) of the Standard Specifications.

All areas to be protected with the mat shall be brought to final grade and seeded in accordance
with Section 1660 of the Standard Specifications. The surface of the soil shall be smooth, firm,
stable and free of rocks, clods, roots or other obstructions that would prevent the mat from lying
in direct contact with the soil surface.

Provide staples made of 0.125" diameter new steel wire formed into a u shape not less than 12" in
length with a throat of 1" in width.

Polyacrylamide (PAM) shall be applied in powder form and shall be anionic or neutrally charged.
Soil samples shall be obtained in areas where the wattles will be placed and analyzed for the
appropriate PAM flocculant to be utilized with each wattle.
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Construction Methods

Wattles shall be secured to the soil by wire staples approximately every 1 linear foot and at the
end of each section of wattle. A minimum of 4 stakes shall be installed on the downstream side of
the wattle with a maximum spacing of 2 linear feet along the wattle, and according to the detail.
Install a minimum of 2 stakes on the upstream side of the wattle according to the detail provided
in the plans. Stakes shall be driven into the ground a minimum of 10 in. with no more than 2 in.
projecting from the top of the wattle. Drive stakes at an angle according to the detail provided in
the plans.

Install wattles to the top of the ditch according to the detail provided in the plans. Overlap adjoining
sections of wattles a minimum of 6 in.

Installation of matting shall be in accordance with the detail provided in the plans, and in
accordance with section 1631-3 of the Standard Specifications, or in accordance with
specifications provided elsewhere in this contract.

Apply PAM over the lower center portion of the wattle where the water is going to flow over at a
rate of 3.5 ounces per wattle. PAM applications shall be done during construction activities after
every rainfall event that is equal to or exceeds 0.25 in.

The Contractor shall maintain the wattles until the project is accepted or until the wattles are
removed, and shall remove and dispose of silt accumulations at the wattles when so directed in
accordance with the requirements of Section 1630 of the Standard Specifications.

Wattles will be measured and paid for by the actual number of linear feet of wattles which are
installed and accepted. Such price and payment will be full compensation for all work covered by
this section, including, but not limited to, furnishing all materials, labor, equipment and incidentals
necessary to install the Wattles.

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SKIMMER BASIN WITH BAFFLES:

Description

Provide a skimmer basin to remove sediment from construction site runoff at locations shown in
the erosion control plans. See the Skimmer Basin with Baffles Detail sheet provided in the erosion
control plans. Work includes constructing sediment basin, installation of temporary slope drain
pipe and coir fiber baffles, furnishing, installation and cleanout of Faircloth Skimmers or other
approved equivalent device, providing and placing stone pad on bottom of basin underneath
skimmer device, providing and placing a geotextile emergency spillway liner, providing coir fiber
mat stabilization for the skimmer outlet, disposing of excess materials, removing temporary slope
drain, coir fiber baffles, geotextile liner and skimmer device, backfilling basin area with suitable
material and providing proper drainage when basin area is abandoned.

Provide appropriately sized Faircloth skimmer or other approved equivalent device.

Provide Schedule 40 PVC pipe with a length of 6 ft. to attach to the skimmer and the coupling
connection to serve as the arm pipe. For skimmer sizes of 2.5 in. and smaller, the arm pipe diameter
shall be 1.5 inches. For skimmer sizes of 3 in. and larger, refer to manufacturer recommendation.

Provide 4” diameter Schedule 40 PVC pipe to attach to coupling connection of Faircloth skimmer
to serve as the barrel pipe through the earthen dam.

Anchors: Staples, stakes, or reinforcement bars shall be used as anchors.

Wooden Stakes:

Construction Methods

Excavate basin according to the erosion control plans with basin surface free of obstructions,
debris, and pockets of low-density material. Install temporary slope drain pipe and construct the
emergency spillway according to the Skimmer Basin with Baffles Detail sheet in the erosion
control plans. Temporary slope drain pipe at inlet of basin may be replaced by geotextile as
directed. Construct the coir fiber baffles according to Roadway Standard Drawings No. 1640.01
and Section 1640 of the Standard Specifications.

Install Faircloth skimmer or other approved equivalent device according to manufacturer
recommendations. Install 4” Schedule 40 PVC pipe into dam on the lower side of basin 1 ft. from
the bottom of the basin and according to the detail, and attach the 6 ft. arm pipe to the coupling
connection and Faircloth skimmer according to manufacturer recommendations. Attach the rope
included with the skimmer to the tee between the vent socket and the tube inlet, and the other end
to a wooden stake or metal post. Clean out skimmer device when it becomes clogged with
sediment and/or debris and is unable to float at the top of water in skimmer basin. Take appropriate
measures to avoid ice accumulation in the skimmer device. Construct a stone pad of Class B stone
directly underneath the skimmer device at bottom of basin. The pad shall be a minimum of 12” in
height, and shall have a minimum cross sectional area of 4 ft. by 4 ft.

