Blank
forms will not be deemed to represent zero participation. Bids
submitted that do not have MBE and WBE participation indicated on the
appropriate form will not be read publicly during the opening of bids. The
Department will not consider these bids for award and the proposal will be
rejected.

(c) The bidder shall be responsible for ensuring that the MBE/WBE is certified
at the time of bid by checking the Directory of Transportation Firms. If the
firm is not certified at the time of the bid-letting, that MBE’s or WBE’s
participation will not count towards achieving the corresponding goal.

2 If either the MBE or WBE goal is zero, entries on the Listing of MBE and WBE
Subcontractors are not required for the zero goal, however any MBE or WBE
participation that is achieved during the project shall be reported in accordance with
requirements contained elsewhere in the special provision.

MBE or WBE Prime Contractor

When a certified MBE or WBE firm bids on a contract that contains MBE and WBE goals, the
firm is responsible for meeting the goals or making good faith efforts to meet the goals, just like
any other bidder. In most cases, a MBE or WBE bidder on a contract will meet one of the goals
by virtue of the work it performs on the contract with its own forces. However, all the work that
is performed by the MBE or WBE bidder and any other similarly certified subcontractors will
count toward the goal. The MBE or WBE bidder shall list itself along with any MBE or WBE
subcontractors, if any, in order to receive credit toward the goals.
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For example, on a proposed contract, the WBE goal is 10%, and the MBE goal is 8%.
A WBE bidder puts in a bid where they will perform 40% of the contract work and have
a WBE subcontractor which will perform another 5% of the work. Together the two WBE firms
submit on the Listing of MBE and WBE Subcontractors a value of 45% of the contract which
fulfills the WBE goal. The 8% MBE goal shall be obtained through MBE participation with MBE
certified subcontractors or documented through a good faith effort. It should be noted that you
cannot combine the two goals to meet an overall value. The two goals shall remain separate.

MBE/WBE prime contractors shall also follow Sections A or B listed under Listing of MBE/WBE
Subcontractors just as a non-MBE/WBE bidder would.

Written Documentation — Letter of Intent

The bidder shall submit written documentation for each MBE/WBE that will be used to meet the
MBE and WBE goals of the contract, indicating the bidder’s commitment to use the MBE/WBE
in the contract. This documentation shall be submitted on the Department’s form titled
Letter of Intent.

The documentation shall be received in the office of the Engineer no later than 2:00 p.m. of the
fifth calendar day following opening of bids, unless the fifth day falls on Saturday, Sunday or an
official state holiday. In that situation, it is due in the office of the Engineer no later than 10:00
a.m. on the next official state business day.

If the bidder fails to submit the Letter of Intent from each committed MBE and WBE to be used
toward the MBE and WBE goals, or if the form is incomplete (i.e. both signatures are not present),
the MBE/WBE participation will not count toward meeting the MBE/WBE goal. If the lack of
this participation drops the commitment below either the MBE or WBE goal, the Contractor shall
submit evidence of good faith efforts for the goal not met, completed in its entirety, to the Engineer
no later than 2:00 p.m. of the eighth calendar day following opening of bids, unless the eighth day
falls on Saturday, Sunday or an official state holiday. In that situation, it is due in the office of the
Engineer no later than 10:00 a.m. on the next official state business day.

Banking MBE/WBE Credit

If the committed MBE/WBE participation submitted by Letter of Intent exceeds the algebraic sum
of the MBE or WBE goal by $1,000 or more, the excess will be placed on deposit by the
Department for future use by the bidder. Separate accounts will be maintained for MBE and WBE
participation and these may accumulate for a period not to exceed 24 months.

When the apparent lowest responsive bidder fails to submit sufficient participation by MBE firms
to meet the contract goal, as part of the good faith effort, the Department will consider allowing
the bidder to withdraw funds to meet the MBE goal as long as there are adequate funds available
from the bidder’s MBE bank account.

When the apparent lowest responsive bidder fails to submit sufficient participation by WBE firms
to meet the contract goal, as part of the good faith effort, the Department will consider allowing
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the bidder to withdraw funds to meet the WBE goal as long as there are adequate funds available
from the bidder’s WBE bank account.

Submission of Good Faith Effort

If the bidder fails to meet or exceed either the MBE or the WBE goal, the apparent lowest
responsive bidder shall submit to the Department documentation of adequate good faith efforts
made to reach that specific goal(s).

One complete set and 1 electronic copy (in .PDF format) of this information shall be received in
the office of the Engineer no later than 2:00 p.m. of the fifth calendar day following opening of
bids, unless the fifth day falls on Saturday, Sunday or an official state holiday. In that situation, it
is due in the office of the Engineer no later than 10:00 a.m. on the next official state business day.

Note: Where the information submitted includes repetitious solicitation letters, it will be
acceptable to submit a representative letter along with a distribution list of the firms that were
solicited. Documentation of MBE/WBE quotations shall be a part of the good faith effort
submittal. This documentation may include written subcontractor quotations, telephone log
notations of verbal quotations, or other types of quotation documentation.

Consideration of Good Faith Effort for Projects with MBE/WBE Goals More Than Zero

Adequate good faith efforts mean that the bidder took all necessary and reasonable steps to achieve
the goal which, by their scope, intensity, and appropriateness, could reasonably be expected to
obtain sufficient MBE/WBE participation. Adequate good faith efforts also mean that the bidder
actively and aggressively sought MBE/WBE participation. Mere pro forma efforts are not
considered good faith efforts.

The Department will consider the quality, quantity, and intensity of the different kinds of efforts a
bidder has made. Listed below are examples of the types of actions a bidder will take in making
a good faith effort to meet the goals and are not intended to be exclusive or exhaustive, nor is it
intended to be a mandatory checklist.

(A)  Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. attendance at pre-bid meetings,
advertising, written notices, use of verifiable electronic means through the use of the
NCDOT Directory of Transportation Firms) the interest of all certified MBES/WBES that
are also prequalified subcontractors. The bidder must solicit this interest within at least
10 days prior to bid opening to allow the MBES/WBEs to respond to the solicitation.
Solicitation shall provide the opportunity to MBES/WBEs within the Division and
surrounding Divisions where the project is located. The bidder must determine with
certainty if the MBES/WBES are interested by taking appropriate steps to follow up initial
solicitations.

