Adequate good faith efforts mean that the bidder tookealkssary and reasonable steps
to achieve the goal which, by their scope, intensity] appropriateness, could reasonably
be expected to obtain sufficient DBE participation. Adéggmod faith efforts also mean
that the bidder actively and aggressively sought DBE pzation. Merepro forma
efforts are not considered good faith efforts.

The Department will consider the quality, quantity, anidnnity of the different kinds of

efforts a bidder has made. Listed below are exampldsedipes of actions a bidder will
take in making a good faith effort to meet the goal ardhat intended to be exclusive or
exhaustive, nor is it intended to be a mandatory clseckli

(A)  Soliciting through all reasonable and available msege.g. attendance at pre-bid
meetings, advertising and/or written notices through uke of the NCDOT

capability to perform the work of the contract. Tldler must solicit this interest
within at least 10 days prior to bid opening to allow EH&Es to respond to the
solicitation. Solicitation shall provide the opportyriib DBEs within the Division
and surrounding Divisions where the project is locatedhe Dbidder must
determine with certainty if the DBEs are interestgddking appropriate steps to
follow up initial solicitations.

(B)  Selecting portions of the work to be performed byHSBn order to increase the
likelihood that the DBE goals will be achieved. Timsludes, where appropriate,
breaking out contract work items into economically ifdasunits to facilitate
DBE participation, even when the prime contractor migtiterwise prefer to
perform these work items with its own forces.

(C) Providing interested DBEs with adequate informatioboud the plans,
specifications, and requirements of the contract imely manner to assist them in
responding to a solicitation.

D) @ Negotiating in good faith with interested DBEslt is the bidder’s
responsibility to

make a portion of the work available to DBE subcontrnacand suppliers
and to select those portions of the work or mategalds consistent with
the available DBE subcontractors and suppliers, so dactidate DBE
participation.

(2) A bidder using good business judgment would consider a nwhfastors
in negotiating with subcontractors, including DBE subcactors, and
would take a firm’s price and capabilities as well asti@mh goals into
consideration.

involved in finding and using DBESs is not in itself suéfict reason for a
bidder’s failure to meet the contract DBE goal, as lasguch costs are
reasonable. Also, the ability or desire of a primetactor to perform the
work of a contract with its own organization does rrglieve the bidder of
the responsibility to make good faith efforts. Biddingptcactors are not,
however, required to accept higher quotes from DBEs if pthee
difference is excessive or unreasonable.

Not rejecting DBEs as being unqualified without soundsoes based on a
thorough investigation of their capabilities. The bidglestanding within its
industry, membership in specific groups, organizationgssociates and political
or social affiliations (for example, union vs. nonamiemployee status) are not
legitimate causes for the rejection or non-soli@@if bids in the bidder’s efforts
to meet the project goal.

Any other evidence that the bidder submits which shinasthe bidder has made
reasonable good faith efforts to meet the DBE goal.

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If the Department does not award the contract to pipar@nt lowest responsive bidder,
the Department reserves the right to award the cdntoathe next lowest responsive
bidder that can satisfy to the Department that the RPBEI can be met or that an
adequate good faith effort has been made to meet thegoBE

Non-Good Faith Appeal

The Engineer will notify the contractor verbally amd writing of non-good faith.
A contractor may appeal a determination of non-good fade by the Goal Compliance
Committee. If a contractor wishes to appeal the detation made by the Committee,
they shall provide written notification to the Engined he appeal shall be made within 2
business days of notification of the determinationarf-good faith.

Counting DBE Patrticipation Toward Meeting DBE Goal
(A)  Participation

The total dollar value of the participation by a comedit DBE will be counted
toward the contract goal requirement. The total do#dwe of participation by a
committed DBE will be based upon the value of work actyadiformed by the

(B)  Joint Checks

FHWA-1273 must be physically incorporated (not meficed) in all contracts, subcontracts and lovegrgubcontracts (excluding
purchase orders, rental agreements and other agmeefar supplies or services related to a cortstrucontract).

2. Subject to the applicability criteria noted lre tfollowing sections, these contract provisiorsisipply to all work performed on the
contract by the contractor's own organization aittl the assistance of workers under the contradtornediate superintendence and
to all work performed on the contract by piecewstktion work, or by subcontract.

3. A breach of any of the stipulations containedhese Required Contract Provisions may be suffigigounds for withholding of
progress payments, withholding of final paymenintaation of the contract, suspension / debarmeaty other action determined to
be appropriate by the contracting agency and FHWA.

4. Selection of Labor: During the performance d$ ttontract, the contractor shall not use coneibbl for any purpose within the limits
of a construction project on a Federal-aid highwaless it is labor performed by convicts who areparole, supervised release, or
probation. The term Federal-aid highway does radtde roadways functionally classified as locald®ar rural minor collectors.

