In most cases, a MBE or WBE bidder on a contratitmeet the Combined MBE/WBE goal by virtue of
the work it performs on the contract with its ovandes. However, all the work that is performecdthosy
MBE or WBE bidder and any other similarly certifisdbcontractors will count toward the goal. ThelB
or WBE bidder shall list itself along with any MRE WBE subcontractors, if any, in order to recaireit
toward the goals.

MBE/WBE prime contractors shall also follow Secg8oA or B listed undelListing of MBE/WBE
Subcontractorgust as a non-MBE/WBE bidder would.

Written Documentation — Letter of Intent

The bidder shall submit written documentation facleMBE/WBE that will be used to meet the Combined
MBE/WBE goal of the contract, indicating the biddezommitment to use the MBE/WBE in the contract.

Banking MBE/WBE Credit

If the committed MBE/WBE participation submitted ceeds the algebraic sum of the Combined
MBE/WBE goal by $1,000 or more, the excess wilpteced on deposit by the Department for future use
by the bidder. Separate accounts will be mainthifoe MBE and WBE participation and these may

accumulate for a period not to exceed 24 months.

When the apparent lowest responsive bidder fagsibonit sufficient participation by MBE and WBErfis

Consideration of Good Faith Effort for Projects with a Combined MBE/WBE Goal More Than Zero

Adequate good faith efforts mean that the biddek &dl necessary and reasonable steps to achiegoti
which, by their scope, intensity, and appropriaseneould reasonably be expected to obtain sufticie
MBE/WBE participation. Adequate good faith effoatiso mean that the bidder actively and aggresgivel
sought MBE/WBE participation. Mepgo formaefforts are not considered good faith efforts.

The Department will consider the quality, quantand intensity of the different kinds of effortbiader
has made. Listed below are examples of the typastions a bidder will take in making a good faeffort
to meet the goals and are not intended to be axelas exhaustive, nor is it intended to be a ménga
checklist.

(A) Soliciting through all reasonable and availalbleans (e.g. attendance at pre-bid meetings,
advertising, written notices, use of verifiableotienic means through the use of the NCDOT
Directory of Transportation Firms) the interest af certified MBES/WBEs that are also
prequalified subcontractors.

(B) Selecting portions of the work to be perfornbgdVIBES/WBES in order to increase the likelihood
that the Combined MBE/WBE goal will be achieved.

(1) Where appropriate, break out contract work genmto economically feasible units to
facilitate MBE/WBE participation, even when therpée contractor might otherwise prefer
to perform these work items with its own forces.

(2) Negotiate with subcontractors to assume path®fresponsibility to meet the advertised
goal when the work to be sublet includes poteftiaMBE/WBE participation (2 and &
tier subcontractors).

© Providing interested certified MBES/WBEs theg also prequalified subcontractors with adequate
information about the plans, specifications, argitements of the contract in a timely manner to
assist them in responding to a solicitation.

(D) (1) Negotiating in good faith with interested BEs/WBEs. It is the bidder’s
responsibility to make a portion of the work avaiato MBE/WBE subcontractors and
suppliers and to select those portions of the vaorknaterial needs consistent with the
available MBE/WBE subcontractors and suppliers, & to facilitate MBE/WBE

participation. Evidence of such negotiation inélsdhe names, addresses, and telephone
numbers of MBES/WBEs that were considered; a dasen of the information provided
regarding the plans and specifications for the wsekected for subcontracting; and
evidence as to why additional agreements could betreached for MBEsS/WBEs

to perform the work.

(2) A bidder using good business judgment wouldsater a number of factors in negotiating
with subcontractors, including MBE/WBE subcontrastiaand would take a firm’s price
and capabilities as well as the advertised goal ¢ohsideration. However, the fact that
there may be some additional costs involved inifigcand using MBES/WBES is not in
itself sufficient reason for a bidder’s failure neeet the advertised goal, as long as such
costs are reasonable. Also, the ability or desfire prime contractor to perform the work
of a contract with its own organization does ndieve the bidder of the responsibility to
make good faith efforts. Bidding contractors apg however, required to accept higher
guotes from MBEsS/WBEs if the price difference i€essive or unreasonable.

Not rejecting MBES/WBEs as being unqualifiedtheut sound reasons based on a thorough
investigation of their capabilities. The biddestanding within its industry, membership in specifi
groups, organizations, or associates and politicabcial affiliations (for example, union vs. non-
union employee status) are not legitimate caugeshéorejection or non-solicitation of bids in the
bidder’s efforts to meet the project goal.

