The award of the contract, if it be awarded, will be made to the lowest responsible 
Bidder in accordance with Section 102 (excluding 102-2 and 102-11) of the 
Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures 2012.  The lowest responsible 
BIDDER will be notified that his bid has been accepted and that he has been 
awarded the contract.  NCDOT reserves the right to reject all bids. 
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PROJECT STANDARD PROVISIONS 
 

GENERAL 
 
This contract is for: Repair and/or Replacement of Bridge Expansion Joints in Brunswick, 
Duplin, New Hanover, Onslow, Pender & Sampson Counties.   
 
All work and materials shall be in accordance with the provisions of the General Guidelines of this 
contract, the Project Special Provisions, the North Carolina Department of Transportation 
Standard Specifications for Roads and Structures 2012, the North Carolina Department of 
Transportation Roadway Standards Drawings, the North Carolina Department of Transportation 
2012 Superpave Manual and the current edition of the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control 
Devices (MUTCD). 
 
The Contractor shall keep himself fully informed of all Federal, State and local laws, ordinances, 
and regulations, and shall comply with the provisions of Section 107 of the Standard 
Specifications.

SITE INVESTIGATION AND REPRESENTATION 
 
The Contractor acknowledges that he has satisfied himself as to the nature of the work, and 
general and local conditions; particularly those bearing on transportation, availability of labor, 
State Regulations for safety and security of property, roads, and facilities required for the 
prosecution of the work, and all matters which can in any way affect the work, or cost thereof, 
under this contract.   
 
Any failure by the Contractor to acquaint himself with all the available information concerning 
these conditions will not relieve him from the responsibility for estimating properly the difficulty 
or cost of successfully performing the work. 
 
 

CONTRACT TIME AND LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 
 
The date of availability for this contract is July 30, 2012. The Contractor may begin work 
prior to this date upon approval of the Engineer or his duly authorized representative.  If such 
approval is given, and the Contractor begins work prior to the date of availability, the Department 
of Transportation will assume no responsibility for any delays caused prior to the date of 
availability by any reason whatsoever, and such delays, if any, will not constitute a valid reason for 
extending the completion date. 
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The completion date for this contract is June 7, 2013. No extensions will be authorized except 
as authorized by Article 108-10 of the Standard Specifications. 
 
 

The Contractor shall not narrow or close a lane of traffic on any roadway, detain and /or alter the 
traffic flow on or during holiday weekends, special events, or any other time when traffic is 
unusually heavy, including the following schedules: 
 

HOLIDAY AND HOLIDAY WEEKEND LANE CLOSURE RESTRICTIONS 
 
1. For unexpected occurrence that creates unusually high traffic volumes, as directed by the 

Engineer. 
 
2. For New Year's Day, between the hours of 6:00AM December 31st and 6:00am 

January 2nd.  If New Year's Day is on a Friday, Saturday, Sunday or Monday, then until 
6:00am the following Tuesday. 

 
3. For Easter, between the hours of 6:00pm Thursday and 6:00am Monday. 
 
4. For Memorial Day, between the hours of 6:00pm Friday and 6:00am Tuesday. 
 
5. For Labor Day, between the hours of 6:00pm Friday and 6:00am Tuesday. 
 
6. For Thanksgiving Day, between the hours of 6:00pm Tuesday and 6:00am Monday. 
 
7. For Christmas, between the hours of 6:00pm on Friday December 14th, 2012 and 

6:00am the following Tuesday after the week of Christmas Day. 
 
 
Holidays and holiday weekends shall include New Year's, Easter, Memorial Day, Independence 
Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, and Christmas.  The Contractor shall schedule his work so that 
lane closures are not required during these periods, unless otherwise directed by the Engineer. 
 
The time of availability for this intermediate contract work shall be the time the Contractor begins 
to install all traffic control devices for lane closures according to the time restrictions listed herein. 
 
The completion time for this intermediate contract work shall be the time the Contractor is 
required to complete the removal of all traffic control devices for lane closures according to the 
time restrictions stated herein and place traffic in the existing traffic pattern. 
 
Liquidated damages for this contract are Three Hundred Fifty ($350.00) per hour. 
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AUTHORITY OF THE ENGINEER 
 
The Engineer for this project shall be the Division Engineer, Division Three, Division of 
Highways, North Carolina Department of Transportation, acting directly or through his duly 
authorized representatives. 
 
The Engineer will decide all questions, which may arise as to the quality and acceptability of work 
performed and as to the rate of progress of the work; all questions, which may arise as to the 
interpretation of the contract; and all questions as to the acceptable fulfillment of the contract on 
the part of the Contractor.  His decision shall be final and he shall have executive authority to 
enforce and make effective such decisions and orders as the Contractor fails to carry out 
promptly. 
 
 

AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS - CONTRACT TERMINATION 
(5-20-08) Z-2 

 
General Statute 143C-6-11.  (h) Highway Appropriation is hereby incorporated verbatim in this 
contract as follows: 
 
    (h)  Amounts Encumbered. – Transportation project appropriations may be encumbered in the 
amount of allotments made to the Department of Transportation by the Director for the estimated 
payments for transportation project contract work to be performed in the appropriation fiscal 
year.  The allotments shall be multiyear allotments and shall be based on estimated revenues and 
shall be subject to the maximum contract authority contained in General Statute 143C-6-11(c).  
Payment for transportation project work performed pursuant to contract in any fiscal year other 
than the current fiscal year is subject to appropriations by the General Assembly.  Transportation 
project contracts shall contain a schedule of estimated completion progress, and any acceleration 
of this progress shall be subject to the approval of the Department of Transportation provided 
funds are available.  The State reserves the right to terminate or suspend any transportation 
project contract, and any transportation project contract shall be so terminated or suspended if 
funds will not be available for payment of the work to be performed during that fiscal year 
pursuant to the contract.  In the event of termination of any contract, the contractor shall be given 
a written notice of termination at least 60 days before completion of scheduled work for which 
funds are available.  In the event of termination, the contractor shall be paid for the work already 
performed in accordance with the contract specifications. 
 
