Webinar Highlights
Minimum Sampling Guide / Materials
1. Many Temporary materials do not have to be received in HiCAMS anymore. The Contract Administrator's office must still obtain and retain the required Certifications and invoices for review.

2.  A new Material Type "Incidental Precast Concrete Items" has been added to the new 2013 Minimum Sampling Guide (MSG). This Material Type no longer requires Alternate IDs. Materials include Precast Concrete Anchor Blocks for Cable Guardrail, Precast Concrete Drain Pads, and Precast Concrete Right of Way Monuments.

Substitution Groups
3. For items not received by Ticket, Substitution Group functionality works if set up in the Contract Bill of Materials AND used in the Pay Record window. See the Review Pay Records User Guide for additional information about Substitution Groups.

Updating the CBOM to resolve Project Certification Issues
4. When a discrepancy occurs because a substitutable Material was not previously removed from the Contract Bill of Materials, access the line item in CBOM and delete the Material. 
5. Materials on the CBOM can be modified on Accepted Contracts except if the Material is present on the Material Pre-Certification list with a Precertification Status of Precertified (example - Black Paint on C201405)
Project Certification Window Issues
6. In the Project Certification function, on the Contract Material Quantities tab, users may see letter combinations in the How Accepted column instead of words. These letters denote new How Accepted Codes. If any are found, please report it to Randy Pace, Francine Ward, or Marie Novello.
7. In the Project Certification function, in both the window and on the Detail report, Accepted Quantities may not show up if the new How Accepted Codes have not been implemented. Again, if any are found, please report it to Randy Pace, Francine Ward, or Marie Novello.
