• Freeway standards from Wake County to Carteret 
County

• Upgrade where appropriate through Carteret County
• Consider other roadways – existing or new – as part of 

solution into Port of Morehead City
• Change U.S. 70 evacuation route to follow Corridor P
• Implement truck mobility strategies

Long-Term Solutions (30 years)

• Urban areas:
– Upgrade existing facilities to expressway standards
– Upgrade to freeway standards as needed
– Implement truck mobility strategies
– Support Alternative Fuel Corridor nomination

• Rural areas:
– Upgrade to boulevard or expressway standards
