• Over 1,200 comments related to bike lanes, multiuse paths or sidewalks
• At the beaches and to/from beaches, Southport, along NC 211, NC 133, to shopping, schools and other points of interest

• 996 comments on specific road maintenance or repaving needs
• NC 130, NC 133, NC 179, NC 211, US 17, Oak Island, Supply, Southport

• 175 comments requesting public transit in Brunswick County
• To Wilmington, the airport, government facilities, the community college, beaches, along US 17
