• Comprehensive Transportation Plan

• Long-range (25 to 30 years in the future)
– 2045 (25 years from now)

• Multi-modal
– Roads, Bicycles, Pedestrians, Transit (bus, rail, etc.)

• Data Driven

• Not “reinventing the wheel” 
– Derived from local plans, community & statewide goals

• Locally-driven
– Steering Committee includes County Manager, Commissioners
