Re: Update of the High Point Urban Area Metropolitan Planning Organization (HPMPO)           Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) Agreement

[bookmark: _GoBack]Section 136‐200.2 of the North Carolina General Statutes requires an evaluation of the boundaries, structure, and governance of each metropolitan planning organization in the state following each US Census. Upon completion of the valuation required under this section, a metropolitan planning organization may be restructured in accordance with the procedure contained in 23 U.S.C. § 134(b)(5) and its boundaries expanded to include areas specified in 23 U.S.C. § 134(c).  

The 2010 Census precipitated the expansion of the HPMPO boundary and the update of their MOU.  To complete the process, the Secretary of Transportation’s signature is required.  Attached, please find, six (6) copies, with original signatures, of the MPO’s updated MOU agreement for Secretary Tennyson’s signature.  Once all copies are signed, the HPMPO MOUs should be returned to Transportation Planning Branch’s HPMPO coordinator, Hemal Shah, for disbursement.
