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When does this process/ procedure begin? 
 

As soon as a request for a Cost Estimate is received, or there is high confidence a NRTR is about to be requested. 
 

What elements do I need to begin this process/ procedure? 
 

 A design file (.dgn) or Shape File of the project study area boundary.

3. ECAP: Signature should be obtained on the landowner letter as close as possible to the mailing dates.  
Then create the “Landowner Letter Package,” a single PDF inclusive of: 
 

 signed landowner letter 
 

 backside multi-language letter, 
 

 BCC page, and 
 

 landowner list. 
 

 Post in the Natural Environment library on SharePoint.  Mark the topic as “Correspondence” 
 

 Notify the consultant the Package is posted and ready for distribution (see example language 
below).
