Suggested Items to Bring to
NCDOT Public Meetings

Materials:

· Handouts, which includes comment sheets to be filled out by citizens.

· Aerial Mosaic(s).  A large scale aerial is preferable for shorter projects, like 1”=100’ (or 1:1000).  Try to use 1”=200’ (or 1:2500) for larger projects, if the photo size is manageable.  Only on very long projects should 1”=400’ (or 1:5000) aerials be used.

· Large map showing local projects programmed in the TIP 

· TIP and TIP Map Book

· Information on other local TIP projects, such as right of way and let dates

· Sign up sheet for citizen names to be placed on a mailing list

· Names and telephone numbers of Local staff and elected officials.

· Project files

· Name tag

· Business Cards

· Pointer (for presentation)

· Scale (metric or English, as appropriate)

· Transportation (thoroughfare) Plan

· City or county maps

· County maps with traffic counts

· Magnifying glass

· USGS Quad maps 

· Copies of the National Register Fact Sheet

Public Involvement Staff will supply:

· Public meeting signs to post in vicinity of meeting

· Comment box to collect comment sheets from citizens

· Directional arrow signs to post in vicinity of meeting
