	Pavement marking and markers should be detailed on the summary of quantities by color (i.e., white and yellow thermoplastic, cyan and red markers, etc.)

	Characters (RxR, ONLY, SCHOOL, etc.) should be denoted on the summary of quantities by location and should represent the number of characters required to spell out the message.  For example, a map with two (2) school and one (1) RxR message will show quantities of 12 ea. and 2 ea. respectively. A total of 14 characters will be shown on the estimate for this map.  The “x” in the RxR message is not a character and should be paid for as 16” pavement marking lines. The transverse bands should be paid for as 24” pavement marking line.

Maps, typical sections, and details should be in PDF (11”x17” scale non-scanned) and MicroStation (if applicable) format. The summary of quantities should be in EXCEL format. Individual PDFs of each plan sheet shall be provided.

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Installation

Prerequisites

The NC Resurfacing Estimate application utilizes Microsoft’s ClickOnce
framework to support application deployment and updates.

ClickOnce allows the NC Resurfacing application to automatically check
for updates and download the update each time it is launched.

The application may potentially require some additional prerequisite
software to be installed on your machine that will require administrative
privileges. If so, you will need to contact your IT representative.
