Creates Public Safety

Extensive highway travel has created a public
awareness of the severe social and economic cost of
traffic accidents in North Caraolina.

“North Carolina Traffic Accident Facts” sets forth
what has happened and is happening to many of our
citizens in their daily travels. In evaluating the
statistical data, we point with pride to our
accomplishments in the reduction of traffic deaths.
At the same time traffic accidents have increased.
Since traffic statistics are based on actual events
involving the citizens of our state, it is the
responsibility of the Division of Motor Vehicles to
inform the public of this upward trend in traffic
accidents. A concerted effort to fulfill this
commitment has been met through the "Highway
Accident Perspective” issued monthly since July
1975. The cooperation of the news media, sheriffs
and chiefs of police, Trial Judges and the District
Attorneys in the use of the accident data has been
most gratifying.

The “Facts” present law enforcement officers an
opportunity to evaluate the accident picture in their
area; it offers a challenge to all administrators to
continue to project plans to improve driver attitudes.
It presents factual data to every motorist in the
Tarheel State to assume his personal responsibility to
Drive Defensively and operate his vehicle in a
manner not only to insure his own safety but the
safety of others who travel the highways.

Morth Carolina Motor Vehicle Traffic Deaths have passed the 1,000 mark for TWENTY-ONE consecutive
years, 1955 thru 1975.

73,981 persons injured, 8.6% increase from 1974.

128,683 traffic accidents reported, 5.9% increase from 1974.

31% of ALL ACCIDENTS involved enly ONE VEHICLE.

1 out of every 19 registered vehicles was involved in an accident.

2:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. was the highest accident period for urban areas.

3:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. was the highest accident period for rural areas.

55% of FATAL accidents occurred during NIGHT hours.

36% of ALL accidents occurred during NIGHT hours.

FRIDAY was the highest accident day with 18% of ALL ACCIDENTS.

55% of FATAL ACCIDENTS occurred on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday.

One person KILLED every & hours.

One person INJURED every 7 minutes,

One ACCIDENT reported every 4 minutes.

30 persons were killed for each 100,000 population.

74 motorcycles were involved in FATAL ACCIDENTS.

25 MALE bicyclists were killed—7 FEMALE,

Only seventy-four FEMALE bicyclists have been killed during the past 26 years. TWO occurred during
1950, ONE in 1953, ONE in 1954, FOUR in 1955, ONE in 1956, TWO in 1957, TWO in 1958, ONE in 1959, SIX
in 1960, TWO in 1961, TWO in 1962, THREE in 1963, THREE in 1964, THREE in 1965, FIVE in 1967, THREE in
1968, ONE in 1969, TWO in 1970, FOUR in 1971, SIX in 1972, SEVEN in 1973, 51X in 1974, and SEVEN in 1975.
1 out of every 15 LICENSED DRIVERS was involved in an accident.

Ratio of persons INJURED to KILLED was 49 to 1.

Number of people KILLED per 100 fatal accidents was 112, (1.12 people per fatal accident)
“SPEEDING” was the leading violation in FATAL accidents.

6% of ALL accidents and 9% of FATAL accidents involved mechanical defects.

17% of the drivers in FATAL ACCIDENTS were known to have been drinking.

Drinking is a known factor in 18% of all injury accidents.

B0% of the FATAL ACCIDENTS occurred in RURAL areas.



IN RURAL AREAS 26% OF ALL ACCIDENTS occurred on LS. NUMBERED HIGHWAYS, 3% on
INTERSTATE NUMBERED HIGHWAYS, 22% on N.C. STATE NUMBERED HIGHWAYS, 45% on RURAL
PAVED ROADS, and 4% on DIRT AND GRAVEL ROADS.

1 out of 9 PEDESTRIANS involved in an accident was killed.

19% of ALL FATAL ACCIDENTS INVOLYED PEDESTRIANS.

18% of ALL FATALITIES were PEDESTRIANS.

20% of PEDESTRIAN FATALITIES were children under 10 years of age.

66% of the FATAL PEDESTRIAN accidents occurred in RURAL areas.

45% of PEDESTRIANS KILLED were killed while crossing NOT at an intersection, while 9% were crossing
AT an intersection,

7% of PEDESTRIANS KILLED were killed while WALKING IN ROADWAY—WITH TRAFFIC.
15% of the PEDESTRIANS killed in TRAFFIC ACCIDENTS had been drinking.
In 77% of ALL ACCIDENTS at least one driver was IN VIOLATION of a traffic law.
IN RURAL AREAS:
Interstate had 4% of FATAL ACCIDENTS
U.5. Highways had 28% of FATAL ACCIDENTS.
N.C. Highways had 26% of FATAL ACCIDENTS.

Rural Paved Roads had 40% of FATAL ACCIDENTS.
Dirt and Gravel had 1% of FATAL ACCIDENTS,.

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DEFINITIONS

. REPORTABLE MOTOR VEHICLE TRAFFIC ACCIDENT - An accident involving a motor vehicle on a traf-

ficway resulting in death, injury, or property damage of $200 or more.

- URBAN AREAS - Those incorporated cities or towns of 2,500 population or more - including'Kannapolis

which is not incorporated.

- RURAL AREAS - Unincorporated areas or towns of less than 2,500 population,

- VEHICLE MILES TRAVELED - Estimated on the basis of average (12.1) miles per gallon of fuel sold for

motor vehicle use.

. TYPE OF ACCIDENT - Classified according to the first event on the road which characterizes the

manner of occurrence of a motor vehicle traffic accident,

- EVALUATION OF ACCIDENTS - Driver/Owner report of motor vehicle collision includes accidents

that come within the jurisdiction of the Safety and Responsibility Act.
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
