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From The Commissioner’s Office

There has been noteworthy prog-
ress in making highway trans-
portation safer during the past few
years, but, as evidenced by the
statistics contained in the compilation
of TRAFFIC ACCIDENT FACTS, the
job of traffic safety remains a major
challenge.

Smaller cars and changes in driv-
ing patterns engendered by in-
creased fuel prices and other con-
straints will mandate continued sur-
veillance of traffic collision ex-
perience in order that increases be
recognized and prompt corrective
measures be applied.

We must continue a balanced ap-
proach and sustain our efforts to im-
prove roads, vehicles, and drivers,
using fact bases such as the TRAFFIC
ACCIDENT FACTS to guide us to the
maore critical facets.

VEHICLE MILES TRAVELED — Estimated on the basis of average (12.1) miles per gallon of fuel sold for
motor vehicle use.

TYPE OF ACCIDENT — Classifled according to the first event on the road which characterizes the man-
ner of occurrence of a motor vehicle traffic accident.

EVALUATION OF ACCIDENTS — Driver/Owner report of motor vehicle collision includes accidents that
come within the jurisdiction of the Safety and Responsibility Act.

SUSPENSICONS AND REVOCATIONS — Action taken by Driver License Section against operator's
licensa upon conviction of hazardous offenses.
