WHEREAS, the Town Council of Lighthouse Village acknowledges a parade requires approximately 

two (2) hours to install signing and traffic control, and also requires approximately two (2) hours for 

removing signs, traffic control, and litter; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of Lighthouse Village pursuant to the 

authority granted by G.S. 20-169 that they do hereby declare a temporary road closure during the day(s) 

and times set forth below on the following described portion of a State Highway System route: 

Date(s): Sunday, November 23, 2014 

Times:  1:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. 

Route Description: Main Street (US 99) between Argo Street (SR 4434) 

and Mermaid Drive (SR 4456)

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the County Commissioners of Bogue County pursuant to 

the authority granted by G.S. 20-169 that they do hereby declare a temporary road closure during the 

day(s) and times set forth below on the following described portion of a State Highway System route:

Route Description: US 99 between Lighthouse Village and the Intercoastal Waterway
