* There are approximately 1,200 ordinances enacted, and approximately
500 ordinances rescinded, each year

* There are approximately 38,000 active ordinances currently in TEAAS

Ordinance Overlaps

* Overlaps are where one or more ordinances “overlap” the same
stretch of road with one or more ordinances.

* In some cases this is allowed due to non-conflicting ordinance
conditions or types (such as a no parking overlapping another no
parking, or a speed zone overlapping a no U-turn).

* In other cases, this is a problem due to conflicting conditions or
ordinance types (such as a truck prohibition overlapping a truck

route, or a rural 35 MPH speed limit overlapping a rural 45 MPH

speed limit).

» Overlaps are more problematic with older ordinances.

* Initiatives are currently in motion to eradicate all overlaps in the
system.