Line emergency spillway with geotextile unrolled in the direction of flow and lay smoothly but
loosely on soil surface without creases. Bury edges of geotextile in a trench at least 5" deep and
tamp firmly. If geotextile for the emergency spillway is not one continuous piece of material,
make horizontal overlaps a minimum of 18" with upstream geotextile overlapping the downstream
geotextile. Secure geotextile with eleven gauge wire staples shaped into a u shape with a length
of not less than 12" and a throat not less than 1" in width. Place staples along outer edges and
throughout the geotextile a maximum of 3 ft. horizontally and vertically. Geotextile shall be placed
to the bottom and across the entire width of the basin according to the Skimmer Basin with Baffles
detail.

At the skimmer outlet, provide a smooth soil surface free from stones, clods, or debris that will
prevent contact of the coir fiber matting with the soil. Unroll the matting and apply without
stretching such that it will lie smoothly but loosely on the soil surface. Wooden stakes,
reinforcement bars, or staples may be used as anchors in accordance with the details in the plans
and as directed. Place anchors across the matting at the ends approximately 1 ft. apart. Place
anchors along the outer edges and down the center of the matting 3 ft. apart.
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All bare side slope sections of the skimmer basin shall be seeded with a temporary or permanent
seed mix as directed and in accordance with Articles 1620-3, 1620-4, 1620-5, 1660-4, 1660-5 and
1660-7 of the Standard Specifications. Straw or excelsior matting shall be installed on all bare
side slope sections immediately upon the completion of seeding and in accordance with Article
1631-3 of the Standard Specifications.

Specifications, as calculated from the typical section throughout the length of the basin as shown
on the final approved plans.

For all permanent seeding and mulching that is satisfactorily completed in accordance with the requirements
of Section 1660 in the 2012 Standard Specifications and within the following percentages of elapsed
contract times, an additional payment will be made to the Contractor as an incentive additive. The incentive
additive will be determined by multiplying the number of acres of seeding and mulching satisfactorily
completed times the contract unit bid price per acre for Seeding and Mulching times the appropriate
percentage additive.

The allotments shall
be multiyear allotments and shall be based on estimated revenues and shall be subject to the maximum
contract authority contained in General Statute 143C-6-11(c). Payment for transportation project work
performed pursuant to contract in any fiscal year other than the current fiscal year is subject to
appropriations by the General Assembly. Transportation project contracts shall contain a schedule of
estimated completion progress, and any acceleration of this progress shall be subject to the approval of the
Department of Transportation provided funds are available. The State reserves the right to terminate or
suspend any transportation project contract, and any transportation project contract shall be so terminated
or suspended if funds will not be available for payment of the work to be performed during that fiscal year
pursuant to the contract. In the event of termination of any contract, the contractor shall be given a written
notice of termination at least 60 days before completion of scheduled work for which funds are available.
In the event of termination, the contractor shall be paid for the work already performed in accordance with
the contract specifications.

Payment will be made on any contract terminated pursuant to the special provision in accordance with
Subarticle 108-13(E) of the 2012 Standard Specifications.

Seed shall be sampled and tested by the North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer
Services, Seed Testing Laboratory. When said samples are collected, the vendor shall supply an
independent laboratory report for each lot to be tested. Results from seed so sampled shall be final.
Seed not meeting the specifications shall be rejected by the Department of Transportation and shall
not be delivered to North Carolina Department of Transportation warehouses. If seed has been
delivered it shall be available for pickup and replacement at the supplier’s expense.

Any re-labeling required by the North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services,
Seed Testing Laboratory, that would cause the label to reflect as otherwise specified herein shall
be rejected by the North Carolina Department of Transportation.

Seed shall be free from seeds of the noxious weeds Johnsongrass, Balloonvine, Jimsonweed,
Witchweed, Itchgrass, Serrated Tussock, Showy Crotalaria, Smooth Crotalaria, Sicklepod,
Sandbur, Wild Onion, and Wild Garlic. Seed shall not be labeled with the above weed species on
the seed analysis label. Tolerances as applied by the Association of Official Seed Analysts will
NOT be allowed for the above noxious weeds except for Wild Onion and Wild Garlic.