Selecting portions of the work to be performed by MBES/WBEs in order to increase the
likelihood that the MBE and WBE goals will be achieved.

Where appropriate, break out contract work items into economically feasible units
to facilitate MBE/WBE participation, even when the prime contractor might
otherwise prefer to perform these work items with its own forces.

Negotiate with subcontractors to assume part of the responsibility to meet the
contract MBE/WBE goals when the work to be sublet includes potential for
MBE/WBE participation (2" and 3" tier subcontractors).

Providing interested certified MBES/WBEsS that are also prequalified subcontractors with
adequate information about the plans, specifications, and requirements of the contract in a
timely manner to assist them in responding to a solicitation.

Negotiating in good faith with interested MBEs/WBEs. It is the bidder’s
responsibility to make a portion of the work available to MBE/WBE subcontractors
and suppliers and to select those portions of the work or material needs consistent
with the available MBE/WBE subcontractors and suppliers, so as to facilitate
MBE/WBE participation. Evidence of such negotiation includes the names,
addresses, and telephone numbers of MBES/WBEs that were considered;
a description of the information provided regarding the plans and specifications for
the work selected for subcontracting; and evidence as to why additional agreements
could not be reached for MBES/WBES to perform the work.

A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors
in negotiating with subcontractors, including MBE/WBE subcontractors, and
would take a firm’s price and capabilities as well as contract goals into
consideration. However, the fact that there may be some additional costs involved
in finding and using MBES/WBEs is not in itself sufficient reason for a bidder’s
failure to meet the contract MBE or WBE goals, as long as such costs are
reasonable. Also, the ability or desire of a prime contractor to perform the work of
a contract with its own organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility
to make good faith efforts. Bidding contractors are not, however, required to accept
higher quotes from MBES/WBEs if the price difference is excessive or
unreasonable.

Not rejecting MBES/WBEs as being unqualified without sound reasons based on
a thorough investigation of their capabilities. The bidder’s standing within its industry,
membership in specific groups, organizations, or associates and political or social
affiliations (for example, union vs. non-union employee status) are not legitimate causes
for the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the bidder’s efforts to meet the project goal.

Making efforts to assist interested MBES/WBESs in obtaining bonding, lines of credit,
or insurance as required by the recipient or bidder.
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(G) Making efforts to assist interested MBES/WBEs in obtaining necessary equipment,
supplies, materials, or related assistance or services.

(H)  Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations;
minority/women contractors’ groups; Federal, State, and local minority/women business
assistance offices; and other organizations as allowed on a case-by-case basis to provide
assistance in the recruitment and placement of MBES/WBEs. Contact within 7 days from
the bid opening the Business Opportunity and Work Force Development Unit at
DBE@ncdot.gov to give notification of the bidder’s inability to get MBE or WBE quotes.

()] Any other evidence that the bidder submits which shows that the bidder has made
reasonable good faith efforts to meet the MBE and WBE goal.

In addition, the Department may take into account the following:

Whether the bidder’s documentation reflects a clear and realistic plan for achieving
the MBE and WBE goals.

The bidders’ past performance in meeting the MBE and WBE goals.

The performance of other bidders in meeting the MBE and WBE goals. For
example, when the apparent successful bidder fails to meet the goals, but others
meet it, you may reasonably raise the question of whether, with additional
reasonable efforts the apparent successful bidder could have met the goals. If the
apparent successful bidder fails to meet the MBE and WBE goals, but meets
or exceeds the average MBE and WBE participation obtained by other bidders, the
Department may view this, in conjunction with other factors, as evidence of the
apparent successful bidder having made a good faith effort.

If the Department does not award the contract to the apparent lowest responsive bidder,
the Department reserves the right to award the contract to the next lowest responsive bidder that
can satisfy to the Department that the MBE and WBE goals can be met or that an adequate good
faith effort has been made to meet the MBE and WBE goals.

Non-Good Faith Appeal

The Engineer will notify the contractor verbally and in writing of non-good faith. A contractor
may appeal a determination of non-good faith made by the Goal Compliance Committee. If a
contractor wishes to appeal the determination made by the Committee, they shall provide written
notification to the Engineer. The appeal shall be made within 2 business days of notification of
the determination of non-good faith.
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Counting MBE/WBE Participation Toward Meeting MBE/WBE Goals

Participation

The total dollar value of the participation by a committed MBE/WBE will be counted
toward the contract goal requirements. The total dollar value of participation by
a committed MBE/WBE will be based upon the value of work actually performed by the
MBE/WBE and the actual payments to MBE/WBE firms by the Contractor.

Joint Checks

Prior notification of joint check wuse shall be required when counting
MBE/WBE participation for services or purchases that involves the use of a joint check.
Notification shall be through submission of Form JC-1 (Joint Check Notification Form)
and the use of joint checks shall be in accordance with the Department's Joint Check
Procedures.

Subcontracts (Non-Trucking)

A MBE/WBE may enter into subcontracts. Work that a MBE subcontracts to another MBE
firm may be counted toward the MBE contract goal requirement. The same holds for work
that a WBE subcontracts to another WBE firm. Work that a MBE subcontracts to a non-
MBE firm does not count toward the MBE contract goal requirement. Again, the same
holds true for the work that a WBE subcontracts to a non-WBE firm. If a MBE or WBE
contractor or subcontractor subcontracts a significantly greater portion of the work of the
contract than would be expected on the basis of standard industry practices, it shall be
presumed that the MBE or WBE is not performing a commercially useful function. The
MBE/WBE may present evidence to rebut this presumption to the Department. The
Department's decision on the rebuttal of this presumption may be subject to review by the
Office of Inspector General, NCDOT.