1. NONDISCRIMINATION

The provisions of this section related to 23 CFRt R80 are applicable to all Federal-aid constamcgontracts and to all related
construction subcontracts of $10,000 or more. THogigions of 23 CFR Part 230 are not applicablméderial supply, engineering, or
architectural service contracts.

In addition, the contractor and all subcontractorsst comply with the following policies: Executig@rder 11246, 41 CFR 60,
29 CFR 1625-1627, Title 23 USC Section 140, theaR#itation Act of 1973, as amended (29 USC 794fe VI of the Civil Rights
Act of 1964, as amended, and related regulatiaiisding 49 CFR Parts 21, 26 and 27; and 23 CFRsR&A, 230, and 633.

The contractor and all subcontractors must comyiy: the requirements of the Equal Opportunity Grin 41 CFR 60-1.4(b) and,
for all construction contracts exceeding $10,008e Standard Federal Equal Employment Opportunitns@oction Contract
Specifications in
41 CFR 60-4.3.

Note: The U.S. Department of Labor has exclusivaarity to determine compliance with Executive Qr@i&246 and the policies of
the Secretary of Labor including 41 CFR 60, andCER 1625-1627. The contracting agency and the FHiaMe the authority and the
responsibility to ensure compliance with Title 23@ Section 140, the Rehabilitation Act of 1973amended (29 USC 794), and Title
VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended, anathted regulations including 49 CFR Parts 21a86 27; and 23 CFR Parts 200,
230, and 633.

The following provision is adopted from 23 CFR 22@pendix A, with appropriate revisions to conforothe U.S. Department of
Labor (US DOL) and FHWA requirements.

d. The contractor will periodically review the tnaig and promotion potential of employees who airenties and women and will
encourage eligible employees to apply for suclmitngiand promotion.
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7. Unions: If the contractor relies in whole or in part upamions as a source of employees, the contractbusgél good faith efforts to
obtain the cooperation of such unions to incregp®idunities for minorities and women. Actions bg tontractor, either directly or
through a contractor's association acting as agdhinclude the procedures set forth below:

The failure ofiaion to provide sufficient referrals (even thougks obligated to provide
exclusive referrals under the terms of a collechimegaining agreement) does not relieve the caotrérom the requirements of
this paragraph. In the event the union referrattima prevents the contractor from meeting thegaltidns pursuant to Executive
Order 11246, as amended, and these special prisiach contractor shall immediately notify thetcacting agency.

b. The contractor will use good faith efforts teere subcontractor compliance with their EEO oltiliyes.

10. Assurance Required by 49 CFR 26.13(b):

b. The contractor or subcontractor shall not disitrate on the basis of race, color, national origirsex in the performance of this
contract. The contractor shall carry out applicaklguirements of 49 CFR Part 26 in the award amdirastration of DOT-
assisted contracts. Failure by the contractor iy @ut these requirements is a material breac¢hisfcontract, which may result
in the termination of this contract or such ottenedy as the contracting agency deems appropriate.

The staffing ddtauld represent the
project work force on board in all or any part lo¢ fast payroll period preceding the end of JUlpntthe-job training is being
required by special provision, the contractor Wil required to collect and report training datae Employment data should
reflect the work force on board during all or arytpf the last payroll period preceding the endudy.

IIl. NONSEGREGATED FACILITIES

This provision is applicable to all Federal-aid stoaction contracts and to all related construcsigincontracts of $10,000 or more.

The contractor must ensure that facilities proviftedemployees are provided in such a manner #gregation on the basis of race,
color, religion, sex, or national origin cannotulesThe contractor may neither require such segeeuse by written or oral policies nor
tolerate such use by employee custom. The contlmotdigation extends further to ensure thatitpleyees are not assigned to perform
their services at any location, under the contractmntrol, where the facilities are segregatdtk Term “facilities” includes waiting
rooms, work areas, restaurants and other eatirap,atiene clocks, restrooms, washrooms, locker ro@md other storage or dressing
areas, parking lots, drinking fountains, recreatiwnentertainment areas, transportation, and hgugiovided for employees. The
contractor shall provide separate or single-usg#raems and necessary dressing or sleeping areasuee privacy between sexes.

IV. DAVIS-BACON AND RELATED ACT PROVISIONS

This section is applicable to all Federal-aid cargton projects exceeding $2,000 and to all relatebcontracts and lower-tier
subcontracts (regardless of subcontract size).rétpeirements apply to all projects located withia tight-of-way of a roadway that is
functionally classified as Federal-aid highway. sTekcludes roadways functionally classified asllooads or rural minor collectors,
which are exempt. Contracting agencies may elemppdy these requirements to other projects.