Contad¢hiwi7 days from the bid opening the
Business Opportunity and Work Force Developmentt Uati BOWD@ncdot.govto give
notification of the bidder’s inability to get MBE ®VBE quotes.

Any other evidence that the bidder submits whiatwahthat the bidder has made reasonable good
faith efforts to meet the advertised goal.

In addition, the Department may take into accobatfollowing:

(1)  Whether the bidder’'s documentation reflects a cearrealistic plan for achieving
the Combined MBE/WBE goal.

(2) The bidders’ past performance in meeting thereat goal.

3) The performance of other bidders in meetingatieertised goal. For example, when the
apparent successful bidder fails to meet the dmndlpthers meet it, you may reasonably
raise the question of whether, with additional opable efforts the apparent successful
bidder could have met the goal. If the apparentcassful bidder fails to meet the
advertised goal, but meets or exceeds the aver&je &hd WBE participation obtained
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by other bidders, the Department may view thiscanjunction with other factors, as
evidence of the apparent successful bidder havexdena good faith effort.

If the Department does not award the contract ¢oaghparent lowest responsive bidder, the Department
reserves the right to award the contract to thet tmxest responsive bidder that can satisfy to the

Department that the Combined MBE/WBE goal can beongéhat an adequate good faith effort has been

made to meet the advertised goal.

Non-Good Faith Appeal

The Engineer will notify the contractor verballydain writing of non-good faith. A contractor maypeal

a determination of non-good faith made by the Goainpliance Committee. If a contractor wishes to

Counting MBE/WBE Participation Toward Meeting the Combined MBE/WBE Goal

Manufacturers and Regular Dealers

A contractor may count toward its MBE /WBE requieh the following expenditures to
MBE/WBE firms that are not manufacturers or regalealers:

(1) The fees or commissions charged by a MBE/WB& for providing abona fideservice,
such as professional, technical, consultant, oragemal services, or for providing bonds

To determine whether a B®/BE is performing a commercially useful
function, the Department will evaluate the amouhtwork subcontracted, industry practices,
whether the amount the firm is to be paid underctir@ract is commensurate with the work it is
actually performing and the MBE/WBE credit claimed its performance of the work, and any
other relevant factors. If it is determined tha¥iBE or WBE is not performing a Commercially
Useful Function, the contractor may present eviddgnaebut this presumption to the Department.

This, however, may not always be
possible due to the limitation of firms in the arédathe MBE or WBE firm shows a good
faith effort has been made to reach out to sinyileeftified transportation service providers
and there is no interest or availability, and tlveyn get assistance from other certified
providers, the Engineer will not hold the primep@ssible for meeting the individual MBE
or WBE participation breakdown.

The MBE/WBE may also subcontract the work twoa-MBE/WBE firm, including from
an owner-operator. The MBE/WBE who subcontraceswork to a non-MBE/WBE is
entitled to credit for the total value of transpdiin services provided by the non-
MBE/WBE subcontractor not to exceed the value af$portation services provided by
MBE/WBE-owned trucks on the contract. Additionarticipation by non-MBE/WBE
subcontractors receives credit only for the feeanmission it receives as a result of the
subcontract arrangement. The value of servicdsnpeed under subcontract agreements
between the MBE/WBE and the Contractor will notmiiewards the MBE/WBE contract
requirement.

All contractors (eript
and newcomers) will be automatically placed in Aiternate Program. Standard OJT requirements
typically associated with individual projects wilb longer be applied at the project level. Instehdse
requirements will be applicable on an annual besigach contractor administered by the OJT Program
Manager.

On the Job Training shall meet the requirement@3pICFR 230.107 (b), 23 USC — Section 140, this
provision and the On-the-Job Training Program Manua

The Alternate OJT Program will allow a contractorttain employees on Federal, State and privately
funded projects located in North Carolina. Howevmiority shall be given to training employees on
NCDOT Federal-Aid funded projects.

Contractors shall submit new clasdifice
for specific job functions that their employees jpegforming. The Department will review and recoemd
for acceptance to FHWA the new classifications ps&gl by contractors, if applicable.

The prequalified bidder may rely upon a certifioatof a participant in a lower tier covered
transaction that he is not debarred, suspendetigible, or voluntarily excluded from
thecovered transaction, unless he knows that thefication is erroneous. The bidder
may decide the method and frequency by which he witedwrine the eligibility of his
subcontractors.

Nothing contained in the foregoing shall be coredrto require establishment of a system
of records in order to render in good faith thetiieation required by this provision.