Payment will be made on any contract terminated pursuant to the special provision in accordance 
with Subarticle 108-13(E) of the 2012 Standard Specifications. 
 
 
 

BANKRUPTCY 
 

The Department of Transportation, at its option, may terminate the contract upon filing by the 
Contractor of any petition for protection under the provisions of the Federal Bankruptcy Act.

Bids are being solicited for this project under the provisions of the NCDOT’s Small Business 
Enterprise Program. 
 
Your firm does not have to be formally identified as a minority, woman or disabled business to 
qualify for this Program, but you must have had an annual gross income of $1.5 million or less, 
exclusive of materials, for the previous calendar year. 
 
The maximum contract limit is set at $500,000.  If the total bid amount of the contract exceeds 
this amount, the bid will not be considered for award.

CLAIMS FOR ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION OR EXTENSION 
OF TIME 

 
Any claims for additional compensation and/or extensions of the completion date shall be 
submitted to the Division Engineer with detailed justification within thirty (30) days after receipt 
of the final invoice payment.  The failure of the Contractor to submit the claim(s) within thirty 
days shall be a bar to recovery.

If the Contractor elects to file a written claim or requests an extension of contract time, it shall be 
submitted on the Contractor Claim Submittal Form (CCSF) available through the Construction 
Unit or http://ncdot.org/doh/operations/dp_chief_eng/constructionunit/formsmanuals/. 
 
 

DEFAULT OF CONTRACT 
 
The Department of Transportation shall have the right to declare a default of contract for breach 
by the Contractor of any material term or condition of the contract.  Default of contract shall be  
in accordance with the terms, conditions, and procedures of Article 108-9 of the Standard 
Specifications. 
 
 

EROSION, SILTATION, AND POLLUTION CONTROL 
 
The Contractor shall exercise every reasonable precaution and take all necessary measures 
throughout the life of the project to prevent erosion, siltation, and pollution in accordance with 
Section 107-13 of the Standard Specifications.   
 

 
GIFTS FROM VENDORS AND CONTRACTORS 

(12-15-09) SP1 G152 

 
By Executive Order 24, issued by Governor Perdue, and N.C. G.S.§ 133-32, it is unlawful for any 
vendor or contractor (i.e. architect, bidder, contractor, construction manager, design professional, 
engineer, landlord, offeror, seller, subcontractor, supplier, or vendor), to make gifts or to give 
favors to any State employee of the Governor’s Cabinet Agencies (i.e. Administration, 
Commerce, Correction, Crime Control and Public Safety, Cultural Resources, Environment and 
Natural Resources, Health and Human Services, Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention, 
Revenue, Transportation, and the Office of the Governor).  This prohibition covers those vendors 
and contractors who:  
 
(1) have a contract with a governmental agency; or  
(2) have performed under such a contract within the past year; or  
(3) anticipate bidding on such a contract in the future. 
 
For additional information regarding the specific requirements and exemptions, vendors and 
contractors are encouraged to review Executive Order 24 and G.S. § 133-32. 
 
Executive Order 24 also encouraged and invited other State Agencies to implement the 
requirements and prohibitions of the Executive Order to their agencies.  Vendors and contractors 
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should contact other State Agencies to determine if those agencies have adopted Executive 
Order 24. 
 
 

LIABILITY INSURANCE 
(11-18-08)  SP1 G80 

 
Page 1-68, Article 107-16 is amended to include the following as the first, second, third and 
fourth paragraphs: 
 
The Contractor shall be liable for any losses resulting from a breach of the terms of this contract.  
The Contractor shall be liable for any losses due to the negligence or willful misconduct of its 
agents, assigns and employees including any sub-contractors which causes damage to others for 
which the Department is found liable under the Torts Claims Act, or in the General Courts of 
Justice, provided the Department provides prompt notice to the Contractor and that the 
Contractor has an opportunity to defend against such claims.  The Contractor shall not be 
responsible for punitive damages.  
 
The Contractor shall at its sole cost and expense obtain and furnish to the Department an original 
standard ACORD form certificate of insurance evidencing commercial general liability with a limit 
for bodily injury and property damage in the amount of  $5,000,000.00 per occurrence and 
general aggregate, covering the Contractor from claims or damages for bodily injury, personal 
injury, or for property damages which may arise from operating under the contract by the 
employees and agents of the Contractor.   The required limit of insurance may be obtained by a 
single general liability policy or the combination of a general liability and excess liability or 
umbrella policy.  The State of North Carolina shall be named as an additional insured on this 
commercial general liability policy.  The policy may contain the following language as relates to 
the State as an additional insured:  “This insurance with respect to the additional insured applies 
only to the extent that the additional insured is held liable for your or your agent’s acts or 
omissions arising out of and in the course of operations performed for the additional insured.”  
 