Tolerances established by the Association of Official Seed Analysts will generally be recognized.
However, for the purpose of figuring pure live seed, the found pure seed and found germination
percentages as reported by the North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services,
Seed Testing Laboratory will be used. Allowances, as established by the NCDOT, will be
recognized for minimum pure live seed as listed on the following pages.

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TEMPORARY TRAFFIC CONTROL (TTC)

Maintain traffic in accordance with Divisions 10, 11 and 12 of the 2012 Standard Specifications
and the following provisions:

Install Work Zone Advance Warning Signs in accordance with the detail drawing provided in these
plans prior to beginning any other work. Use a lane closure or slow moving operation to complete
the work, as necessary, unless otherwise indicated. Refer to Standard Drawing No. 1101.02,
1101.11, 1110.01, 1110.02, 1130.01 1135.01 and 1180.01 of the 2012 Roadway Standard
Drawings. Use a moving operation only if the minimum speed maintained at all times is 3 mph
with no stops that narrow or close a lane of travel. If the moving operation is progressing slower
than 3 mph at any time, install a lane closure. Maintain the existing traffic pattern at all times,
except in the immediate work zone where lane closures are allowed as determined by the Engineer.

Refer to attached details and Standard Drawing No. 1101.02, 1101.03, 1101.04, 1101.05, 1101.11,
1110.01,1110.02,1115.01, 1130.01, 1135.01, 1145.01, 1150.01, 1165.01, and 1180.01 of the 2012
Roadway Standard Drawings when closing a lane of travel in a stationary work zone such as
pavement patching resurfacing, or pavement marking removal. Properly ballasted cones and
skinny drums may be used instead of drums. However, drums are required for the upstream taper
portion of lane closures in all applications. The stationary work zone shall be a maximum of 1
mile in length at any given time on 2 Lane, 2 Way facilities unless otherwise approved by the
Engineer. A pilot vehicle operation may be used in conjunction with flaggers and the appropriate
pilot vehicle warning signing as directed by the Engineer. During periods of construction
inactivity, return the traffic pattern to the existing alignment and remove or cover any work zone
signs. When covering work zone signs, use an opaque material that prevents reading of the sign
at night by a driver using high beam headlights. Use material, which does not damage the sign
sheeting. Replace any obliterated markings as required by other sections of the 2012 Standard
Specifications and the Engineer.

When personnel and/or equipment are working on the shoulder adjacent to and within 5 feet of an
open travel lane, close the nearest open travel lane using Standard Drawing No. 1101.02 of the
2012 Roadway Standard Drawings. When personnel and/or equipment are working within a lane
of travel of an undivided facility, close the lane according to the traffic control plans, 2012
Roadway Standard Drawings or as directed by the Engineer. Conduct the work so that all
personnel and/or equipment remain within the closed travel lane. Do not work simultaneously, on
both sides of an open travel way, within the same location, on a two-lane, two-way road. Perform
work only when weather and visibility conditions allow safe operations as directed by the
Engineer.

When utilizing a slow-moving operation for such items as pavement marking and marker
placement, as a minimum the slow moving operation caravan shall consist of the vehicles and
devices shown on the Moving Operation Caravan Details according to Roadway Standard Drawing
No. 1101.02, sheet 11 of the 2012 Roadway Standard Drawings. Traffic cones may be used when
necessary to provide additional protection of wet pavement markings. Ballast all traffic cones so
they will not be blown over by traffic.
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TRAFFIC OPERATIONS:
1) Drop-Off Requirements and Time Limitations:

Do not exceed a difference of 2 inches in elevation between open lanes of traffic for nominal lifts
of 1.5 inches

During a resurfacing only operation, bring all newly resurfaced lanes to the same elevation within
72 hours for nominal lifts of 1.5 inches or less of asphalt course and by the end of each work day
for nominal lifts of greater than 1.5 inches of asphalt course

Backfill at a 6:1 slope up to the edge and elevation of existing pavement in areas adjacent to
an open travel lane that has an edge of pavement drop-off as follows:

(A)  Drop-off that exceeds 2 inches on roadways with posted speed limits of 45 mph or greater.
(B)  Drop-off that exceeds 3 inches on roadways with posted speed limits less than 45 mph.

For drop-offs that exceed the above requirements, backfill the unacceptable drop-off with suitable
compacted material, as approved by the Engineer. The material, equipment and labor associated
with this operation will be at no expense to the Department. This work is not considered part of
shoulder reconstruction.