Joint Venture

When a MBE or WBE performs as a participant in a joint venture, the Contractor may
count toward its contract goal requirement a portion of the total value of participation with
the MBE or WBE in the joint venture, that portion of the total dollar value being a distinct
clearly defined portion of work that the MBE or WBE performs with its forces.

Suppliers

A contractor may count toward its MBE or WBE requirement 60 percent of its expenditures
for materials and supplies required to complete the contract and obtained from a MBE or
WBE regular dealer and 100 percent of such expenditures from a MBE or WBE
manufacturer.
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(F)

Manufacturers and Regular Dealers

A contractor may count toward its MBE or WBE requirement the following expenditures
to MBE/WBE firms that are not manufacturers or regular dealers:

Q) The fees or commissions charged by a MBE/WBE firm for providing a bona fide
service, such as professional, technical, consultant, or managerial services, or for
providing bonds or insurance specifically required for the performance of
a DOT-assisted contract, provided the fees or commissions are determined to be
reasonable and not excessive as compared with fees and commissions customarily
allowed for similar services.

2 With respect to materials or supplies purchased from a MBE/WBE, which is neither
a manufacturer nor a regular dealer, count the entire amount of fees or commissions
charged for assistance in the procurement of the materials and supplies, or fees or
transportation charges for the delivery of materials or supplies required on a job site
(but not the cost of the materials and supplies themselves), provided the fees are
determined to be reasonable and not excessive as compared with fees customarily
allowed for similar services.

Commercially Useful Function

MBE/WBE Utilization

The Contractor may count toward its contract goal requirement only expenditures to MBEs
and WBEs that perform a commercially useful function in the work of a contract.
A MBE/WBE performs a commercially useful function when it is responsible for
execution of the work of the contract and is carrying out its responsibilities by actually
performing, managing, and supervising the work involved. To perform a commercially
useful function, the MBE/WBE shall also be responsible with respect to materials and
supplies used on the contract, for negotiating price, determining quality and quantity,
ordering the material and installing (where applicable) and paying for the material itself.
To determine whether a MBE/WBE is performing a commercially useful function, the
Department will evaluate the amount of work subcontracted, industry practices, whether
the amount the firm is to be paid under the contract is commensurate with the work it is
actually performing and the MBE/WBE credit claimed for its performance of the work,
and any other relevant factors.

MBE/WBE Utilization in Trucking

The following factors will be used to determine if a MBE or WBE trucking firm is
performing a commercially useful function:

(@8] The MBE/WBE shall be responsible for the management and supervision of the
entire trucking operation for which it is responsible on a particular contract, and

there shall not be a contrived arrangement for the purpose of meeting the
MBE or WBE goal.

The MBE/WBE shall itself own and operate at least one fully licensed, insured, and
operational truck used on the contract.

The MBE/WBE receives credit for the total value of the transportation services it
provides on the contract using trucks it owns, insures, and operates using drivers it
employs.

The MBE may subcontract the work to another MBE firm, including
an owner-operator who is certified as a MBE. The same holds true that a WBE
may subcontract the work to another WBE firm, including an owner-operator who
is certified as a WBE. When this occurs, the MBE or WBE who subcontracts work
receives credit for the total value of the transportation services the subcontracted
MBE or WBE provides on the contract. It should be noted that every effort shall
be made by MBE and WBE contractors to subcontract to the same certification (i.e.,
MBEs to MBEs and WBESs to WBES), in order to fulfill the goal requirement. This,
however, may not always be possible due to the limitation of firms in the area. If
the MBE or WBE firm shows a good faith effort has been made to reach out to
similarly certified transportation service providers and there is no interest or
availability, and they can get assistance from other certified providers, the Engineer
will not hold the prime liable for meeting the goal.

The MBE/WBE may also subcontract the work to anon-MBE/WBE firm, including
from an owner-operator. The MBE/WBE who subcontracts the work to a non-
MBE/WBE is entitled to credit for the total value of transportation services
provided by the non-MBE/WBE subcontractor not to exceed the value
of transportation services provided by MBE/WBE-owned trucks on the contract.
Additional participation by non-MBE/WBE subcontractors receives credit only for
the fee or commission it receives as a result of the subcontract arrangement. The
value of services performed under subcontract agreements between the MBE/WBE
and the Contractor will not count towards the MBE/WBE contract requirement.

A MBE/WBE may lease truck(s) from an established equipment leasing business
open to the general public. The lease must indicate that the MBE/WBE has
exclusive use of and control over the truck. This requirement does not preclude the
leased truck from working for others during the term of the lease with the consent
of the MBE/WBE, so long as the lease gives the MBE/WBE absolute priority for
use of the leased truck. This type of lease may count toward the MBE/WBE’s credit
as long as the driver is under the MBE/WBE’s payroll.

Subcontracted/leased trucks shall display clearly on the dashboard the name of the
MBE/WBE that they are subcontracted/leased to and their own company name if it
is not identified on the truck itself. Magnetic door signs are not permitted.
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MBE/WBE Replacement

When a Contractor has relied on a commitment to a MBE or WBE firm (or an approved substitute
MBE or WBE firm) to meet all or part of a contract goal requirement, the contractor shall not
terminate the MBE/WBE for convenience. This includes, but is not limited to, instances in which
the Contractor seeks to perform the work of the terminated subcontractor with another MBE/WBE
subcontractor, a non-MBE/WBE subcontractor, or with the Contractor’s own forces or those of an
affiliate. A MBE/WBE may only be terminated after receiving the Engineer’s written approval
based upon a finding of good cause for the termination. The prime contractor must give the
MBE/WBE firm five (5) calendar days to respond to the prime contractor’s notice of termination
and advise the prime contractor and the Department of the reasons, if any, why the firm objects to
the proposed termination of its subcontract and why the Department should not approve the action.

All requests for replacement of a committed MBE/WBE firm shall be submitted to the Engineer
for approval on Form RF-1 (Replacement Request). If the Contractor fails to follow this procedure,
the Contractor may be disqualified from further bidding for a period of up to 6 months.