Contributions made or costs reasonably antiaipftiebona fide fringe benefits under section Ap)f the Davis-Bacon Act
on behalf of laborers or mechanics are considesagbs/paid to such laborers or mechanics, subjétee torovisions of paragraph
1.d. of this section; also, regular contributionade or costs incurred for more than a weekly pefind not less often than
quarterly) under plans, funds, or programs whickecdhe particular weekly period, are deemed tadiestructively made or
incurred during such weekly period. Such laborexd mechanics shall be paid the appropriate wagearad fringe benefits on
the wage determination for the classification ofkwactually performed, without regard to skill, ept as provided in 29 CFR
5.5(a)(4). Laborers or mechanics performing workniore than one classification may be compensatéideatate specified for
each classification for the time actually workedr#in: Provided, That the employer's payroll res@ccurately set forth the time
spent in each classification in which work is perfed. The wage determination (including any add#l@lassification and wage
rates conformed under paragraph 1.b. of this sgctio and the Davis-Bacon
poster (WH-1321) shall be posted at all times leydbntractor and its subcontractors at the siteeofvork in a prominent and
accessible place where it can be easily seen hydHeers.

b. (1) The contracting officer shall require thay @lass of laborers or mechanics, including hslpghich is not listed in the wage
determination and which is to be employed undecctmract shall be classified in conformance whiihwage determination.
The contracting officer shall approve an additiotlaksification and wage rate and fringe bendfigsefore only when the
following criteria have been met:

(i) The work to be performed by the classificatreqguested is not performed by a classificatiohénwage determination;

and

(ii) The classification is utilized in the area twe construction industry; and

(iii) The proposed wage rate, including any bode fringe benefits, bears a reasonable relatiortstile wage rates contained

in the wage determination.

(2) If the contractor and the laborers and meclsataidoe employed in the classification (if knowar) their representatives, and
the contracting officer agree on the classificatom wage rate (including the amount designatedriftge benefits where
appropriate), a report of the action taken shakdag by the contracting officer to the Administradf the Wage and Hour
Division, Employment Standards Administration, UDgpartment of Labor, Washington, DC 20210. The #ibtrator, or
an authorized representative, will approve, modify disapprove every additional classification @ctwithin 30 days of
receipt and so advise the contracting officer drnatify the contracting officer within the 30-dgeriod that additional time
is necessary.

(3) In the event the contractor, the laborers ochragmics to be employed in the classification oirthepresentatives, and the
contracting officer do not agree on the proposedsification and wage rate (including the amousigiated for fringe
benefits, where appropriate), the contracting effishall refer the questions, including the vievalbinterested parties and
the recommendation of the contracting officer,H® ¥Wage and Hour Administrator for determinatione Wage and Hour
Administrator, or an authorized representative] veibue a determination within 30 days of receiptl @0 advise the
contracting officer or will notify the contractirafficer within the 30-day period that additionahé is necessary.

(4) The wage rate (including fringe benefits whappropriate) determined pursuant to paragraph§2].br 1.b.(3) of this
section, shall be paid to all workers performinghkvn the classification under this contract frdme first day on which work
is performed in the classification.

c.  Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed ircéinéract for a class of laborers or mechanicaides a fringe benefit which is
not expressed as an hourly rate, the contractdirestiger pay the benefit as stated in the wagerdghation or shall pay another
bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly cash equintthereof.

d. If the contractor does not make payments tastete or other third person, the contractor magidenas part of the wages of any
laborer or mechanic the amount of any costs reapaaticipated in providing bona fide fringe betsetinder a plan or program,
Provided, That the Secretary of Labor has foundnupe written request of the contractor, thatepplicable standards of the
Davis-Bacon Act have been met. The Secretary obtLaiay require the contractor to set aside in arsgp account assets for the
meeting of obligations under the plan or program.

2. Withholding. The contracting agency shall upon its own actiorupon written request of an authorized represesmtatf the
Department of Labor, withhold or cause to be wilthfieom the contractor under this contract, or atiyer Federal contract with the
same prime contractor, or any other federally-gs$isontract subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wegggiirements, which is held by
the same prime contractor, so much of the accraenents or advances as may be considered necésspay laborers and
mechanics, including apprentices, trainees, angehel employed by the contractor or any subcomtrabe full amount of wages
required by the contract. In the event of faillwg@ay any laborer or mechanic, including any apmmentrainee, or helper, employed
or working on the site of the work, all or parttbé wages required by the contract, the contraetyancy may, after written notice to
the contractor, take such action as may be negessaause the suspension of any further paymeugrace, or guarantee of funds
until such violations have ceased.