The Contractor shall maintain all legally required insurance coverage, including without limitation, 
worker’s compensation and vehicle liability, in the amounts required by law.  Providing and 
maintaining adequate insurance coverage is a material obligation of the contractor and is of the 
essence of this contract.  All such insurance shall meet all laws of the State of North Carolina.  
Such insurance coverage shall be obtained from companies that are authorized to provide such 
coverage and that are authorized by the Commissioner of Insurance to do business in North 
Carolina. The Contractor shall at all times comply with the terms of such insurance policies.  
 
Upon execution of the contract, provide evidence of the above insurance requirements to the 
Engineer. 
 
The successful bidder, within fourteen (14) days after notice of award, shall provide the 
Department with proof of insurance.

MATERIALS AND TESTING 
 
The Engineer reserves the right to perform all sampling and testing in accordance with Section 
106 of the Standard Specifications and the Department's "Materials and Test Manual."  However 
the Engineer may reduce the frequency of sampling and testing where he deems it appropriate for 
the project under construction. 
The Contractor shall furnish the applicable certifications and documentation for all materials as 
required by the Standard Specifications.  Material which is not properly certified will not be 
accepted.

MINIMUM WAGES 
(7-21-09)   Z-5 

 
FEDERAL: The Fair Labor Standards Act provides that with certain exceptions every 

employer shall pay wages at the rate of not less than SEVEN DOLLARS AND 
TWENTY FIVE CENTS ($7.25) per hour. 

 
STATE: The North Carolina Minimum Wage Act provides that every employer shall pay to 

each of his employees, wages at a rate of not less than SEVEN DOLLARS AND 
TWENTY FIVE CENTS ($7.25) per hour. 

 
The minimum wage paid to all skilled labor employed on this contract shall be 
SEVEN DOLLARS AND TWENTY FIVE CENTS ($7.25) per hour. 
 
The minimum wage paid to all intermediate labor employed on this contract shall 
be SEVEN DOLLARS AND TWENTY FIVE CENTS ($7.25) per hour. 
 
The minimum wage paid to all unskilled labor on this contract shall be SEVEN 
DOLLARS AND TWENTY FIVE CENTS ($7.25) per hour. 
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This determination of the intent of the application of this act to the contract on this project is the 
responsibility of the Contractor. 
 
The Contractor shall have no claim against the Department of Transportation for any changes in 
the minimum wage laws, Federal or State.  It is the responsibility of the Contractor to keep fully 
informed of all Federal and State Laws affecting his contract. 
 
 

ON-THE-JOB TRAINING  
(10-16-07) (Rev 7-21-09) Z-10 

 
Description 
 
The North Carolina Department of Transportation will administer a custom version of the Federal 
On-the-Job Training (OJT) Program, commonly referred to as the Alternate OJT Program.  All 
contractors (existing and newcomers) will be automatically placed in the Alternate Program.  
Standard OJT requirements typically associated with individual projects will no longer be applied 
at the project level.  Instead, these requirements will be applicable on an annual basis for each 
contractor administered by the OJT Program Manager. 
 
On the Job Training shall meet the requirements of 23 CFR 230.107 (b), 23 USC – Section 140, 
this provision and the On-the-Job Training Program Manual. 
 
The Alternate OJT Program will allow a contractor to train employees on Federal, State and 
privately funded projects located in North Carolina.  However, priority shall be given to training 
employees on NCDOT Federal-Aid funded projects. 
 
Minorities and Women 
 
Developing, training and upgrading of minorities and women toward journeyman level status is a 
primary objective of this special training provision. Accordingly, the Contractor shall make every 
effort to enroll minority and women as trainees to the extent that such persons are available within 
a reasonable area of recruitment.  This training commitment is not intended, and shall not be used, 
to discriminate against any applicant for training, whether a member of a minority group or not. 
 
Assigning Training Goals 
 
The Department, through the OJT Program Manager, will assign training goals for a calendar year 
based on the contractors' past three years’ activity and the contractors' anticipated upcoming 
year’s activity with the Department.  At the beginning of each year, all contractors eligible will be 
contacted by the Department to determine the number of trainees that will be assigned for the 
upcoming calendar year.  At that time the Contractor shall enter into an agreement with the 
Department to provide a self-imposed on-the-job training program for the calendar year. This 
agreement will include a specific number of annual training goals agreed to by both parties.  
The number of training assignments may range from 1 to 15 per contractor per calendar year.  
The Contractor shall sign an agreement to fulfill their annual goal for the year.  A sample 
agreement is available at www.ncdot.org/business/ocs/ojt/. 
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PAYMENT AND RETAINAGE 
 (8-06-2009)  P&R_ DDC  

 
The Contractor may submit a request for partial payment on a monthly basis, or other interval as 
approved by the Engineer.  Compensation for all pay items shall be in accordance with the 
Standard Specifications.  The amount of partial payments will be based on the work accomplished 
and accepted as the last day of the approved pay period.   
All requests for payment shall be made on the form furnished to the Contractor by the Department 
of Transportation.  The form shall be completely and legibly filled out with all appropriate 
information supplied and shall be signed by an authorized representative of the Contractor.   
 
All invoices must be accompanied with the DBE-IS form even if no Subcontractors 
payments were made. Payment request shall not be processed without said form filled out 
and attached.

Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) participation shall be listed in the appropriate spaces 
on all requests for payment.  If there is no participation the word “None” or the figure “0” shall be 
entered.  One hundred percent (100%) payment shall be made after successful completion of the 
work as verified by the final inspection. 
 