2) Project Requirements:

Failure to comply with the following requirements will result in a suspension of all other
operations:

1. Before working on ANY MAP, the Contractor shall submit a written construction sequence
for traffic control and construction lighting for ALL MAPS to the Engineer at the first pre-
construction meeting and the sequence must be approved before closing a lane of traffic.
The Contractor and Engineer will coordinate with the Traffic Management Unit at 919-
773-2800 or Traffic Services for additional traffic control guidance, as necessary.

2. Obtain written approval of the Engineer before working in more than one location or setting
up additional lane closures. The maximum length of any one lane closure is 1 mile unless
otherwise directed by the Engineer.

3. Contractor shall mill and pave lanes in an order such that water shall not accumulate.

4. Traffic Control for the milling and/or paving of ramps is to be done according to Standard
Drawing Number 1101.02, Sheets 9 & 10 unless otherwise approved to be closed by the
Engineer. If approved, Contractor will provide plans and devices for the detour at no
additional cost to the department.

5. If lane closure restrictions apply, see Special Provision, “Intermediate Contract Times and
Liquidated Damages”.
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6. If milled areas are not paved back within 72 hours, the Contractor is to furnish and install
the following portable signs to warn drivers of the conditions. These are to include, but
not limited to “Rough Road” (W8-8), “Uneven Lanes” (W8-11), and “Grooved Pavement”
(W8-15) w/ Motorcycle Plaque mounted below. These are to be dual indicated on Multi-
Lane Roadways with speed limits 45 mph and greater where lateral clearance can be
obtained within the median areas. These portable signs are incidental to the other items of
work included in the temporary traffic control (Lump Sum) pay item.

3) Work Zone Signing:
Description

Install advance/general warning work zone signs according to the Detail Drawing provided in these
plans prior to beginning of work. Install and maintain signing in accordance with the attached
drawings and Divisions 11 and 12 of the 2012 Standard Specifications.

(A) Installation

All stationary Advance/General warning work zone signs require notification to existing Utility
owners per Article 105-8 of the 2012 Standard Specifications and Special Provision SP1 G115
within 3 to 12 full working days prior to installation.

Install all Advance/General warning work zone signs before beginning work on a particular map.
If signs are installed more than seven (7) calendar days prior to the beginning of work on a
particular map, cover the signs until the work begins. Install each work zone Advance/General
warning sign separately and not on the same post or stand with any other sign except where an
advisory speed plate or directional arrow is used.

All stationary signing is to be installed as shown on the detail drawing(s) unless otherwise directed
by the Engineer. All sign locations to be verified by the Engineer prior to installation. Once the
signs have been installed and accepted, any sign relocations requested by the Department will be
compensated in accordance with Article 104-7. Any additional signs other than the ones shown in
the drawing will be compensated in accordance with Article 104-7.

No stationary -Y- Line advance warning signage is required unless there’s more than 1,000 feet of
resurfacing along the —Y- line. Whenever work proceeds through an intersection, portable signs
shall be used for traffic control. There will be no direct compensation for any portable signing.

If there is a period of construction inactivity longer than 14 calendar days, remove or cover
advance/general warning work zone signs. Uncover advance/general warning work zone signs no
more than 7 calendar days before work resumes. All other operations may be suspended upon
failure to comply with the above requirements. Such suspended operations would not be resumed
until the above requirements are fulfilled.
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(B) Sign Removal

All stationary work zone signs shall be removed once the project is substantially complete. The
project is substantially complete when the resurfacing operations are completed and the shoulders
are brought up to the same elevation as the proposed pavement and when pavement markings are
installed. The pavement marking doesn’t have to be the final marking material to be considered
substantially complete. Any remaining punch list items are to be completed with portable work
zone signing. There will be no compensation for any portable signing. Sign removal is a condition
of final project acceptance.

(C) Lane Closure Work Zone Signs

Install any required lane closure signing needed during the life of the project in accordance with
the Standard Drawing No. 1101.02, 1101.11 and 1110.02 of the 2012 Roadway Standard
Drawings. Any required portable signs for lane closures are compensated in the contract pay item
for Temporary Traffic Control.

4) Measurement and Payment:

Temporary traffic control work, including, but not limited to installation and removal of stationary
and portable signs, cones, drums, skinny drums, flaggers, AFAD’s, changeable message boards,
truck mounted attenuators, flashing arrow panels, and pilot vehicles will be considered incidental
to the various other bid items in the contract. No direct payment will be made for work covered
by this section.

Description

The North Carolina Department of Transportation will administer a custom version of the Federal On-the-
Job Training (OJT) Program, commonly referred to as the Alternate OJT Program. All contractors (existing
and newcomers) will be automatically placed in the Alternate Program. Standard OJT requirements
typically associated with individual projects will no longer be applied at the project level. Instead, these
requirements will be applicable on an annual basis for each contractor administered by the OJT Program
Manager.