The Contractor shall comply with the following for replacement of a committed MBE/WBE:
(A)  Performance Related Replacement

When a committed MBE is terminated for good cause as stated above, an additional MBE
that was submitted at the time of bid may be used to fulfill the MBE commitment. The
same holds true if a committed WBE is terminated for good cause, an additional WBE that
was submitted at the time of bid may be used to fulfill the WBE goal. A good faith effort
will only be required for removing a committed MBE/WBE if there were no additional
MBES/WBEs submitted at the time of bid to cover the same amount of work as the
MBE/WBE that was terminated.

If a replacement MBE/WBE is not found that can perform at least the same amount of work
as the terminated MBE/WBE, the Contractor shall submit a good faith effort documenting
the steps taken. Such documentation shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

(¢D) Copies of written notification to MBES/WBEs that their interest is solicited in
contracting the work defaulted by the previous MBE/WBE or in subcontracting
other items of work in the contract.

2 Efforts to negotiate with MBES/WBEs for specific subbids including, at
a minimum:

@) The names, addresses, and telephone numbers of MBEs/WBES who were
contacted.

(b) A description of the information provided to MBES/WBEs regarding the
plans and specifications for portions of the work to be performed.

3) A list of reasons why MBE/WBE quotes were not accepted.
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4) Efforts made to assist the MBES/WBEs contacted, if needed, in obtaining bonding
or insurance required by the Contractor.

(B)  Decertification Replacement

(1) When a committed MBE/WBE is decertified by the Department after the
SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) has been received by the Department, the
Department will not require the Contractor to solicit replacement
MBE/WBE participation equal to the remaining work to be performed by the
decertified firm. The participation equal to the remaining work performed by the
decertified firm will count toward the contract goal requirement.

2 When a committed MBE/WBE is decertified prior to the Department receiving the
SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) for the named MBE/WBE firm, the Contractor
shall take all necessary and reasonable steps to replace the MBE/WBE
subcontractor with another similarly certified MBE/WBE subcontractor to perform
at least the same amount of work to meet the MBE/WBE goal requirement. If a
MBE/WBE firm is not found to do the same amount of work, a good faith effort
must be submitted to NCDOT (see A herein for required documentation).

Changes in the Work

When the Engineer makes changes that result in the reduction or elimination of work to be
performed by a committed MBE/WBE, the Contractor will not be required to seek additional
participation. When the Engineer makes changes that result in additional work to be performed
by a MBE/WBE based upon the Contractor’s commitment, the MBE/WBE shall participate in
additional work to the same extent as the MBE/WBE participated in the original contract work.

When the Engineer makes changes that result in extra work, which has more than a minimal impact
on the contract amount, the Contractor shall seek additional participation by MBES/WBESs unless
otherwise approved by the Engineer.

When the Engineer makes changes that result in an alteration of plans or details of construction,
and a portion or all of the work had been expected to be performed by a committed MBE/WBE,
the Contractor shall seek participation by MBES/WBEs unless otherwise approved by the
Engineer.

When the Contractor requests changes in the work that result in the reduction or elimination of
work that the Contractor committed to be performed by a MBE/WBE, the Contractor shall seek
additional participation by MBES/WBEs equal to the reduced MBE/WBE participation caused by
the changes.
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Reports and Documentation

A SAF (Subcontract Approval Form) shall be submitted for all work which is to be performed by
a MBE/WBE subcontractor. The Department reserves the right to require copies of actual
subcontract agreements involving MBE/WBE subcontractors.

When using transportation services to meet the contract commitment, the Contractor shall submit
a proposed trucking plan in addition to the SAF. The plan shall be submitted prior to beginning
construction on the project. The plan shall include the names of all trucking firms proposed for
use, their certification type(s), the number of trucks owned by the firm, as well as the individual
truck identification numbers, and the line item(s) being performed.

Within 30 calendar days of entering into an agreement with a MBE/WBE for materials, supplies
or services, not otherwise documented by the SAF as specified above, the Contractor shall furnish
the Engineer a copy of the agreement. The documentation shall also indicate the percentage (60%
or 100%) of expenditures claimed for MBE/WBE credit.

Reporting Minority and Women Business Enterprise Participation

The Contractor shall provide the Engineer with an accounting of payments made to all MBE and
WBE firms, including material suppliers and contractors at all levels (prime, subcontractor,
or second tier subcontractor). This accounting shall be furnished to the Engineer for any given
month by the end of the following month. Failure to submit this information accordingly may
result in the following action:

(A)  Withholding of money due in the next partial pay estimate; or

(B) Removal of an approved contractor from the prequalified bidders’ list or the removal of
other entities from the approved subcontractors list.

While each contractor (prime, subcontractor, 2nd tier subcontractor) is responsible for accurate
accounting of payments to MBEs/WBEs, it shall be the prime contractor’s responsibility to report
all monthly and final payment information in the correct reporting manner.

Failure on the part of the Contractor to submit the required information in the time frame specified
may result in the disqualification of that contractor and any affiliate companies from further
bidding until the required information is submitted.

Failure on the part of any subcontractor to submit the required information in the time frame
specified may result in the disqualification of that contractor and any affiliate companies from
being approved for further work on future projects until the required information is submitted.

Contractors reporting transportation services provided by non-MBE/WBE lessees shall evaluate
the value of services provided during the month of the reporting period only.

At any time, the Engineer can request written verification of subcontractor payments.
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The Contractor shall report the accounting of payments through the Department’s DBE Payment
Tracking System.

Failure to Meet Contract Requirements

Failure to meet contract requirements in accordance with Subarticle 102-15(J) of the
2018 Standard Specifications may be cause to disqualify the Contractor.

Do not burn the clearing, grubbing or demolition debris designated for disposal and generated from
the project at locations within the project limits, off the project limits or at any waste or borrow
sites in this county. Dispose of the clearing, grubbing and demolition debris by means other than
burning, according to state or local rules and regulations.
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GROUTING REQUIREMENTS: (SPECIAL)

This work includes compaction grouting, slab jacking and void filling for 6 bridge approach slabs
(3 approaches and 3 departures) for 3 bridges on US 70 in Johnston County, North Carolina as
listed below.