3. Payrolls and basic records
a. Payrolls and basic records relating theretd Bleamaintained by the contractor during the coofdbe work and preserved for a

period of three years thereafter for all laborerd mechanics working at the site of the work. Sedords shall contain the name,

Whenever the Secretary of Labor has found under

29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)(iv) that the wages of any labaremechanic include the amount of any costs reddpranticipated in

providing benefits under a plan or program desdribesection 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-Bacon Act, ttantractor shall maintain

records which show that the commitment to providehsbenefits is enforceable, that the plan or pnugis financially
responsible, and that the plan or program has besmunicated in writing to the laborers or mechsuiffected, and records
which show the costs anticipated or the actual cwstrred in providing such benefits. Contractargpying apprentices or
trainees under approved programs shall maintaittenrevidence of the registration of apprenticephggrams and certification
of trainee programs, the registration of the apwes and trainees, and the ratios and wage ra¢ssriped in the applicable
programs.

b. (1) The contractor shall submit weekly for eagkek in which any contract work is performed a copwll payrolls to the
contracting agency. The payrolls submitted shallosg accurately and completely all of the inforimatrequired to be
maintained under
29 CFR 5.5(a)(3)(i), except that full social segunumbers and home addresses shall not be inchrdeaekly transmittals.
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Instead the payrolls shall only need to includéndividually identifying number for each employee.§. , the last four digits
of the employee's social security number). Theireduveekly payroll information may be submittedainy form desired.
Optional Form WH-347 is available for this purpos®m the Wage and Hour Division Web site at
http://www.dol.gov/esa/whd/forms/ wh347instr.htm its successor site. The prime contractor is respten for the
submission of copies of payrolls by all subcontrextContractors and subcontractors shall mairtegrfull social security
number and current address of each covered woaler,shall provide them upon request to the cormigaetgency for
transmission to the State DOT, the FHWA or the Waige Hour Division of the Department of Labor farrposes of an
investigation or audit of compliance with prevajlimvage requirements. It is not a violation of teéction for a prime
contractor to require a subcontractor to providéresses and social security numbers to the primtaagor for its own
records, without weekly submission to the contractigency.

(2) Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied Bgtatement of Compliance,” signed by the contraot subcontractor or
his or her agent who pays or supervises the payofettie persons employed under the contract antl cbaify the
following:

(i) That the payroll for the payroll period contsithe information required to be provided under58a)(3)(ii) of

(i) That each laborer or mechanic (including ehetper, apprentice, and trainee) employed on theaxt during the payroll
period has been paid the full weekly wages eamigdout rebate, either directly or indirectly, atiéit no deductions have
been made either directly or indirectly from thdl fwages earned, other than permissible deductienset forth in
Regulations, 29 CFR part 3;

(iii) That each laborer or mechanic has been paidass than the applicable wage rates and friegeftis or cash equivalents
for the classification of work performed, as spediin the applicable wage determination incorpetanto the contract.

(3) The weekly submission of a properly executetifizmtion set forth on the reverse side of OptibRorm WH-347 shall
satisfy the requirement for submission of the “&tant of Compliance” required by paragraph 3.{2his section.

(4) The falsification of any of the above certificas may subject the contractor or subcontractanil or criminal prosecution
under section 1001 of title 18 and section 231tlef31 of the United States Code.

The contractor or subcontractor shall make &wends required under paragraph 3.a. of this seeti@ilable for inspection,

copying, or transcription by authorized represéveatof the contracting agency, the State DOTFH®&/A, or the Department of

Labor, and shall permit such representatives teniigw employees during working hours on the jdbthe contractor or

subcontractor fails to submit the required recasdso make them available, the FHWA may, after temtnotice to the

contractor, the contracting agency or the State D@Re such action as may be necessary to causaghpension of any further
payment, advance, or guarantee of funds. Furthesrfaiture to submit the required records upon estjar to make such records

available may be grounds for debarment action puntsio 29 CFR 5.12.

4. Apprentices and trainees

Apprerstiedll be permitted to work at less than the predeined rate for the work
they performed when they are employed pursuanhdoiredividually registered in a bona fide appresgltp program registered
with the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment amdifling Administration, Office of Apprenticeshipdining, Employer and
Labor Services, or with a State Apprenticeship Agarcognized by the Office, or if a person is evgpll in his or her first 90
days of probationary employment as an apprenticidain an apprenticeship program, who is not indadly registered in the
program, but who has been certified by the OffiéeApprenticeship Training, Employer and Labor Seegi or a State
Apprenticeship Agency (where appropriate) to bgitak for probationary employment as an apprentice.

The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymerthe job site in any craft classification shait be greater than the ratio
permitted to the contractor as to the entire warkcd under the registered program. Any workerdiste a payroll at an
apprentice wage rate, who is not registered omathe employed as stated above, shall be paidesstthan the applicable wage
rate on the wage determination for the classificatif work actually performed.