 

POSTED WEIGHT LIMITS 
 

The Contractor's attention is directed to the fact that many primary and secondary roads and 
bridges are posted with weight limits less than the legal limit.  The Contractor will not be allowed 
to exceed the posted weight limits in transporting materials or equipment to the project.  The 
Contractor should make a thorough examination of all maps and haul routes on this project. 
 
 

PREQUALIFICATION TO BID ON POC’S 
 
Beginning July 1, 2009, any firm that wishes to perform work on Division Purchase Order 
Contracts as either the prime contractor or as a subcontractor on the project must be prequalified 
for the type of work they wish to perform. Firms that wish to bid on these projects as the prime 
contractor must be prequalified prior to submitting a bid. Firms that wish to perform as a 
subcontractor to the prime contractor must be prequalified prior to beginning work on the project.  
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For the purposes of prequalification, any firm that is currently prequalified as a prime or a 
subcontractor on central let projects for the appropriate work codes is considered eligible to work 
and/or bid on Purchase Order Contracts as long as other items such as bonding and license 
requirements for the contract are met.

SAFETY AND ACCIDENT PROTECTION 
 

In accordance with Article 107-21 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor shall comply 
with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws, ordinances, and regulations governing safety, 
health, and sanitation, and shall provide all safeguards, safety devices, and protective equipment, 
and shall take any other needed actions, on his own responsibility that are reasonably necessary to 
protect the life and health of employees on the job and the safety of the public, and to protect 
property in connection with the performance of the work covered by the contract.

All Contractors' personnel, all subcontractors and their personnel, and any material suppliers and 
their personnel shall wear a reflective vest or outer garment conforming to the requirements of 
MUTCD at all times while on the project.

SUPERVISION BY CONTRACTOR 

 
At all times during the life of the project the Contractor shall provide one permanent employee 
who shall have the authority and capability for overall responsibility of the project and who shall 
be personally available at the work site within 24 hours notice.  Such employee shall be fully 
authorized to conduct all business with the subcontractors, to negotiate and execute all 
supplemental agreements, and to execute the orders or directions of the Engineer. 
 
At all times that work is actually being performed, the Contractor shall have present on the 
project one competent individual who is authorized to act in a supervisory capacity over all work 
on the project, including work subcontracted. The individual who has been so authorized shall be 
experienced in the type of work being performed and shall be fully capable of managing, directing, 
and coordinating the work; of reading and thoroughly understanding the contract; and receiving 
and carrying out directions from the Engineer or his authorized representatives.  He shall be an 
employee of the Contractor unless otherwise approved by the Engineer. 
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The Contractor may, at his option, designate one employee to meet the requirements of both 
positions. However, whenever the designated employee is absent from the work site, an 
authorized individual qualified to act in a supervisory capacity on the project shall be present. 
 
 

UTILITY CONFLICTS 
 
It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to contact all affected utility owners and determine 
the precise locations of all utilities prior to beginning construction.  Utility owners shall be 
contacted a minimum of 48 hours prior to the commencement of operations.  Special care shall be 
used in working around or near existing utilities, protecting them when necessary to provide 
uninterrupted service.  In the event that any utility service is interrupted, the Contractor shall 
notify the utility owner immediately and shall cooperate with the owner, or his representative, in 
the restoration of service in the shortest time possible.  Existing fire hydrants shall be kept 
accessible to fire departments at all times. 
 
The Contractor shall adhere to all applicable regulations and follow accepted safety procedures 
when working in the vicinity of utilities in order to insure the safety of construction personnel and 
the public.

MOBILIZATION 
 
Locations for pavement repairs for asphalt and concrete roads shall be designated by the 
Engineer.  The Contractor shall be notified of needed asphalt and concrete repairs by the Engineer 
and shall begin work within 14 calendar days after notification or as determined by the Engineer.  
Failure to respond within the designated time frame or as approved by the Engineer may result in 
cancellation of this contract.  For the purpose of this contract, the contractor will be paid 1 
mobilization when the contractor completes the first bridge on the contract.  If the department 
decides not to pursue the contract work for an extended period of time the contractor will receive 
the 2nd mobilization upon return.  Payment will be made for mobilizations per project as follows: 
 
“Mobilization Each” 
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TRAFFIC CONTROL 
 
The Contractor shall maintain traffic in accordance with Division 11 of the 2012 Standard 
Specifications for Roads and Structures.  The Contractor shall furnish, install, maintain, relocate 
and remove any signs, barricades, drums, cones, flashing arrow boards, truck mounted impact 
attenuators, etc. in order to comply with the 2012 Specifications.  
 
When closing a lane on a 2-lane, 2-way roadway the Contractor shall install temporary lane 
closures in accordance with Standard 1101.02 sheet 1 and 2 of 9 of the Highway Design Branch 
Roadway Standard Drawings.  When closing a lane on a multi-lane roadway the Contractor shall  
install temporary lane closures in accordance with Standard 1101.02 sheets 3, 4, 5, 6, and 7 of 9 
of the Highway Design Branch Roadway Standard Drawings. 
 
When a temporary lane closure on a multi-lane roadway is shifted to another lane, the contractor 
will be paid for a Lane Closure Shift.  On 2-lane, 2-way roadways, the contractor will be paid one 
Temporary Lane Closure for both lanes.