On the Job Training shall meet the requirements of 23 CFR 230.107 (b), 23 USC — Section 140, this
provision and the On-the-Job Training Program Manual.

The Alternate OJT Program will allow a contractor to train employees on Federal, State and privately
funded projects located in North Carolina. However, priority shall be given to training employees on
NCDOT Federal-Aid funded projects.

Minorities and Women

Developing, training and upgrading of minorities and women toward journeyman level status is a primary
objective of this special training provision. Accordingly, the Contractor shall make every effort to enroll
minority and women as trainees to the extent that such persons are available within a reasonable area of
recruitment. This training commitment is not intended, and shall not be used, to discriminate against any
applicant for training, whether a member of a minority group or not.

Assigning Training Goals

The Department, through the OJT Program Manager, will assign training goals for a calendar year based
on the contractors' past three years’ activity and the contractors' anticipated upcoming year’s activity with
the Department. At the beginning of each year, all contractors eligible will be contacted by the Department
to determine the number of trainees that will be assigned for the upcoming calendar year. At that time the
Contractor shall enter into an agreement with the Department to provide a self-imposed on-the-job training
program for the calendar year. This agreement will include a specific number of annual training goals
agreed to by both parties. The number of training assignments may range from 1 to 15 per contractor per
calendar year. The Contractor shall sign an agreement to fulfill their annual goal for the year.\
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Training Classifications

The Contractor shall provide on-the-job training aimed at developing full journeyman level workers in the
construction craft/operator positions. Preference shall be given to providing training in the following skilled
work classifications:

Equipment Operators Office Engineers

Truck Drivers Estimators

Carpenters Iron / Reinforcing Steel Workers
Concrete Finishers Mechanics

Pipe Layers Welders

The Department has established common training classifications and their respective training requirements
that may be used by the contractors. However, the classifications established are not all-inclusive. Where
the training is oriented toward construction applications, training will be allowed in lower-level
management positions such as office engineers and estimators. Contractors shall submit new classifications
for specific job functions that their employees are performing. The Department will review and recommend
for acceptance to FHWA the new classifications proposed by contractors, if applicable. New classifications
shall meet the following requirements:

Proposed training classifications are reasonable and realistic based on the job skill classification
needs, and

The number of training hours specified in the training classification is consistent with common
practices and provides enough time for the trainee to obtain journeyman level status.

The Contractor may allow trainees to be trained by a subcontractor provided that the Contractor retains
primary responsibility for meeting the training and this provision is made applicable to the subcontract.
However, only the Contractor will receive credit towards the annual goal for the trainee.

Where feasible, 25 percent of apprentices or trainees in each occupation shall be in their first year of
apprenticeship or training. The number of trainees shall be distributed among the work classifications on
the basis of the contractor’s needs and the availability of journeymen in the various classifications within a
reasonable area of recruitment.

No employee shall be employed as a trainee in any classification in which they have successfully completed
a training course leading to journeyman level status or in which they have been employed as a journeyman.

Records and Reports
The Contractor shall maintain enrollment, monthly and completion reports documenting company
compliance under these contract documents. These documents and any other information as requested shall

be submitted to the OJT Program Manager.

Upon completion and graduation of the program, the Contractor shall provide each trainee with
a certification Certificate showing the type and length of training satisfactorily completed.

Trainee Interviews

All trainees enrolled in the program will receive an initial and Trainee/Post graduate interview conducted
by the OJT program staff.
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Trainee Wages

Contractors shall compensate trainees on a graduating pay scale based upon a percentage of the prevailing
minimum journeyman wages (Davis-Bacon Act). Minimum pay shall be as follows:

60 percent of the journeyman wage for the first half of the training period
75 percent of the journeyman wage for the third quarter of the training period
90 percent of the journeyman wage for the last quarter of the training period

In no instance shall a trainee be paid less than the local minimum wage. The Contractor shall adhere to the
minimum hourly wage rate that will satisfy both the NC Department of Labor (NCDOL) and the
Department.

Achieving or Failing to Meet Training Goals

The Contractor will be credited for each trainee employed by him on the contract work who is currently
enrolled or becomes enrolled in an approved program and who receives training for at least 50 percent of
the specific program requirement. Trainees will be allowed to be transferred between projects if required

by the Contractor’s scheduled workload to meet training goals.

If a contractor fails to attain their training assignments for the calendar year, they may be taken off the
NCDOT’s Bidders List.

Measurement and Payment

No compensation will be made for providing required training in accordance with these contract documents.