JOHNSTON COUNTY BRIDGES REQUIRING

General drawings and approach slab details from the original structure plans for these bridges
which show approach slab dimensions and configurations are included in this proposal. In
addition, the original subsurface investigation report for Bridge No. 597 (WBL) and 598 (EBL)
which shows the subsurface conditions before the bridges were constructed is also included in this
proposal.

The approaches and departures for Bridge No. 597, 598 and 606 have settled between 1" and 2.5".
Use compaction grouting to lift slabs and adjacent asphalt pavement. Install grout pipes to a depth
of 30 ft below grade for the departure and approach slabs of Bridge No. 597 and 598, respectively
(west end bents) and to a depth of 20 ft below grade for all other compaction grouting locations
listed above. See Compaction Grouting provision for compaction grouting details. After
compaction grouting is completed at each bridge approach slab, use slab jacking and void filling
to restore the slabs and adjacent asphalt pavement to the original grade. It is critical to minimize
damage to the asphalt leading up to approaches or away from departures as the Department will
not be immediately repaving US 70. See Slab Jacking and Void Filling provision for slab jacking
and void filling details including drill hole pattern requirements.
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Section removed. This portion of the work will be completed by NCDOT forces.
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COMPACTION GROUTING: (SPECIAL)

Description

Compaction grouting is a ground improvement method that consists of injecting low mobility grout
into the ground to displace and compact the surrounding soil without permeating or fracturing the
soil. Grout is pumped through steel sectional casings, i.e., “grout pipes” installed to required
depths. As grout pipes are withdrawn, columns of grout “bulbs” are formed below the ground
surface.

Compaction grouting is required to stabilize subgrades and embankments and prevent future
subsidence at the locations shown and to the depths required in the Grouting Requirements
provision. Depending on the compaction grouting results in the field, the Engineer may adjust the
grouting requirements which could include more or less holes, revised hole grouting sequence or
different hole depths or locations.

Materials
Refer to Division 10 of the Standard Specifications.

Item Section
Grout 1003

Use Type 5 grout for compaction grouting and Type 3 grout for patching holes in pavements.
Provide a Type 5 grout mix with at least 400 1b of cement per cy. In some subsurface conditions,
the Engineer may approve grout mix designs that deviate from Type 5 grout requirements in order
to improve grout take or pumpability.

Pregrouting Requirements
(A) Compaction Grouting Plan

Submit a PDF copy of a compaction grouting plan at least 7 days before mobilizing to the
site. Do not begin grouting until a grouting plan submittal is accepted. Provide detailed
project specific information in the compaction grouting plan that includes the following:

(1) Overall description and schedule of work and traffic control operations,
(2) List of personnel with descriptions of experience and qualifications,

(3) Details of drilling and coring, grout pipe installation, hole layout and grouting
sequence, equipment and procedures,

4) Methods and equipment for mixing grout and monitoring and recording grout
volumes and pressures with calibration certificates dated within 1 year of the
submittal date,

(5)  Detailed description of movement monitoring including device locations, specific
things to be monitored and measuring equipment with calibration certificates dated
within 1 year of the submittal date,

(6) Grout volume and pressure and movement criteria for raising grout pipes,
(7) Example of drilling, grouting and monitoring logs,

(8) Grout mix design that meets Section 1003 of the Standard Specifications and

9) Other information if requested by the Engineer.

If alternate grouting procedures are proposed or necessary, a revised compaction grouting
plan submittal may be required. If the work deviates from the accepted submittal without
prior approval, the Engineer may suspend compaction grouting until a revised plan is
accepted.

Compaction Grouting Equipment

Mobilize equipment to the site capable of installing grout pipes to the depths required and
through whatever pavement and subsurface materials that are encountered including
concrete approach and sleeper slabs, asphalt pavements, debris, obstructions, etc. Use
equipment capable of drilling round and plumb holes of the required diameter through
pavements for grout pipe installation. For concrete slabs, use a core barrel with an outside
diameter 1" to 2" larger than the casing outside diameter to core holes completely through
concrete and reinforcing steel. Use grout pipes consisting of flush joint steel sectional
casing with an inside diameter of at least 2" and sufficient strength to maintain grout holes
and withstand pumping, drilling and jacking pressures.

Provide mobile equipment as necessary to transport, proportion, mix and batch materials
and pump grout for compaction grouting. A volumetric concrete mixer is required to
produce Type 5 grout. Do not use grout from a concrete ready mix or batch plant. Produce
grout with volumetric mixer equipment that is certified by the Volumetric Mixer
Manufacturers Burcau (VMMB) signified by a VMMB registered rating plate attached to
the equipment. Use a mixer that can continuously produce grout with a slump of less than
2" at pressures of up to 1,000 psi and flow rates up to 5 cf per minute. An operator with at
least 3 years of experience within the last 5 years operating volumetric mixer equipment
for compaction grouting is required.

Use a riser elbow with a radius of at least 1 ft. Provide an elbow and grout hoses with an
inside diameter equal to or larger than the inside diameter or the casings. Use hoses of
sufficient strength for the pressures anticipated and couplings that do not restrict grout
flow. Monitor grout pressures with an in-line calibrated pressure gauge that is protected
from grout contamination and mounted near the riser elbow.

Monitoring Equipment

Monitor ground surface heave with digital electronic devices. For jointed pavements, use
devices with the ability to simultaneously detect the movement of two adjacent slabs.
Monitor vertical and horizontal movement of nearby structures, drains, utilities and walls
with dial gauges on rigid supports. Use monitoring devices and gauges that can measure
to the nearest 0.01". For concrete slabs, structures, drains, utilities and walls, take digital
pictures of existing cracks or damage and mark the locations of cracks or damage on slabs,
structures, drains, utilities and walls. Provide an electronic copy of this photographic
information to the Engineer before pumping grout.