CRACK SEALING 
 
Material 
 
The crack sealant used should be a single component asphalt rubber sealant, which meets or 
exceeds specification requirements ASTMD 3405-94  “Joint Sealants, Hot-Poured For Concrete 
and Asphalt Pavements."  The sealant should contain a minimum of 18%-recycled rubber by 
weight of asphalt components and be supplied in solid form. 
 
Pavement Cleaning 
 
All cracks must be cleaned using a Hot Air Lance System.  This shall consist of a heated air 
stream at a minimum of 2000 degrees F, with a minimum air velocity of 2000 FPS.  Cracks should 
be free from dust, moisture and other contaminants before the sealant is applied.  Under no 
circumstances should sealant be applied when the pavement is wet. 
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Melting 
Asphalt Rubber Sealant must be melted in a jacketed double boiler type melting unit which is 
equipped with both agitation and recalculation systems.  The temperature of the heat transfer oil 
in the melting unit should not exceed 525 degrees F when melting the sealant.   
Prior to applying the sealant, it should be heated to a temperature between the recommended pour 
temperature of 380 F and the safe temperature of 410 F. 
 
Application 
 
The asphalt rubber sealant should be applied using a pressure feed meter application unit.  After 
the crack is appropriately cleaned the sealant should be applied to a slightly overfilled condition 
and then leveled with a sealing shoe (not a squeegee) in a one to three inch wide band across the 
crack with an overlap beyond the crack edges.  Ideally, the pavement surface temperature should 
be between 40 F and 75 F.  If the pavement temperature rises above 75 F, a spray material that 
does not alter the properties (beside the tack) of the sealant should be used to remove the surface 
tack.  Traffic (vehicular and foot) must be kept off the product while it is still in the molten state. 
 
Safety 
 
The contractor shall follow all North Carolina Department of Labor Division of Occupational 
Safety and Health requirements on personal protective equipment required for the crack sealing 
work activity. 
 
Basis of Payment 
 
The quantity of material to be paid for shall be the quantity actually used.  Payment shall be full 
compensation for all labor, tools, equipment, and incidentals necessary for the completion of the 
work.

SILICON EXPANSION JOINT REPLACEMENT

manufacturer’s recommendations.  The expansion joint shall be replaced with the materials stated 
in this contract. 
All materials shall be delivered unopened in their original containers bearing the manufacturer’s 
label, date of manufacture, batch number, trade name brand, and quantity.  Sufficient material to 
perform the entire expansion joint shall be “on hand” prior to removing the existing expansion 
joint.  Stored materials may be inspected prior to their use and shall meet the requirements of 
these provisions. Each shipment of repair material shall be accompanied by Material Safety Data 
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Sheets (MSDS) and a certificate of compliance certifying that the materials conform to the 
requirements of these provisions. 
The repair material shall be one of the following approved products: 
Joints less than or equal to one (1) inch in width: 
Sealant – Dow 888 
Baysilon 960 (silicon based) 
Joints greater than one (1) inch in but less than three (3) inches in width:

The entire cost for the silicon expansion joint replacement including but not limited to labor, 
maintenance, equipment, tools, and incidentals will be included in the unit prices for Silicon Joint 
Replacement.   
 
Payments shall be made under:

EVAZOTE EXPANSION JOINT REPLACEMENT 
 
Joint openings less than or equal to five (5) inches in width. 
 
Contractor shall remove the existing expansion joint, clean the area in accordance with the 
manufacturer’s recommendations, and place the evazote expansion joint in accordance with the 
manufacturer’s recommendations.  Contractor shall have a manufacturer’s representative present 
during the installation of the first evazote expansion joint of the project.  The expansion joint shall 
be replaced with the materials stated in this contract. 
 
All materials shall be delivered unopened in their original containers bearing the manufacturer’s 
label, date of manufacture, batch number, trade name brand, and quantity.  Sufficient material to 
perform the entire expansion joint shall be “on hand” prior to removing the existing expansion 
joint.  Stored materials may be inspected prior to their use and shall meet the requirements of 
these provisions.  Each shipment of repair material shall be accompanied by Material Safety Data 
Sheets (MSDS) and a certificate of compliance certifying that the materials conform to the 
requirements of these provisions. 
 
Evazote Joint Seal Specifications 
 
Use preformed seals compatible with concrete and resistant to abrasion, oxidation, oils, gasoline, 
salt and other materials that are spilled on or applied to the surface.  Use a low-density closed cell, 
cross-linked ethylene vinyl acetate polyethylene copolymer nitrogen blown material for the seal. 
Use seals manufactured with grooves 1/8" (3 mm) ± wide by 1/8" (3 mm) ± deep and spaced 
between 1/4  (6 mm) and 1/2 inch (13 mm) apart along the bond surface running the length of the 
joint.  Use seals sized so that the depth of the seal meets the manufacturer’s recommendation, but 
is not less than 70% of the uncompressed width.  Provide a seal designed so that, when 
compressed, the center portion of the top does not extend upward above the original height of the 
seal by more than 1/4 inch (6 mm).  Splice the seal using the heat welding method by placing the 
joint material ends against a Teflon heating iron of 350°F (177°C) for 7 - 10 seconds, then 
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pressing the ends together tightly.  Do not test the welding until the material has completely 
cooled.  Use material that resists weathering and ultraviolet rays.  Provide a seal that has a 
working range of 30% tension and 60% compression and is watertight along its entire length 
including the ends.  Have the top of the evazote seal clearly shop marked.  Inspect the evazote 
seals upon receipt to ensure that the marks are clearly visible upon installation.