Pregrouting Meeting

Before starting compaction grouting, hold a pregrouting meeting to discuss the grouting,
movement monitoring, criteria for raising grout pipes and other aspects of the work.
Schedule this meeting onsite and during daylight hours before mobilizing to the site. The
Bridge Maintenance Engineer, Geotechnical Operations Engineer or Grouting Supervisor
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and Grouting Contractor Superintendent will attend pregrouting meetings.
Compaction Grouting Methods

A Grouting Supervisor or Engineer with at least 3 years of experience within the last 5 years
working on compaction grouting projects is required to remain on-site for the duration of the work.
Use equipment and methods accepted in the compaction grouting plan or approved by the
Engineer. Air temperature restrictions in Article 1003-5 of the Standard Specifications do not
apply to Type 5 or 3 grout for compaction grouting. Do not drill more holes than can be cased or
grouted full depth during a single shift.

Install grout pipes as required or if an alternate plan is approved, follow the compaction grouting
plan accepted by the Engineer. Install casings for and grout primary holes before secondary holes.
Use methods to drill holes and advance grout pipes that prevent casings from plugging or ejecting
during grouting or grout escaping through annular space between the casings and the ground.
Install grout pipes within 5° of vertical or the batter accepted in the compaction grouting plan.

Remove oil, rust inhibitors, residual fluids and similar foreign materials from holding
tanks/hoppers, mixers, pumps, hoses and all other equipment in contact with grout before use.
Discard the first 2 cf of grout produced by the volumetric concrete mixer when grout production
begins for each shift. Verify the flow rate initially before grouting and weekly after that by filling
a 1 cf container. Take precautions as necessary to prevent grout, drill cuttings and fluids from
drilling or equipment from defacing the site.

Continuously monitor and record grout take and pressure near the grout pipe head while injecting
grout into the ground through grout pipes. Control pumping so grout injection rate is between 0.25
cfand 5 cf per minute. Inject grout in holes from the bottom up unless otherwise approved by the
Engineer. Provide hard copies of logs to the Engineer at the end of each shift and a PDF copy of
all logs upon completion of compaction grouting.

Withdraw grout pipes in 1 ft increments unless otherwise approved. At each increment, inject
grout until criteria for raising grout pipes in the compaction grouting plan is met or unacceptable
or undesirable movements occur in nearby structures, drains, utilities or walls as directed by the
Engineer.

It is crucial to monitor movement closely to prevent damage to nearby structures, drains, utilities
or walls. Take precautions to avoid breaking or cracking concrete slabs. Slabs, structures, drains,
utilities and walls will be considered damaged if damage is due to compaction grouting as
determined by the Engineer based on crack patterns and locations.

The Contractor is responsible for any damage to slabs, structures, drains, utilities or walls caused
by compaction grouting. Acceptance of the compaction grouting plan does not relieve the
Contractor of responsibility for damage or liability in accordance with Article 107-11 of the
Standard Specifications.

If damage occurs, submit a proposed remediation or repair plan for review. Ensure remediation
submittals are designed, detailed and sealed by an engineer licensed in the state of North Carolina.
Do not begin remediation or repair work until plans are approved. No extension of completion
date or time will be allowed for repair of damaged slabs, structures, drains, utilities or walls.

After completing compaction grouting, remove excess grout, drill cuttings and fluids from holes
and fill holes with Type 3 grout. Collect and dispose of any debris, waste and excess grout before
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leaving the site and opening lanes to traffic.
Measurement and Payment

Compaction Grouting and Grout Pipes will be measured and paid in cubic feet and linear feet,
respectively. Compaction grouting will be measured as the cubic feet of grout injected into the
ground through grout pipes. Grout pipes will be measured as the linear feet of casings installed
equal to the maximum casing depth achieved below the ground surface. The contract unit price
for Compaction Grouting and Grout Pipes will be full compensation for submittals, monitoring,
logs, labor, tools, equipment, materials, installing grout pipes, mixing and injecting grout, cleanup,
patching holes and any incidentals necessary to complete the work.

No additional payment will be made due to changing the number, location or depth of holes or the
order for grouting holes. No payment will be made for discarded grout or casing ejected during

grouting. No payment will be made for remediation or repair of damaged slabs, structures, drains,
utilities or walls.

Mobilization will be measured and paid in accordance with Section 800 of the Standard
Specifications.

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SLAB JACKING AND VOID FILLING: (SPECIAL)

Description

Slab jacking consists of lifting reinforced concrete bridge approach slabs by pumping cementitious
grout in between a slab and subgrade through holes drilled in the slab. Slab jacking is required to
raise settling concrete slabs and restore pavements and bridge approaches and departures to their
original grade in accordance with the Grouting Requirements provision. Void filling is required
to fill voids with cementitious grout and restore support under bridge approach slabs behind bridge
end bent backwalls for bridge approaches and departures in accordance with the Grouting
Requirements provision.

Materials
Refer to Division 10 of the Standard Specifications.

Item Section
Grout 1003

Use Type 4 grout for cementitious grout and Type 3 grout for patching holes in pavements. When
using a volumetric concrete mixer to produce Type 4 grout, grout mix designs that deviate from
Type 4 grout requirements may be approved at the Engineer’s discretion.

Prejacking Requirements

Submit a PDF copy of a slab jacking and void filling plan at least 7 days before mobilizing to the
site. Do not begin slab jacking or void filling until a plan submittal is accepted. Provide detailed
project information in the plan including sequence and schedule of work and traffic control
operations, grout mix design, drill hole pattern and limits and proposed equipment and methods.
The Engineer may require a prejacking meeting to discuss the slab jacking, movement monitoring,
profile measuring and other aspects of the work. If required, schedule this meeting onsite and
during daylight hours before mobilizing to the site. The Bridge Maintenance Engineer,
Geotechnical Operations Engineer or Grouting Supervisor and Grouting Contractor
Superintendent will attend prejacking meetings.

Provide a mobile grout plant or volumetric concrete mixer to transport, mix and batch materials
and pump grout for slab jacking and void filling. Use a colloidal mixer for the grout plant and a
positive displacement pump that can attain continuous grout pressures up to 300 psi. Monitor
grout pressures with an in-line calibrated pressure gauge that is protected from grout contamination
and mounted near the nozzle end of the grout line.