Adhesives 
 
Use a two component, 100% solid, modified epoxy adhesive with the seal that meets the 
requirements of ASTM C881, Type 1, Grade 3, Class B & C and has the following physical 
properties:

Use an adhesive that is workable to 40°F (4°C).  When installing in temperatures below 40°F 
(4°C) or for application on moist, difficult to dry concrete surfaces, use an adhesive specified by 
the manufacturer of the joint material. 
 
Sawing the Joint 
The joint opening shall be initially formed to the width shown on the plans including the blockout 
for the elastomeric concrete.     
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The elastomeric concrete shall cure a minimum of 2 days prior to sawing the elastomeric concrete 
to the final width and depth as specified in the plans. 
 
When sawing the joint to receive the evazote seal, always use a rigid guide to control the saw in 
the desired direction.  To control the saw and to produce a straight line as indicated on the plans, 
anchor and positively connect a template or a track to the bridge deck.  Do not saw the joint by 
visual means such as a chalk line.  Fill the holes used for holding the template or track to the deck 
with an approved, flowable non-shrink, non-metallic grout. 
 
Saw cut to the desired width and depth in one or two passes of the saw by placing and spacing 
two metal blades on the saw shaft to the desired width for the joint opening. 
 
The desired depth is the depth of the seal plus 1/4” (6 mm) above the top of the seal plus 
approximately 1” (25 mm) below the bottom of the seal.  An irregular bottom of sawed joint is 
permitted as indicated on the plans.  Grind exposed corners on saw cut edges to a 1/4” (6 mm) 
chamfer. 
 
Saw cut a straight joint, centered over the formed opening and to the desired width specified in 
the plans.  Prevent any chipping or damage to the sawed edges of the joint. 
 
Remove any staining or deposited material resulting from sawing with a wet blade to the 
satisfaction of the Engineer. 
 
Preparation of Sawed Joint for Seal installation 
After sawing the joint, the Engineer will thoroughly inspect the sawed joint opening for spalls, 
popouts, cracks, etc.  All necessary repairs will be made by the Contractor prior to blast cleaning 
and installing the seal. 
 
Clean the joints by sandblasting with clean dry sand immediately before placing the bonding agent.  
Sandblast the joint opening to provide a firm, clean joint surface free of curing compound, loose 
material and any foreign matter.  Sandblast the joint opening without causing pitting or uneven 
surfaces.  The aggregate in the elastomeric concrete may be exposed after sandblasting. 
 
After blasting, either brush the surface with clean brushes made of hair, bristle or fiber, blow the 
surface with compressed air, or vacuum the surface until all traces of blast products and abrasives 
are removed from the surface, pockets, and corners. 
 
If nozzle blasting is used to clean the joint opening, use compressed air that does not contain 
detrimental amounts of water or oil. 
 
Examine the blast cleaned surface and remove any traces of oil, grease or smudge deposited in the 
cleaning operations. 
 
Bond the seal to the blast cleaned surface on the same day the surface is blast cleaned. 
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Seal Installation 
Install the joint seal according to the manufacturer’s procedures and recommendations and as 
recommended below.  Do not install the joint seal if the ambient air or surface temperature is 
below 45°F (7°C).  Evazote joint splicing shall not exceed 2 splices per joint.   
Have a manufacturer’s certified trained factory representative present during the installation of the 
first seal of the project. 
 
Before installing the joint seal, check the uninstalled seal length to insure the seal is the same 
length as the deck opening.  When the joint seal requires splicing, use the heat welding method by 
placing the joint material ends against a teflon heating iron of 425-475°F (218-246°C) for 7 - 10 
seconds, then pressing the ends together tightly.  Do not test the welding until the material has 
completely cooled.   
 
Begin installation by protecting the top edges of the concrete deck adjacent to the vertical walls of 
the joint as a means to minimize clean up.  After opening both cans of the bonding agent, stir each 
can using separate stirring rods for each component to prevent premature curing of the bonding 
agent.  Pour the two components, at the specified mixing ratio, into a clean mixing bucket.  Mix 
the components with a low speed drill (400 rpm max.) until a uniform gray color is achieved 
without visible marbling.  Apply bonding agent to both sides of the elastomeric concrete as well as 
both sides of the joint seal, making certain to completely fill the grooves with epoxy.  With gloved 
hands, compress the joint seal and with the help of a blunt probe, push the seal into the joint 
opening until the seal is recessed approximately 1/4” (6 mm) below the surface.  When pushing 
down on the joint seal, apply pressure only in a downward direction.  Do not push the joint seal 
into the joint opening at an angle that would stretch the material.  Seals that are stretched during 
installation shall be removed and rejected.  Once work on placing a seal begins, do not stop until it 
is completed.  Clean the excess epoxy from the top of the joint seal immediately with a trowel.  
Do not use solvents or any cleaners to remove the excess epoxy from the top of the seal.  Remove 
the protective cover at the joint edges and check for any excess epoxy on the surface.  Remove 
excess epoxy with a trowel, the use of solvents or any cleaners will not be allowed. 
 
The installed system shall be watertight and will be monitored until final inspection and approval. 
 
Payments shall be made under:

“Evazote Joint Replacement w/ Saw Cut Linear Feet” 
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ELASTOMERIC CONCRETE PLACEMENT 
 

Elastomeric concrete is a mixture of a two-part polymer consisting of polyurethane and/or epoxy 
and kiln-dried aggregate.  Provide an elastomeric concrete and binder system that is preapproved.  
 