Unless otherwise approved, use pneumatic or hydraulic drills weighing no more than 60 1b capable
of drilling round and plumb holes of the required diameter through approach slabs without
damaging slabs. For slab jacking, continuously monitor profiles of slabs with tight string lines and
slab lift with digital electronic devices that can measure to the nearest 0.01". Provide calibration
certificates for devices dated within 1 year of beginning work.

Slab Jacking and Void Filling Methods

Use equipment and methods accepted in the slab jacking and void filling plan or approved by the
Engineer. Air temperature restrictions in Article 1003-5 of the Standard Specifications do not
apply to Type 4 or 3 grout for slab jacking and void filling.

Do not drill more holes than can be utilized and patched during a single shift and do not drill holes
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in a lane for which work cannot be completed before the shift ends. Avoid drilling with excessive
downward force so underside of concrete slabs do not spall or break. Unless otherwise approved,
do not drill holes more than 1" below slabs. For slab jacking and void filling, space holes no more
than 6 ft apart and 2 ft from closest slab edge or joint. For void filling only, drill 1 hole in each
wheel path of bridge approaches and departures 18" from the bridge end bent backwall and 1 hole
in the same line as the wheel path holes in the center of each shoulder with a width of 5 ft or more.

Flush holes with water to clear drill cuttings from holes. For slab jacking, grout flow is required
between drill holes during pumping. Depending on conditions, it may be necessary to use tighter
hole spacing for slab jacking so grout readily flows between holes.

Remove oil, rust inhibitors, residual fluids and similar foreign materials from holding
tanks/hoppers, mixers, pumps, hoses and all other equipment in contact with grout before use.
Retain empty grout bags onsite until number of bags used at each slab jacking and void filling
location is recorded and provided to the Engineer.

Secure discharge lines in drill holes so seal is sufficient to maintain the required pressure
underneath slabs and grout does not flow out of sealed holes. Do not extend nozzle end of hoses
below underside of concrete slabs. Insert tapered wooden plugs in drill holes to prevent grout
leakage through previously grouted holes.

Allow water displaced by grout to flow from under slabs freely. Prevent excessive loss of grout
through cracks and joints or from underneath shoulders. Control any uncontained grout for
cleanup and prevent grout from encroaching onto adjacent open traffic lanes.

Start lifting slabs by pumping grout into holes where slabs need to be raised the most. It is crucial
to monitor slab lift closely when pumping grout to prevent raising slabs too fast or too much during
slab jacking. Make certain to pump grout in drill holes as often as necessary to support slabs and
take precautions to avoid breaking or cracking concrete slabs. Slabs will be considered damaged
if damage is due to slab jacking methods as determined by the Engineer based on crack patterns
and locations.

If concrete slabs are damaged, submit a proposed remediation or repair plan for review. Ensure
remediation submittals are designed, detailed and sealed by an engineer licensed in the state of
North Carolina. Do not begin remediation or repair work until plans are approved. No extension
of completion date or time will be allowed for repair of damaged slabs.

Remove all wooden plugs, tubing, access ports and any other objects from drill holes. Remove
excess grout from holes and fill holes with Type 3 grout. Collect and dispose of any debris, waste
and excess grout before leaving the site and opening lanes to traffic.

Measurement and Payment

Drill Holes will be measured and paid per each. Drill holes will be measured as the number of
holes drilled completely though bridge approach slabs or pavements for slab jacking or void filling.

Slab Jacking/Void Filling will be measured and paid in cubic yards. Slab jacking and void filling
will be measured as the cubic yards of grout pumped. The contract unit price for Slab Jacking/Void
Filling will be full compensation for submittals, monitoring, labor, tools, equipment, cleanup,
patching holes and any incidentals necessary to complete the work.

No payment will be made for excessive grout loss through cracks and joints or from underneath
shoulders. No payment will be made for remediation or repair of damaged slabs.

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WORK ZONE TRAFFIC CONTROL GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

TRAFFIC CONTROL AND WORK ZONE SAFETY:

Maintain traffic in accordance with Division 11 of the 2018 Standard Specifications and the
following provisions:

Install Work Zone Advance Warning Signs in accordance with these plans prior to beginning any
other work. Use a lane closure to complete the work, as necessary, unless otherwise indicated.
Maintain the existing traffic pattern at all times, except in the immediate work zone where lane
closures are allowed as determined by the Engineer.

Refer to Standard Drawing No. 1101.02, Sheet 4 of 14 the 2018 Roadway Standard Drawings
when closing a lane of travel in a stationary work zone such as pavement patching resurfacing,
or pavement marking removal. Properly ballasted cones and skinny drums may be used instead
of drums. However, drums are required for the upstream taper portion of lane closures in all
applications. The stationary work zone shall be a maximum of 1 mile in length at any given time
on 2 Lane, 2 Way facilities unless otherwise approved by the Engineer. A pilot vehicle operation
may be used in conjunction with flaggers and the appropriate pilot vehicle warning signing as
directed by the Engineer. During periods of construction inactivity, return the traffic pattern to
the existing alignment and remove or cover any work zone signs. When covering work zone signs,
use an opaque material that prevents reading of the sign at night by a driver using high beam
headlights. Use material, which does not damage the sign sheeting. Replace any obliterated
markings as required by other sections of the 2018 Standard Specifications and the Engineer.

When personnel and/or equipment are working on the shoulder adjacent to and within 5 feet of an
open travel lane, close the nearest open travel lane using Standard Drawing No. 1101.02 of the
2018 Roadway Standard Drawings. When personnel and/or equipment are working within a lane
of travel of an undivided facility, close the lane according to the traffic control plans, 2018
Roadway Standard Drawings or as directed by the Engineer. Conduct the work so that all
personnel and/or equipment remain within the closed travel lane. Do not work simultaneously, on
both sides of an open travel way, within the same location, on a two-lane, two-way road. Perform
work only when weather and visibility conditions allow safe operations as directed by the
Engineer.