Contractor shall repair damaged concrete adjacent to joints as directed by the Engineer with 
elastomeric concrete.  
 
Contractor shall submit falsework plans for approval.  Falsework plans shall take into account 
expansion of the bridge deck due to changes in temperature. 
Do not place elastomeric concrete if the ambient air temperature is below 45°F (7°C).  Prior to 
placing the elastomeric concrete, thoroughly clean and dry all concrete surfaces.  Sandblast the 
concrete surface in the blockout and clear the surface of all loose debris. Prepare and apply a 
primer, as per manufacturer’s recommendations, to all vertical concrete faces, all steel 
components to be in contact with elastomeric concrete, and to areas specified by the 
manufacturer. 
 
Prepare, batch, and place the elastomeric concrete in accordance with the manufacturer’s 
instructions.  Place the elastomeric concrete while the primer is still tacky and within 2 hours after 
applying the primer.  Pay careful attention to properly consolidate the elastomeric concrete 
around the steel and anchors.   
 
Tarps are to be utilized under the mixing areas, and the bridge deck joint shall be taped off to 
protect the bridge deck from spills during elastomeric concrete installation.

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In addition to the requirements above, use elastomeric concrete that also resists water, chemical, 
UV, and ozone exposure and withstands extreme temperature (freeze-thaw) changes. Elastomeric 
concrete systems requiring preheated aggregates are not allowed.

ASPHALT JOINT REPAIR AND REPLACEMENT 
 
Joint material shall be hot applied, pre-mixed bituminous material that will provide a smooth 
riding surface and a waterproof joint. The contractor shall prepare the surface to be repaired by 
saw cutting to the desired width, removing all loose material, and cleaning the area with 
compressed air. 
 
No repairs shall be made during periods of rain, snow, or sleet. Standing water shall be removed 
prior to placement of material. 
 
Steel bridging plates shall be used as needed to provide load transfer across the joint opening. 
Plates shall be galvanized mild steel, 1/8” to 1/4” thick, and 4” to 9” wide.  
 
Bulking aggregate shall be chosen from the Basalt, Gritstone, Gabbro, or Granite Family. Only ½” 
or ¾” size stone shall be used. The size of the stone to be used shall be in accordance with the 
following joint depths: 
 
  2”-3” depth   ½” stone 
  Greater than 3” depth  ¾” stone 
 
Material Requirements 
 
All materials shall meet the specifications as approved by the Engineer prior to use. The joint 
material shall be one of the following approved products: 
FibreJoint, A/P Bridge Flex Joint or other NCDOT approved material. 
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Payments shall be made under:

(18”-24” wide, w/ plate)” Linear Feet 

 
 

COOPERATION WITH STATE FORCES AND OTHER

Maintain traffic in accordance with Divisions 10, 11 and 12 of the 2012 Standard Specifications 
and the following provisions: 
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Install Work Zone Advance Warning Signs in accordance with Standard Drawing No. 1101.01 of 
the 2012 Roadway Standard Drawings prior to beginning any other work.  Use a lane closure or 
slow moving operation to complete the work, as necessary, unless otherwise indicated (refer to 
Standard Drawing No. 1101.02, 1101.11, 1110.01, 1110.02 and 1130.01 of the 2012 Roadway 
Standard Drawings.  Use a moving operation only if the minimum speed maintained at all times is 
3 mph with no stops that narrow or close a lane of travel.  If the moving operation is progressing 
slower than 3 mph at any time, install a lane closure.  Maintain the existing traffic pattern at all 
times, except in the immediate work zone where lane closures are allowed as determined by the 
Engineer. 
 
Refer to attached details and Standard Drawing No. 1101.01, 1101.02, 1101.03, 1101.04, 
1101.05, 1101.11, 1110.01, 1110.02, 1115.01, 1130.01, 1135.01, 1145.01, 1150.01, 1165.01, 
1170.01 and 1180.01 of the 2012 Roadway Standard Drawings when closing a lane of travel in 
a stationary work zone such as pavement patching resurfacing, or pavement marking removal.  
Properly ballasted cones may be used instead of drums for lane closures during daylight hours.  
However, drums are required for the upstream taper portion of lane closures in all applications.  
The stationary work zone shall be a maximum of 3 miles in length at any given time unless 
otherwise directed by the Engineer.  A pilot vehicle operation may be used in conjunction with 
flaggers and the appropriate pilot vehicle warning signing as directed by the Engineer.  During 
periods of construction inactivity, return the traffic pattern to the existing alignment and remove 
or cover any work zone signs.  When covering work zone signs, use an opaque material that 
prevents reading of the sign at night by a driver using high beam headlights.  Use material, which 
does not damage the sign sheeting.  Replace any obliterated markings as required by other 
sections of the 2012 Standard Specifications and the Engineer. 
 