PROJECTREQUIREMENTS:

Failure to comply with the following requirements will result in a suspension of all other
operations:

1. Before work begins on the project, the Contractor shall submit a written construction
sequence for traffic control and construction lighting to the Engineer at the first pre-
construction meeting and the sequence must be approved before closing a lane of traffic.
The Contractor and Engineer will coordinate with the Traffic Management Unit at 919-
814-5000 or Traffic Services for additional traffic control guidance, as necessary.
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2. Obtain written approval of the Engineer before working in more than one location or setting
up additional lane closures. The maximum length of any one lane closure is 1 mile unless
otherwise directed by the Engineer.

3. If Lane Closure Restrictions apply, see Special Provision, “Intermediate Contract Times
and Liquidated Damages”.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT:

Payment for “Traffic Control” will be made for each site where the Contractor installs and
maintains traffic control devices as explained in the contract and depicted in the Standard
Drawings.

In the event of termination of any contract, the contractor shall be given a written notice
of termination at least 60 days before completion of scheduled work for which funds are available.
In the event of termination, the contractor shall be paid for the work already performed in
accordance with the contract specifications.

Payment will be made on any contract terminated pursuant to the special provision in accordance
with Subarticle 108-13(D) of the 2018 Standard Specifications.

All
contractors (existing and newcomers) will be automatically placed in the Alternate Program.
Standard OJT requirements typically associated with individual projects will no longer be applied
at the project level. Instead, these requirements will be applicable on an annual basis for each
contractor administered by the OJT Program Manager.

On the Job Training shall meet the requirements of 23 CFR 230.107 (b), 23 USC — Section 140,
this provision and the On-the-Job Training Program Manual.

The Alternate OJT Program will allow a contractor to train employees on Federal, State and
privately funded projects located in North Carolina. However, priority shall be given to training
employees on NCDOT Federal-Aid funded projects.

Minorities and Women

Developing, training and upgrading of minorities and women toward journeyman level status is
a primary objective of this special training provision. Accordingly, the Contractor shall make every
effort to enroll minority and women as trainees to the extent that such persons are available within
a reasonable area of recruitment. This training commitment is not intended, and shall not be used,
to discriminate against any applicant for training, whether a member of a minority group or not.

Assigning Training Goals

The Department, through the OJT Program Manager, will assign training goals for a calendar year
based on the contractors' past three years’ activity and the contractors' anticipated upcoming year’s
activity with the Department. At the beginning of each year, all contractors eligible will be
contacted by the Department to determine the number of trainees that will be assigned for the
upcoming calendar year. At that time the Contractor shall enter into an agreement with the
Department to provide a self-imposed on-the-job training program for the calendar year.
This agreement will include a specific number of annual training goals agreed to by both parties.
The number of training assignments may range from 1 to 15 per contractor per calendar year. The
Contractor shall sign an agreement to fulfill their annual goal for the year.\
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Training Classifications

The Contractor shall provide on-the-job training aimed at developing full journeyman level
workers in the construction craft/operator positions. Preference shall be given to providing
training in the following skilled work classifications:

Equipment Operators Office Engineers

Truck Drivers Estimators

Carpenters Iron / Reinforcing Steel Workers
Concrete Finishers Mechanics

Pipe Layers Welders

The Department has established common training classifications and their respective training
requirements that may be used by the contractors. However, the classifications established are not
all-inclusive. Where the training is oriented toward construction applications, training will be
allowed in lower-level management positions such as office engineers and estimators. Contractors
shall submit new classifications for specific job functions that their employees are performing.
The Department will review and recommend for acceptance to FHWA the new classifications
proposed by contractors, if applicable. New classifications shall meet the following requirements:

Proposed training classifications are reasonable and realistic based on the job skill
classification needs, and

The number of training hours specified in the training classification is consistent with
common practices and provides enough time for the trainee to obtain journeyman level
status.

The Contractor may allow trainees to be trained by a subcontractor provided that the Contractor
retains primary responsibility for meeting the training and this provision is made applicable to the
subcontract. However, only the Contractor will receive credit towards the annual goal for the
trainee.

Where feasible, 25 percent of apprentices or trainees in each occupation shall be in their first year
of apprenticeship or training. The number of trainees shall be distributed among the work
classifications on the basis of the contractor’s needs and the availability of journeymen in the
various classifications within a reasonable area of recruitment.

No employee shall be employed as a trainee in any classification in which they have successfully
completed a training course leading to journeyman level status or in which they have been
employed as a journeyman.
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Records and Reports
The Contractor shall maintain enrollment, monthly and completion reports documenting company
compliance under these contract documents. These documents and any other information as

requested shall be submitted to the OJT Program Manager.

Upon completion and graduation of the program, the Contractor shall provide each trainee with
a certification Certificate showing the type and length of training satisfactorily completed.

Trainee Interviews

All trainees enrolled in the program will receive an initial and Trainee/Post graduate interview
conducted by the OJT program staff.

Trainee Wages

Contractors shall compensate trainees on a graduating pay scale based upon a percentage of the
prevailing minimum journeyman wages (Davis-Bacon Act). Minimum pay shall be as follows:

60 percent of the journeyman wage for the first half of the training period

75 percent of the journeyman wage for the third quarter of the training period
90 percent of the journeyman wage for the last quarter of the training period

In no instance shall a trainee be paid less than the local minimum wage. The Contractor shall
adhere to the minimum hourly wage rate that will satisfy both the NC Department of Labor
(NCDOL) and the Department.

Achieving or Failing to Meet Training Goals

The Contractor will be credited for each trainee employed by him on the contract work who is
currently enrolled or becomes enrolled in an approved program and who receives training for at
least 50 percent of the specific program requirement. Trainees will be allowed to be transferred

between projects if required by the Contractor’s scheduled workload to meet training goals.

If a contractor fails to attain their training assignments for the calendar year, they may be taken off
the NCDOT’s Bidders List.

Measurement and Payment

No compensation will be made for providing required training in accordance with these contract
documents.