When personnel and/or equipment are working on the shoulder adjacent to an undivided facility 
and within 5 feet of an open travel lane, close the nearest open travel lane using Standard Drawing 
No. 1101.02 of the 2012 Roadway Standard Drawings unless the work area is protected by 
barrier or guardrail.  When personnel and/or equipment are working on the shoulder, adjacent to a 
divided facility and within 10 feet of an open travel lane, close the nearest open travel lane using 
Standard Drawing No. 1101.02 of the 2012 Roadway Standard Drawings unless the work area is 
protected by barrier or guardrail.  When personnel and/or equipment are working within a lane of 
travel of an undivided or divided facility, close the lane according to the traffic control plans, 2012 
Roadway Standard Drawings or as directed by the Engineer.  Conduct the work so that all 
personnel and/or equipment remain within the closed travel lane.  Do not work simultaneously, on 
both sides of an open travel way, within the same location, on a two-lane, two-way road.  Do not 
perform work involving heavy equipment within 15 feet of the edge of travel way when work is 
being performed behind a lane closure on the opposite side of the travel way.  Perform work only 
when weather and visibility conditions allow safe operations as directed by the Engineer. 
 
Do not exceed a difference of 2 inches in elevation between open lanes of traffic for nominal lifts 
of 1.5 inches.  Install advance warning UNEVEN LANES signs (W8-11 at 48" X 48") 500 feet in 
advance and a minimum of once every half mile throughout the uneven area. 
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Backfill at a 6:1 slope up to the edge and elevation of existing pavement in areas adjacent to 
an open travel lane that has an edge of pavement drop-off as follows: 
(A) Drop-off that exceeds 2 inches on roadways with posted speed limits of 45 mph 

or greater. 
(B) Drop-off that exceeds 3 inches on roadways with posted speed limit less than 45 mph. 
Backfill the unacceptable drop-off with suitable compacted material, as approved by the Engineer, 
at no expense to the Department.  This work is not considered part of shoulder reconstruction. 
 
When utilizing a slow-moving operation for such items as pavement marking placement, 
pavement marker installation and pesticide spraying, the slow moving operation caravan shall 
consist, as a minimum, of the vehicles and devices shown on the Moving Operation Caravan 
Details as shown on Standard Drawing No. 1101.02, sheets 11, 12 and 13 of the 2012 Roadway 
Standard Drawings.  Traffic cones may be used when necessary to provide additional protection 
of wet pavement markings.  Ballast all traffic cones so they will not be blown over by traffic. 
 
Failure to comply with the following requirements will result in a suspension of all other 
operations: 
1. Before working on ANY MAP, the Contractor shall submit a written construction sequence 

for traffic control and construction lighting for ALL MAPS to the Engineer at the first 
pre-construction meeting and the sequence must be approved before closing a lane of 
traffic.  The Contractor and Engineer will coordinate with the Traffic Management Unit at 
919-773-2800 or Traffic Services for additional traffic control guidance, as necessary. 

2. Coordinate the installation of items required by the contract documents and resurfacing 
operations such that these operations are completed in the order as agreed upon with the 
Engineer at the first pre-construction meeting.  Refer to the Provisions, Typicals and 
Details unless otherwise directed by the Engineer. 

3. Once the Contractor has started work at a location, the Contractor should prosecute the work 
in a continuous and uninterrupted manner from the time he begins the work until 
completion and final acceptance unless determined otherwise by the Engineer. 

4. Obtain written approval of the Engineer before working in more than one location or setting 
up additional lane closures. 

5. Mainline pavement shall not be left milled, unmarked or uneven at the end of a paving season. 
6. Contractor shall mill and pave lanes in an order such that water shall not accumulate. 
 
Notify the Engineer 48 hours before milling or resurfacing will interfere with the existing Signal 
Loops.  Loops may need to be placed in milled surface before resurfacing occurs.  Coordinate all 
signal loop operations with the Engineer. 
 
Notify the Engineer 15 consecutive calendar days before resurfacing a bridge or its approaches.  
Patch and make repairs to bridge surface and its approaches before resurfacing occurs.  
Coordinate all operations on the bridge and its approaches with the Engineer. 
 
Notify the Engineer 48 hours before resurfacing the areas of existing pavement that require 
patching.  Patch these areas before resurfacing occurs.  Allow full depth asphalt patching to cool 
to the point of supporting traffic without displacement or rutting before reopening closed lane.  
Coordinate the resurfacing operations of the patched areas with the Engineer. 
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During a resurfacing only operation, bring all newly resurfaced lanes to the same elevation within 
72 hours for nominal lifts of 1.5 inches or less of asphalt course and by the end of each work day 
for nominal lifts of greater than 1.5 inches of asphalt course. 
 
For partial or wheel track milling operations on two-way, two-lane facilities, mill and pave back 
by the end of each work day.  For partial or wheel track milling operations on multi-lane facilities, 
the lane being milled may be left closed and paved back within 72 hours. 
 
The following options are available during Resurfacing and milling operations on two-way,  
two-lane facilities when the entire roadway or entire lane is to be milled: 
(A) Mill a single lane and pave back by the end of each work day. 
(B) Mill the entire width of roadway and pave back within 72 hours. 
 
The following options are available during Resurfacing and milling operations on multi-lane 
facilities when all lanes or a single lane in one direction are to be milled: 
(A) Mill a single lane and pave back by the end of each work day. 
(B) Mill the entire width of pavement for all lanes to be milled in any direction daily and pave

When resurfacing facilities with ramps, resurface the ramp and gore area of the ramp as agreed 
upon with the Engineer.

Furnish, install and maintain general work zone warning signs for resurfacing and milling such as 
ROUGH ROAD (W8-8 at 48" X 48") (for milling only), UNEVEN LANES (W8-11 at 
48" X 48"), LOW SHOULDER (W8-9 at 48" X 48"), LOW / SOFT SHOULDER
